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l�ON. PRESIDENT 1 S ADDRESS

At the August General Meeting the President gave 
an address, in which he comiJented Oii recent Press reporto 
of proposed artificial satellites and . rocket proj ects . He 
quoted the performance of projected rocket ships wit� 
speeds of the order of 2,000 m •p.h., and compared th1s 
with the U.F.0.1s proved speeds of 10-20,000 m.p.h. . 

The purpose of.these· experiments, he said, was 
to discover the secrets of space. The govern�ents of the 
world. had suddenly decidad to spend millions of pounds· -on 
space research, and ri va.l ha tions were e.ven endeavouring 
to pool their knowledge. Wa.s· · this a stra:tegy of war) he · 
asked, or was there some·other purpose prompting-the act­
ions of the governments,_ pne. that we are not told · t.oo 
much about? �Vha t h..ad caused. this sudden urgency to ge� 
into space ? · · · · 

Pr0of that the saucers t-rere not man-made was av­
ailable in the performance data of proposed· space craft, 
which repre.

sented the 1greatest advance yet to be made in 
aeronautics.· These advanced types of aircraft, the Pres­
ide�t said, fell far_short of the saucers in their pe:f­
ormanco, and they were not yet even built. The ,Saucer1ans 
had solved the problems of s1.�ace travel, and had found a 
secret of' propulsion ifl.finitGly euperior to anythi�g tba t 
Earth sciGntists had evolved. 

One could hardly believe that this sudden accel­
eration of suace research 1·ras merely due to a desire to 
race other �tions into space. Could it not be, the Pres­
ident askecl, be cause the Governments of the \Jorld are 
gravely concerned with the advent of visitors from space 
and are anxious to· ·find out more about thel!l?

Most of us have heard of the large number of si­
ghtings of unidentified obj ectS in the pas t, fm: ye�S 1 a 
ra the� s taggering figure of mere thn.n 1 0 , 000 s1ght1ngs 
since 1 947. This large nuJ·ihe��.· r ... !"tf3 u�, .. J oubtedly convinced a 
fe-vr 11boubting Thomases 11 , but. the fnll value of ftlos t  of 
these sightintiS . has been los t  to :?..r-ve s tigators because of 
the inability · of the untrained observers to sight corre c-
t.2 y. 

A �ealth of information could be gleaned from on­
ly a fGu· accurate obs erva.tions , giving details such as 
compas s bear.ing, height, .. time , weather conditions , a.�1,1 
actual description of the' obj ect . 

I wish to point out that it is . impos s�ple �or one 
observer to estimate the actual s i ze or . dis tance of an 
obj e ct · 5 .r the sky, of a "type vrhich he ha a never s e en be­
r·ore . 

· l'"cr example , if the obj ec t  were a. DC3 pas senger 
�.L.:tne , the observer , having seen it both on the ground 
�nd iil the air, knows full we ll its phys ical dimens ions 
and hence can estimate i ts range , or dis ta�ce from the 
observer , from its apparent si ze . Now lo t us suppooe tr�t 
t"08 manufacturers made another mode l exactly twice the 
s i ze of the origir�l DC3 . The observer , when sighting 
this ne"r craft 1 would draw on his previo us menories . a�1d 
so es tit�te the range as l1alf the actual distance .
