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METERIAL FOR RESEARCH 

An outstanding point in flying saucer research 
which requires to be cleared up is the question of wheth­
er U.F.O. 's are mo.terial or non-material. Adamski says 
emphatically that the saucers and mother shi?S which he 
has seen are solid, material craft, and that the people 
in them are human beings like ourselves, who live on oth­
er pla.ne ts much as we live here on Earth. Allingham 
claims a contact with a very solid �hrtian in Scotland in 
1954, and Daniel Fry 1 s story� told in nThe vJhi te Sands 

Incident", certainly tends to support the idea of materi­
al space people. 

On the other hand, Angelucci's experience was 
definitely of a psychic or spiritual nature. He states 
clearly that the beings he contacted were spiritual be­
ings who w�re able to appear in hunan forms, and ascribes 
all saucer appearances to a form of manifestation. The 
Borderland Sciences Research Association also e�plains 
that the saucer people are from another 11plane of vibrat-
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ion", i.e., a spirit world , which can nemer�e" on to our 
physical plane in the forn of u.F.O.'s - Whlch is just 
another way of saying the same thing. 

That there is sone connection :tet�-reen_ th� spirit 
w::>rlds and the flying saucers is undeniable. i1damski lllen­
tions that in recent yoars , all the lllediums seelll to hnve 
thrown overboard their traditional spirit. "guides" and 
tiken on spacemen instead! Certc.inly there is a spate of 
m3. terial dealing with saucers_,_ most of it contradictory, 
cJming through rsychic sources. . . . Now these oources often speak of things pertaln­
ine to their world as though such things v�ere material, 
thou�h to us

. 
they are rather less substantial than a 

rainbow. Angelucci, in "The Secret of the Saucers", was 
careful to nake this distinction; for Adac1ski, the quest­
i)n doGs not arise , since he as[orts that his contacts 
were �ot of a psychic or spiritual na turG. . . It may be significant that references to lnhablt­
ation of the outer "uninhabitallen, planets frequently ' . . b C)me from psychjc sources; since to th8s� ent:-t1es, p:o -
lens of extremes oZ tem�erature anc cheBlcal lncompatlb­
ilities would presUBably not exist: they are not concern­
e. l with the physical lihfverse· ar. d t'he limitations of the 
physical body. . 

The issue is further cor£used by the Qpparent ma­
terialisation and dematerialisation of U.F.O.'s.When 
tlris phenomenon began to be widtly reported, the_psychic 
schools seized upon it as l)roof that the saucers were. 
nnn-material. However it has now become evident that at . 

t t n · d least some cases o� "That's a sc-ucer - ha was are ue 
to the al.r.nst ir�tantaneous accc:leration of these craft 
to speeds so high that the humar eye cannot follow their 
going. - �.D.T. 
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FORMll.TION OF N .S.W. BRlu'ICH 

At the Septenber General Meeting the President, 
Mr. F. Stone, announced that it �d been decided to form 
a Branch of the Society in New South Wales, to take over 
the work of the defunct Australian F�ing Saucer Bureau 
and to expand the activities of the.A.F.S.R.S. in t he 
Eastern States. He and Mr. K. Cartwright would visit Syd­
ney during the month to organize the new Branch. In tak­
ing this step, the President said, he �-ras accepting lead­
ership of flying saucer research for the whole of Austra� 
lia. .. 

The conference was duly held in Sydney, and Mr. 
Andrew Tomas was elected to the cffice of Hon. President 
of the N.s.w. Branch, supported by a committee and a nuc­
leus of members. Former Interstate Members of the Soc.iety 
liv�ng in N.S.\-1. will be automatically transferred from 
the South f:..ustralian Headquarters to the N.S.�J. Branch, 
and will in future be classified as N.S.W. Hembers. 

Mr. Stone will make another visit to �dncy after 
Christmas, when he hopes to meet the new N.S.W. Nct1bers 
in person at a Branc� Meeting. 

