In an article titled "Cur ileighbeurs in Space®,
V.A. Mlrself, M.A., T.R.AS,, writing ia The Saoots Moo
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zine for December 1515, discusses the difiiculesy vl ‘iaw-
inr any reliable corclusions as to whet ilies under iz

civud layer. e mentions that at timeg the clouds havs
meil in patches, allowing a partial glimpsc of what
1173 balcu. Y"A few astronomers®, he says, "profess to
1-. =2 Dacn able to mop the surfoce of Venus- from such gl-
iusses, but their results commernd little cornfidaznce”.

Though it is not possible to be sure thai what is
gc2n through the thinning of the cloud layer is acuually
guriace detail, the thin patchss thermselves provide vagne
lardmarks which can be used to gatuer some approximate
irnformation about the rotation cf the planet.

"For several years past", writes Mr. Firsoff;
“violet photograpihs of Venus were being teken in deylight
ee...Venus emerged from the survey striped like Jupiter,
with three or four dark and bright belts. This indiecatzd
ropid roteticr, certeinly rot over a few days, os cther-
wise tac cloud bands would fail to form. But the nericd
of rotation has not been determined yct.

10n the other .hand, such bands arc always paral-
lel tc the equator, ond by comparing them with an artifi-
cially ruled globe thes position of the equator of Venus
hes bezn found. It is inclined at about 32 decgrces to the
plane of the orbit."

‘These assumptions may scfely bc assumed to be ac-
curante, since they are based oa direct observation. They
suggest that thc length of the Venusian day may bc simil-
ar to that of ours.

Whep 1t comcs to deciding the naturs of the Ven-
usian atmespheres, the cutlook is as foggy as the atmos-
phere itsc1lf. Since we cannot penetrate, cptically speak-
ing, far into the cloud layer, our spectrocgraphic ncasur-
cnents indicate only the nature of the upper surface of
thic blanket. These measurerents indicete the sresence of
carbon dioxide, and not much elsc. It has
thot since oxygen is lighter than carbon dioxide, it -
skould rise above the latter and thercefore be present in
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detectable quantities in the upper layers.

LET'S GET THIS STRIIGHT!?

that may have haoppened in other countries, the
L.F.5.R.S. is not in a position to confirm or deny. But
the Scciety can speak with authority zbout events in Lus-
tralia, and a letter was immediately dispatched to the
Editor of the #Sun" to straighien out ths record. Hcre,
in part, is the %text of this lettesr:

"T would like to correct some inaccuracies in
this news item, particularly those which reflect on the
Austreliian Plying Saucer Research Society.....

"(1) Cray Barker is not ncw the Chief Investigat-
or for tne International Flying Saucer Bureau, since this
orgnnization closed down and wound uvp its affeirs about
three years ago.
