In the Victorian and South Australian popers there was reported on Sept. 5th an inci-
dent whichh cuused grest comment fron mony quarters, and although officially stated as
a meteor, meny factors of the case seem to indicote thrt it couJ.d have well been
somcthing else, cven if not a saucer.,

The Melbourme '"Age' stated that it was observed by a met. observer beginning
at 8.19. after 35 seccnds it broke into two’ "tails" and wacs sean from meny parts of the
- city. Acother obscrver-scys it was 2,000 fect up. A Capt. ‘of a T.A.A. Viscount saw
then 224 scid they were enitting white strecke like jet exhausts. (Qfficial R.ALALF.
SAID there were no aircraft in the vicinity. ’ ,

A Comaittee mon of our staff sdw it, ~nd thoughtiit was a meteor btut only
caught it in its final burst whilst another of our observers in Melbourne says in a
letter sent to the "/ge' but not pudblished th~t the object could nct have been o met-
eor for the following reasons.

1. The estinuted speed of 1,170 m.p.h. was at least 30 times too slow for the slowest
neteor, and is slower thai our fastest jet planes. For reference he quoted '"Inter-
notionsl Illustrated Encyclopeeda" as his suthority.

2. A4 speed of such would te insufficiemt to produce the incandescent glow described
by witresses, and further certain editions of the '"Sun" reported that the object was
seen to choge directlon from East to South.

To follow up this cccount we vwere not surprised to resd that in the '"Auck-
land Star'" of K.Z. on the same dny there was a report of a similar observation made
by a mou on the srme night ard he 2lso called it a meteor. . Harold Fulton reports
this case in his Sept. issue of his 'Flying Saucere" and quotes an ast. marine supt.
for F.Z. shjpping Co. a3 scying "it wos not a meteor" -md adds 'It appe~red as a
clustcr of bluish lighits moving swiftly ond silemtly in level flight frok Rangitoto
to Milford ofter about five seconds, it vmshed " :

"I have had 20 yecrs at sez and have seen meteors and comets emd planes
rising 2rd setting in all conditions., This was definatnly an aircraft of some
descriotion, " ‘

Further contact% with this mm by H Q.. establishcd mmy more facts, in
that the object had passed from West going North West, time about 6.45 N.Z. time.

So that we have an object travelling in the direction toward Aust. and
a siwilar object sighted over this country 2t the Southem: States, travelling from

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The Committee lembers of the N,3,%., Branch, A,T.S.R.
S., have resigned, and its members have formed an independent
group, to be known as the "U.F.0. Investigation Ceuntre', Many
AT, S5,R,S, members in N.S,W, have joined the new group.

The members concerned took this step without previous
consultation with 7,Qq,, nor were any specific reasons given,
beyond expressing a vague desire to pursue their own polic-
ies, The A,F,3,R.35., Constitution gives a State Branch wide
scope in organising its domestic affairs; however, and it is
difficult to imagine what policies carnot be pursued within
the very loose framework of the Constitution.

Under this Constitution, which was originally read
to Members at the inaugural meeting of the Society and also
published in Vol, 1 No. 1 of the "Record', State 3ranch Mem-
bers pay a membership fee of £1/1/-, of which 10/- is paid
into Branch funds, 8/- covers the subscription to the 'Rec-
ord", and the remaining 3/- is forwarded to H.,Q. to defray
admlnlstratlon expenses of the Branch.

Committee is vacant, so that ¥,S5,W, Members come under H.Q.
for administrative purposes, as they did before the Branch
Committee was formed,

N.5.W, has a stormy history of U,F,0, organization.
Readers will recall that the Australian ¥lying Saucer Bureau
bogged down and expired in 1954, leaving its members &and con-
tacts in the dark as to what had happened, The A.F,53,7R.S.
has never had any contact with the A.¥.S.3.; however, this
Society has spent much time and effort in putting Australia
back on the map of the saucer world and recovering the good-
will lost by the demise of the A,F.S.B.

"Mr, Enrico Bossa, (aged 44) an Italion architect (ex-pilot from the last war)
living at present in Carocas (Venezuela) spent a few years in Argentina engaged
in architectural work. There he was in the batit of making long excursions by
car into the desert country.

During one of those trips on extraordinary event occurred to him,

Bere is his story:-

On: the 15th May 195C I travelled alone in oy car through the desert lamd of .the
Parpas. I made 280 kilometers from Bahia Blanca and I was about 68 degrees west
of Greenwich and 37 degrees of latitude sputh. T was a %it distracted thinking
about tusiness and didn't pay much attention to the silvery object on the ground
which appeared to the left of the road at a distance af about 300 meters.

