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The air is fresb and clean iri the hills of ratal in 
Septenber , when.the first rains .of the season have laid the 
dust of the dry winter and washed the smoke of veld fires 
from the sky. Where Iiet Retief and the Voortrekkers cross­
ed the range with their ox waggons seeking their promised 
land, the frosty peaks of the Drakensberg are, lit by the 
rising sun. Three thous and fee� above the clinging humidity 
of the south coast a cloudless deep blue sh� promise s th at 
there will be no more rein until the late afternoon.clo�ds 
appear. 

J;t was an hour · after S'.mrise when two young horse­
men, Hr. :D. Binghan and his friend , Er • .  \.. Courier, were 
riding near their home town cf Ri chmond . As they climbed a 
.smal l hill� they not icec� a speck in the sky . Hany l arge 
birrl.s fly over the hj_lls, a1:d the friends thought they re­
cognised the outline of an eagl� as the speck flew towards 
the:n . ., 

.But this object v;e:�s no e agle . It rap idly came clo­
s�r �nd as its apparent size increased, its outline took 
on som_e·thing of the appearance of a p ickaxe head. As the 
perplexed riders watched, the obj ect silently swerved to­
wards the coast ann_ so gave them a better view of its ell­
iptical shape. After\'!ards, l�r. ::3ingham descr i bed its col­
our as being metall i c blue. 

Three minutes later9- ·and about fourtv miles to the 
south-east, 1�r. George Sfc�elos was returning� 

r.o his home at 
Umkomaas d.own the South Coast road. He had .re ache d the s z:a­
side tovmship of Umgababa and only another five miles sep­
arated him from his breakfast, wl1en he not iced an object in 
the sky, novine out to sea, vvhich was not a bird or an air-
craft . 

· 

Er; Sfaelos stco:;ed his ea!' and got out in o:r d.er to 
have a bette_r view of the object . .as it climbed at great -.· 
speed and disappeared. It appear··ecf to· have a broad black 
'' brim '' and a. luminous9 tr8.nspa.rent centr e , thrcugh which Mr. 
Sfaelo s thought he could see the blue sk"J, though thi s may 
have been a refl ect ion . effect. It moved cleanly thr ough the 
sr;, leaving no trail of any kind. . 

The two young r i de:- s and Hr. Sfaelo s i.ndependently 
regorted what they_ had seen to the i'l'Tatal· Mer c ury 1 1 , the 
Durban morning nev,rspaper, and the details were published 
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the following day, in the issue. dated 27th. September, 1952 • 

. This particular incident seems to have escaped the 
students of U.F.o. 's ·so far, yet it is in many respects a 

.. 
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�key" case. The-object was definitely not identifiable as 
any of the known objects which move in our skies. It was· 
elliptical or circular in shape, and either �ranslucent or 
highly reflective� Unlike Dr. Henzel's celebrated phenomena, 
it was capable of changing course abruptly and of coveri rig 
fourty miles in about three minutes, which represents an av­

·erage speed of about 800 m.p.h. It is possible that one per-
son, or one group of persons, caul� have turned in a report 
on a fictitious or mistaken sighting, but here .are two inde-
pendent reports which dovetail pe�fectly. The only s light 
discrepancy is in the colour of the object, but since it was 
moving rapidly and was seen from different angles this is, 
understandable. 

Also, here is one case at least where a reasonable 
estimate of speed is available, a d etail which it is impos s ­

·_ i ble to obtain from e, single sighting. 
The Union of South Africa has had a. goorl share of 

the world's U.F.O. sightings of recent years, and the geo­
gra,hically small Province of natal seems to have been par ­
ticularly favoured. A four-column a�ticle headed '':Natal a 
Happy Hunting Ground For Flying Saucer Visitors1 appeared 
in the ''Natal }l[ercury!' dated 28th. november 1956, and· a 
Pineto\·m correspondent kindly sent a copy of this to the : 
Editor of the "Record".

"'/e learn th at two Pietermari tzbu-::-g housewives, Hrs. 
U.B. Alexander and }·Trs. S.H. de Beer, saw a disc-shaped 
"saucer" on the morning of 5th. Hay, l9fl0, P:r·s. Alexander 
said: !'It was round and shiny and v1as travelling eastwards 
at what appeared to be a g·reat height. \7e both watched it. 
for several seconds . I have never seen anything like it be-
for�."

On the night of 9th • .Tanuary, 1951, Hr. Vl.H. Harr­
ison, of the Rand Airport, Getmiston; was walking along the 
Durb?-n beachfront. It was late and there were few people a­
bout. Suddenly a number of orange globes "about the size of 
tennis balls" h urtl eel across the sh"Y and cli sappea.red. behind 
the Bluff. }�r. Harri s on , who is familiar with all the types 
of aircraft -ever seen in the U�ion, said later that he could 
not identify the speeding globe� he had watched, 

The "Saucers'' must have· made an intensive study of 
Natal during the nonth preceding 21st. September, 19549 says 
the author of the '' J.Iercury " article. Scores of people, some 
of them Government officials, reported having seen the mys-
terious objects flashing across the sky._ _ 

T�iss Relena Schoeman� an official of the Durban 
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Weather Bure au � trac:ked an unidentified object through a the­
odoli te. She had been tracking a weather balloon when a br i­
ght, trian gu lar object came into view • . -It was several times 
larger than the balloon and thousands of feet higher. }fiss 
Bchoeman called a secor..d official , �1r. 'Norman Swale� who al­
so watched the thing as it man oeuvr e d slowly above the bal­
loon. neither could of.f _�r any e�planati-on for it. . 

And then, ouly�.a f'evi C:..ays late:t.·� ·_scores of people on 
the Durban beachfront watched .in amazement as a long, shiny, 
elliptical object hovered over the Dur'ban North radio mast . 
Eye- wit nesses said the object glinted brightly in the . rays 
of the sun. Some said that it was cirqul�r, but flattened, 
so that it presented a side view similar to that of a cigar. 
It was first s een about five minutes past noon and remained 
in full view for about three minutes. Ho�ering over the ra dio 
mast for a while� it then moved slowly out to sea, returned 
to its previous pos ition and then ''Mov-ed so fast it virtual­
ly liust vanished''. 

Hr. J.H. Page� a photogra Q her employed ·by a beach 
st·��1.io, told a :r Hercury " reporter that he was about to take 
a 310tograph of it but then decided not to because he did 
not use fine grain film and the range waD toe great. 

no ex planati on of this sighting we..s offered by any 
authority. 

Eighty_ miles down the coast at Port Shepstone , a few 
weeks later, a strange light that moved in an oscillating 
fashion was seen by thirty �ed Cross nuries attendin g a lee� 
ture. Its brilliance faded and grew several times. It was 
a lco seen by the doctor lecturin� the class and by the Chief 
H.a.gistra.te of Port Shepstone. On the same night Hrs, Daphne 
le l/lome� of Amanzimtoti, also on the coast but nearer Durb an� 
saw a zig - zagging light in. the sk,Y. She watched it through 
binoculars. Other witnesses of the str ange visitation were a 
Durban man and a chemist of Bri ghton Beach, near Durban. 

Like the defence authorities in other countries� the 
So1.1th African b,ir Force is very intereste'C. in flying saucers, 
and although the official attitude is ·that they :'just c.on't 
exist , 11 eve·ry reported .sighting is c2,refully investigated. 
This a gain is in line. with official policy in other parts of 
th� world.
