so called battery or accumulator , Our car battery does not become charged with
electricity; it does not act as a resevoir for clectrical encrgy in any way what
cver! WNo!. It is a chemical changc in thc elements within the battery that
Erod uces and dovelopes an electrical potenticl with that chemical change, That
is a simple example of the 'Tnner SignificanceXk of th:.ngs normally taken somuch
