Heim who is in his carly thirties lost his hands , his sight and
hearing during an cxperiment with high explosives during the end of
World War II. and is described by his fellows scientists as a Genlus
and hc finances his experiments out of his own pockect because he does
not wnt to place his discoverices before any goverimentwhich may use
the trcomendoud powers for mllibaery purposese.

Heim'!s theory is a confirmation of Lieut. Plantiers theory, and as
