A brilliant celestial 'object, probably a meteor, exploded in
the sky near Oodnadatta on Sunday night.

Many residents of O€dnadatta and neighbouring stations saw the
object or hecard it explode.

The object also was seen at Mt. Clarence Station, near Coobecr
Pedy, and at Cordillo Downs station in the extreme N.E. of the
Stateo :

The time of its passage was between 10.10 and 10.20 p.me

Detective A.M. Palmer of Port Augusta, who was travelling by
car about 80 miles S.E. of O0Odnadatta whcn the object appearcd,
said the sky was 1lit by a bluish flashe.

"Then the object appeared going fast across thc sky", he said.

Tt had a ficry reddish tail, and a long yellow flame was com-
ing from its hcad." :

"It was travelling towards the North from the south or S.E."

ROARING NOISE.

™My travelling companion, Constablc Bill Jacobs, of Oodnadatta,
hcard a roaring noisec. bBut I could not hear anything abovc the
enginc- of the csr.'

"We could sce the objcct for about half a minute. It seomed
to drop as it passcd ovcrhead, then it exploded in the sky."

"Peoplc in Oodnadatta say it disintcgrated ncar thc town.
The windows of scvcral buildings were rattlcd.®

Mr. J. Kempe, of Macumba Station, about 25 milcs east of Ood-
nadatta, said the object at first lookcd like a falling ster'.
Then it burst into & brilliant orangce-ycllow light.

Adbout thrcc minutcs latcr thcecre werc two cxplosions—-thc scc-
ond onc loudcr than thec rirst.
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Mr. D.E. Sccbic, of Allandale station, ncar bodnadatta, said
hc did not sce thc objcct, but his son-in-law, Mr. Re. Kcmpe, said
it sccmed to land beiwecn Oodnadatta end Macumba.

A report from Cordililo Dovms dcscribcecd the objcct as 'a most
brilliant sight." '
