So, what do we do? 7/S researchers should thoroughly vet the
litecrature contained in their libraries.

Apr. A strange golden sky object was seen settling on a hill
near Snowtown (90 miles N of Adelaide) by two women. As it set-
tled its color changed to bright red with a green halo.

13th. Apr, An employee of a city broadcasting station, whilst a-
