Ground squirrels 9bats9 badgers9 snakes , crayfish9all employ and 
so complete thisdeath L ike slee!f- ti1at even a limb. is runputated ;they are 
completely immune to pain and they do not bleedo o yet they are aliveo 
and can return to normal at the set time for such o 

The return journey of course takes time and varies some t&�ing quite 
a process with most of them as it would with a human being • 

Man has found i n recent medi�al history that he can suspend animation 
of life for quitea while by freezing a body and thus enabling operations 
and surgical treatment to be made that otherwise sometimes is impossible. 

I have ev.en heard of a village which put their ag ed to"sleep"in this 
way for six months of a yoar during a famine and bro�he m all back safe 
ly 9 I regTet that this case was not fully authenticated 9 but whilst high* 
ly ir1probable in the light of medi�al knOi·vledge today possible.; 
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This bring3 us back to the :possiblity of some form of anetheaasure to 
humans as to in a similar way make them immune to the process which they have 
to pass through 9 and then be able to awaken them back to normal at alater 
period when nearing their dwstination •

Person,ally I do not _feel tha�.Jll?-1;l �41J- _ever rezch his goal of planetary 1 conquest9 and that a p�aceful'one, until he has oore highly developed his 
spiritual q_uali ties1 and his main purpose is nobly than his chief aim today 
uhich is 9 undeniably to gain supremacy in "beating the other fellow to it" 
and the achievemnet of power for military and aggressive purposes. 

But this does not stop us in speculating the means of how to g0t him

Actually no one knows the true answer. but it is certain that if 
tht:7 .1,re the angels of the Bible a some claim and which to me is the most 
fea::=d ble of any so far o then they would be QUi to able to take form at �'ill 
actually using some perfectly natural law of God which we have lost along 
the way • for Jesus himself demcnstrated this before and aftGr his death 
QUito often and if such peeple live in a state of complete unity with the 
Divine in their native state or planet whatever it is. then such feats 
wo�ld be common place. 

Possibly it would be only a matter of rasing the body to a higher 
state of vibration. and science today is in the infancy of the law.s of 
this � in their study of sonic sound and vibration. and it is concieved 
that levitation at least can be accomplished by this means. and has been

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..A.. ,nt.-:.::a t�J.t.-roy is tl.1at t.hey are completely human in form and merely by man­
ipul�tions od scientific instruments inside their craft. make it QUite pos­
ible for them· remain immune to any outer form of harm or destruction. their 
ships actually performimg all the work of immunity whist they merely control 

. the i1strurnents activating it. 

The fourth is that they purely physical but condition themselves as 
per the wovies or some other form of machine. 

NovAvhatever way it is they accomplish this feat it must be admitted 
that they are at least some little way ahed of Earth in its strivings or as 
some consider MUCH further ahead than we imagine for after all we must admit 
that we have NOT got very far into space yet with humans. and the tests have 
YET to come o ioeo if we do get that far. or tp put it plainer IF WD ARE 
ALLOWED TO. 

So far amns attempts have been confined to fiiting the physical form 
to meet the conditions expected by a suit made to make him immune to the 
expected conditions of their very meagre knowledge and theories. 
plus t�e irmer chamber of the container being fitted Virith innumerable inst­
ruments to help him perform this and meny other tasks. 

I cannot igagine with these limited forms of him being able to 
g� much further than the moon. tne road ahead of that is so completely theo­

mad. and despite the U.SS.R denials to the contrary he is not to be locatedo 
an interesting point here in this regard is that they claim he has been sick 
and confined to bed from June 1960 until the end of Jan 19619 and was still 
recuperating in Hangchow 9 China. yet aphotm of him appeared very well and 
happy in the company of other astronauts at a New Year Eve gat ... ering on Jan. 
Ist. 1961 and published in their paper " Krasnaya Zvezda" the Russian Defence 
Ministry official l1iews:payer.· yet insill.de reports confirm his is a raving lun­
atic. this of course refutes all the claims that Major Gagarin was the first 

up. in fact various Flying Saucer journals have given us plenty of evidence 
that there have been quite a few who have gone up previously and lost their 
lives. true Gagrin was the first to come back whole and of sound mind and 
possibly Ilyushin was the first to come b�ck alive but out of his mind thro

SIX METHODS OF PROPULSION OF THE SPACECRAFTS. 

The sightings ef extra terre stial space crafts 
moving rasterthan hithert> known-will cThallenge science 
to think along new ••unorthodox" lines. Quite naturally 
the interests are concentrated on finding out the ways 
ofpropulsion which the spacecrafts use. No doubt one 0� 
another form of antigravity is used. 

