"HOW SILLY CAN YOU BE. ?." 

As one rea.ds the many reports of sighti ngs and the :r.(:;l'n:-.t-rks of' o"bs..erv-ers , as 
well as those of the official opinions exp:rossed of partic,.llarly those in 
authority, one id amazed that such inane plausible explanations are handed 
out to what appears to be a very gullible public. 

However before we cast stones at others we should look well into our ovm 
affairs and realise that there are many even in our ranks who do not take 
the bother to really maKe a good assessment of sightings and sad to say 
there are those few who jump at every sighting as a " saucer "• 

Experience over the years has taught us that this does more harm than good 
to the cause and it is therefor essential that in evaluating sightings one 
MUST put them through a sytem of elimination , for in fairness we in hor .. -
esty admit that there IS a great percentage of such which do fit into a nor­
mal pattern of natural phenomena, and thus can well be easily explained as 
certainly NOT a saucer. 

This does not mean however that occasionally there has been certain of th�ua 
which on the surface have all the ear marks of a natural phenomena, or of 
scientific explan��ion, which upon further investigation or further de­
tailed reports being recived have proved to be more likely to be that of 
a saucer than the first arrived at conclusion of some natural pheno,nena. 

Having this in mind , it still remains that we cannot cast aside in pred­
judice the opinions of those in authority on such matters. and whilst these 
are the larger in proporti�n. yet at times it is found that before accepting 
as final all such expressed opinions it is much safer to place them into 
the "POSSIBLE 11 files. and await further information • 

What however is completely maddening is when such authorities can give no 
genuine reson for assuming the conclusions they arrive at. and the evidence 
points all to an inciden�-�hich is certainly NOT in the usual class. and 
also has some outstandiRg features which point to it being most definately 
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MOTIB likely to be a UFO. than the very weak suggested explanation given 
by the official bads. 

Such cases have over the years been too numerous to mention wherein. that 
sweet planet Venus has got most of the honours� cloudswmeteors9 inversions 
freak weather conditions. all taking their place 1n the category of a'long 
list of official statements. to explain away what in some cases something 
which just could not fit into the pattern or behaviour of that which it 
was claimed to be. 

Had some of these "know alls" not been so much in the rut. or afraid to 
utter some unconventional statement.which it seems vested interests have 
compelled them to do. then they would have seen that saucers themselves 
also have a pattern which by now has become easy to observe by a keen 
student. which does not found in natural phenomena. and thus would have 
given them the clue to realise that here was something which needed a 
deeper probe. before giving the glib answers they have made. 

Looking through such official answers, it is impossible to find anything 
in the natural known scientific texts that can ex:t:lain objects which 
fly in pairs or formations • turn and twist or gyrate in a fashion that 
could only be done by an object under the control of an intelligent mind. 
or whi�h stop cars. and make them immobile until they are out of a cer­
tain range. which drop thread like matter which to date no sensible ex­
planation can be given. and which when examined completely gives the 
lie to such definitions as " spider web". 

All these are the th ings which cause the earnest student to lose con­
fidence in the reliabilty of such officials • and no matter how much 
we desire to make some form of co-operation 9 despair at doing so .be­
cause we are forced to realise that either these men are not being honest 
or which is harder to bel�3Ve that they are complete nit\rlts. 

At tnis po int we would hasten to staunchly give honour to those so very 
few, sad to say, men of letters and science who HAVE come forward and 
been honest enough to admit that even if they cannot accept the saucer 
explanation at least they will not sully their good name by making 
�pme stupid explanation which degrades their sciertific·mind and 
the position of trust they hold in such office. 

All praise to such men. some of whom have evn been openly opposed to 
the UFO subject but later through the piling up of evidence before them 
have had the great courage to come out in the open and admit, often 
in the face of great opposition from their confreres. that such things 
are more than possible. 

To return to our theme. we would like to direct the attention of our 
readers to twl up to date cases of such blindness of those who should 
know. Blindness we excusably call it.but belimve it to be deliberate 
ln 

most cases. 
In these pages 9 thre is given the reports of two outstanding incidents 
which have occurred here in Australia. since our last edition. both of 
which have outstanding earmarks of not being the type possible for the 
usual explanation of natural objects. 
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Here we will cite the cases of the Meekatharra sighting in Western Austral­
ia, and the Flash Blast. report of an object at Rose Park South Australia 
each within a few weeks of the other. a copy of the report as given in the 
papers is given in the pages at the rear of this edition. 

