The first indication of this event was-related to me by one of our party on 
the train to the effect that on the second night out. from Perth after tweleva 
we would have a sighting.

We would like to mention that this is not the first time an incident has 
happened on this very stretch of country almost identical with the above 
in which a " Saucer " buzzed a Transcontinental train. 
Our records of quite q few years back relate an incident in which a Bud 
car� ( A small diesal train of a few carriages ) was buzzed and followed by 
an almost similar object. 
Investigations into this through Railway sour�es however found such a tight 
security block that we could only ascertain a few facts which at least 
indicated that something 11 big 11 had happened hence the tight lips of the 
authorities and the extreme difficulty in gettlne further information.

We regret that this occurred early in the history of this society when we 
did not have as much experience or as many to assist us in investigations 
as we have today. 
We also add that the area in both cases is very close to the Woomera Rocket 
Range site. but do not insist that it had anything to do with that � merely 
pointing out that the locality in both cases was almost the same.

Fraru�ly lets be honest E.S.P. is only another popular fashionable name for 
all the things occuring now and have been for centuries in the psychic 
field. so lets forget E.S.P and get down to what it really is. 
P£ychic Phenomenon. either from the human mind. or from a deeper source 
of the yet so littl� understood part of man,his spirit. which is in touch 
with a kingdom of spirit. so yet untouched by man that anything yet 
manifested or known is but a scratch on a huge surface. 

First we must separate the true psychic acts from that of telepathy, 
although they are very closely separated.

trol. ) and Spiritualism. control by the Holy Spirit or angelic beings of 
God�der His command. One thing howeve r is certain that the y are easy to 
disce�n • for by the ir fruits ye shall kr.cw the m / and if the e vide nce 
proves such controls to be contradictor,y to the highe r laws of God the n 
it is ve ry e vide nt that the control �s. not of the h�ghes1L 

It is however in the field of the re lationship to the F1ying Saucer work 
. that at the mommnt we a:l'e particularly inte re sted.. and otir de sire is to 
show ttat the above forms of Psychic practic e s  HAVE sad to say brought 
many ccse s of saucer rese arch not only into ridicule but ope n contempt 
be causG of the some times utte r bilge that is· give n ,·and when compare d 
with ot�e rs claiming to have the same re ce ption • comple tet.y contradict 
confusing , and ofte n de nying. the opposite vie w claime d by the othe r • 

It is no wonder that earne st pe ople turn from it. ye t it doe s not me an that 
there are and still are folk who are working on a very .high le ve l and 
do "ge t" things through which are of gre at be ne fit to mankind. 

Pe rsonally I am very averse to the so calle d talking with the de ad. 
form of work. it all se ems to be so ope n to che ating and eve n some of the 
greate st tpiritualists do not ne i:l T that SUCh de ce ptions IX) tako place at i 
times. ·and if the se capable ade pts of such can be decived what hope has 
the common seeker who come s in all simplicity ende vouring to find the truth. 

From having observe d and.see n and witne ssed many such sloppy sentime ntal 
re latives dug up. t.o' an equal gullible public seeking f0r comfort ,. I 
have come aw� fee ling thatit was ce rtain to me if not to others that 
whilst not denying the y may have bee n in touch and controlled by a spirit 
that spirit to often is one from a very low order of the astral plane 
and as su�h it is better to get a bit higher up in the scale before trust­
ing ones future or destiny into their hands. 
It is the folk who are working on these low levels that are doing the harm 
NOT the genuine people who have recieve d of God one or more of those spirit­
ual gifts promised as Gifts of the Holy Spirit. 
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Let us l ook for a whil e at t hi s  t el e pathi c gi ft . in contrast t o  t he ot he r 
de e pe r  p s ychi c gift s .  

