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REPORT OF LECTURE TO A.F.S.R.S. On April 6th .1962
BY.. MRS RUTH HEATHCGCK.

The President introduced the Speaker who is a Nursing Sister and whose
remarkable experience is here told. in abbreviated form .

The experience eccurred to her in the Northern Territory of Australia in Feb.
1941 4, and up to this time she had not seen a Flying Saucer or heard of Space
People ; so she called her helpers in this incident '"angel visitors" .

They came in answer to a great emotional call for assistance in an operation
which Sister Ruth knew was far beyond her own physical ability to perform .

Up in the Gulf of Carpentaria country where Vanderlin Island protects
the coast, the esturaries of the big rivers were cluttered with uprooted trees ,
yet it was down one of thesey; the McArthur River, that Sister Heathcock and
four aboriginals sailed in a native canoe some 40 miles to the coast on the
first part of their journey they made to answer a call foe help . It was from
Mr Horace Foster who had sent two of his natives through fast rising flood wa-
ters to get medical aid for his badly wounded thigh .

The Flying Doctor had been unable to land at Foster's plave , but had left a
full medical kit with Sister Ruth y, and with this she bravely decided to make
the 60 mile canoe journey which would take three days , hoping against all
reason that Foster might survive gangrene and loss of blood.

From the mouth of the Mc Arthur , the canoe was paddled 15 miles
along the coast to the Wearyan River. which was infested with great sea snakes
alligators, and huge fish. which threatened them from the water,and from above
electrical storms with awful stabs of lighteningsought thier frail craft.

The agitated water of the Wearyan Estuary was safely passed and then
they commenced six miles of dreadful exhausting paddling against the flooded
River.

Foster's place was eventually reached after a most nerve racking and
physical experience gnd unbeliegble test of human endurance , on the third night

A sickening sight met Sister Heathcocks eyes , for &he found Foster
lying wkere he had fallenylaying on a buffaloes hide, for the natives had dared
not move him,; for fear of his broken twisted leg, and the blood that might siart
to flowagain from the shot gun wound. It was a horrible festering and swollen
thighy, full of maggots and ants, but these had stopped gangrene.

By the light of lanterns the wound was washed cleany; congealed blood

removed , broken bones exposed . Foster was feverish so was given a sedative
and with medical kit open she was ready to set the leg and dress the wound, btut
she Bealised the task was beyond her . She uttered a prayer that she might

finish the job 4 for in her extremity she knew she needed help to remedy this
compound fracture with its contused flesh of green, black and yellow around it.

It was then, that the men appeared, the elder about thirty five it
soomed , and the other a few years younger . They wore white operating theatre
gowns and gazed intently at the wound. The elder man stretched out his open
hand " intsructively " and Sister Ruth said. " I placed the artery clip I was
holding into his hand . He deflty worked aided by his assistant whilst I passed
the required articles and dressings "
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At last the job was done..

She gazed at the plugged and perfectly dressed woundwith a small drainage
tape at the lower end , and the leg lying straight in padded splints from
hip to ankle , it was aperfect job s and Sister Ruth raised her head to say
" Thank you " to her helpers, but they had vanished. Was it a vision ?.
The aboriginals had seen the " two fellow good doctor bin give missus hand",
and the expertly dressed leg was mute testimony to the " angel helpers"

That was real enought .

Horace Foster spent three days confident he would get well, then tetanus
suddenly extinguished the spark of life in him . Within an hour the Fly-
ing Doctor had landed at a newly cleared emergency fisld, too late with the
anti- tetanus injections . He heard Sistér Ruthys story and said" You were
very blessed in your medical work "

Yeso. Horace Foster died, but he did have three days of comparative

comfort and loving attention because the men in white had answered the call
for help of Sister Ruth Heathcock.

THREE OBJECTS SEEN AT SWAN REACH S. AUST . DEC 1961.
An Ex. R.A.A.F Officer. amd his wife who were staying at a holiday shack
at Swan Reach , a River resort on the River Murray , reported they saw Three
objects about an hour before dawn., They said there were no stars. but the
sky was turning from purple to blue. when they saw the objects.
The duratiop of the observation was less than three minutes.
They were spaced equadistant during the whole of the period of sighting
They were circular. The objects measured about 20 to 30 ft. in diam. they
approached from a northerly direction about 5 to'10 deg. in the sky appear-
ing at a right hand position from the observers « the objects moved to a
position to their left approx. 60 to 80 deg. in the sky. and then hovered
for a short moment. then accelerated and disappeared in the direction of
Mt. Pleasant ..

