Repeatedly I have been asked why it ie we do not hear so much about the '"Saucers"
now.or as some say " There seems to be a '"lull! in the sightings and reports"

and if judged on the surface of what one hears and reads this is most apparent.
and very true. but a careful analysis of just how we arrive at these conclusions
can reveal a very different picture and cause us to reverse our opinions.

Firstly, to propeily assess this matter,we must analyse the source of our
information as to the observance of the saucers and the manner of reports
and above tae reception of those reports.for it must conceded that we base
the whole of our opinion on what we have heard read or seen about them.

Basically then our information is gathered from these main sources.
1. Reports printed in Newspapers, Journals, Magazines. etc.
2. T.V. or Radio News Items.

3. Reports made from official circles. which includes those
made by Pilots. Navigators. Radar Techntcians in both
Civil and Governmental Services.

4., Those made by other civilians. from leading people. academic
or civilian leaders. amd the ordinary man in the street.

5. Reports recieved by Societies and Groups devoted to the
Investigation and Research of the U.F.O.

Now let us examine these ecach. and we meet with an outstanding fact in most
that of the impossibilty of getting the true full picture because of the lack
of co-oparation.

Firstly . The Newspapers etc. We have it on very good authority from quite

a few sources that the major number of reports of U.FO. recieved by Newspapers
etc. are never printed and thrown into the watse paper bin. thus it never
reaches the eyes or ears of the public. in fact we have been told that some

of the best sightings have recieved such treatment. and that 90.p.c, would

be a good figure to estimate the unreported sightings recived in such a manner.

How then can a true assessment be made whether there is a lull or that there
have been'no sightings of late'" when the major source of information is " g
gaged" by some lack of interest the cause of which could be many things
which at the moment we pass over.

",T.V. and Radio. here we have a source that at least in our country does give
a little attention to the subject but. to get this one has to be viewing or
listening at "all times ". for quite often a news flash is put across and
never repeated. and in many cases this is never given out Zn the papers
which follow. hence here agri another source is limited to us in RECIEVING

the evidence to assess the number of sightings etc.

Reports from Official circles etc. The story of thegagging and falsification
of recived reports from these most reliable sources of Pilots etc. is too
woll known and has proved to rescarch workers one of the most annoying

and must be to the reporter some of the most em™arrassing experiences.

for too often a most reliable and extremely qualified man, will observe
these things and make a report and even have the courage to say something
publiclysonly to find that it is followed up by some offical quarter, making.
him utterly ridiculous by classifying it as something inane and ridiculous
to any clear thinking person. when the facts are evaluated. and to put it

in the words of such a one " Who wants to be made a B, fool like that,

never again ". such was tae confession by a pilot to the Editor. and we know
it isrepeated manifold all over the world. These men KNOW what they see and
also that their experience is sufficient to qualify them to make an honour-
able and very capable estimation of what they observed, and to be placed into
such a position of ridicule by a bod higher up. who wasn't there anyhow

must be a most soul destroying experience that they or anyone else would

not like to have repeated. hence too often the source of information is
CLOSED because the person does not want to "run the gauntlet" of official
ridicule being brought to bear on him . How many such sightings are lost

to us we will never know., How can we then assess the matter from this

source correctly?

Repprts of Civilians. Here the above story can be repeated. except that
we add the matter of the evidence of the first the reports being sent to the
papers by folk who do have the courage to do so. and it never being printed
and it is only when a minute number of these cases so reported finally ®each
the ears of F.S. groups. that it is discovered how information has been lost
w ich could have been very useful at the time in assessing facts. of the
U.F.0. such a case is the one reported in this edition(see Sightings ")
in which a case in 1956 of a cigegr-shaped object was seen , reported to the
papers but was never recieved. publicly .
To add to these ; one must put the observed objects made by hundreds of
people who . know they have seen something. but fear ridicule. or loss of .
face. or are just very retiring types who hate anything of public notoriety.
The loss of evidence in these cases must be collosal. when all weighed up.

Finally the most annoying of all but probably the least in numbers. Thank
goodnesses is the number of sightings that are lost to us for assessment by
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So called Flylng Saucer Groups. Societies. 1nvestlgat1ng U.F.0 who out of
petty 3ealousies. possesiveness. or other unexplainable and seemingly
illogical reasons. know of. have evidence of. or are in possession of
evidence of sightings. some of first cless value. who will not SHARE it
with other groups. even when requested or the other group:ha®s shown co-op *
eration by sharing with'them' . but hang “n to the evidence.

