Or if Tom's part of a tree does n
not have the same colouring as the piece I have of a treey, must I say'"his is
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not a tre8?. but rather to have the commonsense to admit that it could be
another tree somewhere close at hand or in another part of the panorama.

Surely is it not just this just pure egotistical arrogance to conclude &h:.o
vie or they have all the answers?. and when considered in its true light i:.

The following are culled from letters sent to corresponents of our friend
Hans Lauritzen, and he has sent them on t. us, his articles in the past have
proved of greatinterest to many of our readers who like him are trying to f
find many of the answers to the things which the U.F.O."tick" ,

They are actual replies to questions made to him by his correspondents.

Concerning. the toroA8al vortex motion as distinct from rotating globules.
It is not because I want to be an opponent to the theory of the toroidal vor-
tex motion . On the contrary, I try to make myself fully familiar with ther:
theories, but I must admit there is a certain conflict between them and th-:
scientific information already in my possession. Therefor, I should like -~
mention to you the factors which cause my lack of comprhension of your th.
so that in this way you may see what others may possibly have to object a;
that theory .
The question then is whether the atomic particles are to be conceived as be.r
globular or annular. In order to illustrate this you picture to yourself
what happens when a globule of water and a ring of water are pput into rotatic
In example you say :
" When a globule rotates, the centrifugal force, which bas its maximum
Talue around the equator, is unopposed, and te globule therefor bursts
apart. Indeed we have atmospheric prooeure pressing in from all sides,
but the same atmospheric pressurc also presseo in at the poles where
the centrifugal force is zero. The droplet therefor caves in and col-
lapses at the poles, while at the same time the fragments are thrown out
in all directions from the equatorial periphery by centriful force'.

It is true that the atmpspheric pressure presses in from all sides, also at
the poles, but we must not forget at this stage that the atmpspheric pressure
inside the droplet is exactly as great as that outside. Therefore it must be
said that the atmospheric pressure exercises apressure frcr the poles of the
droplettowards its centre. It is equally a gquestion of a pr-ssure from inside
and outwards. The droplet held together, not on account oi .:¢ atmospheric
pressure but on account of the inner cohesion of the water :.olecules. This
cohesion is indep¢odgnt of the globular or annular shape - the water drop.*
If the drop rotates it is torn apart in ta2ec same r:iient -~ :he eentrifugal
force is greater than the inner cohesion between molecul. .

The effect of the centrifugal force depends on the relati: bet¥oeen the speed
and the curve of its course. The cstraightcr the oourse, t:i: greater is the
speed required to produce a centrifugal effecte The mass ci a globule of
water is rotated ina course of a smaller curve than the mass of an annular
water drop, whose axis of rotation is in the centre of the ring. Therefor t
curve of the ring will be extremely great, and the speed is not rquired to
very great before tae ring is torn apart on account of the centrifugal fo:
whereas the globule may reach a greater speed of rotation .

However, the example of the behaviour of water drops cannot be transferre
the world of atomic physics, where the motion is highly different,the indi.
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Udl atoms rotating at a fantastic speed and ejecting energies which keep the
other atomic parts at a ceratin distance . Actually, this mat seem like the
effect of centrifugal force , but the parts, nevertheless, of the atoms are
not dispersed because the force holding them together is extremely great.

A globular atom may quite easily in its ritation exercise a repulsion. Your
totokdal vortex atom also has a toroidal rotation axis in the centre of the
atom. The repulsion emanating from the toroidal atom might quite well keep
other atome at a cerdain distance , but the worst #f it is that it will also
exercise a pressure from the opposite inside of the ring suffciently strong
to cause the toroidal atom to be entirely broken up. Onlya globular atom
does not exercise any repulsion on itself.

If we are to consider the energy required for the rotation of the atomic parts
we must admit that a far greater energy is required to bring about the rota~
tion of an anmular atom if the axis is so great, but that far less energy w
would be necessary to cause the rotation of a globular atom , and thus the
globular atom is far more expediant . The transmissian of light and other
electromagnetic waves, which is causeddby the combined speeds of translatic
rotatian and pulsation of the atom , is more easily performed by a globul-
atom. If a globular atom and an annular atomhave the same mass theradius :.
the globular atom will be far greater than that of the annular atom, and it

of pulsation. For the annualr atom with its very limited radius it will be
very difficult to obtain a sufficient pulsation speed to emit light and othe.
electromagnetic waves, and this would require a far greater amount of energy.

