THE STRANGE DREAM OR VISION. 

The following dream or vision waaurred to me on the night of October 
the 4th .

t o  believe in. and had my own beleifs concerning the same. 

As we jounneyed alung the road I noticed many Rosaries had been dropped or 
seemingly so 7 some were very expensive ones v whilst others were of a 
cheap variety , one in particular I not iced was a beautiful one of amber 
colored st ones. this puzzled me very much for I knew wit h what reverence 
t hese people usually held for these articles • and more this amber one 
was not without great value for I felt that t he beads were made of eo 
costly jewib�s. and it seemed so st rang -�-t o see them lying on t he ground. 
so I spoke t o  t he l ady with whom I journeyed about t hem being dropped 
and seemingly discarded. but she did not seem to make much concern about 
t he mat ter • 

The dream changed then , for I found myself ina large Cathedral, huge in 
fact . the l argest I had ever seen, it was packed with t he people and many 
others 7 and they all seemed to be waiting on t he priest t o  l ead them 
or direct their worship.thhn I found myself in a high ele�ated position 
in the Cathedral, l ike a raised choir area. at t he back of me or rather 
I was facing it. for it seemd t o  be the front of t-he bui:aiding or it could 
have been t he rear end. but t o  me this would have been unusual for the

It all seemed so strange to me , and I watched him as he repeated the 
incident7 and as I did I became very sorrowfUl and at iast almost crying 
s&ilt.d to him , 11 He will not come like that " ( this qonfirm\3d my own feel­
ings that it was not Lucia but an infant he refferred to. 
The bag I somehow knew contained theHbly wafers used in the communion 
mass of that chur�� • again I appealed to him to hear me and consider 
what I had said • I was still very sorrowful and sobbing within • 

he then solemnly turned to me and said, withhis hand pointing to the 
clock. " THE CLOCK HATH NAILS,AS WELL AS HANDS. tr this phrase he repeated 
three times , and it seemed he wanted tp impress this on me as though

There then appeared in front of me and between us, twelve sets of Roman

A recent , and very interesting article by Dr Albert Close gives remarkable 
testimony To the conditions preceding the Lord' s  Return .
