Professor Oberth is 1nternationally known as the grand

_01d man of space travel. His research paved the way for the
- construction of V2 during World War II. But it is sgaceshlps

rather than weapons of war that his heart is set on.

He was one of the first members of "Verein fHr ,
Raumschiffahrt” - the Society for Space Travel. The Society

" was the first interplanetary association 1n the world.

The theories of Professor Oberth and hls computations
about the p0881b111ty of escape from the gravitational pull
of earth have been recently confirmed by the Sputniks. For

. Oberth has expxessed hls firm bellef in the reallty
of "flying saucergu and their cosmlc origin.

We now present to. you the questlons of the Edltor ‘ e
with the answers of onfeagor Oberth, tranalated: frpm German: |
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Professor Oberth, at the present rate of technical
progress, when can interplanetary travel be made a reality”
Besides the technical advance, this also depends

on economic conditions. If conditions remain as they are
we can count on the first manned satellites in 5 to 10
years. From then, it would be another 10 - 15 years before
a trip to Mars could be made. (About 1975 - Ed.).

Do you believe that in some préhistoric age the moon
could have been a planet with some sort of Life?

This is unlikely. Had it existed we would probably
have noticed through our strongest telescopes some
signs of former life on +the moon.

If the moon is used as a base by the crews of
"flying saucers”, would it not be logical to expect their
objection to our "invesion®, particularly if they have
an idea of the warlike nature of our planetary civilisation
I do not think that the UFOs use the moon ag an
operational base.

Is it your cpinion that btefore emerging into
outer space we should put our planetary home into shape?
It would bhe good on the whole if we could have
politically a High Court of Justice (and a fair one);
not only for sgpace travel.

There have been a number of claims of contacts wstﬂ
the pilots of "flying saucers". Do you consider Lnem
all worthless?

I myself have received letters from such people-
Whether they were in communication with the Ursnides
it is impossible to decide today. Most of what they give
out is rubbish, but among these persons with telepathic
powers is a lady whose reports on communications are
very remarkable on account of their philosophic and
political. content. When I retire later on I plan to review
and publish these reports for a wider reading public.
The lady in question avoids all publicity in issuing
these communications. Personally I caanot get rid of

- the impression that these transmissions do really come

from beings who intellectually are at least equal to
us and who in culture may be thousands of years ahead
of us. I do not think that the said lady is capable of
imagining all.those things for herself.

Do you admit the possibility of the existence of
unknown countactees who prefer to keep silent rather thau
risk ridicule and persecution?

Well, the lady I spoke about is an example of




a person who is in contact with the Uranides (or at
least believes herself to be) and who is not in the
public light. There are also people who have seen
UFOs and have never repcrted them. According to some
messages UFO landings could take place only oa ice
or in sand deserts. I think even there they are
absolutely improbable.

Thank you, Professor Oberth, for these valuable

opinions.

In an article released in Australia on Jan. 1st, 1955,
in the Sydney Morning Herald, Professor Oberth speculated on
the possibility of humanoid beings in cther solar systems
possessing more senses than the five we have.
"The inhabitants of these planets, lost ian the ocean
of space, may react to rays still unknown to us," wrote Oberth.
"Their means of communicatioan may be anything from
a ray to a para-psychological power revealed to us occasionally
in human manifestations of telepathy," he said.

Professor Oberth is convinced that the UFOs are
visitors from space who have been examining the earth for
centuries, but he is more inclined to think that they come
from other solar systems rather than from planets of our own.

Professor Oberth is working on a research project to
utilise light as a reactor power. The "Photon Drive” and
the "Ionic Drive" methods of propulsion in outer space are
considered to be answers to space travel problems. A trip
to Mars may then take but a few hours.

TWO OBSERVATORIES WATCH UFOs

Four astronomers at the Commoanwealth Observatory,
Mount Stromlo {Canbterra) early on Friday, November 8th,
watched for elght minates a brlght, pink obaect in the sky ~
and they dn not know what it is.

The four seientists first saw the object after they had
finished tracking the course of Sputniks 1 end 2 at 3.03 2.m.
One of the astronomers who saw the object, Dr. A. Przybylski,
said it had a bright pink luminosity which was brighter than
anything else in the sky at the time except for the moon.

The Assistant Director of the Observatory. Dr. A. R. Hogg
commented: "What it was remains an open question. It is the
first time that the observatory has sighted what might be
called an unidentified flying object.” (Underllned by us - Ed.

A young astronomer at the National Observatory at Toulouse
on Friday night November 8th sighted in the sky a mysterious,
elliptical, brillian¥, canary-yellow coloured object.

