Qur'lastjbulletin reported the establishment by the Russia: Government
iof a Scientific project for the investigation of UFO sightings.

The Soviet project signals an amazing about~face in the Hussian
Government'!s attitude towards UFC's, and is undoubtedly the nost
important single event to have occurred in the UFC world during 1967,

'If the Russians pursue their UTO studies with their customary diligence,
it seems quite feasible that a definitive answer to the UFC enigma may
be forthcoming before the end of this year.

Discussing the Soviet UFC investigation the November/December issue of
the prestigious English "Flying Saucer Review" comments as follows:-

"Brief radio news items cn Sunday, November 12,1967,Ngave the long
awaited, but nonetheless remarkable news that the government of
the Soviet Union is talzirng flyi:g saucers very seriously.

The article by Dr.Fycdor Yu. Zigel which appeared in Srniena earlier
this year, and which was discussed in our July/August issue, left
no doubt that the earlier tendency to scoff at the subject was a
thing of the past, and that there had been many Russian UFC
reports, sorie of which were confirmed by radar. The tone of this.
article, which was one of a series edited by Prof. 3.P,
¥onstantinov, Vice-President of _the Soviet Academy of Sciences,
confirmed the feeling we have had ever since the Acadeny started
taking FLYI!'G -SAUCER RCVIZYU in 1963, that Russia would organise an
official study of the problemn. The existence of such a study was
~ announced on November 12, ’

On Monday, November 13, the British Press gave much publicity to.
this news. The Times devoted one of its editorials to the topic
and after suggesting that the Russian commission will "serve the
same function as the equivalent bodies in the British and American
defence ministries", the leader-writer coneluded: "UfCs . . .
must ‘have some explanation, else the Russians would never have set
up a- comﬂ1531on to examine them.,"

While heartily endorsing the latter sentiment, we suspect the
Soviets have no intention that their commission should develop
into another Project Blue Book, with instructlons to the officer
in charge to debunk flying saucers.

The Daily Express ‘published an 1ntere$ting acccunt freom their
representative in Moscow, Mr. Roy Blackman, who wrote to say thkat
Russia is to open the world's first UFO detection agency. He went
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on to tell how it was revealed over the weekend that a

Soviet scientific commission will in future investigate all
corroborated sightings of the UFOs over the Soviet Union. The
cormmission, he said is headed by Air Force General Anatoli
Stolyerov. The establishment of the agency, added Mr, Blackman,
represents a rethinking by Soviet scientists on flying saucers,
which have always previously been ridiculed, and he goncluded
his piece with a reference to the Zigel article, and the

new appraisal revealed therein,

One of our friends, recently in Moscow, had given us prior

nctice, in a letter dated October 25, that a permanent

commission had been established on October 18, We 2lso under-

stand, from other sources, that General Stolyerov's No, 2 is

the distinguished Dr. Zigel, and that amcng others the cormmittee

includes an unnamed Russian cosmonaut and 18 seientists and

astronomers. There will also e 20C cqualified observers through-

out the country, and the Cormmissicn will be particularly inter-
-« ested in persistent repcrts from the Caucasus, the Urals and

" Central Asia.

A few years ago scientists in Moscow received from China a package
of 716 odd looking stcrne discs, coversd with unreadable hiercglyphics
aprarently dating back. to sgeveral thousanrnd years.

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the Bayan-Kara?Ula mountain caves 2ad who hitherto have defied ethnic
classification), the licscow scientists scraped thé odd stones free of
adhering rcck particles and made 2an aizazing discovery.

The discs goave off a vitration with an unusual rhythm- as if they
carried an ecleciric charge or were part of am electrical circuit. --The
Moscow science- community has fcound the 12,000-year-old celestial stcnes
a challenge, and up to now they remain very much a mystery, perhaps
onié that will rever be sclved in our century.

Aithough archaeologists could not derive any definite conclusions
about the stonre discs, Soviet scientists lcok upon the strange ocbjects
from another viewpoint. They suspect, almost unanimously that travellers
from outer space might have once landed con earth.

Flyirg Saucers are nct poaeh-pcohed in Russia. In fact the Soviet
Bnion has set up a special scientific centre at the Byurakan
Lstrophysical Observatory in Armenia to deal with extraterrestial -
civilisaticns .and to establish ccntact with thenmn.

' Professor Matislav Agrest, Soviet master of physico-mathematical
science recently told the Literaturnaya Gazeta in an interview that he
believes a spaceship from a remote area of the universe made a landing cn
earth and after a shcrit period cf cbservation, the visitors built a =
launching platform in the Lebanese Mountains and scured back intc the
blve again.

