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SYMPOSIUM ON UNIDENTIFIED
FLYING OBJECTS.

The following excerpts are from a :oper presented at the Hearings before
the Committee on Science and Astronautics U.S. House of Representatives on
gEeeESwn, 1968, 0 L

The scientist is Dr. Stanton' T. Friedman, an Astronuclear Physicist from
the Westinghouse Astronuclear Laboratory at Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania.

"T have concluded that the earth is being visited by intelligently
controlled vehicles whose origin is extraterrestrial. This doesn't mean
I know where they come from, why they are here, or how they operate."

"Eyewitness and photographic and radar reports from all over the earth by
competent witnesses of definite objects whose characteristics: such as
maneuverability, high speed, and hovering, along with definite shape,
texture, and surface features rule out terrestrial explanations."

In answer to the question "Why haven't the worldwide Smithsonian Network
of Satellite Tracking cameras picked up 'Unknowns'?" Dr. Friedman answered-
"The former head of ‘the film evaluation group concerned with the Smithsonian
sky watch said' that the purpose of the search was to get data on satellite
orbits. If a light source cn the film could be shown not to be a satellite
then no furthe! measurements were made. 10% to 15% of the plates showed
anomalous light sources which  were not a satellite but were not otherwise
identified."

Dr. Friedman followed with another interesting answer to the question
'Aren't the reported mancuvers of UFO's in violation of existing laws of
physics?' He said "Not at all. This argument (It's impossible) is used when
what should really be said is we don't know how to duplicate these maneuvers
Piston aircraft can't fly faster than the speed of sound and a conventional
dynamite bomb couldn't have wrecked Hiroshima but surely we don't say that
supersonic flight and atom bombs violate the laws of nature or physics."

"This is one.of the major flaws in the 'non-believers' arguments. They
presume that our technology is the ultimate - a presumption made by each
generation of scientists and proved wrong by the next generation of
engineers and applied scientists."”

"Look.what technoleogical progress we have made in the last 100 years, who
can guess what we will accomplish in the next thousand years - or what
others have accompliched in the thousand or million or billion year start
they may have on us. We still don't know about gravity, for example, no
less anti-gravity."
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ANGELS HAIR.

For some considerable time, the phenomenon of ‘ngels Hair
has been somewhat of a mystery to the UFO rescarcher, but recently
the Canadian group known as Canadial ‘erial Phenomena Research
Organisation (CA2R0) has managed to have some of this elusive
and puzzling substance analysed.

Serna, Dalarna, some distance from Malung.

Profeegor Gabvriel Alvial Caceres, director cf the Centreg sfigm
Investigaticn of Cssmie Radistion at the Univexrsity of. Chiale ,
showed his photographs to a fascinated Press conference here
recently.

He declined to say whether the -bject his team had photo-
graphed might be ccntrclled by extra-terrestrial '‘beings.

"But they are phencmcna which our science cannot explain and
which require the co-ordination and methecdolegy of investigaticon
of all scientific centres to precvide an answer for the unknown,"

"The presence of these phencmena in the skies «f Chile - 15
times in a year - comp:illcd us to carry out these cbservations
which have ncw been crowned with success".

Pilots' sighting.

T™wo veteran pilots of .rgentina's naticnal airline, Aerolincas

2 p.m. and a brown ring or smudge was noted round the edges while
they were spinning and weaving at speed. Suddenly, after abcut
15 minutes, each one disappeared.

On the "Today" program - Channel 9 - Mike *7Jalsh repecrted that -
several schorl beys saw a UFO similar to these cbserved a few
weeks ago at Kalgocorlie. The cbjects were allegedly flying into
the clouds and dewn again in a continuous up and dcwn mocticn. .

We are endeavouring to make further enquiries into this sighting.
