DID U.F.0O. LAND IN NEW ZEATIAND?.

Investigation by the Auckland University's U.F.0O. Research Group
indicates that a UFO did land at Ngatea in September The following
is from their News letter:-

"This was investigated by Group members from Auckland. After first
hearing of the existence of the circle on the radio news on Sunday
morning, September 7, four members travelled down in the atfternoon.
The circle is abcut one mile scuth-west of Ngatea on a run-off owned
by Mr. B.G.O'neil. Mr.O'Neil had apparently seen the whitened tops

of nearby trees a few weeks beforehand but had not noticed the whiten-
ed circle in the tea-tree until about a week before. The circle had
therefore been in its burnt condition possibly a month or more before
the story broke in the news media. In addition by the time the Group
got there the area had been badly trampled by sightseers and the marks
in the ground had been thoroughly disturbed.

The tea-tree in a 56ft. diameter circle was dead but still
standing. It was dry and white in color. The burn was uniform down the
stem and was obviously not a heat burn. Nor did it appear to be the
work of weedkiller or any normal defoliant. Mr.O'Neil noted that if the
dead se¢tion had been sprayed the stems wculd all be twisted. The burns

weré reminiscent of radiation burns.

Outside the circle and between it and the row of nearby trees,
was an area in which only the top of the tee-tree had been bleached.
Only the top of the trees had been bleached. Not quite in the middle of
the burnt circle were three depressions which -1looked equidistant,
Measurements showed that the three sides of .the imagimary triangle were
in fact 16ft, 10ft and 9 ft. The vague depressions were about 2 ft
across and about 8 inches deep. From two of the depressions two furrows
formimg a v-shape radiated out a few feet. From the third indentation
only one furrow radiated out. None of the surrounding tee-tree had been
crushed. If one makes the assumrtion that something came down there
it must have had legs.

A crude radiography test was carried out for radioactivity in one
depression and in the middle of the triangle, but this nrroved negative.
Soil and scrub samples were taken. A piece of tee-tree was submitted
to 2 gamma spectrum test. This proved negative. We were just about to
wind up the investigation when news broke out in the newspapers that
field helpers Messrs. H.Cooke and P.Scantlebury of Tauranga and a
horticulturalist Mr.J.A. B. Stuart-Menzies had detected abnormal radiation
in samples they had taken back to Tauranga. At the time of writing we
were %n the process of contacting the Tauranga people for further
details. '
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LUNAR AIR FORCE POOH-POOHS SPIDERY UFO --- “"RIDICULOUS," Say
= Moon Men.

The Moon:- The lunar air force disclosed today that it is
investigating reports that an unidentified flying object (UFO) was
sighted last Sunday in or near the Sea of Tranquillity.

However, an air force spokesman scoffed at suggestions that the
UFO may have been a spaceship from earth or some other planet.

"We get reports of this type quite frequently and we routinely
check them out, " the spokesman said. "The so-called "flying Saucers"
usually turn out to have been optical illusions cased by crater gas
or something of the sort. We have no evidence that there is any kind
of 1life on earth. And even if the planet were inhabited, it would be
- ridiculous to think that the earthlings would be able tc fly to the
moond "

Despite official scepticism, however, residents of the Sea of
Tranquillity insisted they saw a strange vehicle land on Sunday and
take off again on Monday.

"It passed right over my head," said lMrs. Maudie Tribling, who .
lives in Crater 22. "I could see two weird-looking creatures peering
out of the windows as it went by." Asked to describe the vehicle,
Mrs.Tribling said it "looked something like a spider with spindly
legs and dicshes instead of feet." She said it was "breathing fire"
when she first saw it. She said it seemed to hover briefly over the
crater and then descend a short distance beyond the rim.

Mrg.Tribling's story was corroborated to some extent by Clyde
Kipper who vowed that he actually saw the vehicle land and two
unmoonly .figures emerge. "They were white all over and had big square
backs and glass faces. " Kinper said. "I couldn't.tell.if they were
robots - or living things, and believe me, I didn't harig around to
find out." - A

Kipper was asked what the creatures were doing when he saw them.
"I know you aren't going to believe this," he said, "But they were
kind of leaping around and picking up rocks. Once they stopped and =--
I'll swear I'm not making this up -- they stopped and set up a red,
white and blue cloth and saluted it."

A lunar air force official called Kipper's statement "sheer
fantasy", He said, "I've heard some wild stories in my time but this
one tops them all. He must have been reading too much science ficetion".

Radiation in the atmosphere and deposits of radioactive
materials have increased significantly during the past two years.

"This was due to Communist Chinese and French nuclear surface
tests, the United Naticns reported yesterday.

Atnospheric radiation, caused by nuclear explosions, had
decreased steadily in the years before 1966 and reached a low level
of 10 percent of its original strength.

The new tests then "about doubled" this low content, the U. N. said.

