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Australia may bea wonderful country in which to live, but it
is a most frustrating country UFO-wise. We read about 'touch-downs'
and near contacts overseas, but reports of this nature either do not
take place here or else people are ton afraid to report such an
incident, for fear of ridicule. Perhaps the 'UFOnauts' find us
somewhat dull and give us only cursory glances in passing, but this
lack of UFO sightings being currently experienced, seems to be
almost world wide. Have the space travellers completed their
examination or survellance of this planet and left for good, or
have they, as has been suggested, gone to muster their forces.for
some great event? There have been, by past records, periody when
sightings have been extremely scarce just as there have been times
when a 'spate' of sightings has occurred. Is this one of the
slack periods prior to considerable activity or have we really seen
the last of them?? \

A. great deal of material comes into this Society relating to
mans' future actions to 'save the Planet'; some of this is on what
we term the 'lunatic fringe' and quite prophetic (and pathetic) in
the manner in which it is written, but most of the material is of a
somewhat higher standard and deals with properly investigated
sightings and evaluations.

UFOlogy is a fertile field for the would-be hoaxers and it
does not require too much imagination to join the 'lunatic fringe',
but just as it is reasonably simple to recognise a fake photograph,
so it is to identify the 'doubtful' material.

We must at all times, keep an open mind on the subject - some-
one once said to me that a great deal of rubbish is received when
the mind is open - but if a variety of material is not read, how
do we differentiate between fact and fiction?

Much has been written about the many facets of UFO research -
in fact, there is hardly a subject (if indeed one) that cannot, in
some way be connected with the UFO - but if, as research claims, the
UFO's have been with us for thousands of years BC and recorded
intermittently throughout later history, without having anhilated
Earth's population, is it not possible and indeed probable, that
they will be with us in the same manner, for many years to come,

%nd without us learning anything more about them? Only time will
ell!

We are often asked whether we receive much information from N
behind the Iron Curtain. 1In the-early days of UFO research,
the U.S.S.R. openly stated that UFO's were the product of
Capitalistic Propaganda, but only a year or so ago, they once
again, openly commented that they have been having the same
problem as the West regarding unidentified flying objects and
more recently reported that they had run a triangulation on .

CHRIST THE COSMONAUT.

A Senior Soviet university lecturer who claims to have
'irrefutable historical proof' that Jesus Christ was 'a cos-
monaut with a civilising mission from an alien planet' has run
into serious trouble with the authorities. His seemingly
innocuous if somewhat unorthodox application of the tenets of
historical materialism to the origins of Christianity has
brought down on his head the displeasure of the Soviet:  Academy
of Sciences, aroused the suspicion of the KGB and sent the
vigilantes of the scientific atheist sjuad in hot pursuit of this
'space-age Christian revivalist'. ‘

In public lectures and in a series of articles in the Siberian
periodical Baikal, Mr.V. Zaytsev has put forward his theory that
Jesus Christ and his closest associates were representatives of a

more advanced civilisation. They had landed in their space~
ship 'somewhere north-north-west of Egypt', he claims, and their
apparent 'descent from heaven'! had made Jesus the object of
religious veneration. Zaytsev, a reader in rhilology, maintains
that historical and linguistic proofs fully bear out his theory
and help reconcile cosmonaut Christ's celestial — divine -~
human origins. He points out that the 'bright and slow-moving
star of Bethlehem' that guided the shepherds to the scene ofthe
so-called nativity had stopped right above the spot where Christ
is believed to have been born. The nomadic people of Palestine
called the star a 'flying temple', indicating that the holy
family landed in a dome-shaped space-craft,

Further proof that Jesus came from outer space can be found
in the 'cosmonaut's' conversations with his disciples as
recorded in the Bible. Christ had repeatedly said that he 'came
from Heaven' and that he 'did not know the ways of the earth'.
'My kingdom is not of this world' is quoted by Zaytsev,-
together with the saying that 'My kingdom is in Heaven', as a
clear indication of Christ's cosmic origins, Among the wealth
of historical events used to substantiate his theory. Christ's
death and his 'ascent to heaven' plays an important role. But
the real give-away of cosmonaut Christ's civilising mission on
earth, according to Zaytsev, was his 'tolerance! of social out-
casts and his 'democratism', quite out of place in the backward,
slave-keeping society of some 2,000 years ago. 'Christ's humane,
democratic attitude - to sinners, Samaritans and even tax
collectors - could only be explained by his ignorance of
prevalent earthly views and customs, ' states Zaytsev.

Al@hough such pig guns as Academician Fedosyev, Russia's
leadlpg space expert, and the authority of the Societ Academy
of Sciences have been brought in to discount Zeytsov'stheory
the government newspaper Izvestia renewed the attacks on him
lgst week on the grounds that his theory 'shows a suspicious
k;nshlp to the views propounded by reformist Western theologians,
like the Bishop of Woolwich, or William Hamilton and Paul Van Buren

working for a ®hristian revival in the space age'.

