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RETURN OF THE UFOS. 

After many months of comparatively few sightings, the UFO traffic is 
on the increase. In fact, the number of sightings has now reached the 
point where officialdom thinks it necessary to start sweeping them 
under the carpet again. 

As usual, the RAAF is demonstra.ting _its inability to provide fool­
proof 'explanations' by trying to explain the sighting of an 
experienced airline captain as "a natural gas burn�off". Thus the 
official hot air continues.

Seven Mystery Sightings - R.AAF Report on UFOS. 

CanbErra, Monday _uThe RA.AF can give no possible explanation of two 
recent sightings of Unidentified Flying Objects. 

At Richmond, N.S.W., on 14 May an extremely bright white-green-red 
object was obse�ved for 34 minutes from 11. 40 p.m� 

And at Mildura, Victoria, on 3 June a man saw two small red lights 
and as he approached then saw an object as large as a semi-trailer- It 
rose vertically from the ground with a loud whistling noise and dis­
appeared. 

The RAAF has released details of official investigations into about 
70 UFO sightings in Australia in the past two years. 

A special report has given "possible causes" for most of the sight.::.· 
ings. 

But the Richmond and Mildura sightings and at least five others 
remain unexplained-

RAAF officials, apparently not wishing it to be understood that they 
believe in flying saucers, have labelled the report ''unusuel aerial 
sightings". 

But it was confirmed today that the RA.AF has already begun investig­
ations into a recent spate of UFO sightings in the A.C.T. 

In Queensland on 23 May this year, the captain of an aircraft report­
ed what appeared to be a searchlight beam of great intensity 200 miles 
south of Townsville. 

The -RAAF could offe-r no explanation but. aaid it could have been a 
. natural gas burn-off� 

Some-of the lliOSt unusual UFO sightings wer€ at Condobolin, N.S.W. on 
April 2,9 and 12-"

They have bE;en rep0-rted at:.Gree-nhi.ll·, c,over Col1ombatti, Willi Willi, 
Crescent Head, Temagog, South West Rocks and Kempsey itself.

BALL LIGHTNING NlliY BE NUCLEAR REACTOR. 

The following article is taken from January 1971 1SKYLOOK' , Box 129, 
Stover, Mo., 65078, U.S.A. 

The myste rious and startling phenomenon of ball lightning may 
actually be a natural nuclear reactor in operation, three Colorado 
scientists suggest in the current issue. of "Nature" magazine. _ . .  

Ball lightning is a hig-hly luminous globe appearing in areas of 
considerable electrical activity, as in storms. Many instances have 
been recorded showing that it possesses relatively enormous energy .. 
Yet it does not explode. Its sustained, rather than explosive, 
release of power is Evidenced by many cases where it shattered 
wooden logs, cut metal cables and did other damage possible only 
from a surprising amount of continued powero 

Previous theories to account for the huge but relatively slow 
energy release and for the behaviour of ball lightning are found 
wanting. These include the idea that ball lightning might be a 
sphere of ionized air or plasme. 

The scientists suggest that, if tornadoes or intense thunderstorms 
create a sufficiently high concentration of isotopes of oxygen (1-17), 
nitrogen (N-15) or fluorine (F--17) plus hydr0gen protons, these could 
interact, in a nuclear rather than merely chemical fashion, and 
produce beta rays, which in turn decay to emit another nuclear 
particle, positrons. The relatively long half-life of the oxyge n 
and fluorine isotope nuclei could account for the sustained nature 
of the ball's emission of energy and the positrons, dissociating 
surrounding air molecules for the attendant glow.

CADETS AT A.F. ACADEMY. 

Cadets at the �ir Forde .Academy are· �eing advised to keep an open 
mipd on the·subject of unidentified flying objects. The suggestion 
comes in a 50 0-page notebook · that is restricted to "J1cademy Use 
Only". The: section on UFOs is a .'14-page chapter written by 
Major Donald .G... Qa rpen t e r·. 

Academy officials denied a repo�t that the Air Force had been 
keeping the textbook secret. They .said the book was ·in �hart supply 
because only 2QQ:copies had b�en .printed. The chapter on UFOs noted 
that such objects had been reported for almost so,ooo years and 
says, "The entire phenomenon could be psychological, but this is, 
g_uite doubtful" because of some of the reliable witnesses who have 
spotted them. 

"It could also be due to known and unknown phenomena ... ·but this is 
also que·stionable", the book says. "This leaves us with the 
unpleasarit· possibility of alien visitors or at least alieri­
controlled UFOs. However, the data is not well corelated and 
suggests at least three and maybe four groups of aliens, .Possibiy at 
different stages of development. 11 .

Miss Doree n Kendall, a practical nurse, and Mrs. Frieda Wilson, a 

registe red nurse , are employed together on the . night shift in the 
extended-care ward for elderly patients.at the Cowichan District Hospital 
at Duncan on Vancouver Island. 

Theirs is a position that requires a spe.cial de gree of tact, maturity 
and gentleness of manner ·for it is at night that their patients, ofte n 
unable to sle e p, have long loriely hours in which to conte mplat e the. 
little that remains for them in life. A word or gesture of c6mfort from 
the nurses on duty is all they have in their fading world until the 
routine of morning helps them into another day� 

It is imme diately app�rent on meeting them that Miss Kendall and 
Mrs. Wilson, both in late middle-age, were assigned to their particular 
work with the se qualj_ficati ons in mind. In ad dition to what training 
obviously has given them, they have an inborn quality that invites trust, 
and it was no surprise, after we interviewed them, that friends and 
former patients of each told us they would acce pt their word under any 
circumstance..

It WeB turning five in the morning of Janu ary 1 when Miss Kendall, 
concerned that one of her wom e n patients was restless, switched on a 
light to attend to her. Deciding the patie nt was too warm, she went to 
a window ne a� the bed and parted the drapes to let in a little £resh air . 

"Just as I pulled the drapes a brilliant light hit me in the eyes" ,  she 
said. ttit was still dark outside, but about 60 fset away right above the 
children's ward, the re was this object so big and bright I could see 
everything. cle arly .. " 

(Immediately to the left of where Miss Kendall was standing, a wing of 
the hospital juts out at right angles. The children's ward is on the 
third floor of that wing. With Miss Kendall on the s�cond floor of her 
wing, this msant the object was hovering above her by slightly more than 
the height of one storey and a little to her left. ) 

"The object was circular and had what I guess you would call a top and 
bottom. The bottom was silvery, like metal, and was shaped like a bowl­
There was a string of bright lights around i� like a necklace. The top 
was a dome made of something like glass. It was lit up from inside and 
I could see right into it." 

Continuing her. aceount in questi�n-_aTI:d-answer form, " Miss Kendall said 
there were two male - like tigures in the craft, one be hind the other, 
facing to her-ri�ht away· from the hospital.
