“ Did an unidentified flying object pay a visit to the Old Junee district
n Sunday night last?(June 3) A group of Junee people do not quite know
what to rmake of what they saw and evidence they later unearthed.

. The story starts around about 9 pm when Mr. and Mrs. Wayne Bayliss

were driving west along the "mad mile". In the distance they observed a row
of shimmering yellowy orange coloured lights. lMr. Bayliss at first thought
that they were a row of lights, like those used on some transport lorries.
However, because they were between himself and cars passing along the main
nerth-south road he realised they were on Mrx, Frank Hart's propert

' By the time they got to the turnoff they saw the lights again but on
this occasion they were across from the motor racing track on "Talbingo".
Mr. and Mrs. Bayliss turned right towards 0ld Junee but curiosity prompted
then tec turn bacl: for a closer look. They drove to the track, turned off
their own car lights and watched the other lights in the distance. They
gecmed to bDe hovering over the ground. lr., Bayliss flicked his car lights
several times but nothing happened.

'~ Woerried just in case they were in some sort of danger, Mrs. Bayliss
wanted to return to Junee. Mr, Bayliss decided that they would go to the
home of Mr., and Mrs. Hart whom they encouraged to go with them to
investigate.

' As they left the Hart home they could see the glow in the distance but
direct vision was obscured by a slope in the hill. No sooner had they
topped the hill than the mystery lights went out and nothing untoward could
De ceen.

’ On Monday Mrs. Bayliss was talking with Mrs. Lucy Shoemark and theijere
giscussing the experience of the night before. They decided they would go
out and investigate. Subsequently they were joined by some of the Oehsr
children on their moto: bikes and it was they who made the discovery of
certain evidence. In the paddock alongside the motor track they came °
across a circular indentation in the ground. It would have been about 15
feet in diameter. Outside but close to the circle were half a dozen plod
parks of about L inches diameter spaced at a regular distance apart. Irn
tne centre was a heavier indentation and . a tramplng down of grass which -+ -
anpeared to have been slightly scorched.

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UﬁO gighted On Four Occasions

A Crescent Fead woman yesterday reported that sha had seen last week on
four consecutive occasions, an unidentified object that appeared as- a huge
bright light. DMrs. Eileen Pollock, of Skyline Crescent, said the sightings
had¢ taken place between early Wednesday morning, (June 6 to 9) and eariy,
8aturday morning.

LZash time the object.had appeared to be over the sea, but its position: -
bhad varied from:about due east.to due south. DMrs. Pollock's home overiooks
the Pacific Ocean and has swéeping views :of the co between Big lobby
grc Big Hill six miles to the south.

4Lt about am on Wednesday last, Mrs. -Pollock saw an object over Big
Nobby but it disappeared within a few minutes behind the-héadland. At
abﬂut midnight the same day, she saw an objéct due east and viewed it for
go,e time through 10 by 50 binoculars. - She said it appeared to emit a
‘powverful beam of light that could have been a refraction of 11ght from
iLr main object which she descrlbed as a "glow1ng mass" .

Phird Sighting

At about midnight on Thursday, an obJect was in the south east sky @tll’
gtationary over the sea) It appeared to be oscillating or flashing on and
off . It appearved to be more brilliant than the beam from a lighthouse and
every few seconds light burst from it. Every now and then, a short section

A mothrer and daughter saw an "unidentified flying object" fly frowu neaxr
treir homestead, west of Forbes, on Monday night, June 25. The mother,
wno requested tc remain anonymous, but who is making an official report to
the UFC researci liaison representative at Orange, said ske and her
daughter had seen the object for a period of time which she described as
"seconds".
. It was after 'C pm "after the end of Number 96" - that the 16 year oid
girl first sighted a strange objiect. She later made a drawing of the
cbiect. Ske described it as dome shaped on top, hazy all round, a very
bright red in colour with an orange light showing down out of tke middie.
The girl, who is aged 16, saw the object appearing to "hover" and "move
cown",

The girl ran inside, told her mother and both then went outside. The
okbiject was not initially visible. But when its lights came on and it
"toolz off full pelt towards Orange", the woman said. She said she and her
daughter had viewed the object for "seconds". She said it would have been
5 or € seconds between the time her daughter came in to her in the kitchen
and they returned outside.

Gawler South resident Mrs, A.C. Dotse wasn't quite sure what to make oi
it, All afternoon she had been watching strange '"nylon-like" patterns in
the sxy. At one stage she was able to pick up a piece of the strange
substance as it drifted siowly to the ground, dbut it vapourised on touci:,

Mrs. Dohse, just to make sure it wasn't her imagination, verified ker
sighting with friends. "A number of people had seen the same thing",
said Mrs., Dohse. "It was qQuite aeird. The sky over Gawler looked like
& shecwer of nylon",

Mrs. Dohse, who made the sighting on May 19, reported it to SPACERS,an
Elizatveth group which studies UFOs. 1id last week she received a reply
from the orgenisation, which, although not verifying her sighting, lent
some credence to it, SPACERS told lMrs, Dohse tkhat her sighting bore a
resemblance to the often reported "Angel Fair", The organisation then
went on to quote other similar sightings. An example...."all these
strange objects left long trails whick drifted slowly downwards and
tecanie caught on telephone wires and roofs.... these threads resembled
weel or nyion, whichk when rolled up became ge;at;nous and vapourised into

rnothingly,

SPACERS said residue of this type was not ejected from aircraft, and
any cdebris from spacecraft would disintegrate long before reacking the

lower atmospuere, "It therefore seems that you must tave indeec sighted
a fall of 'angel hair!', although science: cannot explain what this realliy
is", the organisation said.

Since a UFC Sightings and Investigation Bureau was set up in Orange
abcut a dozen people kave reported sighting UFOs. Recently the Parkes

51d Terry Bishop had been placed in charge of the Central West UFC
Sightings and Investigation Burear.

Terry operates in conjunction with the UFO Investigation Centre ix
Sydney. He said yesterday that about 12 people had reported seeing UF0s
to him since his story appeared in the CP. He said there appeared to e
more activity in the Parkes, Forbes and Dubbo areas than reported elsewhere.

Aq 11 year old Parkes boy told Terry that on June 4 of this year Le saw
"z hand shaped object with a bright blue light in back and a red light in
front" straight above him., He also told Terry tkat he was so terrified
that he .ran all the way home., 3 ‘

Another report came from an Orange man who said he saw "a large white
shiny object that was very bright and too big for a2 star' on the westerxn

cutskirts of Bathurst,

A girl from Campbelltown was visiting in OCrange and hearc about Terry
and nis worilz with UFCs. She contacted kim, telling Lhim of. an experience
she and her mother had one night when doing some late shopping in
Campbelitown; They heard a shrill noise, looked up and saw a yellow-
winite saucer shaped object about 25 feet above the ground.

Terry said onre of the more interesting repo”ts carte from a man woo
reported he saw a UFO about two years ago. he man was riding hkis mot<~
cycle on Bathurst Road orn the southern side oP Lone Pine Avenue in Crang
when he saw a bright light come from belind Lim and then a great gust of
wind went over the top of him, putting out the light and motor of the

ricterbike. He ' said he couldn't restart the motor until the ligkt
completely disappeared. ’

Terry said UFOs were often associated with cutting off of movors.
