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NERVOUS DUCKSHOOTER WATCHES HOVERING UFO 

Robert �gle, a young married man of Noble Park, has reported to the Society his sighting of a 
hovering UFO nbaj Lake Colman,·about 25 miles from Sale. Mr. Nagle said that he was a keen duck shooter� 
often going on night shoots by moonlight. On Saturday night, March 23, 1974, he had been shooting in 
the early part of the night at Lake Wellington, and around midnight he decided to drive to another spot 
near lake Colman. He arrived at this spot about one A.M. , where he intended to spend the night.: 

The moon was nearly full and a few clouds were about as he sat on the bonnet of his car for a 
few minutes idly watching the scene, when he suddenly glimpsed out of the corner of his eye an illumin� 
ated object descending from a cloud, moving from the north towards him. Turning to get a better look, 
he saw it become stationary and hover at a position he estimated to be about a half mile distant and 
about 100 feet altitude� 

· 

He described the object as oval-shaped, and consisting of three "stages", that is, the object 
· appeared to be divided into three horizontal portions, one above the other. The upper two of th�se 
"stages" were glowing a "fiery oran�e", the lower one_, or "base", as he called it, being unlit. 

By the time the object had reached the hovering position, Mr. Nagle had become a little nervous, 
and he moved around to watch from behind the boot of his car. Shortly the object began to advance 
slowly towards him, so he immediately retreated on foot into the paddock behind his car. Whilj the object 
was advancing, it had become tilted towards him, and he could then clearly see the unlit base 5y the glow 
from the other 11stages11• However, after about two seconds the object stopped advancing, so he decided to 
return to the car. Entering by a rear door, he retrieved his keys, unlocked the boot and got out his 
loaded shotgun, and slid into the back seat to watch further developments. 

The object was now in the horizontal position as he watched it from the car, arid he was surprised 
to see what he first thought was a 11beam of light" coming from the object down to the ground. �Not having 
had his eyes on the object all the time, he had not seen how the "beam" had made its first appearance. 
The "beam" appeared to him to be of a constant thickness of about 10 feet, while the object it�elf he 
thought was 50 to 100 feet wide. The colour of the "beam" was the same orange as the glow of the object. 
A peculiar feature of the "beam" was that it did not extend from the object to the ground in a.�traight 
line, but emerged from ground level almost at 90 degrees, and curved over to enter the lower "stage" at 
the side. (Mr. Nagle was not right at the lake's edge, and he said that his vision was so obstructed 
that he could not actually see the bottom of the beam� that is, he was unsure whether the object was over 
land or water). During the time the "beam" was visible, the object appeared to be "unstable", or rocking 
slightly; by the time the "beam" had disappeared the object "stabilised" - the rocking ceased. When th.e . 
"beamn disappeared� it did so by vanishing progressively from the bottom upwards, so that it became 
shorter and shorter until its end receded into the object. _ . . 

. · As soon as the "beam" had disappeared, the bottom section of the objeQt, which up to this t.ime had 
been unlit, began to glow similarly to the other two. The object tilted to a 30 degree angle, moved up 
and down four or five times, and started to dim. 

By now, the object had been there for about ten mihutes, and Mr. Nagle admitted that fear got the 
better of him; he decided he had seen enough of the strange object, jumped into the driver's seat and, 
with lights out, drove away across the paddocks, heading for Golden Beach. He did not look back, and 
saw no more of _the object.

. Lorraine White, member of the art department at �1elbourne's Emily �1cPherson College, visite9. Peru and 
Ecuador in March this year to try and check some of the claims made by author Erich von Daniken in his recent 
book, '�old of the Gods". In his book, von Oaniken claimed _that in Ecuador he met Juan Moricz, an Argentinian 
ethnologist living there, ·and at Moricz's invitation, he ex�lored 11 a giganti� system of tunnels, thousands of 
miles in length,- and .built by unknown constructors at some · unknown date". According to von Daniken, he 
examined in·:one. of·these caverns a fantastic collection of solid gold artifacts, and a library of metal plaques 
with indecipherable inscriptions, which he be:i.iaved conveyed the true history of man's origin. . . · . . . 

In an article in the Melbourne Herald (8/9/1974), Miss White, who is interested in archaeology and 
comparative studies of ancient art forms, said, "I attended von Oaniken's lectures in Melbourne last year, 
where he claimed to have found 'new evidence' for his theories, mainly in Ecuador. He showed a fa�tastic head 
he had been allowed photograph, which ·appeared to have a space helmet and transmitters.. Its aesthetic. content 
was so far in advance of arry of the major civilisations that I felt I had to find out more about these people. 
I was looking at it from an artistic point of view" • 

. Miss White succee_ded in gaining an introduction to�1oricz, and she relates: "Juan Moricz talked to me 
privately'" for two ?r three hours and· said that von Oaniken had never entered those caves. But M<_?ricz claims 
that the· metal library does exist. It is ideographic on fine metal and contains incredible- info-rmation. He's 
a very unassuming, quiet man and yet he says his discoveries, which he will reveal in due course, will revol­
utionise all mankind's knowledge of his own origins"� 

Miss White next visited Peru, where she was keen to see the strange formations on the Nazca plain. 
She managed to get herself a light aircraft trip to view the so-called "runways". For "the best $40 of my 
life", she flew for two hours over �very single marking. "The thing that shocked me somehow wa� to see the 
drawings of three-astronauts on the mountainside - the helmets, the sunrays - somehow I couldn't get-�hat out 
of my mind".
