Text of a radio interview given on February 21, 1974, translated by Gordon Creignton.

This is a translation of a taped recording of an exclusive interview given by Monsieur Robert Galley,
Ministre des Armées, to Jean-Claude Bourret, reporter of France-Inter, and broadcast on February 21, 1974, at
8.30 pm, in one of the series of 39 programmes devoted to UFO research by France-Inter between Monday, January
28, 197k, and Friday, March 22, 197%. Widely reported next day, with big headlines, in sucli newspapers as
France-Soir, Le Parisien Libere, L'Aurore, and Le figarn, this important news item was apparently totally
ignored by all the British media. (and, of course, by all the Australian media - Ed.)

Excerpts From the Minister's Statements

", ..My own profound belief is that it is necessary to adopt an extremely open-minded attitude towards
these phenomena. Man has made a certain amount of progress by the fact that he has sought to explain
the inexplicable. Now, as regards these aerial phenomena, these visual phenomena (I won't say more
than that) which we have gathered together under the term of "UFO", it is certain that there are things
that we don't understand and that are at present pretty well unexplained; I will indeed go so far as to
say that it is an irrefutable fact that there are today things that are inexplicable, or poorly
explainec..."

"~ "...Since 1970 we have sert on the whole of our collection of reports to the Group for the Study of
Aerial Phenomena, and every time scmething extraordinary occurs this is what we continue to do. These
are sightings by pilots, or investigations by the gendarmerie. Since 1970, in fact, the Air Force has
taken the view that ths UFCs represent no sort of danger - and so the job of studying these phenomena
at the scientific level does not fsll within their sphere. We consider that this is a job for the
National Centre for Space Studies, where pcople like Monsicur Poher are doing what seems to us to be
extremely interesting work. So we have no direct contact now in these matters...'.

", ..Personally, I am for exzmple very interested in this phenomenan, which Monsieur Poher has been
describing, of the relationship between the variations in magnetic fields and the passage of unidentified
flying objects. All this business presents @ whele lot of quite disturbing phenomena which may cf course
one of these days be explained satisfactorily as not being due to the passage of some specific object or
other, but simply as magnetic phenomena. But, so far as the present moment is ccncerned, we are forced
to admit that here is something that escapes cur comprehension.

"There has also been the ciremely impressive increase in the number of visual sightings of luminous
phenomena, sometimes spherical, sometimes ovoid, travelling at extraordinarily high speeds. All these
are phenomena that call for 2 certain degrec of attention. But, and I must repeat this, in the Air
Force we don't take the view that these matters appear to involve our national air defence...'.

Jean-Claude Bourret (the interviewer): '™r. Minister, you have mentioned the gendarmerie. Now, our listeners
on France-Inter have heard. several times in this series, the conclusions reached in the investigations
conducted by your gendarmes - spectacular conclusions: when a witness declares that he has seen a saucer land
and that he has seen small humanoids near the saucer, very frequently the gendarmes reach the conclusion that
the witness is speaking the truth. What do you yourself think about this2"

"Well, of course I should no doubt be a grezt deal more cautious. But all the same I must say that
if your listeners could see for themselves the mass of reports.coming in from the airborne gendarmerie,
from the mobile gendarmerie, and from the gendarmerie charged with the job of conducting investigatiens,
all of which reports are being forwarded by us to the C.N.E.S. (Mational Centre For Space Studies),
then they would see that it is all pretty disturbing.

My view about the gendarmerie is that they are serious people. When they draw up a report, they don't
do it haphazardly. If there wzre only one or two such reports, one might indeed think that perhaps
the gendarmerie's good faith had been deceived. But I must tell you that in fact the number of these
gendarmerie reports is very great, and they are very varied. The whole thing is of course still very
fragmentary but I must emphasise that, in this UFO tusiness, it is essential to preserve an extremely
open mind. On the one hand one cannot doubt the good faith of eyewitnesses who are clearly entirely
sincere. And, at the same time, it is at present still far too early to draw the least conclusion
from it all'.
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"FLYING SAUCER NEST" IN THE THISILES (from the Sydney Sun-Herald, 15/”/1974)

A "flying saucer nest" carved cut of a patch of saffron thistles has been discovered near Forbes in the
central west of New South Wales. Brothers Viv a2nd €eorge Huckle made the find while ploughing down thistles on
“akley property, in the Pullabooka area, 36 miles south of Forbes.

The "mest is near the edge of a water hole 50 yards from a lone tree and half a mile from the homestead.

