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AUSTRALIAN RESEARCHERS MEET AT TERRIGAL 

NOVEMBER, 1 97 5 � 

Twenty two researchers from five states met for a three day conference 
on October 4, 5 and 6 at the Cobb & Co .. Motor Inn in Terrig.al., N. S. W. 
Arranged j.oint ly by· UFO Res·earch. (SA) and the Centre for UFO _s·tu.dies -
Australian Co-ordina t.i.on ·'Section, the--confe-ren-c-e-, ---designated "UFO 
CillTFERENCE ONE", was not .. open to ··t-he public, but was designed a s-,.a ·me-et--· 
ing of del.ega te·s .representin.g the -r-es-e a..rc h· ·e -l em e n ts- -of the vari ous 
investiga t.ing .group..s, and some- .. indi.rtdua� investiga"t.ors. The-· .. ·prima ry 
purpo . .s€ was tn plan · way s · of achievi-ng co-ordination and-·-c..o........opera:tion 
am.ong __ Australian invest.igat.ors. In· at·t-endance r epres e nting VUFORS were: 
secr e.ta .ry .. Ray Fi.sc-her, a s-s.istant li brq.rian. __ .Le £L B rtstol, and re -sea rch 
assistant. Micha.el McNamara. 

Conference chairman was 1/fr. "Ketth· Basterfield,.. of UFORS.A, who� ·in his 
welc-oming .. aii.dress�- · t n t.r· odu.c·e d t.he pf-tr.t.ic ipants, and then read an extract 
from a lette r received from Dr. J� -.A. Hynek, r1irect-Or o:C CUFOS, in which 
Dr. Hynek-expreosEd his best wishes for the s uccess of the conference . 
lJir. Basterfield regretted that the RAAF' had declined an j_nvi tstion to 

have a representative in attendance. The chairman's c losing words were 
that in th� pa st the various Australian UFO groups had internal problems 
due to personality clashes and shGer distance . He remarked that he hoped 
the conference would enable a new era of co-operation to begin. 

After brief talks by �ach of the major organisations and individ uals, 
giving a summary of their history and activities, a numb e r of papers 
were presented. Dr. Don Herbison-Evans, a physicist of Sydney University , 
spoke on the use of diffra ction gratings in UFO photograph y, and described 
his interest in the gathering of data concerning spectra, and also the 
use of polaroid material. A short technical rundown on their use was 
given. In a pap e r entitled "TUFOIC - 10 Years of Investigation", Paul 
Ja ckson of the Tasmanian UFO Investigation Cen tre said that TUFOIC vvas 
conceived in October, 1965, and had an uctive early history with_ public 
interest in the subject being very high. Visits by Dr. James McDonald 
in 1967 and Dr. Hynek in 1973 stimulated Tasmanian interPst in the sub­
ject . A history o"f reports in Tasmania was given, with suc h  reports as

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Cressy and lynchford being recalled. Events occurring in the "flap" of 1974 in the north east of the island were describedo 
TUFOIC as a group does not make statements as to the cause of the UFO phenomenon except to say that it exists as n fact 
and deserves attention on a scientific level. 

Or. Geoff Stevens, a NSW professional metallurgist, in a slide-illustrated talk entitled "Analysis of Physical Traca 
Case Histories", gace an appreciation of what can be done in regard to the analysis of material in relation to UFO events� 
Details of the investigation of a metallic fragment, a deposit on grass, and a ground ring were·given. The metallic 
fragment was found 20 feet unde� the ground surface. It was cut up, polished and etched, examined and photographed. It 
was mainly iron with some unusual looking precipitates. It.was not a meteorite, space debris, not volcanic, and appeared 
to be an industrial silvery pig iron product. An example of the ever present ground nrings", found in NSw, was shown. 
The pH, electrical conductivity of water from the soil, and spectrographic details were similar between the affected area 
and control samples. fungus activity was the cause. 

Mich�el Smyth and David Buching, of Sydney UfOIC� in their joint talk "UFO Investigation Proceedure", noted that in UFO 
reports there are two sources of error- witness perception, and errors in the investigation·system. During an event tne 
witness observes, remembers, and later recalls. Personal bias may read details into their observation. Inaccuracies in 
reporting to the invastigator may come from the length of time since the event, and their inability to describe what they 
saw. Standardisation of collection processes was considered essential, with report forms and statistics being two areas 
to examine. The training of investigators in investigation techniques rather than identification of natural phenomena 
was commeQted upon. The pursuit of second hand reports was felt to be desirable to increase the number of reports comi�g 
in. Equipment of use in investibations was outlined, in two basic kits. Lists of Australia wide newspapers were dist­
ribu�ed and the values of press releases outlined. 

In nsuggested Ways of Approaching Future Research11, Ray qscher of VUFORS gave five areas of possible research: 
( 1) examination of physical traces, ( 2) analysis of photographic and radar evidence, (3) interviewing of witnesses to 
close encounters, (4) studies of anthropological, archaeological and other such f:•lds, (5) statistical researcho It 
was thought that the Centre's.methods and programs should be useful in compiling an Australian catalogue of ca�es for our 
own use in statistical studies on a large volume of data. Scepticism among the press and general public might be overcome 
by publicity involving statements by qualified scientists in the Centre. A national journal of research would enable 
organisations on an Australia wido basis to maint�in themselves up to date, plus act as a channel for a contin�ous catal­
ogue. No interpretation on a per�onal level st1ould be made� but the collection of data and effective research of the · 
subject should be our first priority. 

Speaking on "UFO Detectors", .Noel Barron, ·of Old. UFO Research Bureau, said that many cases ar� on record which illus­
trate the electromagnetic effects of UfOs. .Detectors can be built which react to magnetic field changes. A detector �� · 
Tully, north Old, linked to a movie camera, was triggered and film taken several years ago. Technical details of current 
detector systems were elaborated upon. . . 

· · · 

Bill Chalker, a NSW industrial chemist, gave a paper entitled "UFO Flaps - A Context for Scientific Studyn, in which he 
said that UfO phenomena had largely been ignored by science to date, due to (a)·lack of repeatable observations which can 
be documented, and (b) the inflexibility of science to adjust. This might be .overcome by (1) documenting "flap•r areas, 
( 2) getting scierice to acquaint itself with the phenomena and surrounding literature. It 1s necessary ta document repeated 
observations of UFOs in o�e area. In Australia .we have had Tully, 1966, mid-north SA in the .sixties, and tho Nev England 
area of NSW in 72-73, which have exhibited the tendency to generate repeated cases. Details of personal investigations . 
into the New England area were given with respect to visual, audio and other events, and these were compared with various 
other areas. Protracted field investigations and documentation of flap areas was recommended. 

In his paper "Smoke or fire", David Seargent of ACOS, said that our problem was how to study a UFO once the event had 
ended. Three ways prGsented themselves: firstly we look at any physical trace s believed left behind, then the witnessf 
and also the area in which the event 0ccurred. The first line of evidence is generally considered best, but little hard 
data had came forward. Secondly we can exaruine the witness, as all events, including radar-visual, require an interpreter. 
As a general rule reporters tend to be normal folk from a cross-section of life. However, one study of a sample of UFO 
reporters revealed that an unusually large number of them were deep trance hypnotic subjects. It was suggested that a 
line of research could be followed to establish whether people who are most likely to have a UfO experience are also those 
who are most likely to have psychic experiences. 

