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LUMINOUS PHENOMENON· OVE� THE LODDON 

19/6/1976; 64135 p.m.: Mrs. R. had·finished Jnilking and .. turned.her-cciws oot.for the night in the back paddock of 
her farm at Glenluce, about 10 miles'·south �f Castlemaine, in the Loddon Valley. A few minutes previously, her 
son, who lives on a farm about a half mile to the north, on the'main·road_ to Castlemaine, had just left her to 
drive back to his house. As she turned to walk back to her house from the paddock gate, Mrs. R. observed an 
object heading towards her that she described as like na car's headlight on 'dim' and the same:size". The object 
was moving in from the north east, a direction in line with a TV tower on Mt. Alexander, the summit of a range 

( of low, thickly wooded hills on the opposite bank of the Loddon River. The view from her position was across 
cleared land interrupted by a belt of trees a little to the left of her line of sight. 

While the object continued to approach, she was at the same time watching her son's car moving northward along 
the road. By the time the car had reached the turn from.the road into his house, the object had reached a posit­
ion above and a little to the right of the car� Now the object appeared to hover and wait while the son drove 
his car into the yard. In this hovering position the object was the colour of a car headlight, and its angular 
elevation was low enough (less than 5 degrees) for it to be seen against the background of the hill ridge two 
to three miles distant. Although she did not see the object above the ridge at any stage, she assumed that it 
must have approached by travelling over it. . . 

· . ·The hovering lasted the time it took ("quite· a· few seconds") for her son to drive the few ·yards from the road 
to his house. As soon as his car lights· went out, the obje�t underwent a slight shape and colour change· and 
proceeded slowly (estimated 5 - 10 mph) in steady level flight on what appeared to be a course due west. It was 
now whiter in colour am:! slightly elongated horizontally to .become elliptical, and the witness described its 
appearance .as exactly .lik_e that of a white football used in night matches she had seen on TV. The object's 
course now took it behind several tall tr�es ( and at a lower elevation th�n their tops) perhaps a quarter of a 
mile away, and she watched it pass through the gaps between the trees, finally disappearing behind a thicker 
belt of timber. Sne· moved� towards her house hoping to gain a better vantage point to see the object _again, but 
it did not reappear. · . 

No sound whatever was heard during the sighting, which was estimated to last a total of � minutes, and it was 
a perfectly clear starlit night (The moon, last quarter, had not risen). During each phase of its motion the 
object was constant in shape and light_ intensity, but nothing more than just a light could be seen. She immed­
iately phoned her son to ask whether :1e had seen it, but he had neither seen nor heard anything unusual. 

From observation of the terrain from her viewing position, the distance to the phenomenon can be estimateJ to 
be between a quarter mile (distance to the bank of trees) and 3 miles (distance to the background hilltops), 
indicating that it must have been at a ·very low·altitude. The witness was unable to make a reliable estimate of 
the apparent angular size of the object, but judging from her description, it may have been of the order of a 
few feet in diameter. 

Mrs. R. _ described her reaction a� "one of intrigue and a rather chill feeling running up and down my spine on 
realising it was a UFO".. 

· 
The immediate area is mainly sheep and cattle grazing country, consisting of low rolling hills. Between 

Castlemaine and Glenluce, pock marks from thQ old gold diggings are much in evidence, and we noted that a gold 
mine is currently in operation a couple of miles from Glenluce. Apart from this, and the TV tower, there are 
no industrial, military or technical installations known to us in the locality. 

There appears to be .no normal explanation for the sighting. · No astronomical explanation seems possible, and 
a plane or helicopter must be ruled out because of the stablished proximity of the object and the absence of 
sou net. 

It franspired �hat Mrs. R., had made.� previous UFO observation. The exact date was unknown, but she thought 
· that it was two years before, at the same time of the year. She was a passenger ih a car being drive·n by her 

daughter from Ballarat to Glenluce at about 6 p.m.:· . 
'�e came via Oaylesford and were approximately two miles south of Guildford when all of a sudden this thing 
appeared and frightened the life out of us, just forward of the driver's side of the car, so that we could 
just see it ahead of us as we drove along. So you will see that it was not very high above us. It kept 
with us for about a mh.:, then off it shot right across the front of us and it would have· been going in 
the direction of Newstead (towards ttJt west). That object was like this:- . 

_,./· It seemed to have spears of light in rainbow colours 
sparkling from the object itself as well as from the 
'tail' which trailed behind it. However� I remember ·._,�--··.

at the time there were sightings of· a strange object 
seen that same evening somewhere in the Bendigo area. 
..oNext day, over the radio, I heard the reports of the 
strange object· being seen in· more than one place up 
around the Bendigo area. eo" 

After a report of Mrs. R.'s sighting appeared in the Castlemaine Mail for June 21, a farmer who had read the 
item decided to report a sighting he had made three .days:before the Glenluce incident. The Mail item, (June 23), 
briefly described the sighting made on June 16 at North Harcourt, about 7 miles north of Castlemainet · ·  

The witness said that at 6 a.m. he sighted a "bright white light" which could not have been·a star or aero­
plane:. "It .appeared to be about the size of a cricket ball, was well above the treetops, and travelled from 
west to east. I watched it for about 10 minutes. I went to get my wife and we both watched it for another 
two or three minutes before going back inside" .. 
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The farmer pointed aut to us where he had seen the object, which, although apparently above trees, was at a 

very low elevation, seen against th� .,bac�grot,�nd of low h.i.lls a couple of miles towards the south west. The 
object had moved slowly for a short time, then hovered for a few minutes. The unusual light had seemed 
unexplainable to the farmer, who had lived in the area all his life, but from the little detail available, the 
sighting cannot be co�sidered of much value. 

· 

After talking to the farmer we were approached by a young man living nearby, who, ·having heard that we were 
in the area investigating UFO reports, volunteered the ·information that he had seen a number of strange lights 
over past months at the back of his house at North Harcourt. He said that on several occasions, he had seen 
manoeuve.ring orange lights, which sometimes appeared to be only a few hundred yards away. He showed us a roo�'Y 
outcrop behind his house over which he claimed to have seen the lights, a direction which overlooks an-area of 
uninhabited bushland with no road access for several-miles. We were only able to talk briefly with this man, 
and he could not give any dates or precise details. It is impossible to make 8ny assessment from the 
information given. · 

ZOOMING LIGHT INCIDENT 

While in the Castlemaine area we visited the home of one of the witnesses to an �nusual incident which took 
place at 7.30 p.m. on July 13. The two witnesses were Miss G., 27, and Miss R., about 24, both of whom are 
nursing sisters. Only G., who lives near .Bendigo, was available f9r interview, _as R. lives interstate. The 
following statements by G. have been selected from a tape-recorded interview: 

I was driving. to Deniliquin with a girlfriend who was in front of me on a motcrbike, and I was travelling 
behind in the Kombi van, and we'd got about 10 miles out of Rochester. The actual place where everything 
happened was clear paddocks - there were no trees or anything ••• 

••• We were travelling along the Midlands Highway towards Echuca, and I was concentrating on my girlfriend 
because s�e just started to run off the road, and for a few secJnds I saw this single light coming towards 
us - but not taking any notice - just thinking it was another motorbike. And the next thing I knew she was 

. in the ditch, and the bright light had followed her right across to the other side. of the road as far as 
the gravel .. 

An� then I jumped out of the Kombi van to see where it went, because at the same instant as seeing it gc 
to the side of the road and force her off the road, it just swung around in front of the Kombi van and down 
the side of the road. I jumped out to see if it was a bike, but it wasn't. There were no lights or sound 
·or anything following it. It was very big and bright ••• white •••• It would have been I would have thought 
�bout three feet in.diameter when I really think about it... 

