Sitting- at theA�heel, bathed in the .

orange glow, Mrs.;.i1 had what she called a 'blackout•· for several minutes: 

I don't know, ·b-4f -y�u hiJ.d thi.s 
peculiar sort of feeling of - not quite paralysis ·- but you sort of couldn't move� This was the ·whole of 
the time :of this orange •••• And then I felt a pain, sort of across the head and down- the,neck and �houlders. 
A horrible sort of numb feeling, it �1as, from .the head and down the shoulders, down the -back.. Sort- of the 
top p.art of me9 !'_,When I was. sitting in the car_; with this horrible feeling I. was aware- .the ca.r that had been 
corni�g to�ard,me.had stopped; too • .  When I felt.a bit better I got out of the truck and.went down to;this 
car. When I got out there was still a faint light, but not as much as there'd been. His car was sort of.· . .

"The car started that had been facing me, and shot past me west up the road, and I just stood there 
wondering what the heck was wrong with him. I walked down toward him, down the middle of the road, and then, 
whish! - just like that3 And when I got b�ck and sat quietly and thought a bit about it, I thought, now 
that'd be the reaction if a person had got a bit of a fright� But I thought he'd run over me! •••• 

"And then I heard a very loud noise, like a plane noise almost, and the col�ring and everything just 
faded. And I went back to my car - and this is the funny part of it - the motor was going. It had stopped 
- I had tried the ignition - but when I got back the car motor was running'� 

It seems rather odd that Mrs. Ja failed to observe what had happened to the orange object. Her instinctive 
thought when she got out was to rush across to the other car and get help, and she said that she was in such 
confusion at the strange sequence of events that she did not think to look around for the source of the light. 

She could net say how long her period of 'blackout' had lasted, but, having frequently travelled the same 
route before, she was later able to determine that the time lost during the journey totalled about 20 minutes. 
She said that the numbness in her head and shoulders was still persisting when she arrived home, although no 
permanent after effects were apparent.-

"I came home that night, and when I walked in I said to my mother, 'Do I look peculiar?' I felt extra. 
ordinary. And she said, 'Well, you look a bit white'"• 

It is not surprising that Mrs. J, was not inclined to make an examination of the area after her unpleasant 
experience. She said that she passed the spot again a few days later, but could see nothing unusual anywhere 
in the vicinity.

AN UNUSUAL GROUND MARK 

In a recent interview a Croydon man described the finding of a puzzling ground mark last year. The man was 
walking his dog in steady rain at 7.20 a.m. on an unknown date (but known to be in Sep., 1976). Garbed in 
gum-boots and waterproof gear, he was crossing a football field at Ainsley Park, We�t Croydon, when he came 
across a circular area containing a criss-cross pattern of marks. 

The first strange thing about the mark was the fact that his dog, which was on a leash, refused to go into 
the circle. The man reported: 

"The dog wouldn't have a bar of it •• �. I coaxed him, I even tried to get him on the strap, and he wouldn't 
let me put him on his strap� The moment I came outside the circle I called him across and he came and sat 
down and let me put him on his strap. I headed towards the circle again and he started pulling and propping. 
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Ground Mark (Continued) 
•••• He was walking along and his hackles came up and his ears went up and he would not go near the mark. That 
was it point blank. I feel that if I'd persisted in-it he might quite possibly have bitten me'� 

Something else was odd about it:

Although he went back several times in the next few weeks, this effect was not noticed again.· 
Inside the circle he examined the grass closely and,noticed the strange fact that every blade was standing 

vertically,upright, two . to three inch�s.high, -almost as if it -had been subjected to some tremendous upward suction 
force. Str�nger, still,.-said. the man, all the grass:inside the _circle was perfectly dry, even though it was raining 
quite heavily, and;'had-�e� for .some time.· Outside the circle, the grass was very wet and slushy, while inside, he 
claimed, .he look� · very ··.closely and _could -not see a single. drop of water clinging to any blade of grass. This was 
a puz�le, because_ the effect stopped abruptly at .the boundary of the mark, which was perfectly·circular, except for 
the two trailing -appendages. Tne ·diameter, .estimated by him by stepping across,_ was about 40 feet. 

