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EASTERN SUBURBS SIGHTINGS 

rollowing publicity given to sightings in the Oandenong,Rahges recently, aore reports.have been received by the 
Society from·the eastern suburbs of Melbourne:

Mt. Evelyn, 16/8/7?, 12.15 p.m.· 

The witness, a 28. year ol� wood machinist, had just finished his .lunch at . his place of work in Canterbury Rd., Mt. 
Evelyn. Stretching out on his back on a pile of logs to relax for a few moments, as was his eo110n practice during 
the lunch break, :he observed a dark spherical object pass directly overhead from north to south at high speed. 
Because of his ·position the: object· passed out of sight behind an overhanging roof, and he immediately stood up for 
a better view.and alerted his workmates. After ·standing up he saw the object again for a few seconds, but the 
passage of ·the object, taking less than an estimated five seconds, ·was too rapid to be witnessed by any .of� the other 
men. 

The witneSs said that during the observation, -the object travelled in an absolutely straight line, and at times 
was passing through cloud. ·The sky was heavi)y overcast at the time, the cloud level being less · than 1000 feet 
altitude· with· respect to the observer. He was not able to estimate its apparent size, which was sufficient for him 
to detect that it was definitely circular.. His final view of it was as it continued on an apparently dead straight 
horizontal trajectory into cloud. There was no sound and no trail of any kind·visible. 

The information content ·in this sighting is admittedly very meagre, but we were-impressed with. the witness's 
st�th of conviction that he had sighted something inexplicable. He refused to accept any of the natural 
explanations we suggested, and was adamant that the object's tremendous. speed •. the dead··straight trajectory, and 
the total absence·of sound ruled out any normal explanation. 
Blackburn, 1?/8/77·, 8.00 p.m .. 

An unusual illuminated object was.sighted passing over· Blackburn a little after ·eight bye woman and her son. 
The principal witness, a high school teacher of mathematic$, heard a whooshing noise "like a blow torch but lower 
in pi��h" for two or three seconds while s�e �as watching TV. She immediately ran outside and saw a large object 
moving slowly and silently due west on a course that had taken it directly over her house• At this stage, about 
15 setQnds after she had heard the noise, she called her son, 19, who came out on an upstairs balcony and also : 
viewed the object. When first sighted by the woman, the object was at an elevation of about 35 degrees, and they 
both watched it fer about ?.minutes as it moved at a slow steady speed towards the west on a straight horizontal 
course, finally disappearing over a rise about � miles away. (The object's path took it over-heavily populated 
residential area) · · 

Re-enacting the observation later, the witness estimated that at its closest the object subtended � inches at 
arm's length, and, using the other estimated data, and assuming that the sound was heard when the object was 
directly overhead, calculations yielded the followir� rough results: the object's altitude was between three and 
four hundred feet; the speed was about 20 mph; its size (dimension perpendicular to travel direction) was about 60 
feet. 

It has to be remembered that such quantitative estimates by people inexperienced in doing so can be-grossly in 
error. However, this pa�icular witness, as well as being trained in mathematics, took the trouble to recreate 
each step of the sighting, going over her every remembered action. The figures finally arrived at should � 
accepted with a high degree of reliability. 

The WOfllan and her son were greatly astonished by the closeness of the object and -its absenee of sound. Their 
separate �ketches of the object agreed closely, although the son did not see the object at such..close proximity 
since he took a few sconds longer to reach his viewing position. 

The object appeared a5 an indistinct dark elliptical area with a· row ·of white lights, which were pulsating out 
of unison, giving the appearance of a progression from left to right. Throughout the observation, the �ject1s 
orientation remained constant, as shown in the diagram. 

After the sighting the witness made seve�l- p�r_le -caJls seekii)Q .i�fonnation,. but 'ieither the - police nor the ·

A new technique has recentl�···b'Scome �'Jiilable to. ACOS for· the analyrJ.s of physical trace events. This- method is 
potentially capable of detecHng the ef of r:::y ionising r2diation from the UFO and also measuring any heating 
effects� It can be applied to almost all rgan1c non-conducting m�terials such as 5oil, rock, bricks, bottles, 
rpof tiles, etc. Overseas2 scientists have· used· it to stucty··effect$ of ball lightning on a church steepl��and a 
brick house, a UFO on soil, atom bombs o� roofs? am! $0 O•l., �Jhen a non-conducting material such as a soil mineral 
is irradiated with ionizing radiation some of the electr011s in the material are promoted to higher eriergy levels. 
Some of these electrons become "trapped" at certain sites and so remain at the higher energy. If the material is 
s�bsequently heated then these electrons may receive Enough thermal energy to escape from the trap. lhese electrons 
give off their excess cnergy:as light-thermoluminescence .(TL). 

