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George Snowling and family reported. an object near Wangaratta. \¥hen first noted, the object was a glowing red 
ball, after which it changed to a cone shape, and then changed into a cup shape. Soon afterwards, it increased in 
redness an.d intensity, th.en disappeared as if someone had switched off the light. 

The eerie e�pe.r_innce. began when Mrs. Snow ling called George to the back yard at 9. 55 p.m. She told him to 11get 
your overans··on� a�. 'it looks like a fire". George ·and -his wife and 14 year old son observed the object. Peter 
O'Oriscoll abo watched the uro. There were no flames visible, and it could not have been a fire, as it moved in 
a northerly direction. 

During the next 10 minutes the object changed from a cone shape and then to cup shape. At this time it seemed 
to get redder in colour and then it was gone. The observers were also puzzled why the family pet dog was 
unusually restless during the time of the sighting. After the object disappeared the dog became normal ·again. 

J. D. Roberts, on whose property the object appeared, was much closer to the UfO. He gave the ·same description 
of the colours, and said it moved to the north along the top of a ridge. He thoug�t at first it was a car, but no 
road was located on the ridge. His dogs were barking furiously before the object disappeared. 

April 1, 1978: 

A prominent Victorian businessman and his wife were spending the. weekend at their holiday house in the Border 
District near Albury. The witness desires to remain anonymous because of the adverse effect publicity could have 
on his business.

At about 7.30 p.m. he went outside to turn on his water pump. His two guard dogs, which would normally·attack 
anything, suddenly tucked their tails between their legs and rushed back whimpering into the house. The man . 
looked around and noticed a cigar shaped object within 100 yards which he thought was on the· ground. He. rushed into

along the object's side were well lighted square windows. His. wife came to the door, took one look, and went back 
inside. She indicated her desire to pack up and get out. . · 

The object remained stationary for about 20 minutes. Thti lights then went out. After the moon came up the man 
made an inspection of the area and the object was nowhere to be seen. 

A smell similar to burnt gunpowder remained after the object was gone. The gentleman experienced severe head-.. 
aches for about two months afterwards.

Buckland, Tas. ,  July 18, 1977: 

A farmer's son was out shooting at 2. · 30 a.m. when · he noticed a semicircle of 6 or 8 lights at a 45 degree angle 
in the sky. The lights were flashing a pink/rea colour,·except for two steady lights positioned at the base of the 
semicircle. The lights were at 200 metres elevation and estimated to cover an area of 200 metres. The witness 
walked beneath the lights and could see that t he stars were blocked out by something inside the semicircle of lights. 
E ach individual light looked to be 3 to 5 metres wide. The witness then moved on but kept the lights under view as  
he recommenced his shooting. Eventually he moved off home and last saw the lights through the trees in their 
original position. - TUfOIC Newsletter, May� 1973� 

Niemur River, N. S.w. , Sep. 30, 1977: 

Ron Dunn, John Wilson, and John ' s  11 year old son had intentions of staying overnight at their favourite fishing 
spot on the Niemur River, N. S.W. When they arrived late in the afternoon they noticed something peculiar under the 
water- The object cast a shadow on the opposite 20 foot high bank. Nearby they saw a new fish net stretched 
across the river. When they raised the net up they discovered a large hole in the new net - large enough for a Mini 
Minor to pass through. 

After dark when they commenced fishing, an object was noticed on the opposite bank, just above where the under­
water object was first noted. The object was described as being cylindrical in shape, with a red light in the 
centre, two yellow lights on the upper right h and side, and a glowing white beam shining out the top. 

By this time they were becoming more concerned. final ly, Ron shouted out for a reply. There was no sound. Ron 
then threatened to shoot. Still no reply. Ron then aimed his 410 shotgun to deliberately miss and fired. There 
was stil l no noise. · After a third last warning, John took the gun··and fired directly  at the object. 

John said it was like shooting into the windings of a transformer - there were sparks and a flash of light or arc, 
after which the other lights went out. 

What would happen now? They did not have long to wait. The lights came back on as  before. Decision followed 
immediately - they broke camp and fled the area.

