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Sneeze at it or not - its there and its good. So much
so for Plumber Roy Manifold who had taken a series of photos
of the sunset near Cape Otway lighthouse on October 21st 1978
minutes . opefore pilot Frederick Valentich disappeared over
Bass Strait. After the negatives were taken to the United
States earlier this year by VUFORS Vice-President Mr. Paul
Norman, for analysis, some startling facts were discovered.
Dr. Charles Flemming, an optical physicist for Ground Saucer
Watch (G.S.W. California), revealed that of all the six colour
negatives given to G.S.W. for analysis, "In frame five an
anomalous image appears to be surfacing from the water.

"In frame six, taken approximately 20 seconds later, a large
cloud-like image, with a disc structure, is visible!"

"Computer analysis showed that the image was not
any known type of cloud or weather phenomenon. Digital
densitometry revealed a highly-reflective area at the top of
the Ur'O image, indicative of a metalic structure. The size of
the UFO, based on lens data and computer comparison of other
features, reveals an approximate breadth of 25 feet".

The television newsman who shot the first film of a UFQ authenticated by scientists is
the happiest man on earth.

Quentin Fogarty sai at his Melbourne home this week: "It restores my credibility".

"] Never doubted what I saw were UFQ's, but I make no claim they were from another
galaxy", he said.

Fogarty was holidaying in New Zealand in December when a Melbourne television station
asked him to follow up a report of an earlier UFQ sighting. He hired a freelance cameraman and boarded
a freight aircraft which does a regular Saturday run down the South Island.

"™e saw seven pulsating lights hovering over the town of Kaikoura", Fogarty said.

On the return flight from Christchurch, Fogarty's cameraman filmed one of the UFQ's as it
shadowed the plane from about 20 km away. The film shot that night was sent to the United States
for testing by scientists and expects in the fields of physics and optics. The independent National
Investigations Committee on Aerial Phenomena studied the film for about 2% months and interviewed all
witnesses.

"In 22 years the body has investigated more than 20,000 reported sightings and it is the
first time that they are prepared to endorse something as a genuine UFQ sighting", Fogarty said.

Computers

“Tﬁgy endorse it as an unidentified flying object, not as an extra-terrestrial aircraft
or whatnot. "The film was subjected to scientific study using computers and an investigator heard all
the tapes made on the night.

"He passed on his conclusion to 20 other scientists and experts on physics, optics and
electronics who all agreed with him that the film was genuine™.

Mr. Fogarty paid dearly for the sighting he and his crew made over New Zealand last
December. So much so that he stated "I wished to hell it never happened", but in sticking to his story
and belief in what he saw has now made him a very happy man. If not to be admired for the report alone,
at least for his determination and perseverance.
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On Thursday, 7th June 1979 at approximately 3.30 am we were driving up Elizabeth Drive
towards Gap Road in Sunbury; the first sighting looked like a huge orange/red glow as if from a large fire
out towards Calder Highway. We then turned up Gap Road towards Calder Highway to investigate. Upon
reaching the Highway the glow had shifted position from behind one hill to being situated between this
hill and Gap Hill.

We proceeded north, up the Calder Highway towards the cuttimg in Gap H ill and stopped
directly after the cutting on the west side of the road.  We looked across to our left and discovered
that the glow was a huge ball still an orange/red hue. The ball was zpproximately overhead of the

Bacchus Marsh-Melton area.

As we watched the ball decreased in size to a'pin prick' of white light and then dropped
and disappeared like a falling star. Then it increased in size and returned to the original color.
It initially became an oval shape, then a semi-circular shape but not quite regular in shape; it then
increased to three quarters of a circle.  After a minute it began to decrease once more until it
disappeared, this time not into a shooting star but sort of faded over the horizom. The times it took
to increase and decrease were roughly five to ten minutes.

There were three of us in the car that witnessed this sighting and the object did not
make any sound that we could hear.

The next report comes from Mary and Rcbert Archer of Warrnambool. Mary, a kindergarten
teacher and Robert, a Priest of the Church of England made this sighting on the 18th May 1979 at
12.30 pm for 5 m1nutes while having luncg.

