At 11 o 46 pm on December 30, 1978, a four-engine tt1rbo prop 
Argosy freighter left Wellington, No Zo on a standard Saturday 
evening-Sunday morning newspaper delivery·run, from Blenheim NoZo, 
to Wellington to Christchurch, and then back to Blenheimo Aboard 
the aircraft were the pilot Captain Bill Startup, the co-pilot 
Robert Guard, the Australian news reporter, Quentin Fogarty, and 
a film cre,,; vvhich consisted of the cameraman, David Crockett, and 
his wife, Ngaire, who operated the tape recordero 

The reporter and film crew had been commissioned by a 
I··1elbourne TV station to fly to Christchurch to obtain film footage 
for use in a nei.-JS story about a previous UFO sighting that had be�n 
made by pilots on a similar aircraft flighto During the flight 
south the pilot and co-pilot observed lights that were first seen. 
in the direction of Kaikoura, from a point just southeast of 
Cape Camp bello Coincidentally, Hellington radar pich::ed up and 
reported targets V'Jhich v1ere in the vicinity of the plane o 
It appears that at least two, and perhaps several, of these 
anomalous radar t·argets ir.rere observed by the passengers on the plane o 

The cameraman obtained 16 mm footage of the inside of the 
plane, the lights of KaiJ?::oura, and of anomalous bright objects that 
were seen occasionally in the 12o00 to 3o 00 (front to rightside) -
quadrant with respect to the direction of travelo The reporter 
recorded on-the-spot comments and descriptions and occasionally · 
referred to statements made by Wellington Air Traffic Control (ATC) o 
The illLOmalous lights seen on the trip south were observed to be 
mainly in the direction of Kaikoura or ahead of the plane, except: 
for one, which was seen off the right wing after the plane was south 
of Kaikourao 

Radar targets that v.rere reported to the plane by the 
Wellington ATC within about 20 miles of the plane as it travelled 
from a point just south of Cape Ca�ll to a point about 57 miles · 
Northeast of Christchurcho The airplane radar \·Jas not used on the : 
flight southo 

One particularly interesting sequence of events involving 
\'!ellington ACT occurred just after the plane had turned toward 
Christchurch at a non-geographic reporting point called "Kaikoura 
East"o The plane had shifted to the Christchurch communication 
frequency vJhen Uellington saw a target appear behind the plane 
about one or tvJo mileso Wellington told tb.e Christchurch controller') 
who asked the plane to shift back to the Wellington frequencyo 
Vellington then told the plane that the target was about four miles 
�ehind themo About half a minute later Wellington said there was 
a further target about four miles to the right of the planeo About 
45 seconds after that Wellington told the plane that something was 
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flying in fo.rmation·with ito The- plane and the unidentified target 
flew side by side for at least half a minute, after which the 
radar target ·reduced to that of the plane aloneo About a minute 

,..-'later _the· plane contacted v/ellington and :::-eported a "target", · which \vas a flashing light, at the right of and falling behind the 
airplane o Uellington e.greed that there _was a target at the right 
?f the plane that was drifting behind as the plane moved forwardo 

The plane landed at Christchurch No Z o at 1 o 01 am December 3''l ., 
t·Jhile ne�1spapers were being "Lmloadecl the crev·J discussed the 
sightings with the Christchurch radar operator, who described to 
the crew an anomalous target that was not particularly impressive 
to himc In orde·r to obtain more film footage, Crockett &c Fogarty 
�ecided to fly back to blenheimo One of the passengers, the wife 
of the cameraman, decided not to make the return flight and her 
place was taken by a reporter from Christchurch, Dennis Grant,· a 
personal friend of the Australian reporter (the only- person involvec:L 
that the Australian reported had known before the flie;ht)o 

FLIGHT NORTH 

The plane left Christchurch on its flight north to Blenheim 
at 2o16 amo About 3 minutes later, as the plane climbed through 
a lo\v cloud cover, the pilot, co-pilot, and cameraman, who \"Jere a11 
in the _co�kpit at the time, observed a bright yello\-J/white/orange 
light apparently at about their level, which \.vould appear and 
d:..sappe�r ·through the tops of the cloudso It was between 10 and 
30 degrees to.the right of the aircraft, which was flying northeasto 
Thin light was_pointed out ·to the two reporters who arrived in 
t.he cockpit several minutes after the takeoffo The captain obtained 
a strong- return from lli.s. radar .VJhich •:as Operated in its "mapping_ . 
mode" o . The size of the radar "blip" tvas estimated by the flight 
crevl to have bec;;n 3 to 5 times larger than the blip from a large 
fishinr; boato 

The flight crew and the Christchurch reporter, v.rho had a 
good vievJ of tho radar display and of: the object, repeatedly 
compared the direction of the bright light.with that of the target 
as indicated by the . azimuth marl:ers on the radar screeno They 
assured themselv�s that the radar target and the bright light were 
in the same directiono The radar distance was initially 18-20 miles­
As the plane proc�eded along a straight northeasterly path and 
climbed: to its cruising altitude, the distance to the bright light 
g�adually decreased, as indicated by the radar, and the sighting 
line tended to move arOQDd tn the righto 

By the time. the plane vras about 11 minutes (32 miles) out 
of Christchurch at an altitude of 11,500 fto the bright light was 
apout 70 to 90 degrees to the right of the aircraft (southeast of 
t·he aircraft) and about '12 miles away and no longer on the plane 
radaro All observers agreed that the object appeared to be at a 
lbwer altitude tban the ai�craft, with depression angles below 
horizontal estimated to be between 5 degrees and 30 degreeso 
The radar in the map mode coulCl._ only pick up targets with depressior: 
angles betvieen about 3° and 15· .0 below the centerline of the aircraft. 