INTERVIEW WITH R . A .A. F. SECURITY 

While in Helbourne the President spent an hour 
and a half in. conference with a representative of the 
R.J:...A.F. Security Dept., \-rhen matters concerning U.F.O. 's 
were discussed. A lot of unpleasant past experiences of 
the Dept. with others haa to be cleared a\vay to establish 
a new confidence in the genuineness of Saucer Societies 
and their personnel. This brought about a definite pron­
ise of closer liason if a united effort could be estab­
lished throughout Australia, which has now been accomP-

The highlight of the Novonber LlGeting \vas to hn.ve 
been a tape-recorded talk by GoorG'e Adanski. Unfortunate­
ly, when the tape arrived it was found to be so distorted 
as to be aloost unintelliGible. To pl�y it as it stood 
was 0ut of tho question, as nost of the content of the 
talk w--.ulc.l have boon lost to tho audience. Houever the 
Coe1ni ttee av-oed that it was noro inporto..nt th'-'1. t tho aud­
±onco should hear what �danski h�d to say than that they 
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should hear his actual voice. Therefore, as much of the 
text as was intelligible was transcribed, and a coonit­
toe nember read this script to mru{e another recording 
which was actually playec.l at the 1:1oeting, with apj_Jrop­
riate explanations and apolo3ios.

Thus a conpleto fiasco was averted, but the whole 
thins was a groat disappoxntnent to tho nenbers and the 
Comnittoo, ns well as the many non-nonbers who turned up. 
The tape \vas actually a copy r.1n.do by our New Zealand 
colleagues fron the oriGinal recorded by Goorge Adanski, 
and it is not known at pro sent -vrho, if anyone, is to 
bh'1.DG for tho poor quality of tho recording. 

The Society wishes to express its thanks to 
Allon1s, the Rundle Street book shop, who .arranged a win­
dow· display to advortiso this meeting. Included in this 
display was a strikingly realistic oil painting by tho 
Hon. Treasurer, J. Bushell, which nade RtU1dle Street -
one of the most brilliantly-illuL1inated streets in the 
Southern Henisphere - oven brighter than usunl. 

In the course of his talk, Adanski affirmed that 
the saucers and mother ships, and . the people he pad not, 
were just as real and solid as anything in this world. Ho 
said that the people were human beings like ;urselvos, 
thoueh they were very nuch further developed than vlo are, 
and live in co�ploto harmony with each other and with 
their Creator. Their life span was much longer than nurs; 
on ·vonus, for eY��mple, it was about a thousand yours. 
Thoy \-Tere vor;c:;tarin.ns, though apparently they had no rel­
igious objection to eating meat. 

Adamski said that he had not visitad �ny of tho 
other planets, though he \vas taken for a trip round tho 
Moon one night in a mother ship. He said the spaco people 
had bn.sos on the Moon. He stressed their sincere·friendli­
ness, saying. that if they we

.
re attacked by our airc.raft, 

they would die rather than shoot back. They had told him 
that they had no right to take reven�e for a lack of und­
erstanding or iGnorance. 

He answered criticisms of his stories and chargos 
of faking, describing how he had r:mde the "flying saucer 
framework" which Jerrold Baker hn.d referred to, and which,

he said, was siw��y un experiOdntal television aerial, 
octagonal in shape. He nentionec that he had been offered 
D)re noney than both books woulc �ver brin� to renounce 
his experiences, but he would net do so. vJhen he died, he 
s�id, he would do so with the truth upon hi� nind.

For us to fr-.il in this -vrould wo.rr2..nt a worse f<::. to 
than thr. t uhich 1.-rill surely f:=-.11 on those who p:J.y no heed 
to such a mossC'.go of w�rning given by our �ldor brothers 
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froB s pace , who have s ele c ted us to be the forerunners in 
the s preading of knowledge of the ir coming to this s ad 
and foolish world. For who knows if we have not bee n  born 
or "come into the kingdon" for s uch a tine as this.