But approaching nearer and nearer I started to notice the strange detocils such

as portholes and tramslucide dome. At 50 meters distance I stoppei and scrutin-
ized the object from the interior of my car; I could not see any sign of life and
it occurred then to me that I may be looking at & crashed plaone, the strange fom
of this thing, howe ver, olwiated this idea. :

The clouds, when passing =nd intercepting the sunshine, produced a strange effect
on the object.

T left the car and approached. closer on foot. Only at a distance of 10 meters I
renlised finally that T am in front of a Saucer. Dy an effect of my subconscious
T felt suddenly full of joy and with audacious spirit which one acquires in such
circunstances I did not hesitote to enter the strange craft when I found that the
door was open. ;

Before entering, however, I examinedi the otject in details. It was 2bout 1C met-
ers in diameter and it was composed of 2 distinct parts, the bottom one in the
form of an overturnedi saucer mnd the upier one cylindrical and covered on its top
by a dome. Above the dome was a strange spherical lantemn.

The total height was approximately 4 metres. The portholes, which exact number I
did not count were rectangularly shaped with rounded angles., The otject was lying
on the ground inclined at about 20 degrees and supported ty a slisht rise of the
ground. ' :

The surface of the otject had the colour of polished chrome and like in a curved
nmirror I could see my reflection amd the reflection of the sky. It appeared to be
lifeless -~ no noise = mo vibrations. The door placed at the foot of the cylind-
rical tower was open. I expected for a while to have difficulties in climbing over
the projecting bell-like bottom part of the saucer, but just in front of the door
the surfacec was unpolished amd as rough as enery paper. It occurred to me then
that the craft was mot new, as the bottom edge of the '"bell' was slightly wom.

I stepped over the rough surfaceand T had to duck forward in order to keep my equi-
librium as I had to walk about 2 meters to reach the door without any support. I
estinated the dimentions of the door to be 1 metre 2C an., (4 feet) high and 9¢
(3 feet) wide. I put my head in and felt 2 strong smell of garlic, tut I could
not see much due to the dirmess of the interior; so I jumped in, the floor being
alout 6C ci. (2 feet) lLelow the door level. The floor, vhen I fell over gave me
the semsation of slowly sinking under my weight. B
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The catin, alout 2 metres 10 ea. (6'10") high, wns perfectly circular and rather v -
dark in colour. Tts diamcter wos about 3% meters. .Around the walls were rows of
portholes. The panes were very thick and appeared to Le nide of some transparent
naterial like plexi-glass. After o while when ny eyes became accustomed to. the poor
lighting I wns atle to seec the whole shocking spectacle. In the centre of the cab-
in 3 mon abtout 1 m. 2C au. to 1 m. 4C aa. dressed in a grey overall was rigidly ‘.:""{
sitting in a strange chrir., His head with sparse foir hair was bent over his Lrenst; <"

Iis hairless Sace had thc
sae colouring as his honds, the nose straight ~nd well-proportioned, his -open eyes
were large as if extended and glossy.

was not a dwarf. I touched his 2rm - it was rigid and cold.

The oversll he was wearing fitted tightly arcund his neck ~and wrists ond ap-eared

puffed vp over his shoulders, the matenﬂ resm! 1ing hard leather. The non was in

no way attached to his seat.

The tlack lLox in front of him looked like a control “oard w1th rows of nagic eyes.

Below the tox was o large horizontal band vith a vertical needle and on the band it~
self, were several strange signs, On the right hand side of the man, apparently the
pilot, was a circuler disc looking just like n smtched-—off television screen.

There were in the calin two other men of identical ap-errance, olviously dead, lying
“on confortzlle divons near the wall. They, as well, were not attached.

Their eyes were open and had a terrificed expressmn, thelr mouths were hif-open and
swollen,

But whg wos the third diven unoccuplod‘? I touched it and it was soft and elastic.

The dissppearance of the fourth manler of the crew who otviously must have gone out
made me feel uncasy. I took note of the locking device for the door in the form of

two rectangular btars placed on the floor and going from the centre of the catin to

both sides of the docr. The next thing which drew my attention was the strange
trmsparent sphere just atove tke previously-mentioned control ward. Tt was abcut

25 cm. in diameter with a flat rirng around it inclined at alout 40 degrees to the
horizon, the whole thing closely resentling the plaet Satum as it can Le seen

throuzh the telescope. Was thisperhaps an amtomatic calculator of the latitude.

Looking upwards I moticed that the place wrere the celllng joined with the circular

wall of the calin was hidden ty a large relief with wmiformly distrituted rectonguler o
apertures alout 2 . hi¢h and 6 ai. wide. A similar refief ran around the catin e **
wnll 1t floor level. A glittering larp on the ceiling emitted viite-orenge light. o

I suddenly realised that the engine was nlive md thousands of foolish thoughts pas-

- sed through my head...then I was seized with o ponic and only with the greatest
effort was I atle to overcome this feeling and restore my cnln.