THE NATURE OF GRAVI�£. We must be aware that gravity 
consists of two things. Firstly the strong influx from 
the universe towards the ·centre of the earth. Secondly 
the somewhat weaker emission of ultraplasma from the eart� 
That means that tho woight of an object is the pressure 
foro the univer1e . /. the pushing back of the earth. The 
attractive forcs recognized by the science does not at 
all exist. When two objects Flaced close to each other 
·strive to move in the direction of each �ther, the reason 
is not that they attract each other1but that they are 
pressed together by the pressure from outside, as evid­
ently the pressure from outside is lesser on the side, 
which the objects turn towards each other. 

UTILIZATION OF ANTIGRAVITY. It is very essential to have 
established whether there exists any typical difference 
between gravity and antigravi ty apaert from the direction. 
If such a difference is found1no doubt it will be possible 
to separate them. In order to reachresults it is quite 
necessary to treat th bvo forms of gravity differently 
and not to do only as now, where very �ften it is only 
counted on one form of gravity. All over the world a lot 
of experiments have been conducted in order to reduce the 
weight of an object. Many researchers have really attain• 
ed a little reduction of weight, but as long as the gravit,r 
and the antigravity are reduced to the same extent, one 
will nevor arrive at a utilization as pl,opulsiona. If a 
spacecraft is able to neutralize the gravity by letting 
pass unimpeded as much as possiblo of the ultraplasma 
from the universe, but at tho s ame time to a normal extent 
is able to catch the ultruplasma from the earth, tho effect 
will be that the spacecraft can mov·3 away from the earth 
with enormous speed. 

THE MAGNETIC FIELD OF THE SPAC�CRAFTS. Even if the space­
crafts are utilizing this phenomenon, their real pro• 
pulsion may come fromthe fact that they are able to create 
an independent field of magnetism or gravity around ·them. 
This fiold of gravity consists of ul traplasma, which will 
push back matter in the form of atoms and microatoms 
(Hoat,light), and it looks like the spacecraft omit light, 
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t> .. G n:ore powerfuland d azz ling the str onger the field of 
gra.vi ty is • In reality it is not the space craft itself 
which sh in es, but the air which is close to it. r:I.1he gl'"�av­
ity nf the space c raf ts will firstly push away the e lect�ons 
from their kernels and secondly in the form ()f light push 
baclc s ome of the micr oa toms of which they consist, 

TliE HEAT OF FRICTION. It will not be necessary with a 
neutralizati.'1n of friction , as the heat ( micro atoms ) wi l l  
be ke pt at a distance by the pus hing back of th e field 
of grauity. Thus it shou ld be possible to attain very high 
spe eds , and the on ly limit wi l l  be the speed of the light 
provided that the hypothesis of Einstein are correcto The 
fact is that they are only hypothesis or su ppositions, 
and it has not yet been possible in practice to prove 
whe theJ:"' they are correct. 

SPEEDS BELOW THE LIGHT, According to Einstei t s theory it 
sh o uld be so that if one moves away from the earth during 
5 ye ar�s with a speed twice as h ig h as that of the earth, 
then the men in the spacecraft wil l discover that even if 
they have been away fer 5 ye ars and have grown 5 years 
older, in the m eanti me 10 ye ars have passed on the earth 
and the inhabitants there have gJ�own 10 ye a1·�s older. 
But seen from the earth the spacecraft rotu!Dns after 10 
y ears but the men are on l y 5 years o lder. Thus the time 
is re lative and depends on the spe e d , at which one is 
moving through the universe. At speods c lose to the light 
phenomenon is qmite g laring. Seen from the spac e cr aft the 
men are away perhaps a few days but return to an earth, 
which is several thousands years older. Seen from the 
e a:hth suddenly a spacecraft turns u p  from the past with men 
of ancient pe ople, who have not grown older. 

THE SPEED OF LIGHT, According to Einstein speeds over that 
of the light shou ld not be found. Eowever,Russian re­
searchers have succeeded in giving positive par tic le s a 
speud high�r than that of the ligh t e According to Einstein 
the light shoulg always have the same spee d , but acc o rd mng 
to the theory of mic roa toms the differGnt m icrowaves can 
havo a little difference of s peed . When very distant starg 
or �Slaxies can be raealized only by the ea tch of ra.diowaves 
from them, the reason is not that these stars emit only 
radiowaves, but because during its way the light has los t· 
some of its spee d and instead appears as the slower radio-

waves. 



A HOLE IN THE POLL or by A. J. Millikan 
HE T.ALKS OUT OF THE BACK OF HIS NECK 

In the last issue of A.S.R. (Vol 7 No.l ) a writer, who, 
I feel, for reasons other than those e�ressed, wished to 

remain anonymous, wrote'An Amazing Story, which I have good 
reason to believe9 he wished his readers to believe was ser­
ious. If this is so, then it should not be allowed to pass 
without comment. 

The writer says he has already been threatened! So� 
Does he expect to have his story published, and escape retrib­
ution from the interested parties, by merely keeping his name 
out of print? They would know who he is and where to get 
him. Therefore this constitutes one of the many weak points 
of his story. 

Let us take the first part of his story - the part about 
the oasis at the Antarctic. Actually there are several.