First the Meekatharra sighting. Here we have realiable witnesses who tes-
tify that they observed twelve craft flying in formation of pairs9"which 
left tangible white trails of mesh like streruners" • 

To those who have seen 9 and handled similar matter which has by now been 
observed and examined all over the world often in cinjunction with the 
advent of a UFO. need no stretch of imagination to recognise immediatly 
the well known so called " angel Hair". 

As one reads the full report. the results are identical o� many others whose 
experience of seeing and handling this very intrigueing material 9 so fine 
light and delicate. that it melts in the hand. 

It has been our good firtune to have had some of this some time back and we 
were able to keep it intact by picking it up with tweezers and placing it 
in a cotton wool bedded box. , this made it possible to at least examine it 
for some time at close range without the usual " melting " process which 
occurred when placed in the hand within a few momentso 
We advise any who do have the good fortune to collect this to tEeat it in 
this way. for from our experience we found it kept for some weeks before it 
finally dissolved. 

By what stretch of plausible explanation could any honest scientific mind 
dub this sighting as that of a meteor. or class this material picked up by 
these witnesses as " spider web trails " for since when do meteors eject 
such material, or spiders fly across in such fiery formation of pairs and 
that at speeds akin to sputniks?????. 

The second case is not quite so definate. but nevertheless. has some very 
marked points which certainly disclose it to be. of no ordinary character, 
" A large falsh 9 a muffled explosion. a humming noise, a glow which moves 
across the sky. and more definate still lights dim. rooms filled with a red 
glow. cars are stopped for and by some unknown reason. 
Here again we have all the signs of the usual formuaa of a UFO presence. 
and testified to all over the world as happening to many in the same identi­
cal way. and in each case when a UFO was near t hand or plainly visible. 
to not one but many observers. 

Surely when such incidents as these fit so exactly into a pattern. which · 

repeats itself so often , it is high time that more sensible and reaso��ble 
stu�y is made of these things and the habit of passing them off \vithout 
serious consideration being given to them 9 should be made by those who 
so loud mouthed make such completely childish brush off explanations as 
has been given in the past by those in authority who claim to have the 
training and knowledge to fit them to make authoratatige statements 
in the name of science. 

How silly can you be. ? First to make such dictums public.91???.

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SIGHTING AT MEEKATHARRA. WEST AUST. 

TEN PEOPLE SEE TWELVE FLTING OBJECTS. 
PERTH. AUGUST 6th. 1961. " Advertiser " Aug. 7th. 
Tweleve unidentified Flying Objects. moving fast in pairs, were reported 
yesterday by IO independant witnesses near Meekatharra9 480 miles north­
east of Perth • 

They lef't a tangible white trail which floated down to the ground near the 
observers. 
The mesh-like streamers crumbled and disappedred when picked up by the 
startled watchers at Mount Hale Station , 75 miles west of Meekatharra. 

"I picked some up, but it vanished in my hands as it touched my skin," 
said one witness. 

The silvery round objects passed directly over the station at regular in­
tervalsbetween 8. 20 a.m. and 9.15. a.m. 

" They were flying at about 8000 to IO,OOO ft. and about the same speed 
as the Sputnik ( Russian ) which we saw a couple of years ago." said a 
shearing contractor, Mr ..udwin Peyne. 

The Dept. of Civil Aviation said definitely that there were no ai�craft 
in the areaat the time of the reported sightings and that no meteorological 
balloons had been sent up. 

A ·sPOKESMAN SAID THAT THE R.A.A.F. WOULD MAKE A REPORT ON THE INCIDENT 
TO THE DEPT. OF AIR.

SYDNEY AUGUST 6th. ( Note same day . ) 
Thousands of people , including aircraft pilots, in many parts of N.S.W. 
yesterday saw a meteor tlash brilliantly across the sky • 

Many of them mistook it for an aircraft on fire, or a guided missile. 

The meteor was seGn at 8. 50 a.m. travelling from south to north -west 
leaving a long white vapor_ trail in its path • 

Dr. A.R. Hogg , Assistant Director of the Commonwealth Observatory at 
Mount Stromlo, near Canberra, watched the Meteor.

FURTHER REPORT OF THE ABOVE. 
It was described as a ball of fire with a long flaming tail. 
It was sighted just before 9. a.m. in many Sydney suburbs where scores of 
observers thought it was aplane going down in flames. 

It appeared over Canberra orange-red and glowing • 

Hundreds of callers jammed the switchboard of the police seeking inform­
ation of the phenomenon • 

Dr. Hogg. ( above ) said " It sped across the sky like a brassy ball 
of light" 

"My impression was that it was a daytime meteor. 
I thirik it might have disintegrated somewhere in the air. There was 
no sound "