Mental t e lepathy. can· be thoughts reci e ved from anothe r mi nd or i nte ll i ge nce 
and many case s of thi s have been abl y  de monstrate d  he re on e arth. one of 
humans cont act i ng othe rs ove r vast di stance s • . 

b ut for t his case we want t o  exami ne the cl ai ms of those who say t he y  have 
reci e ved message s from oute r space bei ngs. and it must be unde rstood b y  thi s 
t hat we mean not i n  any trance form or de ep trance. but with a cl e ar open 
mind of what is occurri ng around them , with nd sense of any form of the mind 
being subme rge d b y  anothe r force as i s  i n  the de epe r  forms of psychic phen­
ome non. the mind bei ng ab sol ut el y in control and ful ly aware of what i s  taki ng 
place and abl e if sode sire d t o  cut i t  off or conti nue. the wili of the re­
cipi ent being full y i n  cont rol . 

t h� re have b e e n  vari ous ways of reception and i ts e ffect on the reci e ve r. 
some t el l  of a tingl i ng sensation at t he back of the neck9 others speak of 
s slight se nse of pain around the head. othe rs of a fe el i ng t hat the cent ­
ral poi nt of the fore head i s  b e i ng act ivated. qui t e  a fe w speak of al l t he se 
happeni ng i n  some form or other. 

T he message be ing reci e ved is as one is 1 1  hearing" a c onve rsat i on in t he he ad 
as one doe s i n  a t el e phone . b ut i n  t hi s  case i nt o  the mi nd and NOT i nt o  t he 
e ar. t he reci e ve r  i s  t hen usuall y urged t o  speak i t  out what i s  b e i ng sai d 
otbe rs have fel t  t he urge to "wri te it down " which all of course i s  anothe r 
modi fi e d  form of t he pre vious psychi c gift s of cl ai raudie nce or aut o mati c 
writ i ng. b ut i nst e ad of bei ng ina trance and t heir own mi nd " unde r control 
t he reci e ve r  i s  ful l y  aware of what i s  going on and i n  full control hi msel f. 

This I fe el give s at l e ast a l i t tl e  cl eare r pict ure of the gre at differe nce 
bet we e n  act ual psychic cl aims and th ose who are t el e pat hic recie ve rs. 
it is t rue it i s  ge ne rall y found e asie r t o  conce ntrat e on the me ssage c om­
i ng through i f  the e ye s  are cl osed and one me di t ate s • butnot nece ssarily say 
e ssent i al , i t  is simply l i ke l i st eni ng to good musi c with t he eyes cl osed 
and in a re ceptive mood. 
It may be that ot hers wil l  come forward and express t heir i de as on t hi s  
and t hus we may b e  able t o  b e tter unde rst and th� me ssage s we are ge tting 
from our space b rothers a lit tle bet t e r  and wi th l e ss misunde rstandi ng.

" A vari ety of pot ent i ally l iving creatures may be lyingdormant on .the 
moon or on other pl anet s and might come back to l i fe if t hey were brought 
back t o  earth " •  

She sai d that experiment s in fre o zing and then 11 re surrecting" animal s 
rai sed the probl em of the di agno si s and definition of death • 

'' We can only say that it i s  t he conditi on from which reanimati on i s  not 
pos sibl e by any currently known means " " Eventually" she s ai d  " methods 
may b e  devi sed for �reat ing whol e organs ar whol e  animal s with prot e ct ive 
sub st a nces and st oring t hem for l ong p eriods in the fro zen s t at e  at very 
low t emperature s .  " • •

For the two or t hree t hat have the l �t t er 
improvement s in mind , there are a do zen who are throwing every availabl e 
stumbling bl ock in the w� of progres s .  
Yes , I thirik cat astrophe i s  our only hope o f  a rude awakening whi ch will b e  
necessary t o  bring � great maj ority o f  the inhabit ant s o f  thi s pl anet t o  
a real i s at i on of . their fal se idea of a · true wa� o f  l ife.  

C,at astrophe brings the high and the mighty crashing down to average s i ze , 
and the great monopol ies crash t o  the si ze of the l i t tl e  one s  that they have 
preyed upon and wrecked.