. Briefly ; let us consider the essential factors. Any person who will
take the trouble to find out only a few of the reports and facts in pos-
session of the UFO organisations , cannot deny that we are being observed
by rational beings from the universe. znd on the basis thereof , even if m
many decline to admit it, we must understand that they must rather have
logically reached a higher moral stage taan we, otherwise they would have
many years ago displayed hostile activities.

Frieburg.y The Soviet Union counts to finish an atom-motor for space-
ships in 1964. Professor Otto Lutz from Braunsweig indicated , as the
scientific society for airtraffic began its yearly meeting in Freiburg
According to Lutz , American scientists hope to make use of a similar motor
ip 1965. Both Soviet and the USA are said to have intensified their efforts

within this branch of space research .

When atom-motors for space ships are ready , it will be possible to send
off from earth so great spaceships, that bases can be established on the
planetsy, This signifies enormous progress.

But thislife may for several reasons constitute a danger to earth life
Extreme hardy and quick propagating micro-organisms may live there , and o
occasionally they could be brought to earth , where they are propagating w
with enormous extension . Perhaps we cannot find any remedy s which is able
to kill them . then they would infect all earth life and destroy it.
Therefor it is necessary that we are very careful about planet research.
This is G.H. Wells' " Invasion from Mars " in reverse.

If highly developed life is already found on the planety,we visit we must
also be careful not to land at once among these beings , as they might reg
gard this as an hostile action . on our part. hence the plan of earth men
to first reconnoitre around the planets. to gather information . and even
then he must land on such places where the beings of the planet do not con-
gregate such as inaccessible mountains, dense jungles, or we have to estab-
lish bases under water of profound depths and from there explore activities.
We of Darth are preparing for such a visit now.

The technical developments of our planet have taken place during the last
two centuries. If one of the former cultures on earth had been more inter-
ested in the technical developement then we could have been several thousand
years ahead. Therefor it is not difficult to imagine that beings on other
planets within our outside our solar system may have reached thousands or
even millions of years ahead of ug in such technical progress. than we have.

FLASH SEARS UTAH SKYS. ( PROBABLY A METEOR)

LIGHT SEEN BY PILOT IN KANSAS. A brilliant object flashed across the west-
ern skies Wd. about 8.15. p.m. Federal Aviation Agency officials said it
was apparantly a meteor. -~ but the thing touched off alarm in. Utah , Idaho
arizona and other sections of the west .

Some residents in Eureka County some 75 miles south of Salt Lake City , were
convinced tie object whatever it was crashed in the nearby mountains.

They cited a blue flash and arumbling off in the distance.The police Chief said

it was very close to the commnity.
Other witnesses who crammed the telephone wires said it flashed across the
night sky from eat to west and was visble for about two to four seconds.
One other resident said it shool her house. others said it left a smoke or
vapor trail. Pilots from as far east as Goodland . Kansas and in Utah.
Nevada . and Arizona reported the flash .
The light was so brilliant it caused the street lamps in downtown Eureka
to go off momentarily .
This was followed up by reports from Cal.on early Thurs. morning some eight h
hours or so later of a huge fireball which seemed to move over the Pacific
toward a Bpot some 30 miles off San Francisco .
Many witnesses corroborated the evidence above but officialdom classed it as
a meteor of a bolide .

The T.V. Series of Summer Science School has proved very interesting to many
U.F.0 Students. and Mr. Rendall review one in particular given by Dr. Breoce~
well one of Austradias Noted lecturerss

The Summer- Schoole of Science lectures are wery inveresting for the scien-—
tifically minded , but they are even more so when they include a whole toplo
which could easily be said to be woven around Flying Saucers.

The Lecturer showed he had imagination when he spoke of the people who he
¥hought could beon other planets ( not in our solar system ) who might pos-
fibly be B¥®herical ! But I feel he was lacking a bit when he was endecvour—
ing to find a possible altermative means of communciation that might be used
by the people out there.

Whats' wrong with Telepathy I wonder ?. That's certainly got no
Time barrier as it is instantaneous throughout with no poebagation involved.
If the Doctor had dwelt a little on this he would have found the people out
there know us through to the core and it would be logical to assume from
this that they do not want to conitact us. at least not right now.

The lecture was so interestingand had so many pioints about it
which have a relation to Flying Saucers that the youthful auidence could not
resist asking something about them . But when the questions were raised
our lecturer Dr. Bracewell found saucers to be an absolute impossibility!1
His idea of them was that"they were nothing more than Venus. ( an optical
illusion ) 4nd I'm sure he was endevouring to imply tney were pure imagina~
tion in the minds of those reporting them .

The possibilty of photos, radar etc. , being faked § is possible
But if an intensiee investigation is made with regard to these it will be
found that a goodly proportion will show an absolute improbability of them
being faked.