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— A TALK WITH A MAN WHO ' VISITED MARS ' From " Se'CERS . SPACE AND
SCIENCE. APRIL=JUNE 1962. :

The story is alleged to have happened in 195%*, and was first published
in " The PrinceGeorge Citizen (Canada)on Doc. 11l. 1957 and we reprint
it for the inetrest of our readers. and their own ovaluation .

This weck a man came into the Citizen News Office, and when he had left

some four hours later my ears were ringing with one of the strangest stories

I have ever heard. , for as you see by the headlines of this article, this
man claimed that he had visited Mars in a flying saucer . At this point there
may be loud bursts of laughter from all sides, but let me explain.

This man 4 a resident of the district who, at his request, will remain name-
less in this article, dropped into the office and said in a reasonable, sin-
cere fashion, " I have a story I would like very much to tell you, but I'm

Such a statement , only served to whet the appetite of the newspaperman in
me, and I told him to give it a whirl and find out what my re-action would
be.

My initial reaction was one of complete skepticism and I was alert for any
signs of violence while looking for an opening to ease him out of the
building. But as the stranger went on with his weird tale in a calm,
quiet manner , I began to relax a bit, Just a few years ago Sputniks circ-
ling the earth would have been too crazy.’ It was almost as if he was
telling me of some trip to some foreign country . I tried to look for loop-
holes in his story, and tried to catch him up on the smaller details, but he
couldn't be caught .

The interest for me became so great that I told him to start right at the
beginningand tell his story with as many details as he could remember, and
the interview is recorded below in his exact words. and by the time his stpry
had ended more thna four hours had passeds We shook hands and he went away
seeming a bit relieved that someone had at least listened to him .

STRANGER THAN FICTION . After giving the story full consideration I can't
say whether I believe him or not. If it is a hoax, it's & good one, and if
it is the Trath, it is certainlystranger than fiction. For nyself I can't
help but recall the quotation from Shakespeares " Hamlet" " There are more
things in heaven and earth Horatio, than are dreamt of in your philosophy"
Here is the man's detailed story.

I was working for the U.S. occupation army in Austria on May 15. 1951. I

was driving for Q.M. Col. Cousiny, he commanded me to drive Mr Haster to Linz

from Salzburg . Mr Haster was teaching evening courses to the U.S. soldiers
in Linz. My job was to drive him from Salzburg to Linz three times a week.
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TRIP TO MARS CONT. 2.
This particular day I came back as usual from Linz at about 11 o'clock
at night and arrived at the motor pool . I live tow miles north of the motor
pool . I took a short cut and on the left hand side was a brush. It wad dark
and there was no moon. Suddenly someone came out od the bush and came close
to me. I could only see the outline in the dark but he seem@d to have a helmet
on. He was about my height, may be a little shorter . He had something in
his hand and he pointed it at me . I thought it was his finger, but it made
a click « After the click he waved his hand quickly and I went to put my arm
up in front of my face , But I was paralysed. I felt like falling down but
I didn't.  He put a black, square plate, on my chest and strapped it around
my backe I could hear a dog barking away off in the distance , but I couldn't
hear him walking. He must have walked very easily. I could see his outline
as he walked around me.

After he strapped the plate on me he walked in front of me and pointed the
thing in his hand at the plate on my chest rather than my head as befiore.

He walked away and pulled me after him . I couldn't move or walk, but he

Just pulled me after him , I wasn't actually in the air, but my feet and full
weight wasn't on the ground. I seemed as if I was light .

Behind the brush was a small field . and in the field, hidden from the road
.was around object about 150 feet in diameter. It was dark and I couldn't tell
‘what it was. My first thought was that a spy had captured me for some reason.
The thing that led me sort of rose from the groundand took me after him to
the top of the object « He did something , either stepped on something or
pushed some button, and a door opened, and he pulled me after him down into
the derk. I was plenty scared and I wondered what would happen next. I got
down into the dark and I could finally feel a floor under my feet .

I knew that where I was , was either glass -or plastic because the stars could
be seen shining above. Then I saw tie outline of what looked like a door.

and he pulled me through into what later I found to be a room of glass or
plastic. He kept his finger, «r what I though was his finger and later
saw was some sort of pencil-shaped object. pointed at me until I was inside
the room . He kept it pointed at me all the time . then when I was in the
room he took:ﬁﬂ off me and I sank down to the floor. He went out and I could
see his outline . There was a sort of shaking sensation . and I knew the door
to the room had been shut.