As youwill see form these remarks. I am a definate adherant of the theory of
globualr atoms, because it seems as if the globular atoms are far the best
fitted for the performance of the physical phenomena taking place in the world
of the atoms. You emntion that reprts in the newspapers and popular magazines
frequently give very little information on the actual, experimental facts,
just because the scientists of today frequently are confused concerning what
are facts abd what is theory. But as far as atomic research is concerned,

we must say that we have reached the point where we have a very exact picture
of the construction of the individual atoric parts. The electrons and posi-
trons cirfulating around the nucleus of t..e atom are almost entirely invest-
igated as a lot is known concerning their weight and the quantity of their
energy , and of their behaviour under varying influences. Also the parts com-
posingthe nucleus, i.e. ppotons and neutrons, have been examined so carefully
that a quite clear picture is shown of their form. their weight, and their
reactions to various influences.: What is now being dome all over the world,
is to find out how the individual protons are composed, and it has been found
that the outskde of a prton is a number of mesons. then a number of bions, and
a great number ofother , smaller particles are also known . It seems , for
example. that the prtons and the neutrons of the individual atomic nuclei are.
linked by mesons of one prton being transferred to other prtons or neutrons.
This exact mapping out of tihe subatomic particles has shown that the atoms =i
arecreally globular .

Th periodoc table of the various elements is very interesting, But it is not
without reason that the octet theory is so popular, as Professor Niels Bohr
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used this theory as a basis for the computation of the proerties of a number
of elements which had been unknown hithert<. “hen, many years later, these
elements becams knewn , it was found that they had just those propertics

which had been established by Professor Niels Bohr. On the other hand , as
you say yourself, the weakness is that it has got yet been found what is the
actual reason why the elements divide themselves into an octet periodic system
Taken altogether, thepe is a field of work for future scientists here, which
is¢ to find out why any given element has any given set pf properties, and
what it is in their mass and energy strueture which causes them to react as
they do ¢to outside influences etc.

" In Red China, at the present time, there are about 35 million persons who
are starving to death. About ¥cp million of these will die no matter what is
done frok now on. The remaining 25 million will probably die unless the U.S
furnishes them with food. v ,..If we do not feed the starving Chinese we
wikll , sooner ar later, have to fight them, and it will proably be very soon.
" The dictators of Red China have on their hawnds millions of still reasonably
able bodied men, whom they cannot feed. It is not likely that the dictators
will simply sit back and allow these millions of éwn'to die of starvation
when they could just as well use them in a military venture.
" Viet Nam, Thailiand and Cambodia bhave no defenge which could possibly hold
out against the ondlaught of several million men , no matter how poorly armed
and supplied that army might be.

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A FLYING SAUCER LANDS NEAR ADELAIDE.

This is one of the most remarkable cases of a flying saucer observed so close
and having been seen " landed" so near to a city at legst in Australia.
However the intregrity of the wi‘nesses , particularly thc mother of the
children. leaves us in no doubt at the reliabilty of the evidence , and the
actual incident being a very factual one.

Mrs Ellen D. Sylvester,the mother, is a high school teacher , and indeed a
very well educated, and polished woman . her ability to give evidence places
her in the class of a first class type cof witness.

The following account is an g&breviated one taken from the actual tape re-
cording of the interview, made by our special Investigator. Colty Norris.
whose work in t1e fi.td over the past twelve months has been one which calls
for commendation which we like to register here.

Mrs. Sylvester is a resident of une of tihe close suburbs of Adelaide. and
the date on which this occurrei was Oct 283th 1962. a memoriable date for
sightings as this was the evening of the sighting which caused a stir to t!
police when an object was observed at Fine point. across tze gulf. a few
hurdreds miles distance. away from this obacrvation . and we consider it i .
very possible it was the one andd the same craft .

The time was T7.30 p.m. and the sighting was made as Mrs Sylvester
and her family of three children werc travelling back to ."Slelaide along
a highway. they were turning from a southerly direction to 1@ easterly one
which brought them into a position which faced the hills sur-ounding Adelaidc
it was on the lower level of these hills that the object was first obscrved
The whole actual observation lasted about 40 min. and therefor was onc which
could hari’y be classified as an optical pllusion or hallucination .

The elevation was abcit 45 deg. The object was oval and orangc in cclrmr due
to the outline of the sky and sun setting refections.