The astronomer, M. Chapuis, followed it for five minutes
with a small telescope when it appeared west-norih-west of
Toulouse. He seid it sped west, made two sweeping turns,
then sped in the opposgite direction. It disappeared for 320
seconds, descended almost vertically in a clear sky, and
vanished again in shadow.

Rough computations at Mount Stromlo Observatory showed
that the objert was not more than 1,600 miles above the earith.

A WORD TO THE SCEPTICS

It is rather amusing to nocte than a UFO bhas been seen by
the same observatory that gave Britain an Astronomer Royal -
Professor Richard Woolley, a convinced UFC sceptice. Professor
Woolley remarked early this year that space travel was "utter

bilge"” and it was "all rather rot¥. He stuck to the siatement .
in an intervisw receptly even with Sputnik 1 buzzing over

His head.

In regard to the UFOs his views sre identical with thoss
of his predecessor, Sir Speacer Jdones. "The zclar system has
10 planets with intelligent life and the planets are oo far
from us", is their objectiox.

With due respect to the great knowledge of astronomy
possessed by these two top astronomers, their idess about the
solar gystem end space travsl may be as erroneous as those
of Tito Ticinelli about the shape of the earth and the future
of aviation found in e 400 year old hook:

"My recently published discourse, in which I disproved
to the sstisfaction of all thinking men the fable of the
rotundity of the earth. was received with so much popular
acclaim that I have decided to proceed with the disproving
of another widespread fallacy - to wit, the notion that in
future centuries it will be possgible for men to fly :
by mechenical means ...." .

RAYS FROM AN UNIDENTITFIED FLYING OBJECT?

On Monday September 16th about 7.30 p.m. Les McDonald,
i7, and Gladys Smith, 14, were passing a dark bush road in
Smithfield, near Fairfield, on the way to a bus stop, when
they saw a red light in the itrees.

Suddenly the red light changed to green, spreading all
around them like a mist. It covered an area about 100 to 120
yards in diameter. At that moment Les and Gladys became
virtuwally paralysed, but they felt a warm glow.

The Committee of the UYFOIC conducted an investigation
into this case and feel that the impression caused by the
papers that the boy and girl were "frozem with fear" must be
ccrrected. Gladys says she had no fear while she was in this
condition of suspended animation. She was merely cognizant of
things as they were without being able to react. It was only
when the experience ended that the observers got frightened. 4
Gladys and Les stood frozem %o the ground in the luminous mist.
The phenomenon lasted about two minutes according to the
observers.

From an elevated position in the locality a Mrs. Camileri

saw a "coloured shower" fall from a clear sky on the district
where Gladys and Les were. What is more she watched this
strange phenomenon at the exact time reported by the young
people. This important corroboration was not mentioned

by the press.

" A recent contact story from Nebraska tells how R.O.
Schmidt encountered a spaceship on the ground, the radiation
of which switched off the ignition in his car and stailed
it. Then a beam of light was directed from the object.

Mr. Schmidt's exact words are:
"It sort of froze me. I couldn't move."

James Stokes, an engineer from sn Air Force missile base
in New Mexico related recently how a UFO flying towards
him affected his car radio and stopped his car. As it passed,
Mr. Stokes felt a kind of heat wave like radiation from a
giant sun lamp.

In the light of this indirect corroboration of an
unusual phenomenon, the Smithfield incident deserves a
hearing. Mrs. Camileri's statement about the rays originating
somewhere in the sky points to a probable UFO origin of the
mysterious red -~ green rays.

Professor Oberth entertains a supposition that the
occupants of the UFOs may be using unknown rays and para -
normal powers. He has probably the right answer to this
unexplainable light phenomenon, which in some strange way,
temporarily paralysed the boy and girl.

NEW U.F.O0. LANDINGS
Canada

Jack Stephens, 15, of Galt, Ontario observed a round
dome-topped object on July 30th for 45 minutes. The UFO
hovered almost on the ground. Its lower part was aluminium
coloured and the upper seemed to be chromium. The dome did
not rotate, but the lower part did. The ship made a throbbing

sound. It ascended vertically and disappeared at a speed
faster than that of a jet.

Two middle — aged ¥ijlan couples saw on November 7Tth
a round white object 20 feet above sea level, which descended
vertically from the sky.

- Everett Clark, a 12 year old boy of Knoxville, Tennessee,
reported seeing a long and round spaceship which landed in

a field. Two men and two women stepped out of the ship,

talking "like German soldiers in war movies". The ship took
off without a sound after one ¢f the men tried to pet

Everett's dog. Imprints on the ground were found from the ship.