'He explained that no cone has yet sclved the mystery cf the Bazlbek
Terrace, a huge platform cf stone slabs in Lekanon. Acfording to
procfesscr Agrest, they were probably built by space travelliers either to
launch their craft or in commemoraticn of their visit tc earth. To
support this thecry he added, mysterious glassy bedies, called tektites,
have been fcund in the Libyan Desert.

The beam of light came thirough the windowscreer of the car and
he could see up the centre of the tube of light as he sat
there, feeling that somecne was observing him. After a period
of time between 3 to 5 mins., the beam of light was turned off
and he was again travelling a2t 60 to 65 m.p.H., without any
appareint acceleraticn cr de-acceleraticn. The object dis-
appeared over the hcrizcn in a split second.

STRAIIGZ EFFECTS FROM El1 WAVES:

Lmong the thousands of recorcded UFO reports, from World War 11 to cdate,
there are numercus cases where witnesses have described odd physical
reactions - sudden heat, sometimes with burns; - paralysis; affected
vision peculiar a~d disturbing sounds, and occasicnally frig-tening
numbness.,

Earlier, ti:e tendency was tc blame most cf the reports on hysteria or
excitement. EBut encugh reactions are now on record, from reliable
sources, to cause more sericus study. In additicn tc reports from
human witnesses, solid reactions from animals, far more than the mere
sight cf an unfanmiliar craft should cause - and sometimes when trey do
nct even see a UFC,

Careful experirients and researcﬁ by Prof. Clyde E. Ingalls, Cocrnell
University, have shown that the "hearing" cf Ell - Electromagnetic-waves
is an established fact.

"Tt appears" repcrts Professor Ingalls "that this takes place by direct
stirmulaticn of the nervc s systaem, perhaps in the brain, thus by-passing
the ear and much c¢f the asscciatecd hearirg prcblem".

In zis research tests with kuman subjects, Prof. Ingalls used a radar
bean, Since the full, direct pcwer in the center of a radar beam has
been knocwn teo 12ill, Prof. Ingalls usecd a meter fcr field-strength
neasureunents, sc as "tc aveid cver expcsure and pcssible damage tc tize
eyes, brain cr cther parts cf the body".

The radar, he repcrts, cculd *e "heard" by a perscn who imuersed himself
in the edge cf the Dpean. 2y using a special screen, Prcf. Ingalls
proved the "scund" did nct ccme through tne ears, but apparently through
the nervous system of the brain. It seencd to come from a few fcet
abeve thie head, varying witlk individuals. '

From the screzening tests, it was fcuand that the radar cculd be "heara"
only at a pcint above the farehead, added proof the EM waves do nct use
ncrnal auditory channels., This =zervcus system "hearing" says Prcf,
Ingalls "is a very broad band affect.”

Fhysicist and Engineer raul Santorini, whose picneering work helped
in the development of radar, the fuses for the atom bomb and the napalm
bomb, came ocut cf two year retirement tc lecture the Greek Astronautical
Society.

Result? Flying saucers are no longer the jcke they were.

Prof. Santorini is not among the lupatic fringe of scientists
attracted by the publicity potential of flying saucer investigation.

A fellow of the New York Academy of Sciences, he rates a six-inch
entry in the internaticnal Who's Who. He was educated at Zurich,
Switzerland, where his professcr of physics was Albert Einsteir. He is
the pcssessor cf 80 letters frcm Einstein wrltten during a 30 year
correspondence and close frleddshlp.

With the reputation cof beirng Greece's most practical scientist and with
two generations cf Athens Polytechnic graduates who menticn his name with
awe, Santcrini hesitated severzl years before plumging intc the flying
saucer controversy,

He attributed tc saucer activity, the New York blackcut cof 1965, and
two smaller, but similarly unexplained power failures in the FEastern
United States and Mexico abcut the sane tiie of year.,

Santorini attributed three factors tc the world blanket cf secrecy
over the flying saucer activity;

* The military authorities are unwilling tc admit the existence of an
2alier fcrce against which earth has no possibility cf defence.

Civil authorities seek to deny the existence of flying saucers
because "when earth is invaded there is certain tc be a panic".

And the churches are against saucers because of their effect con tbe

~doctrine of creaticn.
o R declining tc argue the existence of flying saucers in his lecture
and broadcast, but instead taking t e existunce as estabtlished fact and
the starting pcint for further argument, Santorini has really stirred up
his nation. : 3 '