The fresh contamination was registered in a report issued by the
UN's scientific committee on the effects of atomic radiation.

The committee also described the latest findings on the effects
of closerange radiation to the human embryo.

They were based on observations of Japanese vittims of the
Hiroshima and Nagasaki bombings.

In addition, the committee reported on animal experiments which
also proved that radiation damage to intra-uterine life was strongest,
with reduction of head size and mental retardation as the most
frequent symptoms among the subsequently born off-spring,

COLOMBIA - Man sees saucer and dies.

The Daily Sketch-and the Sun of July 19, 1969, carried reports
from Bogota, Colopbia, of the death of 2 man who.claimed that he had
been very close to a flying saucer which, apparently, had landed. The
account in the Sun gave far greeter detail of the incident and its
aftermath-

"Doctors in Colombia, South America, are baffled by the case of a man
who died from a mystery qlckness after he reported seeing a flying
saucer.

"Arcesi Bermudez, aged 50, fell ill after he said he saw a blue and
orange flying saucer with flashing-lights in his back garden.
"Mr.Bermudez claimed he approached to within 3 yards of the saucer and
then went back to fetch a torch. As he was returning the saucer flew
away . (cont'd next vage)



"A week after the sighting a doctor found Mr.Bermudez ‘near death
suffering from an attack of vomiting.

"The doctor diagnosed -gastro-enteritis but was puzzled by the
patient's extremely low temperature. Mr.Bermudez remained 1u01d
to the end and kept repeating he had seen a space ship."

"As soon ns I looked up Tex dropped right down on to the ground
and started whimnering. I saw a disc-shaped object, silvery under-
neath and glowing rcund the outside. It was moving quite slowly and
it looked as though it had come right across the Woodchurch Estate.
I saw it for about 10 seconds and then it disanpeared over the hill
towards Noctorump."

"Mr.Piper said: "I was frczen, terrified to the spot. Afterwards,
I just wanted to run as far as I could."

U.S.S5.R. SCIENTIST TALKS OF SPACE CONTACTS.

Eminent Soviet astronomer, Viktor Ambartsumyan, again talks of
advanced civilisations in the cosmos.

According to a Reuter report from Moscow printed in the Madrid
paper Arriba cn February 27, 1969, and a further report from Vienna
in the same paper of March,3rd, the Soviet astronomer Ambartsumyan
of the Soviet Acadamy of Sciences has again spoken, in a recent
interview with the newspaper Literaturnaya Gazeta, of the very great
probability that civilisations more¢ advanced than our own exist on
distant planets of the universe, though he added that it might be
several centuries yet before we enter into contact with them. The
thought of making such contacts and of detecting signals from such
beings had greatly . added, he said, to the interest now being taken
in astronomy. In the meantime, he went on, the fact that we have not
yet picked up sugh signals in no way refutes the idea that such
advanced beings may well exist in other gale: ies

According to the Vienna report of March 3, many scientists in
the U.S.S.R. and the countries of Eastern Europe share these views,
the most notable of them being perhaps Professor Rudolf Pesek who
occupies the chair of sluid mechanics in the Technical University
of Prague and is also president of the engineering sciences section
of the International Academy of Astronautics. DProf. Pesek and' some
60 of his colleagues in various parts of the world are cettain,
furthermore, that contact with the other beings will beestablished-
not in a few hundred ycars from now as Ambartsumyan envisages - but
in one or two decades from now.

Since 1965 Prof. Pesek has been trying to convene an inter-
national scientific congress on the subject, and the Sowiet
scientists were the first to take an interest in his proposals,
and even sent to him various concrete sugsestions regarding methods
of making contact with extraterrestrial life. Western scientists
were rather more cautious, but at any rate the Professor's aim will
be achieved in the autumn of 1969 when the Congress will take place
in Prague. ‘Scheduled to last from September? to Sentember 12, it
will be a Symposium on Communication with Exterrestrial Intelligence.
Already dubbed with initials CETI, the gathering will be held under
the auspices of the Czech Academy of Sciences. Pesek is hard at
work preparing the agenda, and assisting him he has a secretary
based in the U.S.A. and another secrctary based in the U.S.S.R.

Pesek believes that the arrival of .imericans Or Russians on the
Moon shortly will bring very much nearer. the day when his theories
about extra terrestrial life are vindicated, for once Farthmen are
on the Mcon they will be able to see from there the planets other
solar systems. He also does not exclude Mars as a rossible home
for extraterrestrial life.

He believes that the Prague Symposium will be an important
milestone in Space Research. Its recomniendations regarding future
methods of investigation will be submitted to the United Nations
for urgent study. Summing up, Professor Fesek says: "There is a
tremendous difference between setting up a complicated investig-
ation laboratory in only one country, which would mean that it
would take perhaps 20 years to carry out our programme, and
setting up 50 or so stations all around the world which would be
a ble to complete the same programme in nerhaps only five years.

I think time is pressing.