In a lengthy if one-sided review of Anglican attempts to
salvage Christianity by admitting that 'God had died' but the
new=found !'just and human image' of Christ must 'live as a
refuge for the believers', Igvestia finds much similarity between
the 'Western Christian athiests' and Zaytsev, In particular, he
is being taken to task for attributing to the 'historical figure
of Christ' such traits and characteristics which not even the
Bible claims he possessed. Izvestia writer Aleksandr Rogov takes
exception to Christ's alleged 'democratism', and accuses Zaytsev
of 'conveniently omitting all that does not fit his theory'. (A
method showing Zaytsev's thorough Leninist training). Izvestia
quotes Christ's 'Render therefore unto Caesar the things which are
Caesar's, and unto God the things that are God's'to prove that,
far from showing undue inclination to democratism, this Christian
principle accommodated the slave-keepers and land-owners of the
time 'and is today perfectly acceptable to the money-bags and
monopolists'. ’

On the issue of 'tolerance', Izvestia recalls Bertrand
Russell's lecture 'Why I am not a Christian' to show that Christ-
ianity, by condemning people to eternal damnation for even the
slightest misdemeanours and unclean thoughts, had spread cruelty
the world over. 'All this, however, does not prevent Western
modernish theologians from endowing Jesus with the halo of
tolerance, and compaslion.....or Zaytsev, a Soviet philology don,
from becoming their virtual ally in keeping the Christian myth
alive,' Izvestia added.

Clearly, the Soviet Academy of Sciences and Isvestia
recognise a dangerous Christian revivalist when they see one, and
are determined to crucify him,

Russell Ator, his wife and eleven years old son, were driving
on State Highway no. 96 between»PlainVillé~and'Payson,'Illinois,
thirteen miles southeast of- Quincey and twelve miles SSW of
Baldwin Field, Quincy Municipal.

ANOTHER STRANGE AFFAIR AT OLAVARRIA.

According to a report ir the Buenos Aires paper LaRazon of
November 25, 1969, kindly sent to us by Senor Ignacio Darnaude
Rojas-Marcos of Sevilla, Spain, the district of Olavarria, in the
province of Buenos Aires, has again been the scene of some very
strange happenings. As readers will recall it was there that, in
July 1968. the boy Oscar Heriberto Iriart saw a landed disc and
encountered alien beings while riding on his father's ranch.

The present report, no less fantastic, speaks of 17 strange
luminous flying beings that visited a farm and emitted beams of
light which smashed objects, put dogs to sleep, and produced a
general commotion. I have translated therfull report from La
Razon, which is as follows: :

“Veritable commotion prevails in this district as the result
of the appearance of strange beings, presumably extraterrestrial, in
view of their shape and their manner of gathering together in out-
of-the-way spots. " '

"These queer forms appear at night, and fly about, projecting
beams of light like searchlight beams, and of a vividness that has
to be experienced. When anyone is struck by these beams of light
he faints, and dogs are put to sleep and objects are smashed.

"The most moving account yet regarding these incredible happen-
ings was given by the manager of a farm and the members of his
family. The farm, known as 'Mi Recuerdo' is in the Crotto district.

"Reporters from the local paper, E1 Popular, went out there and
talked to the witness, Senor Aquilo Ramon Acosta, aged 44, and his
wife Amelia and their two children, German (a boy aged 6) and
Monica, aged 10, and today's issue of the paper carries the story
in full detail. .

9.00 a.m. the cock crowed three times, and I got up. I
went to the kitchen and 1it the lamp and started preparing some
maté tea. Everything was quiet. Not a sound. When I went out
into the yard to get water from a pitcher, I saw them....l‘ Some
strange beings, lighting up the field with very powerful lights,
Just like searchlights. They were beside the wire fence (separat-
ing the house from a paddockg -~ about 15 metres from the kitchen.
"At first I told myself they must ve will-o'~the-wisps but
I™m not afraid of them. About ten of the beings were moving to and
fro along the wire, illuminating the ground, and seven were in the
paddock, The one nearest to the house came to a distance of about
8 metres from where I was. It had come over the wire and was
entering the yard. I could only see them from the waist downwards,
Scared though I was, I seemed to perceive tHat their clothing was
transparent, for they shone. The chap, or Martian or whatever he
was, was carrying a rod or something of the sort in his hand. He
raised the rod and then suddenly flew into the air and went and
Joined the others near the wire, When I fixed my attention on
these, which were bunched together in the corner of the yard, they
shone these big lights of theirs on me. Suddenly the whold house
was 1it up, and I felt a heavy blow on the face as if someorne had
hit me! So I went back to the house, and into the kitchen. It had
left me alm st senseless,.. just as though I had been stunned. So
much so, that although I had a gun in the room, I d@idn't even think
of going to get it. ’
"Despite my state of shock, however, I plucked up ‘encugh -
courage to peep out through the 1little window in the door. 4nd SO
-1 was able to see.'them' - I don't knaw how to call them - run
along the wire fence from one end tc the other, three times. And
always they were shining their lights down on the ground.
"From time to time too they would focus them on the trees.
But what seemed to interest them mcst of all - for it was there
that they paused most - was the dung-heap, about 20 meters from
the house. : - '