The manner in which the 20 ft. diameter patch of thistles had been destroyed has intrigued the brothers. At the
centre the carth has been bared. Towards the perimeter, thistles have been swept down in an anticlockwise
direction. Some of the stems had three or four teaks; others were pulped. The demarcation line between the
"est" and the surrounding thistles is clearly defined by untouched plants.

A cattle camp, a sheep camp, a whirlwind, an emu's nest and a flock of birds have all been suggested as the
cause. The Huckle brothers rule these theories out. They are awaiting the arrival of unidentified flying
object researchers. They will determine how precisely the thistle "nest" matches up with the reed bed "nests"
reported from queensland.

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CLOSE SIGHTING AT ST. KILDA

Late in November we received a sighting report form giving very brief information on a sighting which occurred
early this year. On the afternoon of Saturday, Dec. 21, I called without any notice on the witness, Mrs. X, at
her home, where she described the details of two unusual sightings. Both incidents occurred at about the same
time - approximately 11.15 pm - on successive nights. She cannot remember the dates, but said that the second
night was the eve of a public holiday, and was probably during Easter.

Mrs. X lives alone in a flat on the thi: ' floor of a 12-storey Housing Commission block. In plan, the building
consists of two rectangular wings at right angles, forming a T shape. The flats on each floor level are connectea
by a cat-walk running the length of both wings on the northern side. (See diagram)

First Sighting

rs. A. vas at position A en the cat-walk, in the process of depositing some rubbish in a dlsposal chutz, when
she was startied oy a bricht yellow-wiriic light shining directly at her. The light was cciing from an aerial
object with a circular *headlichi, which was moving straight towards her from the north west, and level with her
position on the third floor, 7Thes ohiect caue to a stop and hovered wotionless, with the beam shining str-ight at
her. The object remained thus for 2 “tinc she could not estimate, but thought it was "a few minutes". During tni:
time, Mrs. X said tnat she seemed to be "stuck on the spot", somehow paralysed with shock and fear. Suddenly the
object swiftly rose vertically and disappeared cver the roof of the building. Mrs. X., very frightened, ran bac!
to her flat, and, fiom the dudr, s3w the cbject rapidly ascending vertically into the sky. The whole incident
took place in complete silence,

Mrs. X. stressed thet the object was wery close, z2nd she pointed out the approximate distance on the flour -
20 to 30 feet, She belizved thzt hed she seen it from the door of her flat, she would have been looking at it
directly side-cr. As thic chizst rosa **r oot 2 brief glimpse of a dark shape behind the light. Her impression
was of a somswhzt Pouneshesed" object, wiih 5 projecting headlight at the front. She demonstrated the size nf tne
Yheadlight" with her arms - about 2 taoot dlaue*nr- ard marked out on the floor of her room her estimate ci the
object's dimensions - roughly 7 feet by & fect by % feet.

The nexf nighi, ef shout the some time, Mrs. X. was seated at B, looking out the open window of her flat. Thc
light in her room wac ens It was a fine, warm, and mocnlit night. She said that her room often became very stuft
and 2t times sh2 sat at the window to caich a conling breeze. For the second time she saw the bright yellow~
white "headlight" "ﬂ*ouc:vng Trou the rorth west, although this time its direction was slightly more west. As*
1fproachcd the bean from tha x'ght passed along the outside wall, passed her position, and the object cemc iv &
stop d1rpct-j reposiie ner windud. This time the object was higher than her position, and she demonstrated the
angle of vieuing by holdiig her arm out the window at about 30 degrees to the horizontal. Again, she stressed
that tha object wes very close, and; pointing to @ smz)l trea about 40 feet from the foot of the building, said
that the objost would havs beer diesctly over it.

This happened very quickly, che
said, teking ore cr two sesonds, "exactly e yuu'd open the sliding door in a house". From inside emanated an
intense white lia%t, brighter :nd someshal whiter thin the light from the "heaclight", From the view she had
through the "dosr™, she checrved st the intericr iight scemed to be glittering; she described it as "sparkling
and crackling like desoratici lights". ihg only c*ho- datail she noticed was what she described as "a mass of
p1pes, abouwt the thirkross of yaur finger, sore sir e‘:hing along the bauk well, others coiled up, giving the
iupression of l'""’lc(»“u mochineiyt. LUl the time the object was dead still and completely silent, with th
"headlight™ shirizg nheud without varlaticn in i *an°1t). Pressed for more details, she was unable tc desc:ibe
the object any further. Sk could not distirguish anyiring below the level of the "door", but felt that what she
could see was the tnsplete cbiect.