· 

A talk by Dr. Ralph Molnar, � professional biologist, of Sydney, was given on "UFOs and the Philosophy of Science'� in 
which he likened the advancement of science to the development of a country such as france, in which progress was made ;.­
a series of normal periods and "revolutions". During normal periods of science scientists believe they have a firm grip 
on knowledge, and revolutions were precipitated by anomalies which required ·a reconstruction of old views. UFOs in a 
sense constitute an anomaly because their behaviour cannot be explained in phystcal laws, and the standard reaction to an 
anomaly has been to ignore it and hope it would go away. UFOs have net. Sometimes id�as are not accepted because science 
has no undeistar.ding of a mechanism which �ight cause it. The suggesti0n of some kind of mechanism for UFO phenomena 
might provide science with a reason for looking at·it.

Colin Phillips of OUFORB presented guidelines for good public liaison speaking on
. 

"Public ·!i· a�so�n and UfOs". �1atters 
relating to the running of a UFO investigating organisation were discussed, and how they can . . e a gooc public image. 
Operations should be on a businesslike level, and.newslettevs and public lectures could be use� · promote the subject. 

�oll?wing t�e presntation of papers, a number of topics were dealt with in informal q�ssion sessions. Some of the 
maJ Or Items discussed were: . · c 

(1) '�4hat resources have we available for analysis of physical trace cases and how can we CJllectivdy use them?n 
ACOS will find out �bout computer programs that the Centre uses in USA, �nd see if we can usc them here, The investigation 
guide for physical trace casts will be up�ated and broadened. Or. Stevens offered his assistance in the field of analysis · 
of material, especially in his field of m�tallurgy� Frank Gillespie offered to look at photographic material presented 
to uro groups.

(2} '�ow can we more· easily pass information between ourselves?" It was agreed that aach group should maintain its 
newsletters, and look at the eventual expansion of th€ ACOS Bulletin. \�e should increase the exchange of copies of 
slides, pictures, movies, and reports. Research projects on specific topics should be circulated. · · 

(3) '�ow can we improve our status and profession�lism in the eyes of science?" We need to succeed in our attempts to 
present the subject as one needing scientific examination. We should encourage constructive publicity and attack 
negative or crackpot elements. It was felt that serious recognition of the subject will come with the passage of time as 
ald ideas and prejudices fade. · ·· · · · · · 

(4) How can we take an active rather than u passive role in the collecting of data. e.g. maintaining watch for recognising 
the start of a local flap, then s�nding teams to the·�rea fur a protracted stay?" fla� areas provide the best way to 
collect data as opposed to reports.. We should work at picking up such. areas as they negin to �fnerate reports, and also 
predicting areas likely to produce cases. . 
(5) "Appointment of idividuals to whom specific types of UFO enco_unters should be sent", and (6) "Participation in clost; 
encounter catalogue updating": Bill Chalker and Keith Basterfield are working on an Australian low level and close 
encounter catalogue, and would appreciate items of this nature. If possible, catalogues of such cases as car stopsj 
m�gnetic effects and physiological effects should be prepared. Anyone wishing to w�rk on cataloguing should circul2t; 
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the fact and ask for everyone's assistance. . . 
(7) "The possibility of establishing a good qualtty magazine for Australia wide use". This received some discussion owing 
to the present lack of such a.magazine. Two schools of thought existed as to whether we needed a magazine for internal 
circulation between the groups or a general public one. The concensus of opinion was that we should look at one for general 
eirculation. Onsof the participants was appointed to look into various possibilities. 
(8) "Brief data on all known cases to be published perhaps in a journal as suggested in the prior topic". Catalogues of 
various types should cover this well. If a journal were established, this could be used to update catalogues. 
(9) "The use of a single report form by all Australian groups". This was very well received and the necessity for doing 
this as soon as possible was appreciated by everybody. An individual was appointed to study the various forms now in use 
and to design a new one for common use throughout.Australia. 
(10) '�ill there be a UfOCON 2 in 1976?" By unanimous decision, UFOCON 2 will be held in Mt. Gambier, SA, in October, 1976 
to coincide with �he total solar eclipse visible from there. 
'�ow can we get accurate and quick reports to the media and improve the status of UFO groups?" We should continue to 
present the subject· as a serious ane which demands the attention of science. We should not make bold statements as to the 
nature, origin or purpose of UfOs, but try to convince the public that a phenomenon does exist which cannot at this stage 
be explained. Opportunities from the media should be taken, but between bad publicity and none at all, the latter should 
be chosen. · · 

In his final comments at the end of the conference, the chairman said: "It looks like we will leave here with enough 
information and ideas to keep us working for the months to come • . There have been a few details which might have been 
better ar�anged, �ut as we are aware, this conference was one ���re we were to feel our way, and I believe we have 
accomplished this quite successfully". 

Earlier attempts at co-ordinating UFO re$earch in Australia had foundered for a variety of reasons, but it was obvious 
from the outset of UrOCON ONE that all participants were unanimous in their enthusiasm for a new spirit of national co-op­
eration. Harry Greisberg advised participating groups that ACOS is their organisation and that it is not intended to try 
to form a single "super group" in this country. Active individual groups co-operating with each other, and co-ordinating 
their activities and results via ACOS was the ideal situation for this country. 

Great credit must go to Harry Greisberg and David Seargent, the directors of ACOS, for their hard work in bringing off 
such a conference successfully. They were well assisted by Keith Basterfield, of UfORSA, who, as chairman, is to be 
cqngratulated for his �xcellent job in ma�ntaining a businesslike approach with a level of informality.

UfO OBSERVA�ION WITH MOVIE FILM CONFIRMATION 

Sunday, 15/6/1975; time o7�5 - 0815 approx. Weather conditions at the time were reported to be clear sky, some fog patches, 
no wind. The· three witnesses were three young men: C, 25, bus-driver; and two brothers - w, 20, motor mechanic, and E, 22, 
fitter. 

The three witnesses �,re travelling by car north along the Hume Highway en route to a car-racing meeting at Hume Weir. 
At about 7.45 a.m. (exact time not noted, but estimated from memory), at a position estimated to be about 20 miles on the 
Melbourne side of Benalla, W alerted the others to an object above a hill, and in a direction at about 30 degrees to the 
right of their direction of travel. The object was described as spindle-shaped, or like a distinct fluorescent light tube, 
brightly glowing a dull orange or yellow. The object was apparently hovering, or perhaps slow-moving, at an elevation 
estimated at about 30 degrees. At first sight the object had its long axis vertical, but, after a couple of minutes the 
object executed a slow rotation about its midpoint to become horizontal, and its orientation now appeared to be with its 

_ long axis perpendicular to the road. This operation took an estimated two minutes. After a few more minutes the object 
began to move slowly towards the left across the road ahead of them. 

· 

At about this stage they observed e second object, similar to the first, but appearing to be about three times the 
apparent size, or much closer. This second object was in roughly the same relative direction from the car as the first 
had originally appeared, but at a higher elevation, estimated at about 60 deg.rees. The second object now descended to the 
same elevation as the first, and they both moved across the road, seeming to keep a constant distance apart, estimated at 
about 5 degrees. When tne two objects had reached a position on the left hand side of the road in a direction at about 45 
degrees to their direction of travel, W, who was sitting in the rear left hand seat, filmed one of the objects for 20 or 
30 seconds through the window of the moving car. Which of the two objects was filmed he was not sure, but later examin­
ation of the film suggested that it was the second of the two reported. After the filming the objects slowly moved 
together further away ahead of the car, and eventually disappeared into the distance. 