· 
••• When we discussed it later - she'd watched it for a lot longer than I did. At that stage I was 

concentrating on her. There was absolutely- no sound - no tail lights to go with it afterwards. · 

••• According to her - she thought it was a car with one light only. Then as it got closer it moved in 
closer towards the white line in the road, and it travelled down the white line for quite some distance, 
and then it started gradually to come over to her- it wasn't a quick happencing according to.her �and 
then all of a sudden it just zapped, and that was when she decidea to head for the hills� •• 

••• It lit up over to the paddock fence, it was that big and it was that bright ••• It was just a light -
there were no beams or anything ••• She thought it was a giant truck, because it got bigger and bigger as it 
got closer and closer. Then all of a sudden it just went swish like that, and I'm sure that's when she 
accelerated, because there were acceleration marks on the gravel ••• 

••• I suppose you could say I was in the motion of putting the Kombi into neutral, watching the light, 
opening the door and jumping out, and as I jumped out, that was the last piece of light that I saw ••• I 
{!�{j;.,h.ave a wireles<- or., but I had turned it off - and actually I turned it off because there was a lot of 
static in the air (Just at that time). She had been watching this light for a good five minutes I think. 

Miss G. said that although she had seen the light approaching for one to two minutes, she had not taken much 
notice ·of it, thinking it was a car or motorcycle light, .since it appeared to be travelling at the correct 
height - about 2'2 feet above the road. It was no"t until it made the sudden swerve to the left, then a sharp 
swerve back to her right, across the front of her vehicle, that she realised it was anything out of the ordinary. 
Miss R. was travelling only 20 to 30 yards in front of the van, and the whole sequence took place in a very 
few seconds. She said that the object disappeared right opposite the van door, just as she was in the act of 
opening the door. She said that she was astonished when it seemed to just blink out, and, looking back down 
the road in the direction it was heading, could see nothing at all, nor hear any sound. 

Her first thought was to hurry to her friend's assistance, but it was quickly ascertained that no injury or 
damage had been done .- in fact Miss R. had not dismounted from the bike. 

The extremely puzzling thing to both women was where the object had gone. At the spot there were no traces 
left behind, such as smell, Srlloke, or marks on the road or on the ground. Miss G. said that she had been past 
the same spot several times since and could ·see nothing that might throw any light. on the mystery. The 
immediate area consisted of grazing paddocks with barbed wire fences on both sides of the road. Strangely, 
said G., a car passed them, going in the direction they were facing, just as she was half way from the van to 
assist her friend, and she was surprised that it did not stop to offer some assistance. She seemed certain that 
had the object been a vehicle of any kind,_ the car must certainly have seen it, if not collided with it • . ·· 
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After regaining thei r composure .. 9nd discovering that nothing was . amiss, . they were on their way aga in within 
a qua rter·of an hou r. They reported no phys iological effects due fo ·the incident; however, their distu rbed 
and puzzled state of mind persisted with them; so much so, in fzct, that they both d reamed about the incident 
that night. When requested to complete the Society 's sighting forms, G. said that at fi rst they were reluctant 
to do so, as the incide11t ''seemed so ridiculous". 

The next day they travel led from Oeniliquin to Melbou rne, du ring which they noticed unusual difficulty in 
sta rting the van. It h ad to be push-sta rted several times, and minor ignition and electrica l  p roblems have 
persisted ever since, despite a new sta rter motor being installed. (The van is a 1961 model) Whether these·· 
effects hav�.any connection with the incident or a re coincidental ·is impossible to say. 

Miss G. claimed little prior interest in the subject of UFOs, and after listening to her relating the details 
for more than an hou r, we came to the conclusion thzt she was a well-balanced individual, and unlikely to be 
fcQled by something with an ordina ry explanation. We discussed several suggestions, such as b icycle, free� 
wheeling motorcycle, etc. , but she convinced us that she had not been fooled by any normal  vehicle. She said 
that the l ight was bigger than a ca r headlig ht. Although she stated that i t  was about th ree feet in diameter, 
she later agreed that it was not a clea rly outlined sphere, but a glowing mass ·b right at the centre and fading 
out towards the edges, and may possibly have been a smaller object appearing la rger due to its luminosity. 

We are unable to find an explanation.

REPORT FROM G IPPSLAND 
Paynesville investigator, Dan  Haylock, reports on a sighting at  Nicholson, nea r Bai rnsdale :  

. Witness, a truck d river, a rrived home f rom a trip a t  2. 30 a . m. on May f irst. He was met by the dog in his 
driveway. The witness was patting the dog when he noticed a white undu lating/swirling mass resembling fire 
flies hovering above a 50 foot gum tree on his farm. He watched for three minutes.then went inside and 
brought his wife out to see. She looked in the wrong di rection at first, then he flashed the torch on the 
object to show her. It immediately disappeared. It reappeared down the bottom of the gully about 200 ya rds 
fu rther down the hill.  This wou ld mean a d rop in altitude of 50 feet to the g round and n fu rther hund red foot 
d rop down the gully. The witness did not pu rsue it down the gul ly as it was late and the b racken is thick 
on the hill. .. · 

The witness has never seen anything of this natu re befo re, and i t  does not appea r to be of natu ral origin • .  
He finds i t  very d ifficult  to describe the swi rling undulating mass which a t  the same time appeared substant­
ial - he thinks that possibly it was the underside of something not visible in the da rkness. 

The speed at which it vanished amazed him. I t  vanished immediately he flashed the light in its di rection, 
to reappear 30 seconds later 200 yards away. This caused the neighbou r 's dog to ba rk fu r iously, although his 
own took no  notice of it. 

I am su re that this sighting can be rega rded seriously. 

MORE MAYDENA SIGHTING$ 
More ·moving lights have been seen in the Maydena a rea of Tasmania since those reported in the May Bullet in. 

f rom a report compiled · by the Tasmania n  U FO Investigation Centre (TU fOIC), 366 Huon Road, Sout� Hoba rt, 7000 : 
A Fix on the Lights at Last 

Just when everyone thought the lights had gone for good they retu rned on the evening of March 10th at 11. 10 
p.m., for a change they were travelling SW to NE. The witnesses were Mr. G. Sargison and Mr. c T. · francombe, a 
forest Operations Supe rintendent; neither · had seen the earlier visits by the· lights • . Sa rgisoh saw the lights 
fi rst. A lone light was seen coming from the· SW and passing north of the town, he called out his neighbou r Mr. 
Francombe,:they then picked up a second light following, they were both orange colou red. · 
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The l ights were very bright pinpoints sources of light. Their speed was estimated at about 100 mph. It 

seemed the lights would ·be · lost from view as they approached a cloud bc:'lk to the north. However, the lights 
passed beneath the clouds which had a base af about 1600 met res. They ga ined elevation as they went away to 
the NE and changed more to a whitish colou r. By 11. 20 p.m. the l ights were too hard to follow. 