The diagram is a tracing of the man's plan, which he claiins to be a fairly accurate copy of the mark. The •icriss­
cross" pattern clearly stood out; although he was not sure �exactly what was producing the contrasting areas. He. · 
thought it ·_might possibly have been slightly different colours :of the grass that delineated the· pattern. ·He said 
that the pattern seemed to stand out �l:earer than ever after an electrical storm a few days later. There was no' 
trace of any material substance detecta�le_on the grass. 

Since he. had �alked his

dog the sa�e route: the evening before, he knew that the mark had appeared during the· 

previous night. He made inquiries to the}ocal council who administered the park, thinking possibly that work�n · · 

had been carryiog out special treatment, bul: they knew of nothing to explain it •• There were no man-made traces,_ 
such as footprints or .. vehicle tracks, .anywhere near the circle. He said that the mark remained visible for '�everal 
weeks, but when .we visited the site in early february; there was nothing to be seen. · · : · · :

Russians hay.e 
always been highly inte re.st.ed .in nying saucers and recently a clandestine Samizdat pamphlet : reported on a lecture _. by 
a pr9fessor at the aviation institute on this theme • .  He · c9r:nr_n�nted on recent sightings of UfOs � in various parts , of tne 
Soviet Union an� eyen gave .a description of spacemen.. The pamphlet has been severely  cr�ticised . by the Commun �t .. 
youth organ, Komsomolskaya P ravda, which prefe rred explanations that flying sauce rs and other objects wer� _ the result 
of optica l  o r  atmosphe ric illusions. 

Professo r  Alexai Zolotov has contradicted these explanations. After 17  years of research, the profes�� said that 
the explosion of 1908 in Siberia was caused by the crash of a nuclea r-powered vehicle from· outer ·space. The· debate 
on whether ·there a re bei ngs in  oute r : space has spilled over from science into philosophy� ·A member of the Soviet 
Academy of Sciences told the Soviet Party newspaper, · P ravda, that · he was convinced there - �ere othe r beings : in the 
universe because this belief motivates man to explore the Cosmos. But the celebrated ·astrophysicist, Josef.: Chlosky, 
on the other hand, wrote recently in tho philosophical review, Voprossy filossophi that we must realise we a re alone 
in  the universe and this should . be a · stimulant for ou r work. 

Recently, Russians have 'been excited by tales . of the so-called Be rmuda T riangle, where over 100 ships and . planes 
have disappeared in · the past decadeo P ravda reported recently that following a TV p rog ram on the T riangle, many 
viewers had written to· the Sov iet Academy of Sciences with thei r own, highly imaginative, explanations. The Soviet 
news agency, Tass; quoted · an · engineer who theorised that losses in the · T riangle had been caused by a new or full moon 
i nterfering �ith navigational i nstruments. The next danger days in this case we re Dec. 20 and Jan.  18, Tass noted. · ;�  
During the program, a guest speaker said the losses in the T riangle were inexplicable - from a logical poin t  of view 
here on earth, although the official commentator gave scientific explanations. 

Mr. L. B rekhovski, P resident of the Oceanog raphic Commission of · the Academy of Sciences, criticised certain Soviet 
publications for giving coverage to scientific l ies. He said ·that losses in the Bermuda Triangle could have been 
caused by unusual weather conditions in the a rea cau sed by the Gulf Stream, whose swift-flowing current would carry · 
away all traces of wreckage� ··

"Considering all the luck involved in 
finding one of these cases, and the numbers that I actually do find, there must be literally hundreds or perhaps 
thousands of abductions that have happened in the United States') he said. Under hypnosis, a number of people 
had revealed tales of being taken aboard alien spacecrafts and later  returned •••• 

The following report of such a case is reprinted from th.e __ New Zealand journal "Xenolog" No.. 106 : 
On the evening 9f 10/11  June, 1976, 20 year old Helene Giuliana of Valence, F ranee, was retorming home alone 

after an evening with friends. · Helene is well-considered by those who know her, and works for the mayor of the 
village, who spe�ks highly of her. . . .. 