· 
'The measurement of ·:his TL .�riv.olvas heatiiJg a sample of the material and recording the amount of light given off. 

Since most materials contain small amounts.of radioactive elements and are exposed to_the background radiation 
there will be a ce�tain amount of natural t�srmoluminescence� Our interest is whether the natural Tl of the soil 
frcm the "landing site has bee'"". augmented by an additional ittadiation or _diminished by heating. Comparison of Tl 
frvm :m affected area ·with a control can give an estimate of the amount of radiation or heating involved in trace 
cases., 
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The thermoluminescent technique effectively measures the amount of radiation damage in a sample. A major 
advantage is that (apart from an effect which disappears within a day or so) this radiation gamage in quartz - a 
major component in soils, etce - is reasonably stable, and old sites can be reinvestigated using this new technique. · 
for example, the incident involving the church steeple occurred in 1846. . . 

On Sep. 25, 1976,-four witnesses observed an illuminated object rising from the ground at Karawinna, near Mildura. 
A discoloured circle was found at the site (Bulletin, Nov., 1976). Three samples of soil from the site - centre of 
circle; edg� of cir�le; and outside circle - have been examined using the Tl technique by ACOS consultant, Or. G. 1.· 
Stevens. The results of th�·testing are as follows: 

Three soil samples·associated with the sighting at Karawinna have been analyzed primarily by thermoluminescence • . The results indicate that.the affected area had not been strongly heated (consistent with the observation that � tbere was. no charred vegetation on the site). The sample from the centre of the area showed a slightly higher 
·. TL output than the other two, .corresponding to an irradiation dose of about 100 rad. The most_probable 

e�planation for·this. is due to a slightly lower decay rate of the eff�ct of the background radiation. • * * * * • * *

Pet�r .Hallam said the four men sighted the object about 9.15 p.m. ·"I was with my uncle, Ted Brown, of Brimpaen, 
and a ·couple of shearers spotlighting for rabbits and foxes in the Black Range area down towards Cherrypool", he 
said. "There was a little bit of moonlight. I was in the back of the ute with one of the shearers. As I ·swung

th� horizon. There was a line of trees a couple of hundred metres away and it wasn't much ab�ve the trees. The 
red globe· appeared to have a long pole· on top of it with ·some object on top of the pole. But it was hard to 
define,. being real bright with a sort of haze around it. It was so bright you could hardly look at it• we all 
saw �t for 15· to 20 seconds. Ted jumped· out of the driver's side and said: 'Look at that!' The thing came down· 
very slowly, about the same pa·ce as a landing helicopter and on a slight angle.

First UfO Sighte·r is Still Seeking Answer (Northe rn Daily Leader, Tamworth, £1/7/77) 

The man who sta rted the "flying saucer" e ra 30 yea rs ago is still searching for more UfOs. "1 think  we're going to 
have a solution to the uro mystery very soon, perhaps even this year", said Ken Arnold, a 58 yea r  old businessman 
from Boise, Idaho. 

A rnold launched the modern uro era in .1947, when he reported sighting nins disc-shaped objects flyirig over Mt. 
Rainier in Washington stateo ,He told reporte-rs that their actions were similar  to "saucers skipping ov .er  .water". 
f rom this description, newspapers dubbed the objects "flying saucers".

Arnolo's sighting kicked . .off a rash of UfO reports. "It was incredible", he recalled. "Within· a few days after, l 

made my r.epcrrt on what I sa w; everyone started seeing them"o Arnold said he often regretted reporting what he h.ad , ... 
seeno "for . the first f.ive yea rs or so, no one would take UfOs seriously", he said. "People would snigger and joke 

·and say that anyone who thought he saw 'flying saucers' had a screw loose". 
But he has never gone back on what he saw, and today he still investigates UfO sightings, and recently attended 

the International UFO Congress in Chicagoo 
UfOs "Time Machines'� (Adelaide Ne\-Js, . 31/8/77) 

New York, today : uros are really time machines f rom the earth's future, according to an authori ty om the subject • 
. Adrian Vance, · West Coast editor of Popula r Photography magazine a nd a UFO expert says an amazing photograph which 

shows a UFO in three sepa rate places at the same time p roves his time machine theory. Vance said: "The picture, 
taken.in Oregon in 1966, proved beyond reasonable doubt that the uro pictured was travelling in time. It was in 
three different places .at the same time" That c�n only be done if the craft .is travelling in time". · 

Vance, who has documented his findings in � sqon-to-be-released book, '�FOs, T he Eye and the Camera", says the 
photo, which shows no tampering, spurred hiffl ·on to sea rch for more documentation. He found another photo taken .near 
Anchorage, Alaska, which, he saus; showed the same phenomenon. . · . 