The moon came out 
after this had gone, but it was much higher in the sky, and a different colour. All this must  have ta ken 3 - 4 
minutes. " - UfO Research, S.�.

''We 're very serious about this", he said after announcing the reward. "A considerable body of scienti fie opinion 
is convinced that we are �ot alone in the universe". Just in case anyone does . come up with a flying saucer, Cutty 
Sark has taken out thousands of dol lars of insurance with Lloyd's of London against paying out. 

To claim the $1 . 6 mil lion you have to·come up with a space ship which has transported· extraterrestrial beings to 
earth, ?n �nmanned .reconnaisance vehicle, a missile or an artifact. Al l entries will be judged by a panel of 
experts from the London Science Museum. 

For. those who . can ' t  track down a flying saucer there is  a prize of $1600 for the best scientific paper on flying 
saucers, another $1650 for the best selection of items to be included in a space capsule to show other beings about 
earth. There is also a prize of $800 for the best research into UFO sightings recorded in the logs of nineteenth 
century sailing ships. 

Cutty Sark was the company that offered a $1.6 mil l ion reward for evidence of the Loch Ness monster. So far that 
prize has remained unclaimed...

UfOs Spotted . at Nuclear Bases and Missi le Sites •

• 4ysterious UFOs flew near or �overed over nuclear bomb storage areas of two Strategic Air Command (SAC) bases 
and near at  least ten missile sites during a three weekend period in 1975, The Enquirer has learned. Several 
times the Air Force scrambled jet fighters and heli copters to chase down the.UfOs but failed to int�rcept them. 

One pursuing helicopter was guided to within 1000 feet of a UFO hovering over a SAC b?se, but the_men aboard 
said the-y couldn ' t  see the intruder object - even though men on the ground could see'bcith' craft� . ' In several 
instances the mysterious  UFOs were first reported to be helicopters, but an Air force spokesman admitted : "The 
overflights were not identified as helicopters. Unsuccessful attempts were made to t'rC!ce the craft". The 
Enquirer uncovered these UFO sightings by digging through official Air Force documents available under the Freedom 
of Information Act. : .,· · · 
· On October 27, 28 and 31, 1975, a UFO invaded the security of Loring Air Force B ase in Lime�tone, ·Maine , hovering 

over the weapons storage area. The first night the U FO was seen visually for 35 minutes and tracked on radar for 
40 minutes more. The next night the object hovered only 1 50 feet over the weapons storage area. A helicopter was 
sent up and flew to within 1000 feet of the UFO - but the crew could not see it. 
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On October 30, a U FO was a lso seen ove r the weapons sto rage a rea of another SAC base, Wurtsmith Ai r Fo rce Base at 
Oscoda, Mich. It was tracked by an Ai r Force plane on radar. later the plane ' s  crew reported "visual contact" with 
two UFOs. But as the plane app roached the UFOs they sped off. 

On November 7, office rs at a Minuteman missile launch control facility nea r  Lewistown, Mont., were startled to see 
a large U FO with red and white lights hove ring 10 to 15 feet off the ground. The n�xt night, ·  after a UFO was�potted 
at eight missile sites in Montana, two F-106 jet fighte rs we re scrambled. But as  the jets got close to the U FOs, their 
lights went out - then went on again when the jets left. · · 

On Novembe r 10, a bright object the size of a ca r passed silentlY. 1000 to 2000 feet above ·a radar  station at an �ir 
Oefense . Command installation, Monot �i r Force Station, Max, N. Oak  • . Three people saw 1t, the Ai r  Fo rce reported. Two 
days later,  November 12, Af HQ in Washington, replying to a question f rom the North American Air  Defense (NORAD) HQ in 
Colorado Sp rings, Col., rega rding "unknown air  activity", instructed NORAD and SAC on how to handle queries about the 
sightings. The message said, in pa rt: "Unless there is evidence �hich links sightings or  unless·media  queries link 
sightings, queries can best be handled individually at the source and as questions arise. Responses should • • •  

emphasize tbat the action was taken in response to an . isolated o r  specific incident". . 
Thus, newsmen inquiring about U FO incidents at one base we re not told about similar incidents at othe r bases� · - National Enquirer, 13/12/1977� reprinted from