Six color negativcsfare given to G.S.W. for evaluation utilizing computor photographic analysis methods.
All phatographs reveal both foreground and background datz points, in a sunset lighting mode. In frame five
an anomalous image appears to be "surfacing" from the wuter, In frame six, taken approximately twenty seconds
later, a large cloud-like image, with a disc structure is visible above the tenuous shape. The photographcr
maintains he did not see the U0 image. This is entirely possible as the witness was dooking directly west
into the sunset. There is a calm sea and the weather data supports that the wind was only in a breeze
condition.

A1l modes of somputer analysis were used to gain data in this UO sequence including; - edge enhancement,
color contouring, digitizing, computerizing and filtering.

The interpretation revealed the following information:

(1) The first impression one is left with upon viewing the film is that the U0 image is an emulsion defcct.
However, a close examination of the original negatives revealed that the image was not caused by any artifact.
on the emulsion.

(2) The computer analysis revealed that the image was not any known type of cloud or weather phenomena.
in fact, digital densitometry revealed a highly reflective area at the "top" of the U0 image, indicative
of a metallic structure. :

(3) There is no evidence of a hoax, especially in light of the fact that the pictures (sequence) appear

to be t:ken in 3 repid order, not exceeding 30 seconds from frame to frame. To super-impose in the last
frame, a cloud-like structure, is beyond the realm of possibility in such 2 short time period.

(%) Color contouring, used to graphically define density revealed that the disc-like portion of the UO
was very bright when compared to the other features in the photograph.

(5) Digitizing for distance factoring revealed that the U0 image had similar distortion cherccteristics
of features approximately cne mile from the camera/witness.

(6) The top of the UO is being back=-lighted by the setting sun and a reflection or glare from the U0's

apparent curvilinear ‘surface is -obvious.

(78 High-and low pass filtering revealed a definite disc structure above the "cloud".

(8) The UO image is slightly blurred due to "object" motion.  The direction is slightly to the right
and up.

(9) The size of the UO image, based on the lens data and computer comparison of other features, reveals
an approximate size of twenty feet. The aspect retio, diameter to thickness, is 6 to 1. ¢

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"SKYLAB"

There 1is no doubt that the world thrives on disaster.
It was such a pity that because of this attitude, the media only
brought Skylab to notice when a possible disaster threatened.
If only they had talken more interest when S'"ylab was in operation.
I am sure that the Skylab experiment will featuvre in future
history books alongsicde the voyages of discovery by Christopher
Columbus and Captain Coo.

It was a grand vision that was, for the most part, highly
beneficial for humanind. We must not lose sight of the enormous
contributions that Skylab made to science, technology, and the
improvement of Earth's environment.

- Skylab has enabled us to gather information on Earth's
finite resources, how to kest utilise these resources, how to
detect pollution prcblems, and to generally improve food crops
and pest control.

As a result of Skylab, we now %now that we can live 1in
space indefinitely. /e know that metal alloys and pharmaceuticals
can be manufactured in space with properties impossible on the
Iarth. Casting of perfect spheres is one of the space manufacturing
techniques that were tested. As a result, ball-bearings will
eventually be made in space factories. In fact, S%ylab is a
forerunner of orbiting space factories that we will undoubhtedly be
seeing in the next ten years.
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tlhen Skylab was launched, it contained over 2,000 1lbs of
food, and its comprehensive medicine chest contained 1200 aspirins
sseoogust 1n case! It was the first time that astronauts could
enjoy proper meals in space. In fact, on one occasion, three
astronauts '"sat down" to a dinner of Lobster Newbhurg, mashed
potatoes and asparagus, followed by vanilla ice-cream and wafers.
They washed 1t all down with lemonade, and then had coffee and
dried apricots. A total of nine space-wallss were performed
outside Skylab; one of them lasting for seven hours. During
these walks, the astronauts carried out maintenance and repairs
to Skylab. They also retrieved films from the telescopes'
cameras, and they tool some incredible film footage of the Earth.

Actually, when Skylab was launched it wasn't all success.
The important meteroid shield was torn away, and one of the solar
panels failed to work properly, and was fouled up. The, spacer
craft was then manoeuvred so that its interior wouldn't become too
hot; while INASA technicians were ased to find quick solutions
tQ the problems.

For eleven days they wor-ed non-stop around the clock,
anc they finally came up with an "umbrella" as a substitute for
the original heat shield. They also developed special tools
for the astronauts, so that®they could cut a metal strap thet was
stopping the solar panel from operating properly. liost of these
experiments were conducted underwater in huge tan'ts, because
working underwater is very much like working in spvace.