The cameraman obtained several minutes of filo out of the 
far right-hand c·ockp.it window during this periodo Images on the film 
range_ from yellowish vJhite elliptical shapes with reddish fringes 
to over-exposed, nearly triangular and circular shapeso He also 
obtained several feet of film s�owing a cockpit meter just below the 
image of the bright lighto

At about 12-13 minut es (35-38 miles) out of Christchurch 
the plane reached 13 thousand feet and a speed of 215 knotso 
At this t ime the flight crew decided t o  turn t o  the right t oward 
the bright lighto As the plane turned ,  the sight ing lime t o  the 
obj ect moved t oward the front of the aircraft , but even after a 
turn of · ab out 90 degre es , the ob j ect was not directly ahead of the 
aircraft , as if the ob j ect had moved to the righto The captain 
proce eded in a straight line alon� a southeast he ading and again 
the sight ing line to the object moved from nearly directly ahead 
t o\Jirard 90 degre es t o  the right as the plane fle"t·J o The depression

15 der;re eso Aft er travelling on this new heading for 1 or 2 
minut es , the captain began a turn t o  the left back t o\�Jard his 
original flight path , at which t ime the light was observed t o  move 
quickly to the left-front and above the aircraft and then t o  the. 
l'eft and down and apparently belo\v the aircraft o The ob j ect \JITas 
not se en again aft er the plane cor:1plet ed its left . turn o 

During the t ime that this ob ject was se en by the plane 
passenge rs , it \vas not seen on the Christchurch or Hellington 
radarso This may have been b ecause it was too low to be picked up by 
either radar and/or b eca·use it \qas a 1Heak target for 50cm radaro 

Aft er the aircraft gained its  ori ginal course and approached 
a point south-east of Kaikoura , Vellington control t ower again began 
t o  call the attent i on of the flight crevr t o  anomalous t argets 
which were within 20 miles of the plane as it travelled t o\JITard 
Cape C ampbello Occasionally., unusual bright lights \'Jere visible 
in the directions indi6ated by the Wellington control , and in at 
least one instance the plane radar picked·up a t arget that appeared 
t o  the captain to be in the same p osit ion as that indicated by 
VellinGt on controlo There were also apparently t emporal 
coincidences bet\'le en appearances and disappearances of visual 
and radar ob j ects o 

One part icularly bright obj ect that was se en as the plane 
approached Cape Campbell i.'Tas photographed by the cameramano The 
film shows a bright light \·Thich alte rnates in a regular , cyclic 
manner from bright white t o  dim red and orangeo It apparently 
t�avelled in a series of lo ops , described as " rolling and 
t�mbling" ·by the reportero

CIA RELEASES DOCUt·ffiNTS - GS\1 PiillVAILS IN FOIA I,AVJSUirr

As a result of a Freedom of I nfOrmation Act (FOIA) lawsuit 
originally filed in September 1977 by Ground Saucer \·latch (GS\'1), 
the Central Intelligence Agency (CIA) has released approximately 
900 pages of its own liFO-related files and for\•Tarded nearly 200 
additional documents back to the originating agencies in the 
Department of Defense, the National Security Agency, and the 
State Department for clearanceo 

The material from the CIA's files uas released on Deco 15, 
1978, in accordance with a court-ordered stipulation filed in 
UaSo District Court, Vashington, DoCo The stipulation, which 
�Jas made a court order by UoSo Judge John Pratt on Septo 18./19780 
granted the Agency 90 days to search 41 of its components 
specified by GSWo 

In the course of its alleged searcn, the CIA evidently 
located the documents it sent back to the originating agencieso 
�hi� mat�rial seems to consist of around 700 or more pages, and 
lt lS belng released on a document-by-document basis, as each is 
declassified and clearedo 
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According t o  the covering letter of UoSo Att orney \'Jilliam 
Briggs , the CIA returned the following UFO documents t o  the 
originators : Air F orce - 76; Defense Intelligence Agency ( DIA) -
19; Army - 30; Navy - 11; St ate Department - 40; and National 
Security Age�cy. ( NSA ) - 18o 

VICTORY FOR GSH 

The release of the CIA material represents a t otal vict ory 
for GSW , in that the suit initially sought-the release o f  five 
documents related t o  the C IA ' s  cont act with former Marine Ralph 
Nayhero In Narch 1976 the agency admitted having five Hayher 
documents , but said it could only release two , with about 7096 of 
each deleted in accordance with exempt i ons ( b ) ( 1 ) - related t o  
classified informat i on and ( b ) (3 ) - related t o  revealing 
intelligence sources and methodso The remaining three documents 
could not be released at all , said the C IA ,  in accordance with the 
same exempt ionso 