T hed a last look at the cakin and went out walldng once again over the rough surface.
Scarcely on the ground I felt dizzy and only then rcallsed how he'wy the air in the
cabin was.

T was angry and sorry not having had ny camers with me so I dec:.ded to €o as rapidly
os possille to the nearest village "Genernl Acha', alout 20C kilouczters away, where

T expected to find a few friends, who lived there.  -.' |

I experienced a lot of difficulties in starting my car. The tattery was charged,
everything in order Lut the starter would not work and the ignition wes also affected.
Eventually after several atteapts I managed to start and vhen ¥ went further away

from the craft everything cane to mormal order again.

In General Achc I met my friends ond they agreed to ¢o with me, Tut because of the
late hour we decided to postpone the journey until the next morning.

We started the trip to the spot where I left the saucer just ot sunrise but due to
a violent stom we arrived there only at 12.45. p.m., but equipped with a Kodak
Retina 2. We looked for the craft tut could not find it.

Suddenly our attention was drawn to a mound of reddish ashes about 2 metres high
and 5 metres in diometer, which was exactly on the spot I remembered so well. The
ashes were slightly smoking and when I touched them I noticed that their tempera-
ture was about 40 centigrade degrees. And then one of us lifted his eyes &0 the
sky ond saw a saucer. We estimated its height to be about 600 metres. I irmed-
iately took a photo, just when it started to rise. Then above this craft we saw
another one And agein above it we could sec quite distinctly a stationary "cigar'.
The two saucers clinled diagonally in the direction of the cigar inclined dwring
their elimb in the direction of their motioh and changing colour from silvery to
red. .

In a few seconds they joined the cigar in which they disappeared. At the sane
noment the space ship in a terrific burst of acceleration acquired speed, which
we estimated at atout 12C0C kilometres per hour and disappeared.

This story appeared in "Le Courrier Interplanet~ire", 1.12.'55, and wes investigeted
bty Marc Thirouin, director of '"Curanos'.

"It was about 11 a.m. I was on my land wotching the cattle. The day wes
very clear, blue skies and no clouds. The sun was quite high, at this moment, in
S./S.E... ’

Suddenly, whem turning east T saw a luinous circular object at a distance of about
2} to 3 metres (3 yards) from me. The otject was immolile, its lower edge about
30 a. (1 foot) from the ground. =

It appenred to e cbout 1 meter to 1, 2 meters in diameter (3ft. 9ins. to
4 ft.), a very tright white surface tut not dazzling.

The otject was surrounded bty a multitude of a sort of tristles of varying lengths,
from 5C . to 2 meters (20 inches to 6ft. 6 ins.), each of the thickmess of a
finger, fomuing around the otject a sort of filament coloured white; yellowish end
blue. :

The tristles quivered around the object and the grass swayed violemtly when
touched. The white bristles looked like stecl rods. I withdrew o few steps from this -
apparition but when I looked btack T noticed that the ot ject kept pace with me; being
always at the same distance, i.e. 2% to 3 meters. We did so for alout 20 neters.

I then stopped, tumed and asked: What do you want to @o? T received no answer, so
T roised my stick znd went at the "thing". It moved btackwards keeping still the same
distance. I tried toget around it to see the other side of it tut it was useless, as
the '"thing" kept tuming together with me and was showing all the time the same side.

In this manner we made aout 5C metres and I stopped tut the "thing" contin-
ued to move until it had put tetweem us a distance of a ptroxinately 50 metres. It then
stopped. After a while it started moving sgain gaining the height of about 1 metre.
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It passed juct aove the fence ond moved awey in the eaéterly direction. T fol-~
lowed the olject with my eyes for about 7CC - 8CO maters vntil it passed over a wood
wood 'md disopneared fron sight.

Roport by Cowriasy of the Parth U.F.0 Society .
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Tn Project Bluebook Special Report MNec, 14, released
by the U,S, Air Force in October 1955, twelve sightings were
selected and published in detail with sketches. It was imp-
lied that these were the twelve bvest sightings of the period
covered by the Report, and were used as the basis of an att-
empt to derive a model of a typical "flying saucer”,

Cne could be excused for looking a little dazed aft-
er glancing through the illustrations of these "twelve best
sightings® with the idea of deriving some sort of pattern, .
The sketches might well illustrate objects seen in a narcot-
ic nightmare, Two have some resemblande to conventional air-
craft; one looks like Jules Verne's "Nautilus'; two are, va-
guely, oval; two are pillbox-shaped; one, round with a pro-
jection; two, domed; and two have meaningless shapes and eq-
ually meaningless markings,