In 1!J'ilkes Land the �yrd_expedi tion discovered seve

. 

ral cover­
ing an area of some 300 squar_e miles. Samples of water tak­
en showed that the area was merely an ice-free inlet from the 
sea, which, due to some thermal activity, was a little above 
the freezing point of water. The survounding ice-free 'land' 
was nothing but rock with no vegetation whatever. 

In 193��4Q Hitler did send an exploratory expedition to 
·Queen Maude Land - and an ice-free area covering 30,000 sq. 

' miles vras four:.d - AND FLOVffi OVER. Here again no vegetation 1/ v1ae found. i\. report on the expedition under Capt. Ri tscher 
was taken from the Nazi files at the end of World War II, 
and from other reports it was found that t�e only bases ever 
used by the Nazis were on Kerguelen Island and the Crozet Is­
lands. But no evidence indicated the establis��ent of bases 
in Queen Maude Land. 

As to a tunnel leading under the ice - that is nothing 
new - but as to it leading to a hole intm the centre of the 
earth - that is a different matter. Let us study the hist­
ory of the hollow-earth theory. 

One of the first exponents of this theory was John Symmes 
born in New Jersey1 1780. In 1818 he made his first public 
announcement of his � cas� There were, according to him, five 
concentric spheres, entrance to which could be made via holes 
at the poles. The North Pole entrance wns 4,000 miles in 
diameter, nnd the South Pole entrance wns 6,000 miles acros� 
The thickness of the crust of the outer sphere was 1,000 miles 
and the lip of the hole 1,500 miles, thus enabling n ship to 
sail over the lip into the inner spheres. 

Fifty years earlier �ir Edmund Halley propounded n sim-

their� theories were not backed by eJq>erimentn.tion; science 
hQd not developed the delicate instruments in use todny. 

Since the discovery of the o.ntnrctic 9 o.nd the· explor­
ation of the :frigid regions has been intensified, the holes 
at the poles have evidently been shrinking9 but, it .vould np-
pe�r, they hnvo not yet quite disappearedo Odd beliefs, 
of which this is but ono9 die hard and long protracted deaths. 

The anonymous author makes much of the fnct that var­
ious Congressmen were talked into·supporting Syrnmes' theor­
ies� but what about all those, including President "\ndrew 
Jackson9 who opposed his plnnso Of six or seven bills that 
were brought forward to .raise money :for his proposed cxped­
i:Dions NOT ONE 'Vl�S P"\.SSED., 

Now� about the sun in the centre of the earth. How big 
is it? , It would have to be oonothing ruirly biu to hc.vc 
continued to pour. out energy for tho millions o� years it has 
been there - unless of course the writer is going to claim it 
is an artificial sun which is re-energised every so often. 

The earth is 93 000,000 miles from its sun, and temper­
atures on its sur nee-are often in excess of 120 degrees. 
How high must the temperatures on the inside of the globe O® 
when us close ns 3,000 miles? 

.. 1.1.r e the Nazis plo.nning world conquest through setting 
the East against the West? This I could well believe - pro­
vided there are enough of them lefto But I cannot see that 
they would conquer the world :for some extra-terrestrial race9 
:for this would mean that the Nazis themselves would end up 
subservient to the third power, and that does not seem to be 
true to Nazi form., 

·rs there really an extra-terrestrial power trying to 
take over the earth? 

Our mysterious author would have us believe that there 
is9 but that they cannot do it themselves because their wea­
pons nre so dreadful that if they used them the earth would 
become uninhabitable., Yvell, what· ·if when the Nazis get the 
'Norld Ylar III started it develops into a nuclear war - won't 
that make it unhabitable? Vfnnt would the 'Zunans' gain? 

According to our writer these 'Zunans' have had space· 
travel for thousands o� years, o.nd certainly old writings 
seem to bear out the fact that saucers have been visiting our 



Pl<��net :foia a very long time. Vfuy then, if' they are in such 
dire need o:f more living room, didntt they annex this planet 
say 59000 yenrs ago, when the population of Earth was but n 
small fraction of what it is today? The only opposition they 
would have met would have been small tribes of people armed 
with spears, or, say9 500 years ago, when the arm1es of Eur­
ope still relied on the bow and arrow to- n large extent, or 
even 50 years ngo when aircraft were in their infancy, and 
nuclear weapons were unheard o�? If their present day wea­
pons are so dreadful they could have manufactured and used 
more 'conventional' weapons; their mobility alone would have 
been (and still is ) a weapon for which we have no counter. 
The longer they wnit the more chance there ·is of Earth devel­
oping something with which to combat their weapons, and of the 
earth being mnde unhabitable. 

\ Admittedly snucers have been seen in the Antarctic - I 
also have heard :fairly reliable reports of these craft hav­
ing been seen disappearing into tunnels in the ice -but it 
does not mean that the theory of a hollow earth is substan­
tiated, or that the Nazis are working down there.