The next sensation I had was of rising up into the air. I had never flown
before in my life. In a few minutes I could see th? left half of the moon
shining. I was so scared, but I figured I was dreaming. Then I started to
feel my hand and feet againe I sat up,amad then got up on my feet. By this
time we were in the sunlight . I looked across the ship and I could see the
personthat had brought me here. He was ss#anding bya wall and there was some
levers on the wall . He looked like a person. like we are. A little bit
shorter than me. but to me at that time he looked like the devil.

He had no hair atvall . I could see through the sort of glass helmet. His head
was sort of cylinder form. a very high forehead with big eyes. you could see
lots of little eyes in the two big eyes. It seemed to me it looked like the
eyes of a fly. No nose at all, just two holes. He had a very small slit for

%,
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the mouth . It looked like he had skin, but it was ort of white., There were
two holes for his ears. His skull wgs very large . He ahd no eyebrows or any
hair at all. The torso was round kind of like a tin can . The legs

were of propertionate length . His arms were a little shorter than our arms.
I would say , His hands seemd to be three long fingers .

I couldn't see any neck but he was dressed in material that was like silver

s but it wasn't shiny This covered all of him except the head part which had
on the helmet He didn't look at me at all.

The main part of the ship that I could see from the room I was in appeared
to be round and the walls were like glass.put you couldn't see through them
The floor was made of glass or plastic . In the middle of the floor , under
the glass, was a black plate something like I had had strapped on my chest .
from the corners of the plate which looked to be about 10 ft. square, black
beams ran to the walls of the ship. I could see under the black plate

and there seemed to be a duplicate room on the other side of the ship . I
could see the same kind of levers on the wall as the thing was standing be-
side. As soon as we came into the sun 4, I could feel a real burning heat,
but he pulled a lever and a covering , like blue water, came over the roof.
Then the sun was normal , but I could still see through it.

My first thought was that I was dreaming, and then my second thought was that
I was dead and my soul ‘was rising up. The ship was not rotating or going
sideways, but kind of gliding straight up. I could see the sun like a ball
of fire, and the moon like a silver ball., , but the rest was darkness,
Suddenl® , as I looked up the moon was right above us, and it seemed to come
at us. Suddenly we were both standing on what had been the roof. We seemed
to be about a quarter of a mile above the moon. I could see clearly the cra-
ters on the surface of the moon « There were lots of them . The ground seemed
to be a greyish colour and I could see the rocks and hills. We ere in the
sunny part of the moonthen the ship glided to the right and into the darkness
Then the driver stopped the ship. I could feel it sort of waiting. It was
dark all around outside.but the sun seemed to shine into the ship.

I saw the thing take one of the pencil-things he had pointed at me and he
pointed it downwards . I thought at the time that he must be from the moon
and that he was signalling someone down below.

There was no noise at all from the ship or from the signal. After about five
minutes we started to move again to the right . My first thought was that
I'm going back to earth. But I looked up above me and I could see the big
ball that I know was the earth. I could see the outline of America and
Asia and I could see the clouds.

The emyth and the moon were going away from me very fast. Then I began to
think that this was frolm another planet .

Suddenly another planet seemed to loom up in front of us, and I thought we
were going to crash into it. I was sure of this, but the driver suddenly
stopped it again, but there was no jerk. I realised then that we were still
quite a way from the planet , and then he started to glide sideways down to-
ward the ground. I looked over the land 4 and it looked like paradise.
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As we went down I looked out over the land and on one side there were red
fields ; On the other side there were what looked like grey-green fileds.
Some places in the fields there were what looked to be like big chimneys
rising from the ground. It was a bright day-light and the sun was shining
with no clouds in the sky . k

We were approaching the red fields and I could see rivers with blue water in
them. The rivers ran straight and at intervals there were bridges built ae
cross them 4, and I could see roads. The bridges were just like our brid-
ges « From up high I could see no sign of life. Then we glided up to a field
that was filled with saucers like I was in. There appeared to be hundreds

of them « They were of different colours , gray. gold and silver. but there
were no black or red ones. The driver stopped the ship about a quarter of

a mile above them by just pulling the lever . Then we went straight down until
we were about 20 or 30 ft from the groundand he parked the ship on a high plat-
form As we went down % could see that the same kind of people were in them
like my driver .