A son 9 years old first drew his mothers attention to thec object . and it
was very clear to all the party. It appreared to be landed on ths earth on

a level piece of land fully observable to the party . It had threc legs
upon which it stood. it had windows round in shape and the lad remarked

that he could see some people in it. Then one of the occupants gct out and
came down some steps to the ground. . and appeared to be doing somnthing to
one of the landing legs. lirs Sylvester says she thought that he seemed to
have some trouble in making it retract. which finally he overcame. evidently
somg adjustements had to be made to it , as it was on this portion of the
craft he worked all the time hc was being observed.

The distance from the observers was Mrs Sylvester said a few miles away.
she said bkad she been closer she would have gone up to the object . she had
no fear. merely amagzed wonderment . The person from the craft was about six
feet tall shethought . as best she could determine from the distance as his
head reached tue outer fringe of the craft in height .

He wore a type of helmet. more like in description to a -gas mask of the war
type so Mrs Sylvester said. and a drawing is given below as done by the son.
The craft also had a light around the centre rim .

Weather conditons were admirable¢ Fine and very clear .

After the mechanic ahd attended to the landing gear. he returned to the cra®
and it then began to move at first slowly away . then terribly fast and dis
speared incredibly swiftly away . to a northerly direction .
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Mrs Sylvester stated herself that she could not understand why other people
had not reported it as there must have been people closer to it then they
as well as traffic was pssing along the two main highways close at hand
it seems she said that because they were not facing the actual objeot
but travelling north and south with the obgect in the eest may have been
an explanation in t .at to see it they would have had to take their eyes off
t e road and dook directly away from their driving direction . Also the speed
travelled on these highways would not give a good point of view. unless their
attention were drawn to it, as theirs was by tmrning and facing direct east.
Asked if she belbwv<H in such things and if she congYercd that w:. y craft c
could have been from space. she answered positively in the affir. ative.
and added that it could not have been an earthly craft its speed was too
terrific. also that she had never seen any known craft of this size and des
cription as belonging to earth .
She ridiculed the idea of any one classifying the man from the craft as a
little " Green man " saying in her opinion such belong to the fantasy worl~’
of the science fiction writers and the press. it was here that she was ab:
to tell us the height by comparing the mans height with that of the craf:-
She was positive that it was not any known object mrsaml to earth.
A press man was present at the interview and appeared to be very impressc .
by tihe evidence given .
WE would offer to Mrs Syvester our thanks and congratulations for such a v
fine account and our sincerc belief in her story .

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Upon questions as to the headgear of the man she added that there were two
lights on either side of his helmet and thers wasa form of breathing gppara?us
coming from the helmet down to his chest . ( see above) This made it impossible
for them to determine any facial fesitures of the man. or the c’lar of his
skin. as he was clothed im a unif gm which gave no clue to this.

SIGHTING NO TWO.
This case was first reported by the police to the Editcr who passed it onto
Mr Norris for investigation . and the following is culled from the tape re-
corded interview. made by him . with the t¥tess. K0 ¢ ;
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Grcgory Knight is a schocl boy living at Elizabeth near Adelaide. and the
incident occurred on the 31st Jan 1963 at 2.30 p.m. The objccts were travel-
ling from North west wp South cast across the horizin at about 35 deg ele-
vation There was no sound s and tho objectswere @ll circular and siplayed
many coliurs. As compared to the moon thsy were abouts18 in. in length and
5 in high . . The wholesighting laseld about ten seconds. so fast were they
travelling. Thke weather was [ine =znd a very few clouds. There were regret-
ably no other witnesses. Gregory suid he was startled and went home and told
his mother. who at first did not believe kim 4 but as he was so insistant that
he had sceen them and from his gencral demeancur she rclaised he was tekling
the truth , after questioning him furtier she suggesied he ring the police.
who aftcr taking the evidence suggested that they would send cut scme one to
inkdrview him. they rang thc fditor wi:io got in vouch with Mr Norris. and a
tape rcording of the event was made.
It si quite clear from this interview and the type of witness and evidence
given that the objects werc not normal craft, pari.cularly as no normel known
craft flashes coloured lights in mid cay . and Gregory is usced of sceing
many craft .
The lad stood up to a considerable amount of ribbing from his scholl mates
when thc sightingw was made public y but he insistced on remaining stesdifast
in his story . it was apparcnt tnat it was not for show he gave hig stcry
and to gain attention as he rather resentcd the publicity and the rivbing *
got from his school mates.