R.0. Schmidt, 48, a grain dealer from California on a
trip to Nebraska saw what he thought was a wrecked balloon
resting on the sandy river bank. When he came closer, his
car stalled. The object on the ground was 100 feet long, 30
feet wide and about 14 feet high. Mr. Schmidt was stopped
short by a beam of light which "froze him so that he could
not move". Two men came down a set of steps from the machine
and asked if he had any weapons. He was then searched and
invited inside the ship. Two women and several men were busy
working on wires and instruments. Mr. Schmidt was "scared".
The pilots of the machine said they were not going to do any
harm. They did not want to say anything about the spaceship
or where they came from. However, they did say : "THERE MIGHT
BE AN ANNOUNCEMENT IN THE NEAR FUTUREY Schmidt was in the
machine for half an hour and said that the men spoke some
English and perfect German.

The Deputy Sheriff, Police Chief and editor of a local
paper later found grpenlsn oil on the spot. which was taken
for testing.

OUR COMMITTEEMAN CHECKS A UFQ SIGHTING FROM A PLANE

In Bathurst, N.S.W. a numbér'of "flying saucer"
sightings were reported on 7th November. Scores ol people
were pointing towards a shiny object in the sky.

In response to radio instructions a Quantas Super -
Constellzation bound for Sydney from Hong Kong circled the
town of Bathurst conducting a search for a UFO.

The Navigation Officer made a check and found it was
Venus. He was Ken Hatton, of the UFO Investigation Centre
Ccmmittee. Ken, we take your word for it:

LIFE IN THE UNIVERSE

While modern science has achieved so many victories.
over the 0ld traditional beliefs that it can almost dictate
new conceptions of life and the universe, we are at the '
same time left unconvinced by the scientists' attitude to the

-problem of UFGs.

By denying recognition of this phenomenoy the scientific
outlook is contradicting its own prineiple that sll scientifie

~thought must be supported by material evidence and

experimental proof.

Telescopes, photography, radar, radio signals and
thousands of visual reporis have recorded the recent earth
satellites. However, would all these data suffice for
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-recognition of the man - made objects ncw cirecling the earth
«1f the U.S8.S.R. had not informed us of their launching?
The answer is clear - and 1t applies identically to UFOs.

The reeson for *this attisude of the sclentific
hierarchy is either a subJective conspiracy, or, if objective,
reveals a philosophical immaturity little removed from the
times of Copernicus and Gallileo.

Any phenomenon or object related to it according
to the present viewpoint is only significant in so far ss
it is recognisably reiated to the known enviromment. Thus
the UFOs will only be accepted by current scientific opinion
as originating from some extira - terrestrial intellizgence
if intelligent life cen a2lso be demonstrated and explained
elsewhere in the universe.

However, we are taught that there are no planets in
our solar system able tc support intelligent beings, although
the existence of some primitive forms of life on Mars or
Venus is not absolutely excluded. Again, it is denied that .
there is any possibility of physical communication with the
nearest speculative planetary system some few thousand light -
years away even if the possibility of life ellsting there °
were theoretically conceded.

As U¥Os show ell the characteristics of being the
product of some far superior technological knowledge to ours,
science, because of its negation of intelligent life in our
neighbourhood, has no reasonable background into which
to place them. For this reason UJFOs remain ignored or
interpreted as orcdinary explainable phenomena.

However, this attitude will socner or later have to
change. It is clear from past experience that our reasoning
is parallel with the advance of technology —~ perfection
of an instrument is the messuring stick, the truth, the
genius of its masver.

The electronic microscope has made the world smaller
than it was thought before; new telescopes placed the infinite
still farther away; isctopes register the age of the earth
ag much greater; and atomic research has eemonstrated that
matter is still more complex.

Each new discevery bigger than the previous one has ‘

During the last two centuries Spallanzani and Pasteur
were two of the first to initiate the collapse of the g
spontapeous generation thecry by their controlled experiment:
proving that the living organism can generate only from- ;
its identical predecessor via reproduction. From then on,
golence had to accept the view that amorphous matter could
never spontaneously give birth to living things, contrary
to tane generally accepted kelief at that time that it could,
providing certain conditions obtained.

- The only alternative left was a return to the accepbau
of the primary supernatural act of creation. The relatively

" poor secientific knowledge of some gtill sceptical scientists

did noi have any arguments to offer in contradlctlon, so the
creation theory was a philcsophical necessity.