""All this continued for about an hour",

The journalists went out to the spot indicated, where they saw.
some foot-prints like the prints of horses' hooves. And Costa said:
"No. We nhaven't got any horses here..." There were also a lot of
sort of little holes in the ground, and the grass was flattened as
though by a very smooth rcller. o

Senora Acosta added: "There were also some other strange things
in the house, like for exanple a pane of glass had been broken by
the strange light. The pieces of the broken glass were none of
them more than 4 cms long.

Senora Acosta, continuing emplasised that she had returned to
find her husband in a highly excited state. She told reporters:
"You should just have seen him for yourselves! He was in the
kitchen, And he was repeating to me, over and over again: 'I
always said they didn't exist. But now I believe in them! "

The poor man, his eyes were running, and looked as though filled
-with blood, and his head was aching, and he was trembling, and
when night fell he was again overcome with fear, '"

The Acosta family are held ;ﬁ high regard in the:region, and
have been living for 30 years on the farm, which is the property
of Senor Ricardo Portarrieu, It is indeed a staggering story.

A woman who claimed that she and her husband, whe had been
trained as a pilot, watched a flying saucer land on army ranges at
Tyneham, Dorset, early yesterday later visited the site in daylight.

She frund a 24ft diameter pattern ~f large holes, as if made by
tubular legs tipped with long spikes.

Dorset ‘police said last night that they found an unexplained
similar pattern of corresponding holes at Badbury Rings, an ancient
camp near Blandford, at the weekend. Puzzled, they had written them
nff as seme kind nf hoax.

Tyneham's circular holes are nine inches to a foot acrmss, with
a-central nerrow shaft. They appeared tn have been gouged with a
cylindrical object, but in neither case has any of the remnved earth
been left behind.

Mrs. X. who insisted on keeping her identity secret, said, "My
husband and I had been fishing and were returning across the ranges
at abeut 2.30 a.m. An elliptical nbject, glowing and apparently
translucent, shot into view over the hill abeut a mile in frent of -
our car and my husband said, 'It's ceming down.'"

An object was seen in the.sky by a man and his two sons who were
in their garden looking at the moon, a few days after the moon
landing. It wds in a southerly direction and approximately 50° elev—
ation. "IT consisted of three very bright flashing lights, red-
‘green- and white, which appeared to be on an object, although no
ocbject was discernible. No noise could be heard, but the witness at
first thought the object must be a helicopter as it was stationary.

He -decided to try-and find some more witnesses, so he went down
the street and met two young men, and the three of them stood watch-
ing the oéd sight for from 10 to 15 minutes. Suddenly it flashed
across the sky at a "fantastic speed, faster than a rocket" and dis-
appeared over the western horizon.

The two sons confirmed the sighting and alsQ one
of the two young men was contacted. He estimated the object to be
the size of a pea held at arms length and extremely bright, .

Many of our readers make a collection of those old "airship"
reports and here's one which Brent Raynes, of Perkins ILane,
Hallowell, Me., U.S.A., found while searching through the files of
the "Bangor Daily News".

New Haven, Dec.27 (1909) - - An airship is supposed to have -
passed over this city Saturday at 11.40 a.m. The airship was seen by
Capt. George S. Barrows of Fire Ehgine Company 12 and several of his
men. It was going northeast. It was, about 1,000 feet high,. it
_ seemed, and was under perfect control apparently. R

The Fire Captain, when he first saw the queer object, quest}oned
his eye sight for he had just returned from his Christmas dinner.
Then ‘he ‘¢alled his men and a- half dozen of them ran into the street
to take a look at the airship. At the time it was over the western
part of the city. - ~ '

Captain Barrows declared that he could see the planes and the
rudder and could also see what to him appeared to be the exhaust from
a motor. .It .was .too high up to see the occupants. Capt. Barrows
called a number. of citizens besides the firemen to watch the air
machine and all kept it in view for 8 to 10 minutes, when it passed
out of sight. During that time the distance covered was estimated
from 8 to IO miles. About an hour later a snowstorm struck the city.