Once agein, che could only estiaate the tige she sat there watching as "a few minutes", all the time in a state
of shocked fasuingtion, tventusliy she w2s @dle to fear herself away to go and find another witness. She iwn out
to a neighbouring flat to arcuse Mrs, o5 who w2s in hed asleen. Mrs, Y. was not fast enough in coming, so Mrs.
Xe hurried back for azather inoh.  She zrrived back at her windsw to see the object disappearing into the distance
on a rising path fuwarde tno sosth sast.

Mrs. X, stated that during tie time she wotched the hovering objest, she experienced the same sensation of
being paralysed on the spii.  As on tha aravious night, she seened unable to move her limbs; this effect she
attributed to her state of si.ik. afici tne incideat she found herself in a rather distressed condition, with
profuse perspiratior, sickness in tre s*omash, and an ache behind the eyes. She thought that the headache
resulted from the prolonged stering et the brightly lit "doorway". These symptoms lingered for a couple of days
afterwards, with difficulty in sleeping for abovt two weeks. At about this time she visited her doctor, to whom
she told her stary, and o prescribed @ tonic and tranquilisers after finding nothing serious in her condition.
She said that the doctor did not c<sem very impressed with her stciy, nor did he question her for details.

Mrs. X. is 79. She states that her prior health had been good, and that she had never before suffered from
similar symptoms. In my opinion she is a woman in good health, physically and mentally., She described the
incidents' perfectly coherertly and objestively, and without hesitation or contradiction. She called the object
a "flying saucer", but volunteered no spoculation about it, apart from saying that she now knew quite definitely
that they did exist. She claimed no prior interest in the subject of UFOs, saying that she had read some newspar:
articles on sightings in the past, tut had always dismissed tham as "products of imagination". She observed only
what is described above, but is ademant that what she did see cannot be explained by any conventional abject.
When aircraft, helicopter and tallosn were sugested as nossible explanations, they were vigourously rejected.

She sa%ddthat she often saw and hezrd aercplanes pass over the area. "I'1l remember it till the day I die", shz
commente

Mrs. X. stressed several times the scvore shock she received, and it was obvious that the experience was
vividly etched in her memory. I am sure che was describing what she sincerely believes to be a real excarience.
She made it plain that she dozs not want to see any more such objects, nor does she discuss the sighting anymore
with anyone, having endured & certaln amouni of ribbing and ridicule from her neighbours.
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The first th ught that entered my head when I saw where Mrs. X. lives was: ™here are all the other witnesses?"
When I suggested to her that hundreds must have seen the object at such a low altitude over such a densely
populated suburban area, she did not agree. She said that all the other tenants would have been sleeping at the
time, and that she could see no lighted windows anywhere in the buildings She also commented that there was very
little traffic in the surrounding streets at the time, and that the object may not have been obvious from the
ground, anyway. However, she does claim to have's corroborating witness of Sorts. She said that she had menticned
her sighting to a man she knew only slightly, and who, after hearing her stor¥ had ‘told ter that he had seen a
similar object early in the morning following the nlght of Mrs. X.'s second Sighting. Unfortunately, she knows
neither the name nor address of this’ man.

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UFO OVER THE GRAMPIANS

A Noble Park man reports that he and three other witnesses observed a gloulng, soundless cigar-shaped object
from Hall's Gap during Easter, 1974, The object, about one quarter moon size, hovered for about 90 minutes at an
elevation of 30 degrees to the north of their position, changing colour from blue to gold. The time of the
sighting was roughly between one and two A.M. and it was a starry night with no cloud. The witness cormented:
e were all filled witha very warm feeling and realised that whatever they were doing it would most likely be

with good intentions... It seemed to draw attention to itself through some mental thought".
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INCREASED SIGHTINGS IN N.S.W.