The above account is based on a first interview with the two brothers, followed by a later separate interview with W 
alone. The times and angles quoted should not be taken as accurate estimates, but as mere guesses in response to questions 
asked. The witnesses were not very confident about estimating the objects' angular sizes, but W thought that the first 
object when appearing at its largest might be about equal to the moon's diameter. He agreed that distances and sizes 
were unknown, but he had the impression that the first object was two or three miles away when first sighted, and was 
perhaps two or three hundred feet in length, while the second object appeared to be much larger, possibly six or seven 
hundred feet in length. In short, both witnesses thought that the objects were at a considerable distance, and much 
larger than aeroplanes. 

The third witness, C, verified the main details in a later telephone conversation, although he thought the objects were 
further away, perhaps 10 or 15 miles. He was particularly impressed by the rotation manoeuvre. 

At no time did the car stop. The entire observation took place from the moving vehicle. As no precise times were noted, 
there was some uncertainty about the length of time the objects were in view, but it was agreed that it must have been 
something between 15 and 30 minutes. The two brothers could not recall passing through any town while· watching the objects, 
while C thought the objects were still visible, far in the distance, as they passed through Benalla, although he could not 
be sure of this. The estimated speed of the car during the observation was 55 mph, so it seeme that the observation took 
place somewhere between Violet Town and Benalla. 

The witnesses reported no effects on the functioning of the car, nor did they experience any physiological reactions. 
They could not remember passing any other cars going the same way, but noticed that the occupants ··of a car travelling some 
distance behind were also aware of the objects. However, they were not interested in flagging down this car, and explained 
their failure to stop at any stage as due to their feeling of some apprehension due to the objects' presence. 

The witnesses said that neither of the objects appeared to have any material structure - they were merely luminous 
phenomena with no apparent means of propulsion. All three seemed greatly impressed by the unusual nature of these objects, 
and they were sure that there was no possibility that they could be explained by any phenomenon known to them. 

The camera used was a .Super Alstar 8 mm movie camera, with f/1.8 Alstar reflex zoom lens, with focal length from 8.5 to 
42.5 mrn, set on infinity using maximum zoom setting. The film was shot at 18 frames/sec on 25 ASA Agfachrome • . The film 
clearly shows a luminous spindle shaped object, and gives unobstructed views of the object against clear sky, as well as 
relative motion behind trees on the side of the road. (continued) 
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A typical frame shows the image to be roughly equal to one tenth af the �idth of the frame in length. h rough test to 
calculate the angle of the view taken in by the camera was made� and from this, the length of the object would be something 
like one half to one degree; which is in rough agreement with W's estimate of the angular size. 

The only possibility coming to mind to ex�] ;in this case would be jet vapour trails. A photographic technician who has 
seen the film has stated his initial impression that the image is not a vapour trailo When it was suggested toW that 
the object photographed might have been a vapour trail, he rejected the idea at once, stating that he was quite familiu 
with the appearance of such trails. The film is still under examination by technical consultants, and we are awaitiny 
further reports.

EAST BURWOOD PHENOMENON 

A Melbourne man claims he has made a number of UfO observations over past months in the East Burwood area. Some UFO 
researchers tend to dismiss the reports of witnesses who claim to see many -UFOs, arguing that beceusa genuine UFOs are 
very rare, the probability that one individual will have a number of sightings is virtually zero. They ar�ue that such 
multiple UFO reporters are gullible fanatics, intent on seeing as many UFOs as they possibly can, with little attempt t: 
critically assess what was seen, or to look for a possible natural explanation. 

However, the witness concerned is a highly academically qu2lified man, and ·he impresses as a 'rational and competent 
observer, who does not appear to be gullible or uncritical. The observations described, sometimes sePn 3S well by other 
members of his family, are mainly of the "lights in the sky11 variety, which, �n the surface, appear to be those bordar­
line cases possibly explainable as aircraft. The witness is insistent that he is quite familiar with the appearance-of 
aicraft, which he has dismissed as the explanation. He also states that he knows the major stars and pLmots, and is nGt 
confusing the phenomena seen with astronomical ohjectso .He is aware of the sceptical attitude taken �y some towards thJ 
multiple UFO-sighter, and desires to remain anonymous. 

The most interesting of the phenomena witnessed occurred on May 31 , at about 6 p.m. The witness was in his car with t�o 
of his daughters: 

" ••• about a quartar of a mile from the Channel '0' TV Station we saw a spectacular UFO demonstration. Immediately in 
front of us, and directly over the Channel '0' TV Station, we saw a huge, fully lit phenomenon descend below the cloud 
level for a few seconds. In that time it performed two extraordinary manoEuvres of sh3rp angle turns without any arc, · 
then suddenly disappeared. As we saw it there were masses of porthole�like windows, each brilliantly lit with a 
white light from within. There were too many windows to try counting - we were left only with an impression of its 
vastness. There were no coloured lights of any de.scription anywhere to be s�en. Nor were there any visible wings, 
undercarriages or other appendages: 0nly a bulk of a crnft with dozens of clearly identifiable separate windows, each 
glowing white. 

· · 

Yet despite the spectacular nature of the appearance of the vehicle, it was the manoeuvres which convinced me I 
was looking at a uro of some description. We actually saw it �reak cloud, fairly slowly, at an angle of about 60 
degrees. Then abruptly it levelled flight briefly horizontal to the ground at about 1000 feet or so - but to do that 
it made a sharp angle turn of about 120 d8grees� without any gradual turn of any sort: just an instantaneous·ch2nge 
of direction. About two_seconds late r  the vessel seemed t0 repeat the proceedure to ascend; but I cduldn ' t . be sure. 
It Seemed to make the as�ent move and disappear all at the one time. We drove arounG the district searching for 
another.sig.ht of it for some time, but it.didn't return on that occasion. . . . 

Below is a sketch to repres�nt the movement. I have had to dr2w a figure to do this, but in iact the outline of the 
vessel was not as clear as it appears· below •••• t·iy eldest daughter, --- , recalls the phenomenon as having a 
bright light at either end of the vehicle, which I did not notice: I was more struck with the multitude of smaller 
windows. We agre� on the strarp angle manoeuvres of the;,_ vehicle".

Readers are reminded that VUFORS wants to hear about all UFO news. If you read an interesting article or a local 
sighting, please send us the clipping(or copy thereof, naming the �aper and date). If you hear of a sighting, drop us 
a line and tell us aU you know about it - even iJ it's only a rumJur. It may be a lead of importance. 
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A numbe r-of lights in the sky cases towa rds the end of Ju ly came to ou r attention, A spate of sightings were reported 
in the p ress from the Sh eppa rton-Kyabram a rea, but,  afte r examining the news clippings and ma king a visit to the a rea and 
interviewing some of the witnesses, we came away convinced that most of the reports were due to the planet Venus� This 
also appea rs.to be the explanation for the incident at Maldon on July 21,· which was widely reported in the Victorian p ress. 
We inte rviewed-the witnesses and found that  the times, directions, and angles were consistent with the setting of Venus, 
which was at about 8.45 p .mo at that time of the yea r4 . . 

There were several cases which were apparently not Venus, but which, a lthough impressive enough to the witness, are of 
the 11noctu rna l lightn type, which cannot be classed as definite unknmvns. A case occurring on Ju ly 19 at  6.30 pom. was 
described thu s :  

While dr�ving in a northerly di rection along Molcombe Road, Ivanhoe, I not iced two l ights which seemed to be 
rotating a round a common centre, and travelling in a westerly direction from a round the Macleod a rea towa rds Prestono 
I stopped my ca r and my wife cou ld a lso see the lights� They were t ravelling much faste r than any a i rcraft I have 
ever seen. (Many commercial  aircrGft follow th is route when approaching Tu l lamarine Airport ) .  The  object seemed to be 
below the clouds. 