Mr. Francombe telephoned a friend at Westerway, 18 km NE of r�ydena ; she confirmed when t he Centre contacted 
her that she had been told to look out for the lights sometime before !1.30 p.m. On going out, the witness 
located the two lights in the NW over Mt� field East ·( 1270m). They looKed l ike two yellow l ights, one higher 
and closer, the second lower and further away. The closer l ight passed through or behind the clouds whilst the 
second light was a lways in viEw. They continued on a steady flight northwa rds until after five minutes o r  more 
they we re too hard to discern. from the two reports it seems that the ·two l ights passed north of Maydena 
heading to the NE then over Mt. Field East at roughly 1500 to �000 m elevation. 
El lendale Also 

'That same night Mr. and Mrs. G. Triffit were driving home f rom Westerway to Ellendale at 12.45 a .m. ( March 11) 
Mr. T riffit says they saw to the west in a densely timbered gu lly on Mt. Field East a round bright o range and 
red light. It was maybe 3 miles away. The l ight was going f rom orange to red all  the time and was well below 
the skyline. They decided to stop and watch the l ight, afte r a few minutes they noted that it had started to 
move slowly up. -origina lly the l ight was matchhead sized, but with its movement it g.rew to one cent sized as 
if coming towa rds them. It was stil l  below the horizon. About 15 minutes had passed by now, and Mr. Triffit 
said it was al l becoming a.b�reso they left for boma leaving t he l ight behind. The re was a lot of static on 
the ca r radio although this could have been due to high tension lines nearby. 
The Bel ls Ring Again 

March 27th was programmed by the Centre as a sightings n'ight to the Derwent  Valley, hopefu l ly to ·catch a UFO 
in our network.of cars; due to the low ove rcast the evening was cancelled. It appears we may have missed a 
chance of a lifetime as the lights were seen a t  Maydena underneath the 100% overcast cloud. 

Marc Atkinson (12) and a friend we re first to see the l ights appea r a few minu tes apart from ove r  the eastern 
hills at 9.50 p. m. They ran to cal l  out other residents then the church bel l  was rung so that numerous other 
witnesses gathered outside .  Geoff Marshall  said  the lights kept on a steady course towa rds the west until they 
eventually faded ou� of sight in �he SW at 10 p.m. The lights were very bright starlike in appearance. Canst. 
Lowery said the lights were travelling quite slowly beneath the overcast sky• Judging by light  aircraft that 
pass over the town he  felt  the lights were considerably smalle r  than a plane. The lights went behind trees to 
the SW. T he Weather Bureau said cloud was down to 3000 m that night ;  this places the lights no more than 700m 
above the town, In the Hobart Mercury of March 27th  it was reported that the RAAf wou ld enquire into the 
phenomena. 
Sightings End? 

The last two reports from the town have been from isolated witnesses who have seen the lights or light going 
away to the NE. On March 30th, a fte r 10 p.m., three witness�s.saw a l ight crossing SE behind Abbotts lookout, 
it then reappea red moving back to the NW befo re halting briefly. T hen the light moved away to the N£ becoming 
smalle r  and smaller until it was too ha rd to pick up. It had been in view for 10 minutes. The larger than 
Venus sizeu light was orange on top and yellow below, but the colours kept changing as  if the light was rolling. 
The last sighting was on April 14th at 9 p.m.. This time a lone witness saw the two orange red lights for fou r 
minutes through broken cloud.  They were trave l ling from SW to NE and looked starl i ke. They were finally lost 
above the clouds. 
(Ma ydena� the location of a number of sightings between Feb. and Apr. 1976, is situated 58 km WNW from Hobart 
as the crow flies • . The town of several hundred people is the centre of loggin] operations for the Austra lian 
Newsprint Mills. Maydena itself is in the Tayenna River Valley at an e levation of some 280m. To the north is 
Mt. field National Pa rk, a high country area of lakes and pea ks up to 1400m. South east is the Maydena Range 
ovet 1000m h igh, Abbotts Lookou t  ove rlooks the town. There a re, of cou rse, extensive areas of forest around 
the town, public ac�ess to the same is by pe rmit only. The new power lines from the Lake Pedder/Gordon power 
scheme pass over the Maydena Range a few miles to the south. T he two new large lakes are roughly 30 km to the 
w and sw .. )

Murru rundi motorists write : 

MOTORIS TS UPSET BY UNEXPLAINED HAPPENING 
( No rthe rn reily leader, Tamworth, NSW, 18/4/1976) 

I am wondering if anyone· can help us with an authentic explanation of the following happenings. We were parked 
in our car towing a caravan opposite the Nemingha Hotel under a street light. We were studying a road map to 
help us decide whether we should turn left or continue through Tamworth wheo a ll of a sudden a small white car 
with headlights on appea red on the road ahead. It was about 5.45 a .m. on March 22. 

We stepped from_ our car hoping to ask the d river for directions when a bright light from above descended over 
the .little white Q;3r. The l ight was greenish-yellow and it completely covered the car w

_
h ich was approaching the 

light from above disappear�d ( sic). The car, now well on its right side of the road, became enve loped in a · 
thick white ba ll of white haze • . The car was now stopped on its wrong side of the road. . 

It seemed like two mi.nutes had passed before the white haze disappeared. A lady dressed in b lue  stepped f rom 
the car and with a yellow cloth proceeded to wipe the windscreen which seemed to be covered in a ·white substance. 
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After a few minutes she was abou t  to get into the car when its l ights. came back on, she sta red ( as we d id )  

then she th rew the yellow cloth o n  t he  roadside,- .;got back into t he  car· and proceeded towards us. We  watched 
a s  the cloth she threw away bu rst into flames� The ca r, now being d riven ve ry slowly, came towards us  then 
took the road to Nundle. We a lso decided to take the same road, not wishing to go nea r  the a rea whe re the ca r 
had been. 

We can assure you this incident shook us up so much we continued our journey a�  30 mph. A driver of a utility 
stopped beside us seeing the incident h appen. He appea red ve ry f rightened. We noticed when the small ca r 
passed · that it was covered in a thick, white substance not unlike white paint. T he·only  pa rt of the car not 
covered was whe re the windscreen wipe rs were working. 

We gave this incident a lot of thought before writing this letter as we were so upset. The driver of the 
little ca r a lso must have been shocked as she continued her jou rney ve ry slowly. Can anyone tell us what may 
h ave happened? Could this be the explanation why some very good d rivers a re killed in a ccidents? As this 
accident happened in minutes it  could be the cause of many unexplained accidents. Luckily fo r t he person 
driving the car·the highway was f ree of t ra ffic, except for ou rselves and the truck d river who were both 
stopped. She may have been killed if the road  had been busy. 

Attempts to investigate this cla imed incident were made by Bill Chalke r, Sydney industrial chemist, and a 
consultant to ACOS. In a letter to the editor of the Tamworth Leader ( 29/6/76) he appealed to any  reade r with 

. information on the incident to come forward, but he reports that as yet no fu rther details h ave been forthcoming. 
In the letter he wri tes:  

11 ••• It may come as  a su rprise, but incidents of this type have occu r red before,  and often a s  not,  are equally 
baffling in terms of strangeness. At this stage, I cannot offe r an explanation, but I can point out that 
conventional atmosphe ric combustion reactions of the constituents of air do not p roduce precipitates like 
the white substance mentioned, under normal cond itions. But I might add that the incident could hardly be 
considered as being normal.  Any fu rth e r  information on this incident may help in p roviding an  explanation 
for it ••• " 

Mr. Chalke r, a member of the Sydney g roup, UfOIC, has been very a ctive in recent yea rs in Aust ra lian UFO 
research, and he advises us that he is cur rently compil ing 3 catalogue, international in scope, of "Close 
encounters with sma ll aerial objects less than 10 feet in d iamete rn. This wou ld include accounts of 11ball 
lightning", 11ghost lights", such as ''Min-Min"  l ights, explained or otherwise, and other similar events. Mr. 
Chal ke r  invites any reader who may be able to supply details of any such cases to contact him at P. O. Box 1094�

Mr. Chal ke r  g radua ted with an honours deg ree in industrial chemistry from the University of New England in 
1974, and sin ce then has been researching the UFO phenomenon all  over  Australia  in his spa re time. In a 
feature item in the Kempsey Argus (NSW) ,  10/6/1976, �e lea rn that: 

Chalker passed through Kempsey on Tuesday on his way to G rafton (his home town ) where he will test a new 
electronic device. The device ( tentatively valued by him a t  about $1000) took him and h is  colleagues 
about a month to construct. It is called an electromagnetic frequency detector, and will be u sed to detect 
the strength of magnetic fields a round UFOs. Cha l ke r  said :  1\-Je d idn't want  to  call it a _  UFO detector 
because then people wou ld think we were crazy sea rching for 'those things'. It is the fi rst device of its 
kind to be used in th is country, but has been used extensively ove rseas. The devices p resently in use in 
Australia merely set off an alarm when a magnetic field is p resent. This a larm cou ld be set off by any­
thing, even a car going past"··· ••• It was not only the testing of his machine that b rought Mr. Chalker to this part of the North Coast. 
He believes Kempsey is on a th ree�year cycle with UFOs - and this is t he thi rd year. He said experience 
and resea rch in the Kempsey area haj convinced him that it was usual to expect sightings in or around. 
Kempsey in the Apr il-June period. 