At abo�t one o ' clock in the ·morn ing she left her friend ' s  place in Romans to travel the 1 7  km. to her home in 
Hostun, · where she lives with her parents. The route, along national highway 535, is well known to her and carries 
a fair  bit of traffic, even at night .. · The trip usually takes · about 20 minutes, and 6 km. from Romans the road 
follows·· the bank of the River !sere before crossing over on the : Martinet bridge. 

Just past the bridge, fer four-litre car started misfiring. At first Helene thought it had run out of petrol, 
but remembered there had been plenty when she had left the picture theatre. The car had always been reliable 
before, and it · s�emed unlikely the engine · would cause trouble. · . After a few more metr�s the engine stalled 
completely and the car coasted along� the side of the road. Thim, strangely, the lights went out. · ·.

Some 25 metres away, He�ene - said, s�e saw· an o rangey-red glimmering dome of light. She could hardly believe 

her eyes� · After a few maments she looked up at the object again, but the glimmering light had completely gone• 
Panicking slightly;· she · ·started the car again and set off for home. She was extre�ly frightened and was still 
shaking after travelling several kilometres. On arriving home she went to her sister ' s  room and awo�e he(with

. 

a start. Her · siStef asked her where she had been, as it was fou r  o ' clock in the morning! Helene still · thought 
she had left h�r friends in Romans less than 3D minutes before. . 

After telling ·�he� parents arid employer the next _ day what had happened, news spread quickly. Mr� Andre Revol 
of Saint M!rcellin; ·an investigator for · "OURANOS"; contacted her� and proposed she be questioned 'under hypnosis 
by Mr. Stephane 0�� of Grenoble .. On the 22d. of July the hypnotic interview took place, and . Helene was able to 
enlarge on the events of Ju'ne 11, although she had no conscious memory of the lost two hours at all. On Aug. 18 
t�e �>EPe..fience was ,·repeated for Channel 3 TV in Lyons. for 40 minutes Helene repeated . her · account un�er hypnosis 
without .contradiction ·or hesitation. . .

'\\'hen" the · 'car stopped she had seen a bright light which hurt her eyes, coming from the object. Two · little men 
approach�d � the car and, opening a door, then carried her towar�s the l ight • . Looking back, her car seemed to 
have disappeared, and she was taken into the machine through a ·metallic door. . · . · 

"The dwarfs carrying her were short and �earing black overalls. Helene said they had large eyes and were ·ugly, 
and was able . to s.ketch them .when hand�d .a .,pen and paper. They had tall rounded heads,  and they laid her out on 
a kind of table, placing what seemed like handcuffs on her wrists and feet. Everything around her seemed metal­
.lic, apd then the dwarfs placed a kind .of. ;napkin on her f ront. Her head seemed to fill with white, red and 
yellow lights� and one of the dwarfs traced ci rcles above her pullover with a kind of glowing box • • •• Next, 
Helene seemeq. �p be outside .again. She noticed the machine had three legs about three metres high and there 
were blinking lights above the�e". . . . . 

Details are sketchy, but the program, broadcast on the 24th. Aug. caused considerable interest, especially as 
the incident happened near a busy highway without o�her motorists reporting anything. Helene still h�s no 
conscio!JS memory of those two lost h�rs. At present her pullover is  being examined at the Atomic Energy, Centre 
in G renoble to see if there are any unusual traces f rom the incident, and another hypnotic sessiqn is planned 
soon in fro�t .. of speci�lists and experts from different fields. 