Using · his knowledge of.photography and hi$ t raining i� the physical sciences, Vance has .constructed a startling 
theory to explain tfie ·:rash ·Of UFO sightings.. He believ�s that UfOs fall into two distinct categories:  those whi ch 
use:time simply as. a ·medium of transportation, and time travellers who can move from the future into the past and 
vice-versa� · 

"This explains why no wreckage of a
·
uro has ever been found", says_Vance . . "If trouble occurred, a rescue ship 

could simply travel back in ti:ne and correct whatever went wrong".

The p_il:ot i'n,Vdl.v�{ln the incredible experience with the UFO kept not only the personnel who work at the airport 
unde� ,.�on·stapt ·st __ r�?"s, but als� thousands of listeners in Bogota, _who began to hear the broadcast of the experiences 
as they __ we.re" h�piperiing during the full duration of the flight. · · · · . · . . ·. For 1n0re 'than thirty minutes, four single engin'e aircraft from the two schools of flying, Aeroclub of Colombia; ··and 
�eroandes, �-under ·-the ·t;ontrol of expert instructors, "led ·by the hand" in an unbelievable flight directing from : · 
airplane to airplane Lopez Ojeda until guiding him down safe and sound on the main runway at Eldorado. 
'At 9.15 a. m. Manuel Jose Lopez Ojeda climbed on board the_Cessna 150 plane, registry number HK 1164-I, of the Aero­
club of _Cqlo�b�� flying School. .After taxiing the plane to the head of the runway at the airport at Guaymaral, he ·· 
qecided to practise landing exerches Qefore attempting some· flight ·manoeuvres. The young pilot carried :out two 
traffic pa'ttern app·roaches and then fl&i to zo,Ye l, '"which is designated between the villages of Tabio-Chia and Cota 
to the north of Bogota.· In thfs secto·rtmarked out by the �aeronautic authorities as a zone fo·r manoeuvres, lopez 
Qjeda began to repeat one after another the manoeuvres of a slow flight, stalls with and without the-power ·on, and 
turns, both gentle and tight turns to the tight arid to the left.

I did· not notice or was aware of any loss or gain in altitude'� declared the p ilot and repeated· that he 
was fully conscious of everything that was taking place. "The radio did not function for several minutes and I lost 
all contact with the towe r at Guayma ral "o . . 

"The diameter of the uro Wa$ 2pproximately 15  to 20 me tres", stated the pilot on being asked about this detail. 
"It was like an. aluminium mass", and he repeated that 11it moved underneath the landing gea r for some 30 to 40 seconds 
but at no time did it make d i rect contact" with his crafto During that period of a few seconds the pilot managed to 
make contact with the control  to�Jer at Gu9ymaral and declared the emergency situation. "Later the UFO moved to the 
front of the. plane and that was when I began to lose my_ sight. Everything looked cloudy. for just a moment it  
seemed I wa s recove ring my  visibility but I was  thinking to  myself that  this  was the, end  for  me.

Meam:Jhile, at the cont rol . tower at Eldorado and the tower at: {)uaymaral ,  panic reigned 
among the aeronautic authorjties and the companicns of the yo�ng pilot� At the same time, suspension of all flight

The ae rial odyssey involv ing the five a i rcraft began at 10� 5CO feet not far from Guayma ral. The instructional 
phase , began by attempting to o ri�nt� in direction, pilot Lopez Ojeda , to whom at that moment everything looked the 
same and w.ho appeared to be or sounded as  if he were in  a d runken stupor. On four occasions over t he airport of 
Eldorado, the group of instructors and the secu rity chief of aeronautics, Major Jairo Garcia, attempted to bring 
about a landing of the HK �164· ·1 , which at the time was u!'lder the con t rol of the blind aviator� In two ot: these 
attempts, the light plane pl�ced the nerves on edge for dozens of worke rs at the a i rport authority, who from the 
lower floors of the con trol towe r we re observing the approach manoeuvres of the plane towards the runway.

The pilot was found frozen to the con t rols and wi�h nis body facing front, still  with his safety belt fastened. 
He was resci,Jed from the. inte r�or of the Cessna 150 by two me1 f rom the fi re department who led hi111 to an ambulance 
which was stationed close to the plane� and whe re Or. SEva Marano from the Airport Health Clinic was located. The 
doctor gave him a complete examination and p rovided tranquilisers for .the nerves. Late r  the pilot wa� taken_ to the 
clinic where.  the flyer recuperated from his affliction which he states was p roduced in him by a UFO in a��ord with 
the cha racteristics with which this cla�s of object has been defined� O ro Silva Moreno said after examining . the 
pilot that the physica l  condition of Lopez Ojeda was satisfactory. . 