Intense Activity Continues in New Zealand 

New Zealand publications . indicate that the heavy UFO activity in that country late l9st yea r  (see May Bulletin for 
reports) continued well  into the early months of 1978. In pa rticular ,  the Gisborne a rea was expe riencing its most 
intense period of U FO activity in NZ history. The following a re a selection of the repo rts, reprinted. from the 
magazines Xenolog· and Spaceview: · 

Rodney & Wait�mata Times, 1/2/78: · ••• A ·young couple living .in an isolated are a  outside Wa rkworth had seen a number of 
coloured lights flitt.ing around on successive nights. The husband stood a t· his back door on this oc.casion and flashed 
his torch at one of the lights. The l ight appa rently descended, to land 50 metres away in a paddock. It was round and 
saucer shaped, silv.er  in colour, and glowing. The re were also blinking lights to be· seen. A door then opened and a 
tal l  pe rson appeared, standing in the doorway.·· He turned several times to show hims·elf, and the witnesses thought he 
was 2 to 2.3 met res tall.  The husband waved to the "men", who waved back, the door then closed and th_e .craft . rose to 
about 15 metres and took off. (Spaceview) 
Gisborne He rald, 16/3/78: The closest encounter yet in the Gisborne flap has been described as a ·"terrifyl.ng·.·_e�_per• 
ience" by a visitor to the district. A mil l worker at Kawerau was driving back to Gisborne .ea rly in the mo rning l ast 
Sunday (Ma rch 12) when he came as close as 16 metres to a huge U FO. This sighting was reported to the Ae rial Phenomena 
Resea rch _Group ·and one of their  investigators spent over an hour closely questioning the witness. AS yet no. explan-
ation of �the sighting has been found. . . · · , 

"I was driving along the Wae renga -a-Hika straight when a bril liant o range light lit up the inte rior of my car", the 
man said. "I l�oked out the window and got the shock of my life • .  Outside, just about 5.0 feet awa_y, was a la rge oval 
object floating alorig"side my ca r. I was look ing at the back of it and that part was the size of a three storey build­
ing", he said. 

"I d rove around the road and I could see the full length of the object. In my estimation it would have been about 
the size of the five .storey Gove rnment Life building. I was very shockes as I watched it rise in the sky-to about 300 
or 400 feetn, he �aid� . ''The object was coloured orange and had thousands of smal l  lights in the si:de of it. "t;ll I 
could do was watch :it. lt made no noise and it seemed to float along at ease". 

· 

"I have driven many times.at night and I am.used to seeing strange lights and things of this  nature, but I haVe 
neve r seen anything like that before. I neve r want to see anything like that again. When I fi rst sighted it I 
thought it could have been a maize harveste r or something l i ke that, but it was not". 

Ihe A. P.R. G .  said sightings of �nusual lights in the district have been. occurring every night this week. ·Ea rlie r  
last Saturday night (March 11), four witnesses in  the Wa imata Va lley gave chase to  a red, g reen and white object. 

'�e came into the Valley at about 8.30 p.m. and sighted seve ral red pulsating lights in the distance", sa id one 
witness. "At 9.40 p.m. we sighted our fi rst red and green top hat-shaped object about 300 feet away from us. It was 
about 30 feet in diamete r. We we re very excited and did not take wuch notice of the object itself. At about 10.30 
p.m. we saw some mo re red pulsating lights in the hills  further in the distance", she said. "Then, at 10.40, we 
sighted another top hat-shaped object with red and green lights in the distance, so we decided to give chase. Two of 
us dashed to the bottom of the hil l  and jumped into the car and drove after it11, she said. '�'As .we got . c�oser we�:: 
climbed out and ran towa rds it. By this time it was only 100 feet away� · ·But as· we approa-ched� the obJect's·· tights 
went out so. we. could not see it. We went back to the hill from where we were loo�ing and we could see the object 
again, so we went and chased it again, but we lost it" • •• (Xenolog)  
Rodney & Waimata Times, 12/4/78: A Close encounter with  a uro has left two young Dairy F lat women :amazed and troubled., 
Miss Gaylene Roberts, of Wilkes Road, and Miss Bernice Ewin, of Horse ·Shoe Bush Road, iJre ce rtain· that they were 
followed by a U FO on the evening of Thursday, Ma rch 30. At one point, they believe, the object was only a few yards 
away. 