Just eleven days after Skylab was launched, a team of
astronauts was launched to rendezvous with Skylab. In orbit,
375 kilometres above Earth, the first major repairs in space
wvere carried out. The astronauts managed to free the
malfunctioning solar panel, and they erected the meteoroid
"umbrella".

After that, Skylab stayed in orbit and operated for
four years without any trouble whatsoever.

One interesting thing about Skylab that doesn't seem
to have received any attention from the media, is that it
contained some experiments designed by students. Special kits
were sent out to 87,500 students in various colleges, and from
these, INASA chose twenty—five experiments,

- Skylab was a direct descendant of the Apollp programme,
and is a forerunner of the Spacelab and the Space Shuttle that
will be launched midway through next year. AlreadJ a budget of
545 billion has been set a51de for these new and exciting progects°
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It's rather ironic that one of Skylab's duties was to
have a close look at the Sun, and yet it was because of an out-
break of Sunspots that Skylab fell back to Earth. The increased
sunspot activity caused the ILarth's atmosphere to exnand, and
this expansion caused a drag on Skylab, and it started dropping

out of orbit and slowing down. As it slowed, it droprned even
further out of orbit, and so its fiery end was inevitable.

Although it didn't cause any loss of life, it's an
interesting coincidence that Skylab started its crash to Earth,
close to Perth.

Dr. James Harder, director of research for the Aerial
Phenomena Research Organization (APRO), has regressed 104 mneople
who reportecd UTO encounters...and found that 30 showed strong
evidence of multlple experiences, while another 40 "probably" had

"In the course of many hypnotic regressions I have found
much evidence to support the theory that there is a means emnloyed
to find and re-examine abductees at various intervals, sometimes
throughout a person's lifetime, without his or her being aware of
it", said Dr. Harder.

None of the 104 people studied seered to be suffering any
mental disorders, emphasized Dr. Harder, a member of "The Enquirer"
blue-ribbon UFC panel and professor of hydraulic engineering at the
University of California. "They were not crazy - just normal
individuals".

One of Dr. Harder's cases involved a machinist, James
Gaynor (not his real name), in his 50's. "Before undergoing hypnosicg,
this man remembered seeing a UFO, but he had no conscious memory of

ever being on board a UTI0". But uncer hypnosis Gaynor recalled
being taen aboard UTO's twice as an adult - and recalled another
encounter with alien being when he was 9.

obviously the result of a powerful explosion'. He added, "ile are
convinced that the objects are nct from earth" since the first man-
made satellite - Sputnik 1 - was shot into space by the Russians
about two years later in October, 1957.

Professor Ale¥sandr Kazantsev, a noted Russian astrophysics
researcher, added: "The size of the two big pieces would lead one to
assune that the craft was at least 200 feet in length and up to 100
feet in width, with small domes housing telescopes, saucer antenna
for communications and portholes fer visual contact. "Its size
would suggest several floors, possibly five'".

Russian experts have ruled out the possibility that the
fragments are from an orbiting meteor. And a top American scientist
says orbiting meteors are unheard of. lMeteors in earth orbit are
"a million to one shot", according to Dr. Lee Rickard, an astronomer
at the National Radio Astronomy Observatory in Charlottesville, Va.
He noted none have ever definitely been detected. Dr. Rickard also
sald that meteors cannot explode spontaneously from within. But the
Russlians say the object did explode spontaneously - which would ruls
out the possibility that it is a meteor. Soviet physicist Azhazha
observed, '"lMeteors do not have orbits - they plummet aimlessly
about, hurtling erratically through space.

"All the evidence our scientists have gathered over the
past decade points conclusively to one thing: I repeat, an alien
craft exploded, crippled by a technical malfunction. It is entirely
possible that the lifeless bodies of the alien crew members are
still aboarc¢ the craft. It boggles the mind !"

Incredibly, an article which appeared in a prestigious
American scientific Journal a decade ago nresents evidence that
supports the Russian conclusions. Writing in Icarus in 1969,

John P. Bagby, an astronomer, discussed startling evidence that
earth "has at least 10 close natural moonlets which broe off from

a larger parent body...". Lven more amazingly, Bagby came up
with the same date as the Russians - December 18, 1955 - for the
formation of the objects. "It is assumed that this is the date when
the parent body broke up" he wrote.