Furthermore, the C IA ' s  1976 covering letter t o  .GSU Direct or 
Bill .Spaulding said: "At no t ime pri or to the f ormat i on of the 
Robertson Panel ( Jano '53) and at no t ime subsequent t o  the 
issuance of the Panel ' s  rep ort has the C IA engaged in the study of 
the UFO p�1enomenao The Robertson Panel Report is. summati on of 
the Agency ' .s interest and -involvement in this matter ( UFOs ) " o  

Although· the C IA had refused t o  declassify the r1ayher 
documents a._nd thereby forced GSU t o  file an FOIA lawsuit., the 
ent ire five documentS· were rele�sed on Deco 15th with only minor 
tleleti onso . This , alone , would mean that GSU has prevailed - ioeo 
forced the sought-after documents t o  be released , and without 
�ven present ing an argument t o  the courto Seemingly , therefore, 
the C IA's original claimed exemptions were arb itrary and 
caprici ous , and the Agency apparently felt its claims would be 
easily defeated in court- �:Jhich is what GSH representatives have 
contended �11 along_o· . . .  · ' ' . . 

The GS\'l vict ory is further attested t o  by the release of 
nearly 900 pages of UFO ·material the CIA denied havingo Or , in 
the \vords of an Omni magaz ine columnist , "hypothetical <J alleged 
secret UFO files"o These documents belie the C IA's oft-repeated 
claims of non-involvement with UFO ' So

I would like to cla rify a few points made by Frank Gillespie in the latest newsletter put out by 
UfO Resea rch (SA) Inc. I unde rstand that most UFO periodicals g radually find their  way a round 
the country and into the hands of othe r g roups, so I ' m  hoping that what I have to say will correct 
the inaccu racies in f ran k ' s  report. 

- I have no desire to begin sniping away at UFO g roups as I believe they perform an important and 
la rgely th�nkless task in the community. However,  it does conce rn me when such a group, or an 
individual in this case, falls into the same trap as the debunke rs and goes into print without 
having a ccess to a ll the information. 

Fran k makes the point that because the conversations on the plane (my taped commenta ry) and the radio 
messages (between the plane and the radar  operators at Wellington) cannot be synchronised to the 
film, then "it is not possible to correlate with certainty a pa rticula r film sequence with particular 
comments and even ts. " Although this is true in  some respects, I should point out that Or. Bruce 
Maccabee made an exhaustive and detailed study of my commenta ry and the radio messages, and from 
long interviews he did wil everyone onboa rd the plane he was able to cor relate a major part of my 
commenta ry witn the rada r tapes, and he was also able to relate this to segments o f  the film. 
There isn ' t  the space he re to tell you how he went about this, but I 'm su re that when his full . 
investigation is published you wi ll see exactly what I mean.  

Frank also a ccuses O r. Macabee of ma king "two glaring errors" in his analysis of the  film. I aan only 
repeat that if  frank had had access to all the information then he wouldn 't  have come out with such 
a declaration. As he should well know;-it is an extremely dangerous practice to make such dogmatic 
statements without having access to all  the data. When he finally reads what ��ccabee has to say 
about the "big orange thing bouncing a round" and the "smaller, cleane r  edged images", he will  
p robably wish he  had  waited a little longer before rushing into print. 

I can • t  really comment on the television news item that went to a i r  in Adelaide on March 15 as I 
wasn ' t  there and I didn ' t  see it - However, some of fran k ' s  claims do need clarification. He says 
that a number of a lleged computer blow-ups shown on the screen had all the cha racteristics of normal 
enlargements and he says he doubts that compute r enhancement would achieve anything in this case 
anywa y  because "the photograptiy is so poor! " 

Maybe what he saw on screen were "or�� · . Anl � �1ements1 but I can assure him that a number of computer 
enhancements were done with th@ ut�ginu ! film and th� results\ contrary to his pessimism, were quite 

.. remarkable. I know that some of those enhanced colour p rints have been shown on television in 
Melbourne and Sydney and I can on ly assume that the item shown in Adelaide was either re-scripted or  
re-edited for  some reason and  the commenta ry d idn ' t  match what was  shown. It might also be the  case 
that because the compute r enhanced p rints were so good and clea r that Frank mistook them for normal 
enlargements. I d id have some black and white copies of those prints with me at UfOCON 4 in Sydney 
and I showed them to a number of delegates. It ' s  a pity that f rank didn ' t  bother to see them as 
they totally destroy his false assumption that computer enhancement would not have achieved anything 
in this case. It did. I seem to have spent all my time of lab� correcting mis-reporting, false 
statements, and fictionalised a ccounts of the December 31 sightings. I make only one plea to those 
who want to leap into print about the case • • •  please wai t  until you have read Maccabee • s  findings 
in full. f rom QU EN TIN FOGARTY.