Obviously there is no sort of pattern evident here,
The objects are - well, just objects, It is difficult to un-
derstand why they were chosen as the twelve best; or why any-
one should waste his time trying to find a pattern where none
exists, The whole thing looks like an elaborate and rather
tasteless joke,

lTajor D.Keyhoe, in a letter to Senator H, Byrd, dat-
ed 3rd. April 1956, wrote: ",,,.. Why did Secretary ONuarles
and certaih Air Force officers state in Special Report 14
that no pattern had been found.... when in December 1949 the
ATIC Project Grudge Report stated that the majority of rep-
orts described a disc-shaped object about one-tenth as thick
as its diameter?" Obviously Major Keyhoe does not regard the
Bluebook Report as a joke,

Project 3Bluebook, then, fails to give us any idea of
what a typical "flying saucer” looks like, Perhaps we shall
be more successful if we scan the hundreds of world-wide si-
ghtings since December 1952, which is the date of the most
recent of the "3Best 12", (Yet the report was released in Oc-
tober 1955,) A study of the available eye- -witness descript-
ions yields a great mass of general detail; and if many of
these people observed the same class of obJect there should
be a number of common factors of detail in the descriptions.

However certain conditions must be fulfilled., First,
only those sightings which are believed to be above suspic-
ion as to authenticity may be used, For example, any suggest-
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ion bhat saucers are doucnrut-shaped, based on the Jaury Is-
land case, must be rejected; a doughnut-shape can only be
considered if such a shaps is reported by an indegencent, un-
" inpeachable source, : _

Second, for this purgose, cnly thcse eye-witness re-
ports can be used wherc it is established that the object was
close encugh for details to be obeerved accurately; prefer-
ably the distance should be less than one mile, _

: Third, a report must be rejected where there is ob-
vious contradiction betwecn details given, or between diff-
~erent observers where there is more than one; or where there
are unjustified assertions. For instance, if-an object is re-
ported by one observer to be like a bright light moving rap-
idlyunorthwards, and simmltaneously by another to be ciger -
~'shaped, with rows of porthcoles, and moving wvertically, some-
thing is wrong somewhere, Unless one of the“peports can be
establisned as mistaken, the case must be ghelved, .

To return to the general class shown in Fig. 6, it
would be very well worth while if researchers were to conceén-
trate on a minute investigation of all available reports
which seem to fall into this category, eliminating those
which are doubtful and investigating the rest with the aim
of extracting as -fiuch accurate detail as possible,

This cannot, of course, be done by remote control,

INSIDE STORY CF DR. H. PERCY WILKINS. Hoted Lumar Astronomer.

In the last issue we hinted that he had broken awsy from the other "authorities"
in England who didn't like his Treporting of what he actually saw on the Moon.
Here is his latest letter to the "Saucerian'.

"First let me say that we ®ould welcome you and your friends into this
- Scclety. -
Because of orposition to my views I resigned from the British Astron~
orical Asscciation. I have seen quite a mumber of things on the moon, such as
glows and spparently formations in regions T am familiar with. The best of it is
that T have used very large telescopes, including the 33 inch refractor at Meudon
Observatory, France, the third largest refractor in the world. It was not possible
for the critics to do much in face of this, but they concentrated on bitter pers-
onzl and spitceful reviews of my books, especially the '"Mysteries of Space and Time"
in which the vicws are set out. In any case such things as the Lunar section of
a localised society, such as the B.A.A. are now largely outmoded. What is wanted
is an International body, free from petty spite and jealousy. , '
: Also it was not believed that I saw the two U.P.0. while in the U.S.A. at
Charleston, Wy Va. I believe they were natural things and possibly of a military
rature, tut they looked strange and are reported in the book I have mentioned. I
was not orthodox enough for the older people of the Council of the Association,
tut I believe in freedom of expression and the right of everybody to report ‘what
he sees. So T resigned and now have plenty to do in the formation of this new
Scciety. We are now nearly 200 strong, and. include many professionals from diff-
erent engles, and amateurs are also included. In the Joumrnal we will report what
has been Seen regardless of the status of the author or whether it is orthodox or
not. In fact the TRUTH at last."
Ve Wwelccme such a stand by a man of such academic standing, and although he may
rot subscribe to the popular belief in saucers, he will no doubt add much to our
Yneovledge of what is going on in the dark craters of the Moon. You carry our

Burt
sing out 'There she goes' and I looked up to see a fantastic glow in the sky, and
we onsked cach other what it could be',
In his first statement to the press Sir W. Penny daned that the flashes had

 apything to do with the much delgyed Maralingn tests. H& did however ask for the

‘full text of the ConsStable's report, but did not comment further. When asked if

there was a possitility of ‘the light originating from the Woomera rocket range, he’
replied that in that event he would nmot necessarily have been advised of the cause.