When we got on the platforin and stopped, the driver pulled a lever and the
glass slid back , and he went outside. He put the pencil-like thing to his
chest and slowly dropped to the ground like a falling leaf. He then started
to walk along very fast. to the third or fourth suacer. He pointed the pen-
cil thing at his chest again and sort of jumped up inside the ship. He was
inside that ship for about ten minutes. I could see that the thing in the
other ship was smaller than the driver of the ship I was on .

While he was in the ship I looked around at the other saucers and I could see
the same type of people. Suddenly quite a ways away I saw two ships that had
people from earth in them. One ship was sort of dirty looking, and there was
one man , one woman and tew kids in it. In another ship saucer thatwas kind
of golden I saw one man ~ and one woman .

I was going to wave at them , but I felt scared. I was waiting for them to
wave, but the didn't . After I saw them I thought that I would have to stay
here with them now. Way off in the distance I could see by the river ,
things moving . They were dark , but I couldn't tell what they were.

Haybe they looked like a herd of beef, but I couldn't tell for sure.

Down on the ground I could see red flowers growing. they looked something
like our sunflowers . There were some green patches between them , but therce
were the flowers as far as eye could see. . The earyh could be secn in pat-
ches too. and it was tne same as our earth. I got to thinking that I must
be on Mars. I remembered what I had learned at school about it being red
with canals and it seemed to me that this must be Mars. although I wasn't
100% sure because I kind of lost location of things when we had left the moon.

Then the driver came back from the other ship. He got back inside and closed
the door again. Then we took off the same we had come. We went up and up
into the darkness. and then I could see a moon that looked like a tinball

We came quite close to ity and I could see that it was smooth. and silvery
without any signs of craters on it .

I didn't know where we were going then, I thought we might be going farther
yet . After about another ten minutes , I could see what looked like half

.
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our moon and I realized that we were approaching the sunnyside of our earth.
I was very glad to see that it was the aarth. But we came in at it with such
a terrible speed that I thought for sure we would crash .
The driver stopped the ship again when it seemed to hit the atmosphere and
he glided down towards earth. I seemed to know he was going to take me back
to where he found me. , but I had the impression he was going to kill me be-
cause he would want to keep it secret . We came into the darkness and then
went down to the ground and I knew we were back at the spot and place he had
picked me up. I was really afraid that he would kill me. He opened
the door . He took the pencil~thing and pulled me out the door way the way
he ahd brought me in . He guided me back to the road. . At that time I could
walk, but I was very light and he was just pulling me. He took the pencil
from my chest and poinbted it at my head. At that moment a dog started to bark
at us from abouta quarter of a mile up the road. and it seemd to have stertled
him , because the pencil thing clicked and nothing happened to me.
I knew from tne first experience I should be paralyzed, so I just pretended
I wasyso that he wouldn't know . He took the plate oBf mychest and went back
into the ship. I stayed the way I was until I saw the outline of the sau-
cer going off into the ditance . Then I ran home . My wife was still up and
she saw me all excited. She asked me what had happened and I told her "Nothing"
I'm just sick " I couldn't tell her about the experience because she would
have thought me crazy/ I noticed the time when I got home and it was 12.20
a.m. The whole trip had taken about an hour; I think when the thing pointd
the pencil at my head it was to make me forget what had pappenecd or else to
killme. I don't know which .

I have never told anyone else about this for two reasons. First.. no one
would believe me and would probably want to lock me up as a crazy man; and
secondly.. I am sure that those people on Mars know everything that is hap-
pening here and if I told people about it before they would have taken me

away again and killed me. I'm telling this now in order to help people to
know what is going on in space, My heart is bothering me now and I feel

I won't be living too much longer, so I have nothing to fear from those
people., From this experience I have had I ferl those peoples culture and
scientific knowledge is much ahead of ours. They don't need satellites

to launch their spaceships and they have conquered many of the problems of
space that we are still trying to conquer. They seem to power their ships
with rays, maybe light rays, bit it's not with motors like ours.

My experience and seeing those other earth people on that planet show me those
creatures have a great knowledge of the people here and are much ahead of us.
This creature treated me only as an amimal.

After that indident I couldn't stay in that country and in October of that
year I came out to Canada. I have finally felt I want to make this story public.
With the two satellites circling the globe now maybe a few people will be
lieve my story. Anyway I have told you just &s I remember it happening.. and
it is just as clear as yesterday .