Chemical analysis of living matter showed that the

organic compounds like hydrocarbons, fats, proteins and
micleic acids are the basic constituents, which could not be
produced in the laboratory. Organic substances must therefo:
originate only from the living organic matter itself.

Some meteorites were found to possess a certain
fraction of hydrocarbons proving, according to that

prineiple that the masses from which the meteorites

originated must have been inhabited by life forms of which the
hydrocarbons were the decomposition products.

Later research, however, excluded this hypothesis by
showing that similar carbonaceous substances were also produce:
in our earth crust under conditions of enormous temperature
and pressure, excluding the possibility of the presence of 1if
It was thus established, and later confirmed by isotopic

.analyses, that the existence of hydrocarbons is not

necessarily associated with living organisms. The term
"organic" has graduslly lost its original vitalistic
1mpllcaflons. It has become possible to synthesise new
organic compounds, although still using other organic
substances .as a starting point.

Astronomy supplled new data showing that hydrogen is
the basic element in the universe from which other elements
are formed gradually by iniernal atomic processes, as the
condensation towards star lformation proceeds. Finally, on
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gtill denser cosmic bodies the entire system of elements

completed - elements all found on our earth. Albl
proportions of the elements in the universe may var
their presence thrcughout proves sufficiently th
origin and evelution of cosmic systems.
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Spectral analyses of stars produced evidence that
variows combinations ¢f atoms are ocuurrlng on the surface
while temperatures regress towards 11,000°C. In fact,
compounds between hydrogen and carbon are appearing, while
later these combinations are joined by oxygen, nitrogen and
metals which appear in increasing amounts as the fall in.
temperature conitinues.

Applying these observations to our solar system and
considering that it once comprised a cemnon mass from which
each unit originated, it will be understocd that all its
components haveto pasz through similar evolutionary processes.

Thelr different present appearance represents only their
relative stages of development.

While the primordial planetary matter gradually
condensed and shrunk the internal chemical reactions between
elements produced numerous new compounds which solidified
to form planetary crust.

W=

Clcser investigations of the earthk's crust revealed
an early presence of simple organic compounds. Some of then,
the remnants of earlier stellar combinations (methane, cyan,
"~ dicarbon) are now incarcerated as gasses within the rock
strata while others have formed mcre recently by the
interaction of carbon with the metals (carbides, cyanides),
. 8ince the condensation of the planet.

Geological movements and continuous volcanic eruptions
caused these compounds on the earth's surface where they
interacted with the primitive earth atmosphere consistlng
at that time only of steam. There the carbon reacted
chemically with the hydrogen and oxygen 1n the water,
forming the first complete hydrocarbon molecules. Similarly,
meterlials containing carbon and nitrogea formed the prlmltlve
nuclei of proteinic chains.

These organic molecules fell 1nto turbulent seas.
which was an excellent medium for circulation, and came into
contact with other organic molecules and those from
dissolved minerals. Physical and chemical activities, like
continual collisions, attraction and repulsion of electrically ® .
charged molecules, knocking out and replacing of moliecular . .
atomic, groups, made this saturated mixture a place of
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1nnumerable combinations resultlng in encormous varletles of
molecular aggregates.

The mathematics of prooablllty shows that with a
frequency of interaction of millions upon millions per
second, and with sufficient time, any possible combination
must have resulted - and the earth had plenty of +time at
its disposal.

By adding more molecular groups from the new materials
continuously arriving from the earth's outer surface and by
further combinations and reactions between the molecular
aggregates, the size and complexity of compounds increased,
finally producing a breakdown of the molecules at the points

of weakest atomic linkage. The new sets of molecular groupings

thus freed already possessed an intrinsic tendency to select
and organise new materials into structures which would
resemble the previous patterns. The first type of reproduction
thus occurred. '

This phenomenon is well known in the formstion of
crystals where the chains of molecular aggregates always
reproduce identical patterns, spe0¢flc for each chemical
entity. In the same way the amino acids were formed which are,
according to the example, a crystallisation of thousands of
atoms of carbon, hydrogen, oxygen and nitrogen, arranged in
a series of identical groups linked together into a chain. -
The aminc acids - about twenty-eight are known -~ are the
basic ingredients of any living substance. In fact, each
protein is composed of several hundreds tc several thousands
of amino acid molecules linked together by special bonds
to form long chains with numercuwe intricate branches,
strictly to a pattern, specific for each protein.

So far, the hypothesis served well to construct the
basic materials of living substances; now all that the
physico-chemical theory needed was material proof.