In a letter to the Editor of the Lithgow Mercury (3/8/1974), Rex Gilroy, director of the Mount York Natural
History Museum, writes: "As a research officer for several UFO investigation organisations, I have made an
extensive in-depth study of the phenomena for the past 10 years with special emphasis upon the area covering
Bathurst, Wallerawang, Lithgcw, Blue Mountains to Penrith., Sightings of UFOs throughout this wide area have shown
3 decided increase over the past 5 years with over 300 sightings in that period, 82 of which occurred throughout
the 12 months of 1973. At least a further 20 sightings have been made throughout the Lithgow district over the
past 12 months,..."
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UFO OVER WALKERSTON

Mackay - Two women and five children in a car were alarmed by an unidentified object over Walkerston late on
Saturday night. Mrs. Norma Robinson, of Kelly's Rd., near Walkerston, said they ware attracted by a set of bright
lights moving overhead about 9.30 pin. The lights were in the shape of a cross and had in the centre a bright red
revolving light. DCA and airline officials said later the lights were probably those of an aircraft in the area,
but the people insisted they were too low and were entirely soundless. - Rockhampton Bulletin, 19/8/1974.
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SCAMARDER SIGHTING IS TASMANIA'S BEST

A report of a sighting of an unidentified flying object which made headlines in SEM three weeks ago, is now
regarded as one of the best sightings made in Tasmania. The UF0, which was watched for 1 hr. 43 minutes by Roger
Brooks, a senior English master at St. Mary's District School, and Gary Bensemann, a student at the Northern
division of the Tasmanian College of Advanced Education, "darted about the night sky, hovered like a helicopter,
and flashed coloured lights".

"This is a classic sighting," said Mr. Ken Bennetto, sighting officer of Tasmanian UFO Investigation Centre, and
who has been checking out the report. The possibilities of the UFO being an aircraft, planet, or even a temperature
inversion, have been ruled out. "This is a genuine sighting of a UFO - something I'd give my back teeth to have
seen myself," Mr. Bennetto said.

Brooks and Bensemann were walking a dog on Scamander beach when they saw an unusual pale yellow light with green
and pink lights below it. The UFO was at about 1600 feet (viewed against St. Patrick's Head, which is 1600 feet
high and half a mile from the coast). The two observers telephoned Hobart Airport but learned nothing. Then they
contacted Mr. Bennetto who gave instructions how to take sightings, and plot its course.

On the beach they formed a simple rectangle with two sticks driven into the sand, and another stick resting
securely across the top. Sighting through this they watched the UFO hover, move at slow and medium speeds, and at
times move very rapidly like an aircraft does on take-off. At times it moved out of the "frame". The planet
Jupiter was clearly visible at the time, ard aided the two men in making their calculations.

They described the UFO as being four to five times brighter than Jupiter. It was "an object mainly composed of
lights: the brightest one, pale yellow, was shaped like a dome; beneath that green, pink, and occasional white and
pale blue lights moved from left to right around what appeared to be a disc like an upturned plate. This lower
part did not appear solid but rather was an area of light," was how they described the UFO.

It was 10.20 pm when they made their first sighting, and the UFO had been following a diverse path in a northerly
direction, but 15 minutes later it started to move south. The two men followed it by car for 8 or 9 miles to Four
Mile Creek. The night was quite bright when they first saw the UFO, but half an hour later some cloud showed up.
Stars tended to become dimmed, but the UFO maintained its brightness. About 10.50 pm the UFO picked up speed
along its southerly course, and an hour later was so far away, it "looked like a star",

Fascinated by what they had seen the two men still watched until the UFO was lost to sight through cloud at 11,50
pm. The UFO reappeared briefly again at 12.02 am - it was quite distant by then - and eventually disappeared.

At 12.15 am the two men called it a night: "We were disappointed," they said, "we could have kept on watching".

What the UFO was, where it came from, and where it went to, are of course mysteries. Mysteries as great as the
reports of UFOs which can te found all through the world's least read best-seller - the Bible. All kinds of
theories have been put forward as to where UFOs originate from. Some appear sound. Some appear quite.unsound.

One of the world's foremost authorities, Prof. J. Allen Hynek, of Northwestern University, Illinois, told me it
is his private belief that UFOs are from another dimensione.....

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A SECOND SIGHTING OF LIGHT

Another kempsey resident has reported sighting 2 strange light in the sky. After reading an article published
in last Thursday's "Argus" entitled “Things That Go Clunk", Mr. Patrick Mowle, of Elrington Ave., Kempsey, reported
that he had sighted a UFO in the sky 2 week before the sightirg on Sep. 8.

Mr. Mowle said that at about 6 pm on Sep. % he and three other members of the Kempsey Flying Club had seen 'a
small white light rapidly flashing on and off in the sky halfway between Crescent Head and Port Macquarie". The
flashing light, which appeared to be about the size of a helf moon, has flashed on and off for about 10 seconds
and disappeared on three separate occasions. The first time it had been situated at about the altitude of a normal
aircraft, halfway between Crescent Hecd and Port Macquarie. Mr. Mowle said: "It did not move, but just flashed on
and off for a few seconds, then disappeared".