At one stage when the object was ove r Preston, the light  struck it at a certa in angle; and I cou ld see a vague sauc�r 
outline with the tHo wh ite lights rotating a rour;d the rim and a red dome type top l igh t. This may have been wishful 
thinking but it appea red thus :- T he  c�rious thing . about the l ights was the way in wh ich

they were ro�ating. I h ave seen many commercia l aircraft 
in the area and none of them appea red like th is. These 
lights rotated around each other as if they were on the 
edges of a spinning mass. The entire experience last6d 
about two minutes. 

When I a rrived home I phoned Tul lama rine Ai rport and 
found tha t  no aircraft had landed fo r at least 5 minutes 
p rio r to my call. I neg lected to call  Essendon Ai rport. 

I cannot definitely say that it was a flying saucer, but I can find no explanation wh ich covers this type of light 
movemeD�. · I \-Jas tpo far away to hear any noise if there \.Jas any. 

1he witness added th�t he stopped the car for him and his wife to watch the object . It was a mild night just after 
sunset, and the object was moving in a straiQht  line under a cumulus ove rcast. He said that  the rotating lights were 2 
brigh t  white - much brighter than stars ·• and their appa rent distance apart was less than the moon's diamete r. The rate 
of rotation of the lights appeared tb be sinilar to that of a 33 rpm record. 

A sighting on the night  of July 21 was reported in the S�epparton News (30/7/1975) : 

Mrs� H� Tinkler, of Julia St. ,  KyabrDm, reported sighting a 'red blurry thing' moving in from the west tow�rds the 
north east on Monday night of last week. Mrs. Tinkler was returning from Melbou rne in the bus when she sighted tha 
object nea r  Girga r re.

Mrs. Tinkler made the sighting about 8 p. m. A similar sighting was made the same night  at Ma ldon, nea r CastlAma ine. 
Mrs. Tinkle r said sh e had no idea wh at  it cou ld have been. "It was about the size of a golf bal l  when I first saw 

it, but as it got closer to the bu s and passed over, it a ppeared to be about the size of � tennis bal l'� Mrso Tinkler 
distinctly remembers the red flame coming out of th e objecto "It was coming out of the side, not the front or the 
back. I h adn't seen anyth ing like it before and �ondered at the time what it cou ld have been. Then I read a bout 
wha t  the girls had seen the next night and it made me �onder". 

The night afte r Mrs. T inkler's sighting, th ree members of John Brow� Industries Kyab.ram  cla imed th ey were followed 
in their car to Stanhope by a UFOo The girls, sisters Susan and Dianne Barbe r of Rushwo rth , and Vicky Schade of 
Stanhope, gave a viv id account of the eerie experience in F riday's paper •••• 

We visited these three girls and, afte r h ea ring their story, decided that  Venus was a lmost certainly responsible. They 
all  fina lly ag reed that this was probably the correct explanation. Unfortunately we have been unable to obtain any more 
��ta ils about the Mrs. T i�kler ca�e) as she was not at home when we visited the area , and we have not had any response +� 

a lette r of request for information. 

Another sightino was reported from Clunes ( about 20 miles north of Ballarat), on eith e r  the same night as the Ma ldon 
and Tinkle r reports, July 21, or thG next night, The witnsss was uncertain of the exact date� and when giving details 
late r said  " ••• did not keep record - wanted to forget it a l l!" The vJitness was walking with  his  dogs a t  about 9. 30 p. m. 
when he observed a pulsating , soundless, oval object h overing in the north east at about,45. deg rees elev ation. The object 
was 11ye llow at the base, then pale green, white at the top", and onp eighth moon-size • . !t was 11stationary for five . 
minutes or more , then took off level with horizon too fast to estimate. Light cloud had obscu red the sky. I thought I 
was looking at an . unusua l  s:a r, but the cloud was behind the object ••• I 2m not a specialist, but I saw what I saw. I 
was afraid because I felt I was not only obse rv ing�eing obse rved. I cut my walk with my dogs short and hurried home11� 

;� "twin light" phenomenon passing over �lelbou;ne was independently  reported by two Burwood witnesses early on the 
morning of July 25. Th is was the morning that  the capsu le of the joint Russian-American l ink-up mission passed ove r the 
city9 but both witnesses a re su re tha t  th is was not what was seen, and that th e unknown fDllowed the capsule overflight 
by abou t 10 minutes� One of the witnesses statea-Ihat  he  obse rved both the capsu le and'the unknown. He said·he saw the 
spacecraft at 14 minute�' Jn 7, and described it as travelling at about satellite speed, but appea red b righter and redder. 
t:1an a satellite. He went inside fo r about 5 minutes, then came out  again at 5 minutes tocseven to see two bright white 
lights passing directly overhead. No sound was heard as the lights were in sight for about 30 seconds moving in a 
direction from SSW to NNE . All that  caou ld be seen we re two white lights a lmost as bright as the evening star, main­
taining a constant distance apart of about half to one degree. One of the lights remained at a constant intensity 
wh ile the other appeared to have a slight intermittent pu lsation. The  witness was qu ite definite that  the lights we re 
not from planes� 

The other witness reported that he w�s outside at 6.45 to watch the Apollo flyover, but fa iled to see it, p robably 
because of �atchy cloud. He waited about another 10 minutes, and at aoout 6.55 he  saw the two lights pass over, He 
described them in a lmost the same terms as th e other witness� although he  reported that he cou ld see what appeared to be 
a "grey-black tube" co�necting the lights, whose orientation a ppeared to be at an oblique angle to their path. He sai� 
that they pa ssed th rough some wispy cloud and the l ights were of sufficient intensity to show th rough.

NOVEMBE R ,  1975. 

Another night light, at about 10.30 p.m. on Ju ly 29, was repo rted by a Kyabram couple. The couple and th eir  th ree children 
we re travelling by ca r towards Kyabram along the · Rochester-Kyabram road, when they noticed a hove ring object tD  the north. 
They said it was at an elevation of about 45 deg rees, and appea red to be a round wh i te object about the size of a one cent  
coin at a rm ' s  length. The white light was steadily blinking on and off, with erra tic red flashes, i r regu lar  in pattern and 
length, coming from the left hand side of the object. At th is stage they were about 5 miles from Kyab ram,  travelling alon; 
a due east section of the road. A little fu rthe r on the road makes a sweeping cu rve to tu rn due north , and as  they 
travel led round the bend, t he object passed overhead, moving qu ickly towa rds the south east, appea ring to pass to the south 
of the town of Kyabram. Afte r another th ree miles past this bend, the road turns east again to enter the town, and, a rriving 
home, they cou ld still  see the object, appa rently hove ring to the south east of the house. Viewing the object th rough 
binocula rs, which the husband admi tted we re of a cheap and inferior type, he  said the object appea red to be m8ving slowly in 
a ci rcle at an elevation of about 30 deg rees. As the object moved it  appea red f rom his position to describe a long horizon tal 
ellipse, and now the red flashes were be ing emitted from the right hand side. They eventually gave up watch ing  and wen t  
inside. The sighting had lasted 10  t o  1 5  minutes. ·

HOW. HARD IS I T  TO GET  HELP IN AN EMERGE NCY?