One point he is trying to get a cross is that the sighting of "lights in the sky" is not necessa rily the 
be all and end all of a UFO sighting. He said UFO landings on the North Coast were unusua l. Witnesses 
would report seeing objects in the sky,. but ra rely would they report a landing. Also uncommon to the 
Kempsey area is the report of a close encounter. Mr. Chalker said it was the phenomena of close encounters 
he was most interested in ••• ••• Chalke r said often things would happen at the time of a sighting that the witness wou ld not a ssociate 
with the UFO. They might hea r a noise or later find physical evidence of an unusual p resence. Generally 
people were sca red to report UFO sightings for fear of being ridicu led, �ut once someone else in their area 
spoke up, they were prepa red to do so also • • •  

UFO AffECTS YACHTS? 
(De rwent Valley Gazette ( Tas), 13/5/76)

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MYSTERY LIGHTS OVER INLET PUZZLE WITNESS 

(South Western Times, Albany, WA, 22/6/76) 
Mystery pale-green fluorescent lights that sped noiselessly at a staggering velocity wel l  beyond the speed of 

sound in the early hou rs of the morning have left Eaton man David Harris nonplussed. Mr. Ha rris saw the mystery 
lights while he was on ma intenance work on laporte pipeline that crosses Leschenau lt Inlet. He was alone in the 
blacked out inlet at 1.2.45 a . m. He had just made a check along the 4.8 km length of the pipeline from the plant  
because falling p ressure in the  line  indicated that a ·leak  might have developed. 

So he began the return journey f rom the north side of the inlet to the midway point when he stopped for a rest. 
No shore l ights showed. No moon showed. The cloud ceil ing that more than hinted of ra in was at, David esti­
mated, about 6 km ( 20, 000 feet). A restless wind whipped up troughs in  the surface of the inky waters. 

Then Mr. Ha rris saw a light. At first glance he thought it was ·from t he Belvedere commune because while he 
was on the north shore he had seen the lights of a couple of motorcyclists in the sand dunes. But this riveted 
his attention. The pale g reen light, which had a peculiar fluorescent effect, sped from the NW into the inlet's 
northern air space, seemed to define two or three rapid circles and was then joined by two others - all the 
size of golf bal ls. They executed the same rapid circles, then in formation headed at shattering speed north­
wa rds towa rds Perth. 

David estimates that the who_le fly-past took two or three minutes. But he admits it might have been less. 
The high speed, which was far and away above the speed of any earth craft, left him shaken. 11It unnerved me", 
he said. "I've never seen anything l i ke it before in my life. The speed was fantastic. No a ircraft as we 
know them could have a ttained that speed". 

At 39, Mr. Harris has had pa ratroop experience in the U. K. and has had wide experience with aircraft th rough­
out the world. What further puzzled him was that the l ights appeared amorphous - they had no definite shape. 
Nor could he see their reflection in the inlet waters. But the cloud base reflected their l ight� 

He could see no sense or design in the pecu liar aerobatica l turns over the inlet, executed with such 
incredible rapidity. "I have thought a bout it a lot", he snid. "These l ig hts varied from 20 to �0 degrees 
e levation� They had no sh ape that I could fix on. They weren't flying saucers. But they were not of .this 
earth11� 

Eddie Dorant, who has filed a report from Mr. Ha rris for th� Unexplained Phenomena Investigation Bureau 
(UPIB), commented: "I consider this a very good sighting". Mr. Dora�t, who has dealt  with several reports of 
sightings  of unexpla ined phenomena recently, said that Mr. Harris had filled in details of the sighting with a 
positiveness that wou ld give investigators someth ing to work on •••• 

UFO SPOT TED BY HADSPEN COUPLE 
( Launceston Examiner, 30/6/76) 

A Hadspen man and his wife last night reported watching an unidentified flying object for about 20 minutes 
th rough binoculars and the telescopic sight of a rifle. Mr. and Mrs. Peter Lc Fevre described the object as a 
bright silver light with a d istinct rotating red light above it. Mrs. Le Fevre sa id she first saw the object 
about 6.45 p. m. while she was taking in her washing f rom the back yard clothes line. 

"It was hovering at first then it suddenly shot up into the sky. I t  was like a fa lling star but going up­
wa rds", Mrs. Le Fevre said. She. said she was sta rtled by the object and called her husband. Mr. Le Fevre 
said the object made the u pward motion twice before descending slowly towa rds the horizon towa rds Oeloraine. 

'�t looked as  though it was going to land", he said. "It was as big as the brightest star in the sky with 
. a red light revolving - much like an ambulance light. I could see it  very clearly th rough binocular& and my 
rifle .scope. I was amazed . :· I've never seen anyth ing like it before11 • • •• 

••• "All I can say is I saw someth ing that I know is not normal", h e  sa id. 11I hope somebody else has seen un. 
Launceston Police sa id they ha d one report of a sighting in the area. The Examiner had a number of other 

callers who reported seeing an object in the area. 

LANDING TRACES IN CANADA? 
From a news item supplied by a Canadian correspondent, W. Ritchie  �&nedict, of_ Calgary, Alberta : 

Cooper, Ont. (CP) June 18, 1976 : • 
A Toronto organisation says evidence collected by its researchers indicates that one or more unknown, uncon­

ventional aircraft are present in the a rea of this community about 35 miles north of Belleville. Reptune 
Research, a private group that i nvestigates UFOs, sent researchers last wee kend to the farm of Reginald Trotter, 
who reported that three large pieces of earth had been mysteriously d isplaced in a field sometime during the 
last week of April. 

Harry Tokarz, co-ordinator of the resea rch group, said members of the g roup found three large triangular­
shaped holes in the field. Soil h ad been p�lled from the depression to a depth of e ight inches and placed neatly 
about 20 feet away, he said. Mr. Toka rz suggested the earth was displaced by a disc-shaped object at least 75 
feet in diameter. 

He said his group assumes some type of heavy aeria l  craft, possibly fitted with a tripod form of landing gear, 
moved the chunks�qf ea rth as it a ttempted to land tin an angle in the field. ·. 

Mr. Tokarz said rock and soil samples have been recovered f rom the field and have been submitted for analysis. 
The g roup sends its samp�e� to p riva te laboratories because it is conducting priva te investigations, he sa id. 
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Madrid � Reports by a senior military officer and a doctor that they have seen .unidentified flying objects in 
Spain have made· officials  a t  the Spanish Air �linistry sit up and take note. The two reports only add to a bu lky 
file a t  the Ministry, but doubtless they are at the top for generals  are not normally regarded as  cra ckpots. 