I RANIAN AIR FORCE I NCIDENT 
Sep. 19� 1976 : Just after midnight the I ranian Air Force in Tehran received a number of c�lls about a ,  b right 
star-like object. At 1 . 30 a.m. an r-4 jet took off to inve�tigate the object, about 70 miles away, but after 
about · 4o · mnes, all the plane ' s  communic ations and instrumentation were lost suddenly. The pilot immediately · 
turned back, whereupon the systems returned to normal function. · 

A secon� r-4 took off at 1 .40, made radar contact, and was able to gain on the object until it suddenly 
accelerated • . Chasing the light, the crew reported that it was intensely brilliant, like flashing strob� lights 
in a re�t�ngular pattern, rapidly alternating blue, green, red and orange. Suddenly a smaller brilliant object 
came out of the UFO at higb speed, straight towards the pursuing plane. The pilot started to fire a missile at 
this object, but at that moment his weapons control panel and communications went off� He turned to evade the 
projectile, but : it followed' the jet around, accelerated inside the plane ' s  turn, and climbed back to rejoin the . 
the other object. · . The systems w�re now back to normal,  so the jet resumed . the chase. · ·

Next; another object was discharged from ·the side of the UFO. This dived towards the ground at .great speed; · , · 

but appeared to come to rest gently in some hills. The main uro disappeared at many times the speed of sound. 
On the gr�nd, .the ·: Object appeared .t9 cast a very bright light over an a rea 2 to 3 km. in diameter. 

After returning �o their base, the crew observed a cylindrica� Qbject pass above tnenf 'wniltf they ·were circling 
the airfield. This object, which was also seen by ground watchers, had bright l ights on each end a�d and a 
flashing light in the middle. 
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At dawn that morning, the same crew went by helicopter to th� site of the landing, a d ry lake bed, but no t race 
could be found. While flying a\<Jay from the site, the helicopter picked up a beeper signal. When it was at its 
�trongest they saw an isolated farm house� where they landed and a sked the resident if he had seen anything the n ight 
beforeo The farmer replied that he . had heard a loud sound and seen a very bright l ight in the landing site a rea(t 
� When returning f rom the U FO chase, the c1·ew· had noted a ·  g re·at , dea_l of UHf rad.io_ inte rference, and they completely 
Jost all commun ications each time they passed through a certain ' magnetic bearing� ' . ·

such as D r. Saunde r ' s  "Ex�riCsiB Factors in UFO Reporting" (Amer. Inst. of Aeronautics & Astronautics paper75-43) 
and "A Spatia-Temporal Inva riant for Major U FO Waves", contained in .Proceedings of the CUFOS Confe rence, 1976, a t  
present in publicationn UFOCAT is a lso being used t o  p rovide catalogues of reports of particular inte rest to spec­
ialists. Such catalogues selectively list reports by sJch factors as geographical location , type of report, such as  
�ccupants or  2bductions, date of-· repo rt, special report features such as imprints o r  elect romagnetic effects; and 
�ven suer. f�ctors r.s . �ightings f rom airplanes o r  reports from milita ry personnel. The possible combinations a re a s

U FOCAT has g rown at a n  average rate approaching 10, 000 ent ries per yea r. During this period the basic concept has 
not va ried, but the best physical means for rea lising thisconcept has change� from time to time. Ry 1972, .the file 
had grown to a siz3 which was no longer reasonable to ma intain as a deck of ca rds, so - the prima ry file �as moved to

As time passes, though, the scientist will become important in a resfer�h capacity and it is the 
job of the investigator . to extr.act a.nd sepa ra te the fundamental �lements inherent in the phenomenon f�om the many 
i rrelevant and coincidental thing� ·always present in an observed ·-si'tuation. We should act as a collection and 
filtering agency to remove all  extran�ous nQise, so tha( a. greater percentage of the signal is fransmitted to 
those doing research. � · - .. . · ;

However, for an objective study of the phenomenon, the data requires organisation, systematisation, and the 

adoption of uni form terminology for their description and evaluation. Then and only then we may get on with 
establishing the reality of the observed phenomenon, define· its cha racteristics, and at some future stage, build 
a theoretical model. This will  be done only after detailed analysis of the observations and statistics, which 
will in turn lead to new hypotheses. 

The elementary step of employing precise definitions with the various aspects of the phenomenon should be given 
a high priority on the investigator ' s  list -of activities • .