The p resence of the uro was not detected by the radars at the ai rport, but this _ ha s  a very log ical explanation in 
that Lopez Ojeda was flying over a region of many hills which cau se interferences and do not permit radar cove rage. 
Moreover,  since UFOs are usually of an oval form, according to most authorities a nd witnesses, they p resent a ve ry 
small su rface of reflection. Neve rtheless, workers in the control tower at  E ldorado a re accustomed to observing 
UfOs, especially pn clear n ights, and in the majo rity of these occasions when they have been observed, their 
p reseoce ha.s not been recorded by the rada r units. One of the air  t ra ffic controllers, Oanilo Z ambrano,  who . has . 
reportedly seen uros on five diffe rent occasions, when interviewed by the press related : '�e are very accustomed to 
seeing UFOs on clear and cloudless nightso Twnety days ago (16/4/77), I saw one of those craft, which was moving 
in a zig-zag tr�jectory. That same U fO was obse rved by the pilot and crew of a Jumbo Jet airliner. I could clearly 
see that it moved about even f rom the cont rol tower. I estimated that it was at an altitude qf about 20,000 feet 
then it gained �ltitude and disappeared tc;>wa rds the north., It had the luminosity of an orange-:-9reen colour"�

at Eyragues (Bouches-du�Rhone, near Avignon).  SOVEPS was informed of this  a ffair on the  morning of  feb. 3· by the 
g�ndarmerie brigade of Cha-teaurena rd ( SOVEPS expresses its thanks to the gendarmerie, without whom this investigation 
wpuld not have been possible. ) The investigators went to the site the same afternoon to hear the testimony of the 
w�tnesses, _three young girls:  Mlles. S.G. , 14 ; M.C. , 1 5 ;  J.G. , 14. 

: La Maison familiale is situated within the walls of the Mas du Magasin, about one km. to the west of Eyragues.

particles. Scientists have determined that ou r solar system is . dmosr e�tif·ely composed of matter, though anti­
matter particles a re _createg 't!hen high energy light photons interact with. 111a�ter • . The anti particles thus· 
created have a half life of only a few picoseconds, ' and so, w.e remain pr�oinii1antl y matter. . 

Dirac predicted that �hen parti cles and anti-particles collide� tbe re.��lt · wo.uld be mu.tual annihilation, a 
supposition that has since been shown to be true. It can · easily be seen�· therefore, that the matter and anti­
matter may not exist in close proximity without cataclysmic results. If .our Universe were a homogeneous 
mixture, it would result in total annihilation leaving . o�ly. the energy of that annihilation. · . 

Nature ordinarily is synunetrical and sci�ntists ·feel justified in expecting that there be equal quantities 
of matter and. anti�matter w�thin the �niverse. · There. is no reason why nature should favour· positiv� or negative. 
Assume _ for the momen t �hat there are equal q�antitie� of each in the Universe. We must then ask how the· two 
are spacially . lo.cated, . remembe ring th�t' if the tw9 interact, they will cease to exist. There a.re three main 
theories. as to how_ the two substances . ar·e . arranged.

A simila.r process t9 ele�trolysis,  know�·: as t�e. �eidenfrosJ effect, separates matter and anti-matter Jn· a · 
magnetic f.ield, which limits interacti_on · during galaxy .. fprmation., The effect takes place on a small scale and 
so matter and anti�matter are· separated by only a small distance, hence each galaxy is composed of equal amounts 
of the twoo. · Ou r  solar· systefl'l is· composed . . of matter, ou r neighbouring systems may not. be. . � A second theory, proposed by Fred Hoyle, formally of �he Institute of theoretical astronomy, oCambridge 

· 
University, suggests that each co-exists in the same galaxy, in an arrangement different to that proposed by 
Alfven I Klein theory. He proposes that anti-matter may form the nucleus of our galaxy, w hilst the matter is 
distributed in the su rrounding starsa Th is theory seems to conflict with the assumption of symmetry as the 
galactic nucleus has a gravitational mass less than one tenth of that of the surrounding stars.