The two we re driving home along Massey Road a fter· visiting a friend at Kaukapa kapa and were two or th ree miles 
beyond the intersection with the road to Helensville when they noticed lights in the sky. It W?S about 8.30 and 
quite dark. and they thought it must be a plane returning to the North S hore Ae ro Club • .  But as they continued a long 
the road the object descended . until it was directly to thei r  right and about 200 yards away in a paddock. 
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''We looked out of the window ·stra ight at it", s�id Gaylene. "All  we could see were the l ights. They were red and 
white and spinning round. When .the thing hovered the lights were red and green. They weren't flashing". 

The object moved to a point  ahead of the girls and then over the road and came towards the car. '�ve were really 
scared", recalls  Gaylene, who was driving. "I braked but Bernice said to keep on driving". 

When the thing appeared to be only a few yards in front of them it shot off to the left where it hovered for a 
short time. Then it fol lowed a .course parallel to the car for a mile or two until the girls approached Falloon's 
store at the intersection of Massey Road and State Highway I ·where it moved quickly away in the direction of Silver­
dale and Orewa. 

The _girls estimated the object was in their sight for 10 to 15 minutes. They did not really see any shape or size 
but had an impression of a smallish cigar shaped object. There were no other cars on the road at the time ••• 

••• The sighting on _r�arch 30 was reported to the Orewa Police who would like to hear any con firmation or explanation 
of the girls' ex�erience. (Xenolog) 

Auckland Star, 3/4/78 : Two dark figures in a wedge shaped object, hovering a bout 200 metres in the air ••• that's 
how Ms Lee Robinson of East Coast Bays describes what· st1e saw last n ight. Ms Robinson was travelling along Sunset Rd. 
about 8. 30 porn. on her. way to Henderson ,  when she saw l ights flashing in the distance. She stopped her ·motorcycle 
and watched the lights come closer. 

"I thought a star had exploded. But the lights seemed to revolve, like a lighthouse", she said. As the l ights 
came closer she could make out the wedge shape - l ike a door wedge, broad at the front and narrow at the back. She 
also noticed two red lights and a green light. About 200 metres from her, the object stopped and Ms Robinson says 
she clearly saw two figures peering down at her. 

"It was as if they had come to see what I was doing", she said. "I could see the figures from the waist up.. I 
could make out two heads and it looked as if they were wearing dark robes". 

· Ms Robinson said she stared petrified for several mihutes. ·rhen a car appeared from the opposite direction and 
the object moved away� Ms Robinson continued to Henderson and telephoned the Whenuapai Air Base. They said they 
had no other reports of such a sighting. (Xenolog)

Auckland Star, 4/4/78 : An UfO described as wedge shaped spent a leisurely weekend hovering over Auckland. At least 
that's what  it would seem from reports made to The Star. On Sunday evening, a Brown's Bay resident,  Ms Lee Robinson 
reported • • •  (see story above) • • •  said the front seemed to be covered in glass and she clearly saw two figures peering 

. down at her.. After reading that report in last night's Star, Mr. Wade Corlett phoned to say he had also seen the 
wedge sh�pe on Friday evening. He was travelling home from Mt. Roskill dance with a friend, Mr. Bruce·Kidd, when the 
two noticed � bri lliant orange light in the sky. · · 

"A police.car overtook us and stopped near the Dominion Rd. and Stoddard Rd. intersection", said Mr. Corlett. 
nBut they had already seen it and had stopped for a closer look". The four watched the object for several  minutes. 
un seemed to get smaller then bigger, then just faded away", said Mr. Corlett. The Star was unable -to contact 
either of the poliuemen for comment. . _