Physicist Villiam Corliss -~ author of numerous boolrs on
unexplained phenomena - is familiar with reports of the 1955 space
explosion and the article Bagby wrote. Told of the Russian findings,

Corliss exclaimed : "The article would concur with that! It does
indeed corroborate that there was an object out there which shattered
into 10 pieces. "Bagby had no explanation for the explosion, and

since he was just interested in proving that the object was out there,
he dismissed it as a natural phenomenon. It was the safest thing to
do at the time",

Excited American and Russian researchers are anxious to
retrieve the objects for further study on earth. ILven NASA would
consider a joint U.S.-Soviet salvage mission. '"lle would consider it
if the Russlians approached us", said Dr. Myron [Malkin, director of
the Space Shuttle program at MNASA's office of space technology.

Nuclear physicist and snace expert Stanton Friedman
enthused: "If we went up and retrieved the fragments, it's
conceivable we could put the pieces together". Dr. Henry Monteith -
who 1s a physicist at the prestigious Sandia Laboratories in
Albuquerque, N.liexico - told "The Enquirer" : "If it is indeed an
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alien spacecraft, it would be the find of the century! Scientifically,
this would be a blockbuster! This would conclusively prove the
existence of intelligent life elséwhere in the universe. The
evidence these Russian scientists have is sufficient to warrant
further investigation - even to send u» a space shuttle to try to
retrieve the fragments of the spacecraft'.

Prof. Kazantsev said that the alien bodies are likely to
be found intact unless damaged when the soacecraft blew apart.
"It's a most fascinating prospect".

Prof. Alel’sei Zolotov - a top Soviet geologist and explosion
expert involved in the study of the spacecraft - added

"Astrophysicists estimate the aliens' maximum height at
nine feet. And they could be as small as three feet".

He emphasized : "A mission should be launched. The vessel
- or vhatever is left of it - should be re-assembled here on earth.
The benefits for mankind should be stunendous".

On the night between the 5th and 6th December, in the area
Addaura—ﬂondello, a circle of very intense.light was sighted.
A beam of light was coming from a very high luminous point, according
to the eye witnesses, Salvatore Guadagna, a teacher at Qoosevelt
College in Addaura; -and Peter Troia, a langrage student; both 25
vears old.

It must be said that the little luminous point, of white-pin's
colour, was moving very slowly and, at moments, it stonpvdo During
one of these stops the unldentlfled object emanated that beam of
blue light mentioned above.

On the same day, the research group of The Mational Centre
for U0, Section of Palermo, had an interview with the witness of
a similar sighting at l"onreale, approximately at the same time of
the above-mentioned sighting. liiss. S.G. of Monreale says she
has seen a strange phenomenon for which she cannot find a logical
explanaticn. t/hile she was in her bedroom, suddenly her window,
which faces the mountains in the direction of Giacalone, becane
illuminated with an intense light that coloured everything yellow
ochre. Cut of curiosity she ran to the window and saw in the
sky a well-defined luminous band that crossed her visual field,
changing colours from yellow ochre to orange and green.

The sighting lasted about 20 seconds, after which the luminous
object disappeared from her visual field and with it also the
intense light that had roused her attention.

On the morning of the 11th December, at 4.45 am, a radio-
controlled group of "Carabinieri" (members of a special police corps)
of Palermo, was crossing the suburb of S. ILrasmo, on service, when
a "globe of fire" (this is how the "Carabinieri" described it)
appeared. The two "Carabinieri" on board the truclk "lagpie" were
inundated with a beam of light with reddish reflexes and, on
looking up to the s’y, they saw the object. They have narrated
that the source of light was motionless in the sy at a height of
100 metres from the ground. The two men radioed the phenomenon to

heir central office. At the same time, similar news was coming
from Bagheria and Termini Imenese. At Termini the globe was seen
at 5.10 am, exactly 25 minutes after the first sighting.

A patrolling group of "Carabinieri" saw it stopping Jjust over the
centre of the town and, between 5.10 am and 5.20 am, they saw it
rising up to a great height, but very slowly.

More than two hours afterward came another news report from
the "Carabinieri" office at Petralia (a town on the interior).