This long-—-awaited evidence arrived in 1952, when
Professor Urey and his student Miller demonstrated the
presence of several aminc acids in the mizture of gasses
of hydrogen, methane, ammonis and water vapour, when
charged with electric sparks. The experiment aimed to re-
enact the conditions on the earth's surface millions of
years ago and the part played by electricity (lightning).

This amazing result cleared at once all doubts about
the probability of spontaneous generation of complex organic

structures induced by some nstural trigger factors, from
simple organic compounds which formed out of single elements.

49
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However, how the substance staried to liv
of the bridge between inanimate and a2nimate mat that
something which caused nature to differentiate mineral from
animal, remained to be explained.
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Partial clarification, or rather a most significant lead
to the solution of this problem was given by the receant
discovery, credited to Professor Stanley at Berkeley Virtus
Laboratories, who demonstrated that, not only the compcnents
of living matter, but also life itself can originate
spontaneously under right conditvions.

By mixing a solution of various amino acids with anothery
nucleic acid, in a test tube, after a period of a few minuies
an oppalescently glowing substance precipitated. Examination
by electronic micrcoscope showed a mass of rod-like organisms
possessing a complex internal structure. These particles were
definitely alive; they reproduced their species and behaved
typically as virus ee if sown on appropriate media.

The old school of spontaneous generation theory, then,
was actually not wrong at all - and what Pasteur convinced
us of, has it then to be rejected? No, the new line of thought
glves credit to both within certain limits. It accepts a
spontaneous generation for relatively simple living matter
where the organs, in our sense of understanding, are not yet
represented, while from a cell level on, towards highly
advanced organisms, the evolutionary theory and Pasteur's
views remain respected.

Several other fantastic reports were announced on the
occasion of the recent international biological conference;
the details are unfortunately not yet known; all of theam
supporting the theory of material origin of life. Matter then
from its origin possessgses a definite tendency towards
organisation which, while growing ir complexity., develops &
coordinated activity emong specific atomic groups up to the
stage when suddenly the whole integer results in a new property.
a special function or new dimension - life.

Here is the vital point of our argument which enables us
to reason that, if matter is universal and life is its inherent
quality, then anywhere in the cosmos under conditions similar
to ours the generation of similar life paitterns must be s
logical necessity.

Again, our knowledge is stil ‘ mited to permit any
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forms similar to ours or to other living beings as yet
absolutely unimaginable to us with our present conceptions.

"Moscow Planetarium elaimed that UF0 stories were fabricated

by the American press.

David- Zaslavsky of the Soviet official newspaper
"Pravda" wrote not so long ago that "flying saucers" were
American pirate planes.

A refugee from an Iron Curtsin country has told us that
the Literary Gazette (Literaturnaya Gazetta) contained a book
review of a "flying saucer" book some years ago and it was
extremely critical.

This is one side of the medal.....

On the other we find a favourable review of Donald
Cramp's "Space, Gravity and the Flying Saucer" in a Soviet
Polisk publication, and two articles about the Soviet reaction
to the UFOs released in Germany.

In an intriguing story "UFOs from Venus?", Neues Europ=a
( February 15th, 1955) alleges that the information comes from
the Academy of Space Research in Moscow.

The statement of the U.S.S.R. Academy of Space Research
indicates that the UFOs are not illusions or mirages but solid
objects made of unknown material, hard yet elastic.

Th scientists of the Academy consider that 90% of
"flying saucers" come from the rlanet Venus. Because of the.
differences in gravity on Venus and Earth, as well as in
atmospheric conditions, landings of the people of Venus on
earth are not safe for them at thig stage.

Professor Vliadorov of Moscow does not think we shall
see this "invasion" before 1985 ag it will take 310 years for
the crews of the"flying saucers" to get adjusted to the
biological and physical conditions of the earth.

Another German publication, Neues Zeitalter (April,
1955) reporied a message allegedly received from a UFO
at Irkatsk, Siberia. The energy employed in making this
transmission from a UFO was so strong that radic equipment :
was burned and a lot of interference caused in the air. ¢ 3
This “asitrogram" read:

LANDING ON EARTH IN 15 TERRESTRIAL YEARS...DESTRUCTION
NOT INTENDED...DEFENCE USELESS...PEACEFUL COLONISATION...
EXCHANGE POSSIBLE ;

Soviet nuclear scientists' reaction to this message
was summed up by Professor Sabayev and Doctors Viadiansky,
Bornovkin and Grabuyenkov in these words: : :

“"THIS IS THE FIRST AUTHENTIC MESSAGE FROM A U.F.O"