It had appeared again about one minute later in the same place and then, after disappearing for about 5 minutes,
reappeared in the sky about 8 kilometres south of Crescent Head. Mr. Mowle said the light had finally disappeared
at about 6.10 pm. He said all the men who had seen the light were experienced pilots, but they had all agreed the
light could not have been a normal aircraft.

KALLISTA UFO N

A Kallista woman has reported a sighting at about 10.30 pm on Oct. 30. The object, first seen in the southeast,
and last seen in the northwest, was soundless, pure gold in colour, and
"boat-shaped with a mast at each end". She was unsure of the apparent
size, but guessed about that of a one cent piece at arm's length. The
object travelled steadily straight forward at a speed she could not
estimate. The duration of the sighting was thought to be in minutes.
There were no other witnesses. The witness said:
"The night I saw this object I was just lying in bed watching the \ G
sky..s This lovely thing showed up, and I thought: 'that cannot be a
plane, as planes only show riding lights' - but I got out of bed and
went to the open window (fly wire screen) to listen for any sounds -
no sound at all - so after some seconds there I went into the sitting
room and watched it through my large window. I felt it was not very
far distant, nor very high, because it passed behind the trees a ;
little lower down the hill anc appeared again™, / The Kallista UFO

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UFO'S OF THE WORLD UNITE

hustralia recently joined a growing world body which is studying the UFO phenomenon on a global basis. The
nerve centre of the international body is "Centre For UFO Studies" - an organisation set up by Prof, J. Allen
Hynek, chairman of the Department of Astroncmy of North=Western University, USA. Dr. Hyriek visited Australia a
year ago and personally investigated sightings made in Tasmenia and other states. On his return home he set up
Centre For UFO Studies, an organisation which now has hundreds of investigators across the United States.

Membership of the centre is made up largely of professional scientists and engineers and faculty members from
various universities. The centre is entirely supported by nrivate funds. The centre also cgerates a toll-free
telephone line 24 hours a day for the use of official agencies in trunsmitting UFO sightings. All police
departments and sheriffs' offices are cooperating.

Computers are useéd for comparison of UF0 sightings. Laboratories test anything affected by UFOs, such as trees,
soil, plants, cars, radios, television s-is. Medical studies are made of witnesses who report being temporarily

blinded, paralyzed, and subject to nausca, headaches, and other complaints after sightings.

" 1In Australla ‘all UFO groups are being nirged to use a standard report form which has earned praise from the RAAF.
fnother move is to introduce the international "Panatone" colour 3;stem. Instead of a witness describing a UFG's
‘colour as "yellow~goldy" one cf the 150 colours in the "Panatone! aystem can be picked and logged as Panatone 120
(or whatever the number is). The Australian Section of the Centre For UFO Studies will coordinate reports from all
UFO groups across Australia, and pass them on to the American centre. Similar work is being done in France,
England, South America, and Japan. A ccmpletc jlobal network is the aim of Dr. Hynek. The Tasmanian UFO
Invest1gat10n Centre w111 be f111ng inforration with the Australian scction, which is based in Gosford.

There have been many 51ght1ngs in NE and NW Tasmania this year. Cne of the most recent was near St. Helens
(a number have been reported in SEM) and recently the RAAF said it could not logically account for what was_seen.
The sighting was made by 2 woman who wished to remain unnamed. She was 51tt1ng in her car waiting for a relative
when the car's radio began "playlng up" - crackling 21d making piercing noises. Formerly in good condition, it is
now still faulty, .

She then noticed the UF0. 1% was about 30 metrcs off the ground, ard it flew in low towards the car. The woman
said it havered at "fence top, heloht" She was alarmed, and rever<srd her car with the intention of turning round
and going home. In her panic she bogged the car. While she was reversing her car the UFO followed slowly, and
the car radio gave out a "piercing noise". The woman got out of her car and ran the one mile home. She picked up
her car the next day.

What investigators cannot understand is that the front of the car which had been facing the UF0 was absolutely
clean when the woman picked the car vp the next day. THe rest of the car was "filthy"

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WHAT WAS IT?

A UFO made a brief but observed appearance above Sunraysia yesterday. The sighting was reported to Mildura
police by Irymple resident, Mr. Thomas D. Watkins.

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BOYS SAY UFOS IN FIELD