"This whole country could be taken over or we could be mu rde red before anyone could  contact the right au thority'� 

Miss Ford and her sister,  Miss Ma rion Ford, we re standing in the f ront ga rden of the ir home in  Macqua rie St. at  9. 20 p. m. 
when they sighted the saucer. They watched it until  it disappea red in the distance over towards Bays Hill .  It was flying 
fairly low, and Miss Ford described it as an "orangey red flash ing circle of light, ve ry la rge in size11• 

Yeste rduy mJrning two pupils of Miss Marion Fo rd told told her they had been f rightened by the same sight ea rlier in the 
evening. They said they had been standing in the street a t  Bays Hill  some time a fter 7 p.m. when the sauce r  had flown low 
ove r their  heads leaving a spa rkling t ra i l  beh ind it. 

Miss Ford said she wished to make an  appeal fo r a civ il  defence numbe r to be put in the telephone book with emergency calls. 
1�ith the organ isation we have in Austr8lia today for defence we won ' t  h ave time to think  abou t defending our  cou ntry in 3 
nationa l  eme rgency", she sa id. 

UFO SIGHT ING S  ARE CONT I NUING 

(�1a rybo rough ( 0) Ch ron icle, 27/6/75) 

The re we re two mo re repo rts of sightings of UFOs yesterday. David Schaffe rius, of 279 Ann St. ,  saw one on the Gunalda 
Range on Wednesday night  and took seven photog raphs of  it. Unfortunately, for Chron icle pu rposes they a re in colou r and have 
to be sent  �way for p rocessing. Mr. Schafferius said that the UFO  was sighted between 9. 1 5  and 9. 30 p .m. ,  moving up and down 
with in 1000 feet from the  g round to no lower than 300 feet. He lost sight of it after about 10 minutes when it disappea red 
ove r a hill. 

A Childe rs resident saw an object in the sky on Monday n ight  between 1 1 . 20 and 1 1. 30 o ' clock. She said the noise resembled 
a plane, but it hove red up and down to and fro with the noise getting louder,  then softer. The noise lasted for two or th ree 
minu tes, she said. She added that it seemed to be just above the rofftops and had sta rted three or fou r dogs barking in 
another street. They did not stop until  the object di sappea red. It disappeared northwa rd sending an amber and red bright 
glow which shone b righ tly across her bed and on a white wa rd robe. "l don ' t  believe in flying saucers ", she added, "but  I dJ 
believe they a re wa rning signs of the times". 

MI LK TANKER "PACED" BY U FO 

( Satu rday Evening Me rcu ry, Hoba rt, 26/7/1975) 

The d river of a milk tanker  got the shock of his life earlie r  th is month when he found a U FO pacing him just south of 
Campbell Town. T he drive r (he asked not to be named) cou ld hardly believe his eyes, but the re it was with one bright light 
and othe r lights ranging from o range to amber in colour.  

The  d rive r described the U FO as  being  "abou t  the size of my  milk tanker". · It  was fl ying below the level of  the  hills and 
was estimated to be 1000 feet up,  and about 200 ya rds f rom the mn in  road. I t  flew out of sight,  but then reappea red nea r 
Tunbridge : "It came from behind a hill ,  and made a slight tu rn towa rds me", the d river told the UFO  Investigation Centr�. 
What  appea red to be door hatches a nd windows cou ld be clearly seen along the U FO as it headed away in a southerly di rection. 
The tan ke r  d river drew the attention  of the U FO to another pe rson ( sic) who has also made a conf i rmatory repo rt to tho 
I nvestigation Centre. 

The Centre ' s  investigato r (Mr. K. Bennette)  sa id the sighting had been logged as  a U FO. There were no pl8nes in the a rea 
at the time (8. 5 p.m. ) ,  and all other possibilities had been ruled out. �s reports are published people who have been 
reluctant to repo rt sightings in  the past are now coming forwa rd. One such case is a sighting made by George McHugh ,  of the 
Ball and Chain  Restau rant, Hoba rt. He made a sighting on October 21 , 1972, and has only now contacted the Cen tre. He said 
he was "ve ry sha ken a t  the time". He saw his U FO about 2 a .m. nea r Lewisham. It  cruised along a va lley and a powerful l ight 
beam fro• it illuminated stock in  the a rea. Mr. McHugh, a well-travelled man ,  estimated the U FO to be half the size of a 
mpdern jumbo jet. The craft was pulsing all  the time. The sighting lasted for th ree minutes and then the U FO flew qu ickly 
in the direction of Port A rthu r  • • • •

LIGH T  I N  THE SKY S E TS A POSER  

(West Austra lian,  2/10/1975) 

A numbe r of Na r rogin people say they a re puzzled about the appea rance of a mysterious ligh t ove r  the dist rict du ring th e 
past year. One fa rmer has repo rted seeing the light on a h i l l  on h is  p rope rty at least 15 times since last Ch ristmas. He 
has d riven to th e hill  ta king the only road and found nothing. 

Speculation abou t the strange light has g rown in  recent wee ks since th e d iscovery of a flattened a rea of wheat c rop on the 
p rope rty of Mr. F .  Chadwick, in Mu rrinmuckin Road, about 10 km east of Na r rog in. The  flattened section of c rop measu red 18 m 
by 1 2  m. ''We noticed it immediately as we vJe re d riving past", said �·1rs. Chadwick yesterday. 11It looks as  though someth ing . 
has  just sat down on the crop". She said  tha t  wo rd of the discovery had quickly spread a round the dist rict a nd pecple we re 
now linking it with the appea rance of the light.  
· A neighbou ring fa rmer,  Mr. Pete r T refort, is the man who has reported seeing the light  many times on the  h ill on h is prop- · 
erty. 11! have known about it fo r a long time", he sa id. 11But I 've never said anyth ing because people might  th ink the whole 
th ing a bit quee r. But it has  definit�ly been up the re - a b right light like the landing lights of an  a i rc raft. I saw it 
every night for a week  at one stage - and that  was the only t ime it has scared me. 

Mr. T refo rt sa id he  had d riven to the h ill to check the l ight  because he was worried about h is sheep and cattle. He knew it  
was not  cau sed by somebody with a spotlight because he  t ravel led by the only road. It was a one-way road and if anybody left 
the hill he  would have to drive past him. "1 haven ' t  got a clue what  it is  bu t I know it isn ' t  a prankster", he  said. "He : 
would have got sick of th e joke after a ll  t h is time". 

Mr. Ron Edwards, who l ives in the townsite, said that he knew about seven responsible local residents who had seen the lighto 
He  said : "It is  the same light all  the time. It changes colou r as  it moves along the ho rizon , a nd even appea rs to revolve. · 
It t ravels slowly but when it takes off it moves fast and leaves only a wh ite streak in · the sky11• . 

Mr. Edwa rds said he had  seen the light · · since Ch ristmas, but had said noth ing for fea r  of what people might th ink • .  Now .that 
so many oth e rs had  also seen it, he felt f ree  to speak.

The a bove two news items were suppl ied to u s  by one of ou r mem:ers in W. A . , Mr. Jeff Bell. In September  this yea r Mr. Gel1 
and two colleagues formed a new o rgan isation known as  UFO Resea rch , W. A. , and VUfORS wishes Mr. Bell and h is colleagues 
success in thei r  U FO investigating activ ities in tha t  state. Although UFORWA was u nable to send a representative to the 
Terrigal confe rence , they sent  a message of support wP ich was read to the  conference by the  cha i rman.

Mr.  V. said at fi rst he  tho�ght it was some peo�le 
with a spotlight, but after fu rther obse rvations he  discounted the idea. Later in the . week, a few people in town told 
Mr. V. they had a lso seen similar l igh ts in the s ky. 