General Carlos Castro Cavero, chief of the Canary Islands air division, sent in his . report a fter recently 
seeing a flying object hovering above the village of Sabada in eastern Spain for more than an hour. He said the 
"OVNI" (Spanish for U FO) was "brilliant and remained stationary in the airH and then �'flew to. Egea De Los 
Caba llero$ 20 km away". 

What convinced the general that it must have been a kind of extraterrestrial object was the fact that he claims 
it covered the 20 km distance between the villages in just two seconds. That works out to be about 36,000 km 
an hour .. 

Then a few days lat�r Dr. ·Francisco Julio Padron, who also works in the Canary I slands, said he saw "an 
unusua lly perfectly round sphere, silhouetted by a greyish blue light, about 12 metres in diameter". The 
doctor was driving along a road  on the island with his radio on when he saw two very tall figures dressed in 
brilliant red inside the sphere. The radio fell silent as  the sphere got nea rer and then landed on a house 
roof, taking off again for Tenerife. 

The general, relaxing his stiff military upper lip, told Spanish newspapers after the incident : "As a general 
I hold the same opinion as the Ministry of Aviation, but personally I think that these unidentified flying 
objects are extraterrestrial spaceships". The Air Ministry refused to issue any state�ent about the increasing 
·number of reports. 

Miguel, a farm worker in southern Spain, said he was chased a long a couhtry road earlier this year by a U FO 
"shaped like a huge telephone booth and topped by a fierce light ". He was found unconscious by the side of the 
road and treated in hospita l for several days for shock. Miguel claims that he ran like hell when he saw the 
object and fell over. 11The object followed me and landed. Two 210 em tal l  men dressed in something like black 
frogmen suits got out ", he said. Miguel fainted after he said the UFO took off and smothered him with black 
smoke. The hospital confirmed that Miguel's hands and face were stained black when he w�s brought in. 

Another Spaniard who ended up in hospital for treatment was Adrian Sanchez from-Seville. His vision was even 
more spectacular for he claims he saw a U FO larger than a jumbo jet. He told a TV chat show that he always used 
to laugh when people ta lked about U FOs but that the smile was on the other side of his face when he experienced 
h is sighting. 

The Air Ministry has not yet ordered a thorough investigation, although there are reports that air force jets 
have been used to try to get a close look at objects. 

Cynics can easily dismiss the reports . as  the work of.drinking too much cheap Spanish wine and lying in the sun. 
But the fact remains that the Ministry 's file is getting thicker.

Near Stanford, Kentucky :  Jan. 6, 1976 : Night - a large blimp-shaped object intercepted a car with three women 
·passengers. The obJect, with red lights all t he way around it, started coming down the road towards them, 
swerved to the right of the car, made a half circle and came in behind the auto. When they turned to look a t  
the craft the intensity o f  the lights gave a l l  o f  them headaches. Suddenly; the trio realised they were no 
longer in control of their automobile. T hey felt like something was pul ling back on their car, The speedometer 
showed t hey were travelling 85 mph, but the driver's foot was not on the accelerator. Then, all  of a sudden, 
the women found themselves in Hustonville.. None of them could remember travel ling t he area between the two 
towns. "It was like something had picked us up in Stanford and set us down in Hustonville". When the women 
arrived back in liberty, they saw it was 1. 25 a . m. It had taken the women more than two hours to travel  to 
Liberty from Stanford, normally a 45 minute trip. Two of the women a lso h ad burns on the backs of their necks. 
Reports of Creature Si htin s Puzzle Authorities The Cascade County, Montana S heriff's Department, which has 
een ac 1ve y 1nves 1ga 1ng repor s o s1g ings and cattle mutilations throughout the county for several 

months, now finds itse lf facing new and even more puxzling reports. T hese reports are of large, hairy creatures 
which have been slghted in the vici�ity where airborn objects, which emit a bright pulsating light, have 
appeared .to land. The U FOs have been spotted by residents and law enforcement personnel. The description of the 
creatures seen in the county are of a humanoid, ranging in size from five to seven feet, with an ape .. like face 
and long arms and completely covered with dark brown hair. According to a capttin in the s:�riff's Department : 
1�e also are trying to determine if there is any correlation between these creatures, the U fOs which have been 
sighted in the same area for the past months and the cattle mutilations wh ich have been reported in the county 
during the past year". T he captain said the U tos, which.have been seen at distances as near as 300 yards, have 
been described as small  as 15 feet in diameter to as -large as a two storey building with several rows of 
windows. He said the U FOs, al l of which are reported as emitting an extremely'bright light, have been seen on 
the ground, moving �t low a ltitude and hovering ever the ground. 
South of Great Falls, Montana : Feb. 22, 1976; 10 a . m. : A 29 year old man, motoring on Interstate 15, sighted a 
large humanoid creature walking in.a field about a quarter mile from the highway. The man stopped his car, 
climbed through a fence, and began running after the creature. When he closed to within about 800 feet, the 
creature stopped walking and, lowering his arms, t�rned to face his pursuer. Making no at tempt to hide his 
fright, the witness immediately reve'rsed course and ran back to his car. The creature made no menacing gesture. 
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"I was ca r rying a .357 magnum pistol. But when he tu rned a rourid1 I fe lt completely defenceless". The man 
said the crea tu re was about 7 feet tall with shou lde rs at least three feet wide. The creatu re was described 
as being "solid and mucul ar", although he did not get close enough to dete rmine if it were covered with hai r. 
The witness said the creatu re ' s  size, length of stride and manne r  of walking were distinctive. "It was no 
h�man '� The man said he also saw a g rey oval shaped object hovering in the a i r  about  a half mile f rom the 
hig hway. He noticed the U FO while chasing the creatu re. It hovered only about  10 feet above the g round but 
periodically rose and d ropped anothe r 15 feet. 
Nea r Flintville, lenn i Ap ri l 12, 1976, 9. 30 p. m. : A la rge ha i ry creatu re with claws and a scream "like a 
hysterical woman" walked up to the back door of a home and, acco rding to two adult witnesses, "reached out 
and slapped at" a fou r yea r old boy. The creatu re was described as nea rly 7 feet tall, about 300 pounds, with 
long shaggy hair and long toenails. "They were standing in the back door, and the thing reached out and slapped 
at the boy then ran away". The boy 's mother jerked her son inside and slammed the door. 
F rench Report on UFOs : Afte r 25 yea rs of study, the F rench Air Force has concluded that UFOs may be real, but 
present no known threat to France. The origin of the phenomenon remains appa rently unsolved, but the U FOs 
( if they exist) cou ld come from othe r planets. The report in the Defence Ministry 's journal on the findings of 
a special resea rch unit set up in 1951 admits that it can "on ly state the p resent inability of science to 
decide one way or the other. The mystery remains". The Air  Force found 80% · of the sightings explainable. 
It is among the other 20% that the doubt remains.

I t  was September 26, a F riday, and n ight had fallen. I t  was 9.40.. A young man ,  Mr. X • • • •  , visiting his  
friends a t  Assevent, was about to return home; while entering his  car  a l ight caught his  a ttention, or  rather 
a ghostly glow, and it was not ''Moanlight in Maubeuge". 

No. A luminous object was glowing with an u n real b rightness. A sort of long ciga r. Int rigued, he  ca lled 
his f riends - it could not be the sun rising at this hou r of the night, as a neighbou r claimed, before reti ring 
p rudently into his house. 