Paris-Sud. The. :recent discovery of a �� t K· ba.ckground radiation throughout the Universe., . is believed by most . 
theoriticians to be a remnant of the massive e�plosion that marked the beginning of time some 10 - 20 
billion years agoo o�nes c!aims that i n  the fi rst moments of the ' Big Bang ' ,  the Universe consisted of thermal 
radiation , the energy of w:1ich would have be�n gieat enough to generate massive and equal2suan tities· of - -· · . · · 
both matter and a�ti-matterc The initial temper�tu re of the reaction, in order of 3 x· 10 K,- woul� have caused 
the matter and anti-matter to repel one another, thus creating positive· and negative galaxies. As the Universe ·· 
expanded and the galaxies contracted, so he possib�lity of galactic interaction was eliminated. Omnes theory 
relies mainly on the assumption that th·ere is a ·critical temperature, or level of energy where oppos� ·particles 

will not interact�

vrrriiann, proposed that 811ti-particles could be consi��r:-.ed either 

as oppositely charged particles, or as particles moving backward in time. If \le .take this second proposition 
we have symmetry of both matter a�d time. 

In 
close encounter cases the craft seems to haver j�st above the g round rather that rest upon i t. Could it be 
t�at the U fQ '�. �isiting Earth are ac�ually f rom a negative world? I find the suggestion quite plausible. 
for examp�e·� .�r ;the, fe':J cases where humans have �een taken aboard alien craft they are not physically touched 
or allowe( .to�:- t.d�Jc.h. ·a!'ly alieno I believe that the5e people were surrounded by an energy ·field which protected 
both them ·and ·tHe ·aliens from mutual destruction. -r·u rther, I rr.ight suggest that perhaps UfO ' s  could be 
powered by a allowing controlled interaction of the anti-particles to take place. This is obviously onable to 
explain all sightings but it does account as a reasonable interpretation of the behavior of a large number of 
uro •so 

For the answers we must wait until either we learn to control anti-matter, or alien scientists and our own 
can get together. · · · · ·

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V. U. F. O. R. S. MEMBER ATTENDS BRITISH CONFERENCE

This ·report FePresents my own personal view of the 1977 N.U. f.O. N (Northern UFO Network annual conference · 
held 10-1 1/sep/77, at Notingham, U . K. ).  conference. That is to say, as a spectator without access to files or 
any other such information conc�rning the UFO groups involved. That is, should not therefore, be _ regarded as . 
an "in depth" report on British · Ufology. · 

The conference .9n the 10th was a public lecture on UFO's as much as a conference, as can be seen with a 
glance �t the ·accompanying ' programme. The delegates and members of the public were welcomed by Miss J. Randles, 
secretary of_ N.U . r. o.N. and addressed by Mr. R. · Mornell, editor of ''U. f. O. Research Review". We were· then 
addressed by Kathleen Preston on the subject of "Zodiacs and Lay lines". She expounded the theory that - "Lay 
lines" can make up ·patterns between various saliant features of the landscape and the possibility of a con­
nection with UFO 's. She produced diagrams as suppocting evidence of the claim. 

Miss Preston 's  address was followed by an ATV film of UFO work entitled "Open Door". Various members of 
N. U. F. O.No were interviewed by a reporter and a dramatic piece of movie film was shown of an alleged high 
flying UFO seen over America. It was filmed in colour and shown on nation-wide British TV. The American Air 
force officially regarded the film as being that of a "High altitude aircraft dumping fuel", but individual . 
pilots who were interviewed denied· the claim. 

Mr. Barry King followed with ''UFO Photo Cases". These were slides of various UFO photo's taken over the . years; 
many of which were familiar to me. The four pictures were taken near Trinidad Island were among the slides. 

· An intere�ting talk on UFO ' s  and clouds was given by Mr. B. Delain of Contact, U . K • •  He pointed out that 
many UFO cases are closely associated with clouds and that, over the years, many reports have come in of clouds 
behaving in a manner inconsistent with normal clouds one might expect to see. He read several reports of clouds 
moving agai�st the wind, of clouds dropping stones, making loud explosions, and appearing and disappearing 
very quickly and strangely. A cloud was·reported to have · descended on a British Army division during the first 
World War and. then rising and disappearing after about � an hour. The division was reported missing in action 
and no trace of it was found. · · 

Mr. C. Bower, Editor of the British Flying Saucer Review told us of the history of the review and this was 
followed by a discussion on the National '�kywatch" which is co-ordinated by Mr I. Anderson. The skywatch is 
conducted once a month and is for a period of 1 night during which all members of participating UFO . groups �· 
across the country spend the night, outside looking for UfO ' s. Not all UFO Investigators are in favour of 
holding skywatches, notibly Mr. Bowan who suggested that the time would be better spent working on existing 
UfO cases �ather · than looking for "needles in a haystack".