A Glen Eden couple, Mr. and Mrs. Bruce Griffin,  also telephoned to say they had seen a bright green a nd white 

l ight about the same time as Ms Robinson's sighting. They were travelling along the West Coast Road on Sunday 
e�ening and watched tHe l ight move across the sky. "It seemed to come ·from the North Shore area and looked as  if it 
was falling - like a star", said Mrs. Griffin . . .  (Xenolog) · - ·

Offici al UfO file Released by Span ish Governmen t  

following is the report o n  a presentation by  hnton1o Ribera,  Spanish author and UFO researcher, at Italy's 
Second Nationa l  Congress of Ufology (25,  .26 June, 1977). Translated from the Italian magazine "Notiziario 
UFO", Jul-Dec, 1977, by Gloria Costello. 

The 20th October, 1976, was one of the most important dates for Span ish u fology i� particuiar, and for world 
ufology in general. For the first time the Spanish Government, throvgh the auspices_of Lt. -General Head of State 
(Aeronautical),  M�jor Don felipe Galarza,  has officially made public a valid document comprising a total of 12 UFO 
cases recorded on Span ish territory in the last fe� years. A young journalist, Juan Jose Ben itez, from the B ilbao 
newspaper "TnE! Northern Gazette", was rewarded for his tenacity and for covering-150,000 km in investigating UFO 
cases 6n· location. · · 

Such �nformation has remained_buried in the archives of the Min istry of Aeronautics, and for the major part comes 
from specialist personnel, military pilots, control tower technicians, ground military personnel, etc�· ·Some cases, 
such as ·those which will be the subject of this  meeting ,  are sensational. This step by_ the Spanish Gov�rnment is 
comparable for its importance with contents of the declaration given· to the journalist Jean-Claude Bourret, from 
'Frande-Inter' radio from Paris, by the French Minister for Defence, Mr. : Robert Galley. · -(See :Bulletin , feb. 75) 

Spain,  by this important official step, will colla bora te with six countries in the world who furni sh concrete 
and irrefutable data on the presence of UFOs. The General Head of State· gave to Juan Jose Benitez, on the handing 
over of the 78 sheet s, his word of honour that :-

· 

1 .  he woumd not reveal the names of the witnesses which appeared in the documentation, 
2. he would not reveal - until officially  authorised - the direct source of the in formation. 
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F rom the moment I am not personally  involved in this business ( meet�ng), I wil l  reveal the n ames of the witnesses 
that I am able to th rough va rious sources - principally th rough my network  of cor respondent� in Spain - inasmuch a s  
some of  the cases collected by · the Ministry we re made public - and  also t he  �fficial sou rces of  information consigned 
to Ben itezo 

Owing to the lack of time at my disposal, it is impossible to refer to the 12 cases. I will limit myself to saying 
( before ana lysing in detail those which I conside r the most important )  that amongst those is  one concerning the land­
ing of a UFO in Poligono di T i ro di Las Bardenas Rea les ( N ava rra) on the 2nd Jan. , 1975. T h ree days late� - the 5th 
Jan. , the U FO reappea red at Poligono, giving rise to a new and detailed official report. 

Another important case conta ined in the Ministry ' s  file is that of the 24th November,  1974, when pilots f rom Iberian 
fdrways f rom Las Pa lmas in the Can a ries almost collided with. a U FO which came di rectly at them ( reported by military 

- rada r in the G rand Cana ries). 
Another declassified document ( 1 2 pages)  is  recorded from the verbatim t ranscript · of the conve rsation between toe 

two pilots of a mi litary flight ( T ra in ing Squad T-33) which was the fi rst to locate the U FO�  and two Sabres ( F-86) 
were sent- up in orde r to in tercept· the U FO. This. encounte r on the magnetic tape was jealously gua rded fo r more than 
nine yea rs by the Spanish Gove rnment f rom the moment  the incident was veri fied. on the 3rd June, 1967 in space by the 
fi rst Ae rial Region (�1adrid Zone).  The encounter  had a total du ration of  one hou r and 17 minutes. Attempts· to 
app roach the U FO failed - as is  generally the case. T he object was of metallic appea rance,  discoidal� and revolved 
intel ligently. . · . · . . 