The obJject disappeared at 7.40 an.

A UFO was seen again on Tuesday, 12th December, in the sky
of Termini Imense at 3%3.30 am., and at the same time, similar news
reports came from Bagheria and Palermo.

The Sergeant of the "Carabinieri", Marco Bonfiglio, of the
radio-controlled group of Palermo toolr two instantaneous pictures
of the luminous object.

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Yhen the military men tried to get in touch with their central
office via radio, they realized that their radio was not working,
It began operating again ten minutes afterwards. The UFO had
disappeared a few seconds earlier. The witnesses, Sergeant Bonfiglio
and Constable Vincenzo Rappo of the radio-controlled group of
Palermo, soon after the above-described sighting, asled the Punta
Raisi Airport, via radio, whether it would possibly have been an
aeroplane in transit; the answver was negative : no aeroplane was in
transit at that moment in that area.

Until the 12th December, the privileged ones had been the
"Carabinieri", but on the 13th December, almost at the same time,
the UFO phenomenon is repeated, and this time the photos of the
luninous object are ta”en by the scientific police of Palermo
police station, who, on a sequence of images, succeeded in
photographing the flight of the UFOC.

The same anomalous phenomena are repeated, such as : the
police radio stops wor'ing, the motors of cars come to a halt,
the lights switch off, etc.

The phenomenon of 1%th December was seen by thousands of
pcéople in Palermo. Before this night sighting, at about 10.30 am
until about 12 noon a luminous disc, with evident and well visible
metal reflexes, was stationary, vertically above the central post
office in Palermo, near the historical centre of the city.

At approximately 12 noon the object suddenly disappeared.

A "close approach of the third »ind" took place late in
the evening (between 22.30 and 23.05) of the 4th July, 1978, on
the slopes of Etna, right at the foot of llount Sona.

Three soldiers and e woman thus described their extraordinary
experience to the Sicilian press. They are Sergeants Franco
Fadellero, 21, and Attilio éi Salvatore, 30, of the llilitary Air-
force, and Marine Sergeant lMaurizio Di Pietro, 21, who all belong
to the base of Nato di Signoella, and the woman is lirs. Antonina
Ispositos.

The three mer: and the woman were on a mountain trip in an
"Alfasud" belonging to Sergeant di Salvatore, when they saw in the
sty over lount Sona a formation of three luminous objects.

There follows a resume of their report....

"tJe stopped the car and got out to watch the phenonenon.
The three objects were of a red colour and seemed to pulsate
as they expanded and retracted. Suddenly, one of the objects,
which were arranged li"e a triangle in the sky, moved away
from the others and came down towards us. hen it was quite
near to us, a little more than 300 metres, it disappeared
behind IHount Sona.

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tle drove our car in the direction in which it had disapn--
earec, anc seeing the cbject framed in the sun, got out and
approached it on foot.

It was the classical flying saucer, surmounted by an
illuminated cupola, which emitted a bright yellow light.

On the ground beside the object stood five or six
beings which, from where we were standing (about 100 metres)
looked to be very big.

Two of them moved away from the group and walked towarcs
us until they were about 5 metres away. Ve were all four
of us petrified with fear, as though paralysed by a strange
force; we were quite unable to move.

The two mysterious beings were tall and dressec 1in
very close-fitting white overalls. They wore their blond
hair to shoulder length, and their features were human and
very handsome.

They smiled at us and with a sign of the head, one of
them pointed out the landed saucer.

We looked ‘again In''the"direction of “the object. which
suddenly began to emit a diverse myriad of coloured lights,
mostly yellows, pins and blues.

Just at the moment when we heard the sound of a car-
engine climbing the road, the lights suddenly went out.
As soon as the car nmassed, they once again 1lit up.

/e had the impression that the beings wanted to show
us the' size of the object. Its diameter was about 12 metres.

Then, suddenly, we felt ourselves set free and we went
bacx to our car and returned to Catania'.

Subsequent to these events, the military authorities have
refrained from answering any questions.

‘As for llrs. Lsposita, she made the following statement to
the local paper which interviewed her :

"About %6 hours after our meeting with the extra-
terrestrials, all four of us felt very relaxed and, at
the same time, filled with a feeling of euphoria, of
well-being-. I am not able to say what this is due to,
but all four of us experienced this strange feeling'.