M r. E .  was ploughing a field on Mr. K ' s  farm in the middle of June this  year at 2115, when  he noti<id a very  b right 
yellowish crange object. · rt t ravelled in a straight line at · fi rst then stopped. The object t ravelled E to NW, and 
app rox. 10 degrees f rom the horizon. M r. E .  obse rved the object for 1 hou r·- 17 minutes. After stopping,  the object moved 
up and down, left to right. It  seemed to be ciga r  shaped wh iie moving,  and dome shaped and  b lue  with a shimmering effect 
while stationa ry. It  was spinning in a clockwise d i rection. When the object eventually disappea red f rom v iew, it  streaked 
off at  a phenomenal speed straight up  at a n  angle of 90 degtees. The weather was clea r,  no clouds, slight wind. · 

Mrs. E. , wh ilst on the f ront verandah of her residence in Febru a ry at 2300 had her  attention att racted by a ve ry  b rig ht  
blinking light.  The  object was about 47 degrees u p  f rom the horizon and in a N NE  di rection.  As M rs. E.  observed the

object it moved up and down and left to right. Mrs. E. said while she was obse rving she felt u n comfortable� It was a 
b right yellow co lou r with sma ller  red l ights on the sides. A friend · who was with Mrs. E. also observed the object. The 
sky was clea r, slight wind. Du ration of observation was approximately 10  minu tes • • • •

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U FOLOGISTS AMONG THE  ICEBERGS  

UFO activity in  I celand has  appa rently p rompted the  fo rmation of  a new investigation "§roup._ in _that country. T he Society 
has received the organ isations first repo rt, pa rt of which is rep rodu ced be low (with some g rammatica1- -errocs cor rected) � 

This is the fi rst repo rt f rom the Icelandic Resea rch I nstitute for Un known Natu ral Phenomena in English. It is an 
independent, and we hopei qua rterly publication for study of unknown natural phenomena , and not least fe r study on U FOs� 
H . I . R .O. N . (Hin  islanska rannsokna rstofnun opekkt ra nattu rufy ri rb rigoa) was founded in a rather  unusual manne r and 
place, o r  aboard an Icelandic trawler, Novembe r the 8th, 1 974 , at 64 36N and 35 06W by Mr. Ka rl E. Vernha rdsson ,  pres.. ot 
ident of H I RON,  and th ree of the crew. H I RON has been rapidly expanding since, and today the re a re 50 members • • • •  

• • • •  O n  the morn ing o f  Janua ry the 9th at app roximately 1 1.00h , Mr. S ighvatu r Asbja rna rson, fa rme r o n  a fa rm ca l led 
Gudmunda rstadir in Vopnafjord on the east coast of I celand, was coming from his  ba rn when he saw a very b right l ight 
south of the fa rm. The light filled a little valley and made the whole su r roundings glow like silve r. ( The  va lley was 
about 5 miles f rom the ba rn) · F rom the middle of the valley came a tremendou sly bright lightba ll ,  as Mr.  Asbja rnarsan 
described it. The l igh tball was about the size of the sun but much brig hte r. It  slowly :went st raight upwa rd to about 
1 500 feet. The re it stood st ill for about one minute and went down again  ve ry slowly. It went under the h orizon and 
disappea red; After that the valley glowed li ke someth ing wh ich Mr. hsbja rna rson had neve r seen before. The sh ining of 
that bal l  was so bright that the fa rmer a lmost got bl ind. He was so shocked that he was not able to talk fo r a few 
minutes. The weather was a little foggy, visibility about 10 km and cloudy. There was no wind at the time. Th is al l .  
lasted for about 3 minutes and , and no one saw this phenomenon othe r than Mr. Asbja rna rson. 

· • • • •  On January th� 26th , hund reds of eyewitnesses saw, f rom a town called Husavik in north e rn I celand, an aerial  
phenomenon in d i rection WSW of  Husav i k  at about 40 km distance, and a t  height about 5000 feet.  Mr. KEV(H IR8N) tal ked 
to one of  the. witnesses. who said : "I t was abJut 20. 30 wa saw fou r lights, big as the sun and very b right ,  WSW of the 
town . One of the lights was u nder th e othe r lights, but a l ittle reqdi��. They we re all ba ll-l i ke and seemingly 

- individual,  but a th read of l ight  connected them. They we re neve r steady,  and d rifted slowly away. This lasted un til 
2100. 

Then again on . Ma rch the 4th came a repo rt from Mr. A rmann Gunna rson , zoologist f rom Sva rvada rdal,  which is a big vs l l a y  
about 2 5  k m  f rom Aku rey ri ( No rthern I celand). H is report is a s  follows : "I was d riving in t h e  va l ley, going to o friend 
of mine. The sky was clea r and temp. a bout minus 15c and no wind gusting. Suddenly I saw a ' fi reball ' coming f rom the 
south at about 6000. feet, heading very fast downwa rd, ( the  mountains a re 5000 ft at  most) and coming towa rds me � When 
I fi rst saw i t  it  must · have been at 5 km distance.  I d rove on and kept looking at it. Afte r  about two minutes I stupped 
the ca r and went out .  Then th is phenomenon was at a bout 5-600 feet, and  one  km  straight ahead, flying straight levol, 
but suddenly changed its cou rse into a l ittle va lley west of me , then it f lew slowly ove r the mountains and disappea red. 
This phenomenon was absolutely noiseJ ess, and l ike a football  in size. The light coming f rom it was like light corning 
f rom two windows whe re light  is  shin ing th rough,  but much brighter. N o  l ight fell on the h i l l  slopes f rom it. I om 
certain  that  th is phenomenon was flown hy some intelligence. Th is lasted for about 20 - 30 minutes. The day afte r I 
talked to the towe r at _A kureyri a i rport, and was informed that no a i rplanes had been ove r thi s  a rea at that  time "�

surface. It was a clea r moomli  t night and the sea v1as  ve ry ci lm. ;\fter a bout 30 minutes it was joined by a second one. 
Later they took off together  and flew out to sea , climbing rapidly. As they flew away the i r  b lue ligh t changed to a very 
powe rfu l  b right white and they rapid ly d iminished in size. . 

Between 7. 30 and 7 .40 p.m.  on Ma rch 3, two membe rs of the Rara tonga Golf  Club, Bill Qu inn and L a r ry Price ,  watched a U F0 
pass ove r  the clubhouse arid disappear  over Black Rock Qua r ry and towa rds A ro rangi.  They saw it emerge from a ban k  of black 
cloud, and as it passed over them, the g round a round the clubhouse was brightly illuminated by th e object ' s  ligh ts. It 
appeared to be at a very low a ltitude , and seemed to have a revolving circle of lights and la rge tail like a comet. But it 
was in cont rolled flight and was in view for about 25 seconds. Whateve r  it was, it was not a meteo rological balloon , 
although it had appeared f rom the di rection of Ra ratonga a i rport. These bal loons a re released twice daily,  at 1 2  noon o r  
1 2. 30 p. m. , and 1 2  midnight.  The n ight ba lloons a re i lluminated by a sma ll  low-powered elec t ric batte ry - and they don ' t  
fly o n  a straight and level  cou rse. No  bal loon had been released by the meteo rolog ical station . that night between 7. 30 8nd 
?.40. 