The two friends set out in thei r  car towards the objective, which appeared to be about 3 or 4 km away. About 
500 metres from thei r goal,  between the communes of Assevent, Vieux Reng et Boussois, Stupeur, the vehicle 
stopped - more light - the motor cut out. T�n or so veh icies coming f rom the other di rection underwent  the 
same inexpl icable breakdown. Thei r occupants left thei r  pa ra lysed vehicles. Mr. X.  and his friend got out of 
thei r  ca r a•d two other motorists joined them. Almost i ncredulous, they �ut a cross the fields. One of them, 
an  electronics engineer, officer in the Air Force, couldn ' t  believe it • • • He estimated from observations  of the 
landma rks, and this was confi rmed by the Maubeuge Genda rme rie, that the object measu red a minimum of 325 metres, 
of "classic" ( lenticular) convex shape, colou red orange, bu t did not i lluminate the su.rroundings. · The station­
a ry upper part seemed to be enci rcled with portholes diffusing a pale blue glcw, while the lower pa rt, also 
orange, was rotating anticlockwise. 

One of the witnesses had taken a camera before setting off in the field ; feverishly he "shot" the object ; but 
his lens was not set for night photos and the luminosity of the object was too great : no image appea red on 
development of the film ( Nikon came ra, 125 ASA film) 

With amazement, �hey suddenly saw a golden colou red cone detach itself f rom the top of the "ma ch ine", rise 
suddenly several met res, and take off towa rds Bersi llies-Villers Sire-Nicole. 

After about 10 minutes of "promenade", the cone returned smoothly and settled back into the ''machine". A 
fear - could one say i rra tional? - seized the witnesses with immobility. And suddenly, very quickly, perhaps 
taking 5 seconds, the whole phenomenon rose and disappea red to become nothing more than a point in space� A 
light glow remained for several  minutes a t  the site of the nca r landing ( The object seemed to be in "levit­
a tion" at an al titude according to va rying estimates of f rom 5 to 20 metres) then disappeared. 

As if awakening f rom a bad d ream, the spectators reente red their vehicles. The engine trouble  h ad disapp­
ea red, ca r-radios were working, eng ines running, everything had retu rned to norma l. S t rangely, a dog, a lso 
a witness, accustomed to ca r travel, refused to enter, h owling obstinately. Immed iately they depa rted,  some 
towa rds tne Genda rme rie, others returning home. 

The usual work done in these cases was car ried out, interviews, t race analysis, examination of the terrain 
(maize crops and ploughed fields) , but they gave n o  result. No trace of the p resence of the object ( bu rn 
ma rks on the g round or su rrounding trees) was revealed. As for investigations . .car ried out by official bod ies, 
we have lea rned f rom well-info rmed sou rces tha t, once again, a blackou t  has been put on this unique event. 
The local Genda rme rie have appea�ed to drop the inqu i ry. \�;t T riangu lar pa rt which

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OKAY, UFOS ARE HERE - BUT WHY?

Dr. Edwa rds is an  associate professor in  the Depa rtment of F rench language at the Univ e rsity of  Victoria, 
B ritish columbia,  Canada. · He began resea rching the U FO phenomenon 30 yea rs ago, and has  been a f requent 
contributor to U FO journals a round the world$ When he started to investigate ufology he expected that a 
solution would be found. "Today ,  we a re still puzzled as  to the origin of these craft, as  to thei r ·  
propulsion methods, their  occupar, ts, th� i r  techniques� a n d  thei r motives. As . f rance ' s leading ufologist, 
M. Aime Michel ,  once wrote, contrary to the belief of the ill-informed public, we a re in possession of a 
g reat deal of info rmation about the U FOs, and some of this is of the greatest p recision. But the 
ultinfate fcfct•s which we all desi re to kAow -still · ·elude- us 11• �dwa rds, who �as inte rviewed U FO . witnesses 
in · varto·a� ·:co�ntries and examined landing site�, . ·s�.id _ that"at first he was intrigued and excited by the 

·possibil'i ty tWit alien people 'may be visiting this· planet. Now ''I 1 d just a s  soon rather not think a bout :0 
it. They are dang e rous a nd f rightening. I wish they would go away". Edwa rds gained his B . A. in  Russian 
and Polish f rom the U n iversity of B ritish Columbia, hi-s M. A. in political science from Columbia , a Ph. D. 
in linguistics from the U nive rsity of Pennsylvania. He went to UVic in 1964 after tea ch ing for six yea rs 
at the Unive rsity of Otago, New Zea land. The article originally appea red in the University of  Victoria ' s  
newspaper, "lhe Ring ", January 14, 1976. 

It is now not qu ite as ha rd as  formerly to discu ss u folog y  with the public ; for, today, there are more open­
minded people who are  awa re that something  is going on in ou r skies, than th�re were a decade ago. It is no 
longer necessa ry to convince people of the existence of these craft;  the. main obj�ctions to overcome a re such 
typica l  questions as ''Why don ' t  they contact our leade rs'? " and 11ho�1 can' they 'come ·here f rom anothe r inhabited 
planet, given the enormous distances and the p robability that the speed of light may be the g reatest possible 
velocity attainable? " 

Of cou rse,  such questions must rema in unanswe red at p resent. We a re fa�ed with the fact of their p resence ; 
how they got here is a matter that is useless to toss a round, for noone knows the answers. What is very i�port­
ant, howeve r, is the motive fo r such invasions of our a i r  space. 

At fi rst, I was of the opinion that the ufonauts were simply cu rious visitors from another  solar system. I 
wish this were the whole story, but it isn ' t. The  facts a re plain to anyone who delves into the published 
evidence,  and who interviews the thou sands of witnesses : a reconnaissance is being car ried out (we know not by 
whom, or for what reason). It  is  gathe ring momentum ; samples of minerals, f lora, faun a  and humans ( as well a s  
animal blood in quantities), a re being regularly taken away b y  t h e  being s ;  mostly along certain straight lines 
that circle the globe ; and many of the witnesses a re displaying symptoms, indicative of mental o r  psych olog ic2l 
tamper ing,  while others a re dying. 

Often, UFOs a re seen during freak lightning storms ; and a g reat number  of  electrical blackouts have occu r red 
just a s  unidentified craft were sighted passing ove r those vicinities. It has  a lso been noticed, over the yea rs, 
that the UFOs show an inte rest in reservoi rs and f reshwater lakes, radio antennae, e lectric power transmission 
lines, aQcient bu ria l mounds and mode rn cemete ries, and school playg rounds whe re child ren a re cong regated. One 
has only to read the accumulated evidence, to notice that these things att ract them. Note a lso, that the U FO 
wh ich, at 5 a . m. on a New Yea r ' s  morn ing some five o r  six yea rs ago, was hovering by a window at the Cowichan 
Dist rict Hospital in Duncan, B . C. , was concentrating on what was happening in the . children ' s  ward. 

It is,  to me, . the men tal or  psychological effects in certain witnesses that appa rently contain a most import­
ant clue. It  · is .bel.ieved tha t if a person is .��bj�cted .to a _strong electromagnetic force-field, h is SSP 
( Su�rasensory · Per.ception , known less · correctly as ESP)  wH i be .triggered a rtificially.. The U fOs seem tc be 
surrounded ·by such a .fo rce-field , fo r they have on countless occasions stal led the motors of cars, �2<tingu is�ed 
the headlights and radios, and even dra ined the batteries, leaving the tops of · the latter sometimes in an 
almost liquid state. Some witr.Dsses even reported that metal objects, such as the rings on their fingers, 
became intolerably hot, until the U FO sped off. T rain crews have repeatedly reported that  the p resence of an  
U FO impeded radio communication between locomotive and caboose. Thus it cou ld be inferred that when a witness 
displayed certain symptoms of clai raudience, of cla irvoyance ,  or of telepathy ( i. e. , psychic, or SSP po�ers), 
this might be a by-product of  a fo rce-fie ld su rrounding an  unidentified craft in the vicinity. ( There are also 
times \ �en, apparently, the U FO switches off this force-field, and hence has no e ffect on ca r engines, etc. ) 
In a reas of concentrations of sightings and landings, some people have reported psychic phenomena occur ring at  
the  time of  the U FOs ' visits, and poltergeist infestations in  some houses have  occu rred with g reat f requency, 
at such times and in  such places. I t  has even been repo rted that sometimes a few people . displayed symptoms of 
demonic possession. . 