The fou rth documented case concerns an ae rial phenomenon observed on the 14th Janua ry 1975 on the rada r  screen of 
the Flight School "Reaction". In this instance,  clea rly evidenced on the rada r  screens of the GCA of the school, the 
most impressive aspect was the fact that the U FO responded to the IFf code ( Identification of f riendly or unf riendly 
planes). I n  othe r words, to all appea rances these un known rada r echoes simulated an identifica tion like that in use 
by armies in Eastern count ries (also if a l ittle ' in thei r opinion ' ) , selecting codes in use by the said Base,  a ccord­
ing to the contents of the in formative repo rt by the Lt. Colonel Commanding the Services G roup signed the next day. 

Among the cases declassified by the Aeronautics Min istry ( in the 6th place) was the celebrated episode concern ing 
the Andalusian commercial traveller, Mr. Ad rian Sanchez, who caused quite a commotion. Mr. Sanchez saw an  enormous 
spindle shaped craft resting on the g round at the borde r of the Azn alcolla r commun ity ( Seville) on the 20th Ma rch, 
1974. Out of .t his enormous object came a di scoidal flying object which began to follow Mr� Sanchez in the stretch of  
land ( 26 km)  which separates Aznalcollar from Castillo de las Gua rdas, whe re the witness ar rived terrified in his  
Dyane Citroen car  which was· a lmost wrecked f rom having travelled a t  excessive speed o�  a bad  road ful l  of hole� 

Official document No. 7. Witnesses were an inst ructo r ( captain ) and a pupil,  both on board a Mi rage 1 1 1-DE jet with 
two commands, 40 miles from Va lencia and at an a ltitude of 20,000 feet, obse rved the p resence of a strange and power­
ful l ight on the left. The observation took place in perfect meteorplogical conditions and visibility. Date 26 Sep. 
1973.· . 
. Report N·o. 8, which does not bear the 11con fidential" or 11rese rved" stamp, refe rs to the observation of an ' imagin a ry ' 

b rilliant mechanica l  object, made by .some soldiers at 6. a.m. on 1 st. Jan . , 1975. The conclusion s of the report, signed 
by the Lt. Col. Milita ry Ae ronautical  Commande r of the Mi lita ry hi rport of Villaf ria  ( B u rgos) a re negative ; howeve r 
the General Captaincy of the VI Mi litary Region with HO at Burgos published an Official B rief in which it affirmed 
that the observation effected by various soldiers of the A rmy Enginee ring Academy, of a flying object with a flattened 
cone form, emitting a strong white-yel low colour,  suspended only a few met res f rom t he ground, was totally authentic. 
T he n ames of these soldie rs we re • • •  who were travelling in a Mini  850 from Bu rgos to Santander ,  where they ve rified 
the extraordinary encounter • • • •

ON THE S TR ANGE CASE OF OR. nx n 
by Or .  G .  Stevens• 

Don He rbison-Evans · ( 1 )  has recently invited examination of significant U FO sightings with the intention of . seeking 
evidence for ext rater restrial visitation. One account which has impressed me with the t horoughness of the investig­
ation and the detailed , in.formation that was gained conce rning the appea rance and behaviou r of the uros involved 'is 
that · repo rted by Aime Michel in FSR Special  Issue No. 3 ( 2).  O r. "X" was an  excellent witness and Michel was able 
to analyse the sighting in d�tail  to gain quantitative in formation regard ing the behaviou r of the u ros. He concen� 
t rates on the physical aspects of the case but alludes to some non-physical effects associated with the case. 