The fi rst reported sigh ting of flying sauce rs over Ra ratonga was made to me by my son Will iam, aged 1 5. About 7 p.m. on 

December 4 last year, William and fou r oth e r  boys we re wa lking through Te Fuka village, which is adjacent to the a i rporto 
The sun was sinking and the evening shadows were closing in. All the boys saw fou r flying objects emerge f rom a bank of 
black cloud to the north, ci rcu l a r  in shape and fl ying line abreast. They flew in a straight line for seve ra l seconds, 
and each had � revolving ci rcle of blue-g reen lights underneath. Then they flew . into an a rea of blue sky. About 6 seconds 
late r the objects b roke formation and shot upwards in diffe rent di rections and at fantastic speeds.. They left two t raEs 
of white vapou r - or something that looked like it - in thei r  wake. 

On  Jan . 21 , William was about to go to bed in his home in Te Puka village. He wa s looking through the window at  the ste rs 
a round midnight. The sky was b right and clear .  He  saw one of the "sta rs11 suddenly move towa rds the mountains, z igzagging 
th rough th e air as if out of control. It  was o range colou red. Suddenly,  the l ig h t  changed to sparkling white, tt1en back 
to o range, then spa rkling up aga in . When it nea r€d the mountain it climbed, and then became stationary�· Afte r a while 
William gave up watching it and went  to  bed.

• • • •  At 10. 30  p.m. on August 5, 1974, a Benedictine nun ,  Sister t':a rjorie, h appened to look  up  a

outpost of  Copach ica, on a peninsu la reach ing into La ke Titicaca , h igh  up  on the top of the w�rld. With her  was a P �ruvi2n 
schoolteache r. "I saw some lights moving in from the sta rs towa rds us, to a h i l l  less thnn half a mile away", recaUs 
Sister Ma rjorie. "The re we re two lights, both very,  ve ry bdght  yellow.. They seemed to be in formation , as  with planes,. . 
with oni slightly above t he othe� and to the side. They maintained th is formation, coming down in a se ries of step

movements. They came from above the mountains and across the sky, d rawing much close r to us. We watched them for ten 
minu tes befo re they· disappeared beh ind the hill.  I th i n k  they we re flying sauce rs" • • • •  Late l2st rebruary, 3t about the s0m0 
hour,  Sister Ma rjorie saw a similar sight,  this time nea r a nother hill  on the opposite side of the eamp� She told he r  
colleagues, a nd  two priests then a dmitted that they had  seen a 11la rge g rey cy linde r shaped object" take ·off. f rom t he  h i l l  
whe re she had seen t he  single l ight� . . . .

LANOING AT AISCHE-EN-REFAIL  

( The following Belgian case was investigated by the Societe Belge D ' Etude Des Phenomenes Spatiaux (SOB EPS) , and report� : 
in SOBEPS '  bi-month ly jou rnal "Inforespace", No. 16 ,  1 974. The incident occu r red just after 4 O ' clock on Jan. 24, 197�! a 
few km from Namu r. SOBEPS has  kindly supplied us with th is translation by Ca rine Houbaille). 

On that day the sky was clea r, the wind moderate, the temperature f resh but normal fo r the season. It  must have been a 
little more than 16 o ' clock. Mrs. N . D . , d riving her  Volkswagen "CcccinelleH in pe rfect condition, was on her  way home alone 
and, leaving Perwez behind her, had just passed the Chaussee B runeh aut. She was approach ing at h igh  speed a slight hill when 
she noticed a red colou red fo rm maybe 150 metres f rom her  c::1 r, on the left side of the road, level with the g.round. 

The lone witness of this adventu re knows th is little p rovincial road wh ich joins Perwez to Liernu  across country very wel l ;  
the circu lation there is  spa rse. The landscape is composed of cu ltivated lands, some fa rms which· you can reach by ru ral roads, 
and lightly valed ground. The red form appea red a bit unusual but Mrs. N . D . ' s  attention was immediately monopolised by the 
strange behaviou r of he r veh icle : a t  the same time, unaccountably, the moto r ' s system began to s low down in spite of the 
insistent pedal appeals. The witness ' s  fi rst idea was that her petrol 1 s  p rovision was consumej but a glance at the gauge 
showed that she was wrong , �Jas the ca rbu rettor blocked, pe rhaps? The vehicle r s speed continued to slow down. Moreover, the 
car ' s  radio lost its power and finally, the re was compiete silence. 

The Volkswagen was now engaged on a soft slope ; it travelled another 1 00 metres and ther. stopped : the motor stalled. The 
witness h ad never. shifted the gea r  stick nor operated the clutch. The ignition key was still in place and the radio ' s  ligh·c 
was still on even with the vehicle stopped (in 4th). Maybe a mechanical failu re? 

Mrs. N .D .  was ready to get out of he r car.  He r hJnd on  the  doo r ' s  handle, she instinctively  raised her  eyes. Then she 
p refe rred to stay in her car. There at  10 metres from her was an  object on the left side of the road at the asphalt ' s  l imit, 
which looked l i ke nothing known. It  must have . had a diameter of a metre · and a total height of half a metre ; of a circular 
sh ape. Mrs. N .D .  · could clea rly see three different pa rts : 

1. the lower part (largest) p resented the form of a dome section. T his p a rt was wh ite and sp rinkled regula rly with big 
round spots. 

2. the median part was convexed also but of a smaller diameter.  It was in h a rmony  with  the first part;  · it was yellow, 
not luminous, without any other details. 

3 .. the top had the form of a red flattened dome of a height less than a thi rd of the object ' s  ve rtical axis. It is tris 
upper p8rt which fi rst drew the witness ' s  attention. 

The whole gave an impression of solid material, of unpo lished metal without any reflection, brightness or  b rilliant p�rt, 
like when the sun, at its wane, ove rflows its pale rays onto the adjacent country without incommoding the vision. In the 
fou r or five seconds which fol lowed, observer  and observed kept prudent. Then the object began to move. S lowly, without 
oscill ations, keeping its horizontal plane, it rose u p  maybe 50 em and descended immediately, much quicker than when it took 
off, to remake contact with the ground. This  game was repeated a second time two seconds late r. Mrs. N. D . ,  in the silence 
of  her ca r, of which the doors and windows were closed, thought that :  "8he was living her last moments and would be reduced 
to dust". 

For the t�� rd time the object rose up slowly and regularly th ree or fou r metres above the g round. Then it executed a 
horizontal movement towa rds the ca r. The witness at that  moment lost sight of it ; she thinks th at the U fO went and hovered 
over the vehicle ' s  roof. She had time however to see the lower pa rt of the ·object which until then had always been con­
cealed from her and wh ich was flat and uniform grey without details. 

A fter a few seconds it reappea red to the left, at  an a lt itude of almost metres (sic).  B rusquely it went off, following a 
cu rved trajectory,  in the di rection of a range of poplars, situ ated 270 metres from there ,  of wh ich it s lowly touched the 
top when passing. This  movement had taken place in a vertica l  plane, that  is,  without zig-zPqs, balancings or oscil lations�  
no scund was hea rd ; the colou rs underwent no change , and whilst ta king off didn ' t  1 P.ave any t rail. It was then that the 
perplexity of the witness reached its  pa roxysm because, at  the same time , without the sta rte r  being operated or anything being 
touched, the car ' s  motor came to life and, still in 4th gear, the vehicle got unde r way, p rog ressively gainl�g speed . Mrs� 
N . D .  didn ' t  have mush time · to question herself about the ' absu rd ' natu re of this incident : al ready the imperatives of the 
road took all  her attention. Only too happy to leave such a place without any p roblems, once again she could see the object 
departing in an ENE d irection without gaining a ltitude, and without hesitation she retu rned home • • • •  

• • • •  Less than 4 8  hours late r  we were on the spot, h oping t o  find physical evidence of this landing. This hope was futi ! J �  
at the place indicated by  the witness, t he  clayish a nd  denuded g round at that season was unifrom with everywhere else ; a te�t 
of the su rrounding radioactivity and ionisation gave no results ; idem fo r the vehicle. Apart from anxiety (provoking seve :·a ·�. 
nightmares attested by membe rs of her relations) and an abnormal lassitude, the witness didn ' t  suffe r f rom secondary effects. 