· 
For this reason, investigators have had to concern themselves sariously with the ma tter. of tampering with 

people ' s  brains:  is it accidental,  a mere by-product of the force-field, o r  can it be delibe rate? If deliberate, 
this cou ld mean  that they a re meddling with ou r a ffai rs, and man ipulating us  for obscu re reasons. This might 
have serious consequences for the whole _ plan e t :  politic�!,  sociologica l  and even religious. . 

One can a lmost hea r some reade r scoff at this point.  And, uninfd rmed �s �e may be , it is . natu ral tha t he 
scoff. But, let h im pause for a moment, while I remind him that I, too, was once a scoffer, y6a rs ago. It , 
was not until one of my p ro fessors rebu ked me for 'my ungrounded scepticism that I began to study the phenomenon. 
The attitude of a p rope rly edu cated person in the face of  the u nexplained, shou ld be that of inqu i ry, not of 
rebuttal. It  is alw.ays the least-informed p�ople who ·ra ise the strongest objections. In ·- th is enigma, espec­
ially, a little knowl�dge is a dangerous thing ; the more one knows, the g reater becomes one ' s  humility. 
Fortunately for me , I came upon the fi rst book by an excellent F rench scientist who was the first to see clea rly 
that  here is a problem that conce rns ou r race, though it  is one that the Establishunt p refe rs to sweep under 
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the rug .  Also, I came across all manner of ridiculous books ; but, a fter disca rding them, I was left with a hard 
core of scientifically  orientated works by reputable write rs, and with a colossal amount of evidence that  cou ld 
not be ignored by other than closed-minded people. Fortunately, there a re many dedicated organi sations  a round 
the world which a re doing valuable resea rch, publishing the dates, place-names, addresses of the witnesses and 
investig·a tors whe re permission has been obtained , and keeping an eye on the witnesses for possible afte r-effects. 
They, at least, ma intain an open mind, fo r which one is thankful.  

One of the stra ight lines f requently travelled by the cra ft goes th rough northeastern France,  th rough the cities 
of Bayonne and Vichy (hence it is known as the BAVIC line); this l ine passes by the famous Stone-Age caverns of 
northe rn Spain where exquisite paintings of anima ls and of UFOs a re to be seen,  and which have been ca rbon dated 
as 30,000 yea rs. old; it passes by Lou rdes (southwestern France),  Ga rabandal ( Spain ) ,  Fatima ( Portuga l) ,  and 
across B razil ( more cave pain tings of UFOs), Pa raguay, Chi le,  between the two ma in islands of New Zealand, 
th rough New Guinea and Fo rmosa , across China a nd  Ru ssia , then back to northeastern F rance. The re is at least 
one othe r such line, a complementa ry sine cu rve,  which runs through the Isle of Barra ( Hebrides) , Coniston and 
Sheffield ( England) ,  East Anglia, then nea r Valenciennes ( northeaste rn F rance) ,  near Zeitoun (Ca iro) ·and 
Kilinandja ro, and so on. These lines shou ld ,  of cou rse, be called ncorridors". 

The BAVIC corridc r passes very close to Buenos a i re s  and the su rrounding cities; and Bahia Blanca has witness­
ed more than its . share of occu rrences. In Feb rua ry 1975, a 24 yea r old man was wa lk ing home f rom work at 4 
o'clock one afternoon , and he bought the afte rnoon newspaper ;  suddenly he was dazzled by an overpowering light, 
and he lost consciousness� On regain ing his awareness, he was lying on a '�able", and st range-looking beings 
with la rge eyes and no hair �ere try iny to pull out some of his ha ir. He fa inted ag ain� When he finally 
became conscious again, he was found by the police, stumbling about the outskirts of Buenos Aires ai rport, some 
800 km from where he had prejiously been wa lking homewa rds, still  holding the afte rnoon newspaper. In his 
dazed condition ,  he was immediately placed u nde r su rveillance in a clinic, and his n ame is being withheld by 
the authorities. This case was sent to me by the p rofessor of a stronomy at the Un iversidad del Salvador in 
Buenos Aires, Rev. Benito Reyna, S.J. , a distinguished selenologist. The same correspondent informed me, last 
month , that Ventu ra Macie ras, now 77, who was twice visited by a hove ring UFO nea r  his cottage 500 km south of 
Bue�os Aires in December, 1972, is still unde r su rveillance because, f rom the time of his visitations, he has 
been becoming rejuvenated : h is hair  is g rowing back visibly, and a thi rd set of teeth is appea ring, and although 
his schooling did not exceed the fi rst two yea rs of prima ry school, he is now displaying a high I. Q. and is able 
to discourse on va rious  topics of which he p reviously knew nothing whatever .  This  looks like  psychological 
and/or mind tampering, to which I refe rred briefly at the beginning of this a rticle. It  seems this sort of 
ment1l meddling 'whether accidental or delibe rate) is constantly producing in some persons  adverse effects, 
a lthough in  others the effect seems "favourable". Uri  Geller, the young Is raeli (who by stroking metal objects 
is said to be able to make them bend, and who is reported to have transfe r red this strange ability to some 
people in seve ra l countries at the moment that they were watching his  p re-recorded p rograms for TV) claims he 
had a UFO contact in his ch ildhood, and that this g ift of his is favou rable - at least, it enables him to make 
money! I am, of cou rse, awa re of the adve rse criticisms levelled at Geller by '�agicians and conju rors", who 
say they can duplicate virtually all his tricks. Obse rve the word '�i rtually", howeve r ;  because one fact 
remains still undisputed, so far as I know :  some metal objects continue to bend afte r  Geller  has ceased to 
touch them; th is is indeed hard to duplica te ! But are these effects t ruly  favou rable in the long run? I t  
su re.ly is  legitimate to  ask what good can come of  such abe rra tions. Cu i  bonG? 

And then there is the well-publicised incident involving Capt. l. Coyne,  a US Army he licopter p ilot who, 
with his crew of three , we re g ripped in a kind of g ra�itational  field by a colossal UFO near Mansf ield ( Ohio) on October 18th (probably 1972),  as reported in the Sep-Oct. 1973 Bulletin of the Ae rial Phenomena Research 
Qr�anisation, Tucson, Arizona. At 1500 feet, his copte r  was flooded with a dazzling green light from the 
enor.ous eraft that had approached h im on a col lision cou rse a t  about 800 mph. It then hovered silently over 
h im for a few seconds, du ring which the crew could see no.ma rkings or portholes - just a dull g rey meta llic 
hull,  a very few ya rds above their  heads, in ponderous silence. Suddenly, the UFO moved off at an encredible 
speed, without accelerat ing the reto, sti ll in total silence ;  and Capt. Coyne's altimete r indicated an altitude 
now of 3 ,800 feet, a sheer impossibility for that helicopter unde r its own power. A full report was made by 
the fou r men as  soon as they landed at their  base. But why did the UFO swoop on the ' copter, insoect it  for a 
few seconds, raise it.to 3, 800 feet f rom 1500 feet, only to  leave a s  fast and a s  mysteriously as it had come? 
Again; Cui bono? 