B riefly, the sighting involves two disc shaped flying objects about 65 met res in  diameter  of iden tical  appearance. 
They had a vertical antenna on a silvery whi te upper su rface and two opposed horizontal antennae at the junction with 
a bright sunset red lower section . A cylindrica l  white light beam was emitted f rom a "ringed co rona "  a t  the base 
which illuminated the terra in and buildings below. The U FOs we re intially quite close to each other and there was a 
cyclic luminous activity involving white fl ashes which we re appa rently abso rbed a t  the extremities of each of the 
antennae and t ravelled inwa rds to the body of each object. 

The U fOs we re in itially obse rved at  a distance of about 2 km and travelling away from the witness. These two 
objects then rotated to face O r. "X" with thei r horizontal antennae at each side of the object, and changed their  
cou rse slightly towa rds him.  The  objects then me rged to  form one object which was of identical appea rance to  its  
predecessors except that he  cou ld detect a movement in the  lower · red section. T he single object approached to within 



• 
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about 200 metres of the witness and then stopped, allowing him to get a good view. The object then rotated to 
presen t the underside to O r. "X" and bathe h im within the spotlight. The object then demate rialised with a loud bang 
and a ve ry fine white thread shot up  into the a i r ,  fo rming a white shin ing dot which itself v anished with a sha rp 
report. 

Well,  what a re we to make of such an  account? The objects appea r to be real enough (e. g. , the light beam illumin-
ated the envi ronment),  bu t the re a re th ree aspects which indicate that they a re not ' real '  in ou r sense of the word. 

1. T he objects apparently interpenetrated each othe r  and me rged to form a single object-
2. T he composite object disappea red by an appa rent ' demate rial isation ' .  
3 �  The detail on the underside which became visible a t  close range did not obey the laws o f  pe rspective. 
This detail consisted of black lines dividing · the lower half of the disc into eleven visible sections. The sketch 

by the witness shows these lines origin ating at  points equ i-spaced a round the junction with the top section ( i.e.  
the rim)  but sloping towa rds the outside of the lower su rface, not towa rds the centre as wou ld be expected f rom a 
radial pattern (wh ich is what he pe rceived when the underside became visible). Five a lternate sections fo rmed by 
these lines we re cyclically  traversed f rom top to bottom by a dark horizon tal line like lines that move across a TV 
screen when you a re adjusting it.  

While one cou ld pe rhaps propose that he re we have two al ien scout ships that me rged to form one; without the 
matter of each inte racting and su itable accomodation immediately becoming available fo r both crews, prior to 
examin ing t�e witness and then vanishing by entering  ' hyperspace ' ,  an alte rn ative explanation seems at least as 
l ikely. 

I p ropose that, in fact, only one scout ship was involved. T his vehicle approached and examined O r. "X '' and then 
left, initiallyalong the same path as the approach, but then devi ating slightly f rom it. As it ret reated, howeve r, 
it moved backwa rds in time at the same rate as we perceive time to be moving forwa rd. 

The . oemate ria lisation is  thus readily explained and the apparent merging is  inte rpreted as  a depa rtu re of the 
object . du ring its ret reat from the cou rse it took during the approach. The a lte ration of the pe rspective might then 
be due to an in.te rfe rence effe<;t resulting from the supposi tiori of the object travelling backwa rds in time on the 
same object in normal time. The movements observed in the lower section a re indeed similar  to the interference one 
observes on a TV :screen when ' it is shown on anothe r TV screen. If this interpretation is  cor rect then one can 
conclude that matter t ravelling  at a diffe rent rate of time does not interact with  matter in the normal time stream, 
a fact which must :give the occupants ·of such craft a g reat deal of comfort.

ANO THER MENACE IN THE SKY 

Coincidence o r  cor relation? I find i t  difficult to resolve whethe r a patte rn exists o r  not. April  2 :  a streak of 
bright l ight descends upon Lance Cove, Newfoundland (see "Menace F rom the Sky", Bulletin , May , 1978) ; April  �: a 
radio begins to glow before a light floods a kitchen in Victoria, BC, followed by an aerial explosion ; then, April 6 :  

•••• Ms  A had bedded down s i x  ho rses o n  he r  p rope rty nea r P rince Ge�rge, B C, o n  the night of April 6 ,  last. What 
happened in the next fou r  hours was an  experience of horror and menace. 