Moreover, no othe r vehicles passed on the road du ring the two or t h ree minutes of the observation, and a discreet sounding 
aillong the spa rse inhabitants of the district didn ' t  fu rnish us with any interesting information. We re .we facing a misunde r�· 
standing, a joke or hoax? We don ' t  think so. But it is nonetheless reg rettable that this  observation had only one witness� 
We questioned this lady for almost 6 hours, in two sessions, without finding a change in her first declarations. The same 
tension, the same sensation of disquietude was shown at  the same ·. passages. The nightma res remained several days and were 
verified by some nea r relations of Mrs. N . D . , who stated that sh� had neve r accorded the slightest interest "to those flying 
saucer s'Cories". Actua lly, just like before, she doesn ' t  believe in u ros. She says : "finally it was very beautifu l ;  a shou 
that I will never forget all  my life. If this were to h appen again, I think that  I ��·au ld go out of the ca r this time., Do 
you think ' someone ' cou ld have been inside such a small  object?" 

LANDING IN I TALY 
The following is a summa ry of a case reported in 11Notiziario UfO", journal of the Milan-based g roup, Centro Ufologico 

Nazionale. Society member Mrs. M. lovass has supplied u s  with the translation. (Notiziario UfO, Jul-Oec. , 1 974) 

On July 10, 1974, at about 10 p .m. on the outskirts ENE of the town of Pavia, Italy, three young girls .were about to ente r 
their  respective homes, when one of them, Giovanna Ragni,  noticed a luminous object wavering slowly in the sky. By the time 
5he a lerted the othe r two girls  the object grew to 1� times the size of the moon, of an o rangey-reddish colou r. When it passed 
over them, they instinctively ra ised their  a rms in g reeting. They observed intermittent white l ights emitted f rom the lower 
part of the object and not stronger than ord ina ry l ight bulbs. The object made a wide cu rve noticeably slowing in speed i and 
took a rectil inea r t rajectory with the lights disappearing behind a pa lace .  Running a long the street, they were able to see 
the object approximately 2000 metres away, disappearing in the distance. 

Minutes late; they retraced for their homes and G iovanna  Ragni ,  who was most impressed by the phenomena, told her pa rents 
that she saw a flying sauce r, who disbelieved her,  but on her insistence went on to the balcony, and in the di rection 
�ndicated by the girl  they saw a round reddish and stationary object hovering above the g round, pu lsating regula rly with a 
brilliant red-orange light. . _ 

Giovanna ' s  brothe r decided to ring the fire b rigade and on explaining wh at happened, they replied that they cou ldn ' t  int�-� 
vene as it was not a regu la r f i re. Other pe rsons i n  the street saw the object, but only the Ragni family decided to iQvest� 
igote. They d rove in the ca r in the oi rection whe re the object landed. Afte r some time they finished in a small  lane and f  
not noticing anything unusual ,  they decided t o  tu rn bnck. (Continued) 
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LAND ING IN I TALY (Continued) 

At this moment they saw about 300 metres away an orangey round object which emitted bundles of white light f rom the top 
with pe rfect regularity. Estimated d iameter of the object was 8 - 10 metres. G iovanna ' s  b rother ,  who was d riving the ca r?  
became frightened and  started to tu rn back. His mother  noticed two important particula rs : someth ing l ike a cushion of wh ita 
powder between the object and the g round, and lights fixed on the lower pa rt of the body lighting up  the g round underneath� 
confirming that it  had been hovering .  

On retu rning home, Giovanna ' s  b rother rang the police who, after some minutes of incredulity, decided to  investigate. With 
the patrol ca r gu ided by the boy they came to the spot, but found nothing. But when examining the a rea with sea rchlights, 
they noticed two rectangular impressions which seemed to be bu rned and supe rficially covered with ashes.

UfO SIGHTED ON THREE  OCCASIONS IN TUMBA D ISTRICT  

( Tumba rumba Times, NSW, 1/10/1975) 

Three sightings we re made of a mysterious red object in the sky nea r Tumba rumba ea rly last w·eek. The incandescent red glow 
of the object was reported by th ree people on the same night. All reports have been ve rified and a time sequence shows that 
the mystery object could have been the same. 

Senior Constable Ma rtin of the Tumba rumba Police said that Mr. Wayne lapworth, of Pound C reek, had reported seeing a roc ·i:o 
purple light move from the ridge of one hill to the ridge of another at 9. 20 p.m. on Monday, Sep. 22. The light was trave ll­
ing very slowly and t ravelled about two miles while Mr. lapworth watched it. The light was accompanied by a noise like that 
fro� a_ la rge jet engine. The RAAF base at forest Hill was contacted regarding ai rcraft movement in the a rea at the time znd 
they info rmed the Tumbarumba Police Station that a simila r sighting had taken place at  Adelong at 9. 1 5  p.m. 

The follg�:Jing day, Mr. George Sha rman,  Officer-in-Charge of the Tumbarumba Ambulance Station, contacted the "Times" and 
reported seeing the myste rious red object in the sky at Ma ragle at about the same time the p revious n ight. Mr. Sha rman said 
that the light was travelling slowly across the sky f rom east to west and was 300 to 400 feet above the level of the roadt·:ay" 
The· object appeared to be about 1 2  inches high  and had a simila r motion to a helicopter. Mr. Sha rman said he was ve ry fright­
ened by the sighting and that he had stopped his vehicle. 

Two landholders in the a rea, Mr. Gordon Bell and Mr. Max Williams, we re asked if they had seen anything unusual on the n ight 
_ . .  ���stion. Both said they hadn ' t  seen anything , but they both had hea rd a jet plane fly low ove rhead. Both assumed it was 
an RAAf F1 1 1 .  All evidence so fa r indicates that an unusual and unidentified object was p resent on the night of Septew.�er 21 � 

Three othe r factors add to. the mystery : 
* In the vicinity of the sighting, sophicticated electronic sensing and radio navigation devices are located ·on Cla rke ' s  

H ill  and the G ranites. Other  such installations exist at Corryong and at Cabramurra. 
* On the night of the sighting ,. a party of interna tiona l  experts in electronics, physics and power transmission were visit-� 

ing the area. 
* On Wednesday a pa rty of RAAF personnel we re seen in the Clarke ' s  Hill-G ranites a rea. 
It  may be that no more will be hea rd of the incident, but _ the RAAf Base at Wagga has been asked to check with Operations -:- J­

Amberly rega rding the possibility of jet night tra ining in the a rea on the n ight in question.

EXPERT  OPI NION FOR THE SCEPTIC  

P rofessor Donald H. Menzel, D i rector of Harvard College Observatory : 
"I have shown that the a rguments advanced in favou r of the interplaneta ry natu re of UFOs a re fallactous. Thei r  alleged 
high  speeds and ability to manoeuvre have completely natu ral explanations". 

D r. George R. Wait, of the Ca rnegie Institute of Technology, leading authority on the ionosphere :  
" I f  the reports of  reversals, sha rp tu rns a nd  descents a re fully confi rmed, then no  natural phenomena,  to  my  knowledge, 
wou ld explain such sightings",