It is manifestly impossible to bring the reade r up to date in a b rief a rticle ;  the literatu re one has been -
perusing since 1947 conta ins such a wealth of evidential detail that I am  obliged to refer reade rs to it 
di rectly. At the Libra ry of Congress, Lynn Catos compiled in 1967 a 401 page -bibliog raphy on ufology for the 
US Air Force (AFOSR  68-1656). Today such a bibliography would be about four times that size. And today there 
still rema ins in force a US regula tion prohibiting government pe rsonnel f rom discussing UFOs .with the general 
public; the pena lties a re severe.  But nevertheless I can close by hinting at my constantly developing views 
of the enigma : each new case of landing and/or contact b rings new details. The pictu re that is eme rg ing,  so 
far a s  I can see, seems to be as follows : 
1 .  The re appears tri be � �a rked increase in the fr�quency and geographica l  distribution of u fologica l  incidents. 
2. People, animals ,  flora ,  fauna ,  minerals, continue to be taken, mostly along the main sine cu rves mentioned 

previously, which are corridors. 
3. Wate r and electricity a re being drained by the craft. 
4. An alarming number of a·nima l mutilations continues to be reported ; the ca rcases are totally drained of blood, 

although no blood is found in the vicinity. They have been su rgically mutilated, all in  a simila r manner, 
nume rous organs being r,emoved. . Hovering lights are seen nea rby. 
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5. Symptoms resembling demonic possession, as well as poltergeist infestations, a re occu rring in "UFO flap" 
a reas, i.e. ,.. where there have been concentrations of sightings and/or landings. ·I t seems · that all  t he 
psychic heale rs and  psych ic surgeons �began their ca reers with either  the appari tion of a b rilliant entity 
in their  homes, o'r with .a v isitation from a U FO entity� Such psych ic healers can only ope rate when in · 
tnnc� _ . 

6. It is possible, judging by the evidence, which is plentiful,  that there may be a ce rtain demonic element 
whi ch can be  mimicking o rdinary U FOs, performing fea ts that closely resemble certain supranormal Biblica l  
events;  such incidents produce adve rse effects i n  witnesses, as  a rule. 

7. It  is also probable that we a re being visited by extrate r restrials who may have established bases on Ganymede 
or Io (satellites of Jupite r ) ,  on Ma rs and/or on ou r moon,  f rom which to observe, visit and sample us. 
Although these appa rently ha rmless v isits either p roduce favourable effects (or, a t  least, h ave no  undesir­
able effects) in the witnesses, it is felt that ufonauts cannot necessarily be judged a fte r the effects which 
they produce in human witnesse s ;  ha rmful effects need not of themselves indicate demonic motivation. But 
knowing as little as  we do a bout the occupants and their motives, it  is natu ra l that �e should, at this ·stage, 
tend to assign evil intentions to th ose whose visits caused physical or psychic injury to the �itnesses, and 
vice versa. It  seems that most of the aliens behave in a ''dangerously neut ra l "  manne_r towards human. beings;  
no t rue correlation can  yet  be  established between the  types of craft and  pi lots, and  the effects which they 
produce. I t  is there fo re unfortunate that ce rtain committed Christians seem - without studying the matter -
to have adopted an a p riori belief that a l l  UFOs are emanations of "the devil "· A ll that one· can say at this 
time is that a good deal of evidence e loquently points in anothe r d i rection most of the time. I fa demonic 
power is to be invoked to explain UFOs, then I would suggest that this be reserved for the cases which ,  
while seemingly pointless, have left undesirable effects o n  witnesses, with especial emph a sis o n  psychi� 
effects, rather than pu rely physical injuries ; and there a re admittedly many cases of this kind in the . 
literatu re. 

8. The locations of the al leged appea rances of the Blessed Virgin Ma ry at Fatima , Ga rabandal ,  Lou rdes, 
· 

Beauraing ( Belgium) , Zeitoun (Ca i ro),  Beiru t  ( Lebanon ), Little Walsingham ( N o rfolk,  Eng. ) ,  Wisconsin, etc. , 
all  fall a long or close to the cor ridors t ravlle d  by most of the UFOs, as established long ago by Aime 
Michel ' s  studies in  Grthoteny. I t  shou ld perhaps be noted that Bei rut lies rema rkably close to "the roa d  
t o  Damascus" on which St. Paul experienced h i s  vision , va r iously described i n  the Acts of the Apostles 
( IX  3-7; XXII  6-1 1 ;  XXVI 13-18). At Little Wa lsingham in England, close to the• Barra·Sheffield Valenciennes 
corridor, the Chu rch of Eng land maintains a healing shrine dedica ted to Ou r  Lady, in much the same sort of 

· manner  as is the case of  the Roman Catholic shrine a t  Lourdes .- albeit a far  qui te.r and less-known spot. 
9. The incident at Pascagoula (Miss. ) ,  about two years ago, involving Hickson and Pa rker who wer e  a lleg9dly 

taken for a short while into a strange _ hovering craft for an inspection of  their  bodies, is  being d ispu ted . 
on the grounds that there was a man ve ry close by who saw nothing at a l l. However, this detail could lend 
weight to the theory ; because man y  u fological incidents, and M�rian apparitions too, took place in the 
p resence of people that always seem to fall into four catego ries : those that saw and hea rd, saw only, heard 
only, and neithe r saw nor heard.* 

If we wish to a rrive, some day, at  a solut ion of this wo rld-wide p roblem, we must not neglect a single shred 
of evidence,  howeve r unpalatable it  may be, howeve r  unw�lcome it may appea r in the light of our inherited 
p rejudices and beliefs. And, a g reat deal of cou rage wil l  be requi red, because if  a nd when the t ruth  event­
ually confronts us, it will undoubtedly be stagge ring. 

*Cf. the countless cases whe re some witnesses saw light, others did not, in u fology. He re ' s  an interesting 
report : Aug 1, 75, Antofagasta , Chile : many wi tnesses saw b rilliant U FO pass westwa rds towards the ocean , 
brightly il luminating all the landsca pe ;  some of the .witnesses, howeve r, reported they saw NO light, but felt 
a bu rning sensation ( Lumie res dans la  Nuit, F rance, Nov. 75). A pregnant clue. · ·

Chicago (UPI)  - A Fa rgo, N. D .  woman cla ims she and two others were abducted by an alien creatu re last August 
and "dissected like frogs", the di rector of the Centre for U FO · Studies says. 11She  cla ims to have been abducted" 
said J. Allen Hynek, a Northwestern Unive rsity astronomy p rofesso r. "I said claims". 

Sandy Larsen,  32, said she, her  daughter- Jackie, 1 5, and Jackie ' s  boyf riend we re taken aboa rd a U FO which 
landed nea r Fargo last Aug. 26, and were given a complete · medica l examination, Hynek said. Hynek was p resent 
last month in Fargo when Mrs. La rsen was hypnotised and questioned about �he incident. 

Mrs. La rsen said they were driving on a highway 40 miles west of Fa rgo when they heard a loud noise and saw 
"a series of 8 to 10 glowing round objects lined up in the sky, descending toward ea rth". f rightened , she . 
stopped the car. After the objects disappea red, she d rove to a nea rby service station a nd d iscovered i t  was an 
hou r later than she thought. Under hypnosis, Mrs. La rsen said a creatu re '�ith e l astic bandages for a head, o r  
elastic bandages a round i t s  head", subjected her  a n d  her  daughter ' s  boyfriend to "a complete med ical exam ••• 
stripped naked and a l l  parts of the body examined •.•• even our  heads were opened and all pa rts of ou r b rains 
looked at ••• �e were dissected l i ke frogs".