Retu rning from the barn about 7. 30 to 7. 45 p.m. , Ms A saw a flash of  light descend f rom above at a ve ry steep 
· ang le. It was .  not a flash like ' lig htn ing ' ,  but the moving descent of a ' straight beam of light ' ,  likened to a sun­
beam of white light. This was seen ove r her shoulde r, a nd at the same time a scream came out f rom the stables. 
"She had neve r in all her life hea rd any horse let out such a type of moise". T he ' beam of light ' was lost f rom 
sight as she raced back to the barn to see what had happened to the horses. "She ente red the barn and found the 
following :  one of the younge r horses was down on the stall  floor in a kneeling position with both hind legs en­
t rapped through the plywood siding of the stall. In  tbe next stall  another horse was down and found to be uncon­
scious. On examination she discove red two unexplained bare patches like all  the hai r h ad been torn out or bu rned 
off. A thi rd horse was attempting to get away from its " stall and finally tore ' loose· and went charging a round the 
ba rn as though sca red to death", says the RCMP teletype report. When the veterina rians were co�tacted for their  
conclusion : "Quote, cou ldn ' t  believe thei r condition , unquote". Even the investigating RCMP made a special refer­
ence to an extremely unusual loca lisation : "Note - three other . horses in the barn ( opposite side) were not affected 
or f rightened at all". I find that very hard to believe ,  for how can stablemates not be affected when their comp­
anions become the victims of some nameless hor ror? · · 

• • •  Afte r t rying to calm the excited ho rse and checking to see what condition the others we re io,  she .went  back to 
he r house and phoned her mother  to tlme over. hlso,  she telephoned a neighbou r who owned one of the ·horses asking 
them to come ove_r and help he·r with . the horses. . 

· 
. .  : . : 

• •• Before this pa rty a rrived Ms A and her mothe r saw an unusual l ight in the sky. "It was a round .misty  yellow 
light", about a thi rd the size of the moon and about the same altitude as an a i rplane in flight. "I t hovered, 
tu rned , lights off and on , wen t up and down, backwa rds and sidewa rds", a ccording to the RC�1P teletype report. T he 
mother, against the desi res of Ms A, telephoned the loca l -radio- 5tation to repo rt the U FO and the strange beam of 
light which had te rrified the horses. When. Mrs. 8 and .her pa rty arrived and sta rted to walk  the horses, the mother 
said, "Look,  the re it is". P.nd they looked up to see wh·at looked like a satellite which hove red and moved through 
the n ight sky. 

In anothe r section of P rince George, Mr. C was d riving to his fathe r-in-law' s house when he saw a U FO. A bluish 
white light was in the sky, then i t  disappea red for about 15 seconds, and then a flashing coloured light appea red 
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which was "red on the ends of the object and orange on the bottom". It was stationary and emitted no noise. He hast­
ened to inform the local residents ·that the re was a UFO to be s�en outside. Look ing through a te lescope , he "saw it 
was a disc shaped object". \�hile it was in view fo r an hour ' s  time , five people saw the ·u ro eithe r th rough the h� le­
scope or a telescopic rifle scope� Mr. C called crs Ba ldy Hughes to ask them it they could see the U FO on their radar, 
but it wasn ' t  until the second cal l  that the military responded to the uro. "I cal led twice, the second time 'they 
stated they could see the' ·object".

Another item at the meeting was the playing of portions of 
the · new record, "UfOs - The C redibi lity Factor" (not yet available in Aust ralia) ,  con taining interviews with the 
astronauts and other Ame rica� U FO experts and witnesses. 

In addition to, or  possibly as a replacement for, meetings of this type in a la rge expensive hall,  the Society has 
been conside ring the possibility of holding smaller,  mo re info rmal meetings fo r members in p rivate homes. Offers have 
already been recei�ed from seve ral · members willing to accomodate such a meeting, and if  support could come from more 
offers, gatherings could be held on a · mo re f requent basis, moving a round to diffe rent a reas.
