RUSY NIGHT AT RISDON VAL

Car pacing incidents are one puzzling aspect of the UFC
phenomena, but when two such reports occur in the same area on
the same night it is stretching the odds a bit too far. Could
both witnesses be wrong in their efforts to identify what they
had seen; did anyone else cee something strange that night?

Wny should we get similar incidents so close together in time and
- location? That is one of the unanswered questions about the UFC
phenomena. '

Cur first witness was returning home to the ILastern
Shore (Hobart) suburb of Risdon Vale, crossing the Derwent River
vida tile Bailey Bridge, then Travelling on' thie East Derwent
Highway. The date was November 8th (1978) and the time about
10,320 pm on a partly cloudy night. In fact there was light rain
later that night which ties in well with the details provided
by the second report,-

Mr. B. was travelling alcone in his 1976 Escort Van and
certainly not thinking about such things as UFOs, a subject about
which he ‘knew very little. He recalls seeing a flash of silver
light in his rear visiorn mirror after leaving the Bailey RBridge
but dismissed this as a car coming up behind. The light in the
mirror retained its nosition as he drove one kilometre to Risdon
Cove. After tThis the road leaves the riverside and swings
inland alongside a creek with scattered gum ftrees on either side.
B. now noticed something strange...there was a yellow white-light
shining onto the tops of the trees as he progressed along the
road. The light behind had gone and the source of the yellow-
white light seemed ‘to be above and to his left (passenger's
side). He checked to make sure “his own headlights were not on
high beam - they were not.

The road now reached an intersection with a right turn
to the Eastern Suburbs and straight on for Risdon Vale. As B. -
approached the intersection a silver light shone onto the car's
bonnet, the light was again from his left and its source was not
visible. Things happened quickly now. Another car came from the
Tastern Suburbs direction (witness's right). This car, a Charger,

turned ahead of B. going the same direction up the Risdon Vale Road.

Next thing the silver light was illuminating the rear of
the Charger ahead; in no time at all the driver of the Charger
pulled up and B saw him getting out of the car - he was shielding
his eyes and looking up at something. As B. went past the man
was getting back into the car. :

B. drove on, there was still light shining up into the
tree tops, but then the Charger went by at high speed. As it did
so, B. saw the silver light reappear on his bonnet and an oval
type silver coloured shape appear in the top of his windscreen.
Vhatever it was he never saw the complete object. Frightened by
this stage, he also accelerated up to 120 ¥ph in an effort to get
away and cover the short distance to home.

He Just seemed to drive under the object and raced round
the turn off for Risdon Vale. The object and light were gone and
there was nothing to see any more. The. Cha*ger had since chot off
on another road towards Richmond. On arriving home R. was upset
but no one would believe him; also there was nothing to see anyway

by this time. : ;

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Some days later the second incident at Risdon Vale was
reported in the papers. B's sighting finally came to the Centre's
notice some months later.

SECOND SIGHTING

Some hours later in the early hours of MNovember 9th
(1978) a Risdon Vale caller reported hearing a strange droning
noise. The noise seemed to be above the house for some 5 minutes
before it moved away and faded to the south east.

Then at %.15 am taxi driver Lloyd Yright encountered a
puzzling shape on Sugarloaf Road as he headed back to the city
from Risdon Vale (full details in TUFOIC Annual Report for 197S).

The event was all over in 10 to 20 seconds. He noticed
a green sh%pe at the roacdside ahead, estimated as being “1¥m tall
and maybe “/4m wide at the base, it tapered to a narrower top.
The shape drifted out into the road in front of the taxi.
Wright's radio emitted a high pitched squeal as he braked hard on
the greasy road, stopning 5@ from the shape. He was shocked to
see it just vanish into thin air, the radio coming back to life

at the same moment.

tiright drove to the Hobart Police Station at cnce to
report the esvent. They were satisfied that Vright was not making
up the story, in fact he had nothing to gain from the event.
TUFOIC checked the site but found nothing to account for the
sighting.

Another event had occurred some days earlier at Risdon
Vale (4th Nov), some boys reporting that their dog had spotted &
round rcd object cverhead whilst they were playing in the bush
at dus! . The boys had taken a brief look at the objecct overhead
and fled home. All the events occurred in a 4 (37 period.
Since then things seem to have gone beck to normal in the Risdon
Vale area. :

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In my opinion, there is room for many investigators in
UTFO research: physicists, biologists, psychologists, and para-
psychologists. There are many levels of experience which can be
1nvest1gated See the proposed mcdel...(at the end of this paper).

In my opinicn, the UIFC experience 1is a '"display" : a
display of various levels of reality, so that the witness is forced
to reconsider his or her limited notions of reality.

In my opinion, the UFO experience also gently prods th
UFC observer towards the recognition that he or-she should becocne a
witness: to have the courage to spealr, to describe, to report the
UFO sighting - often without evidence "to support +he claims about
these "silly"™ and "bizarre" events. My esteemed friend and colleague,
Dr. Richard Haines, suggested that those of us who claim to have
observed uPO'o, and who are trying tc be scientists, have a biased
point of view. I agree. However, I also believe that those of us who
claim we are scientists, and who are trying to become UFC observers,
have a laclz of first-harnd inforimation. Perhaps we can all work
togethiEss el Loern Lrom eagh otfter.

Someday, I hope to attend a conference where the UI'C
contactees are the meain spea¥ers, and the UFO researchers sit and
listen!

My initial UFO sightings (in 1950 and 1956), and my own
studies of UFO witnesses during the past 17 years, have led me to
several tentative viewpoints. These viewpoints have not come easily
because I am slow to learn my lessons. However, through good
friends, like Coral and Jim Lorenzen, Allen Hynelk, and others, I have
had the opportunity of talking with hundreds of peonle, as well as
reading thousands of UFO reports. I have conducted a survey of
more than 200 persons who claim *o experience psychic impressions
of UFC phenomena. And I have worked with over 40 persons who claim
to have experienced an abduction by UFO occupants; with hypnotic
techniques, we have helped each other to learn more about the
significance and meaning of these UPC experiences. At thie point,
because of my own personal blas, I shall attempt to talk like a
scientist: I shall present my views as hypotheses, or speculations,
not as conclusions; also, I shall present my views through the words
of another investigator.

Speculaticns

Here are the speculations of James E. Frazier (Personal
Communication, 1978) about the significance of "contact" experience

between UTO percipients and the intelligence behind the UT'C phenomenon:

"Purpcse of Contacts: Filtering of lknowledse to people of

earth.

Method of Operation: A certain type of person is being
abducted and implanted with information which is to serve as a
bridge to understanding the "extra-terrestrial" persmective on
earth. Implantation involves an area of the mind which cannot be
uappea by hypnosis unless so permitted by "extra-terrestrials".
The knowledge 1s designed to be doled out in a step-by-step
fashion, to the proper people of earth and at the proper times.
This is all controlled by '"keys" and "cues" implanted along with
the lknowledge.

Long term contact is maintained with the contactees through-

tensor team communication, telepathy, trances, repeated
abductions and face to face encounters with "extra-terrestrials"
living on earth.



Motivation of the Method: To filter information on a grass
roots level to the common people of earth. Exploitation,
sensationalism and misuse of information are controlled by
selecting contactees who have little use or understanding for the
knowledge. Also, each contactee is given a "bit" of knowledge,
"or piece of the great puzzle" requiring that he/she unite with
other contactees and combine the %nowledge with facts already
established by earth scientists.

A primary concern is to -let "earthlings" do the hardwork
of research, analysis and application of the knowledge sc that we
do not become "lazy" and syccphantic with relation to the "extra-
terrestrials”.

— — — — — ——.—.—.—-.——.——-—_———

The dynamics of the relatlonshlp are similar to a
counseling and guidance paradigm. The guidance involves psycho-
logical guidance leading to self-determinism and spiritual-
metaphysical experiences, along with scientific knowledge and
technical application of knowledge.

The Body_of Knowledge: The information can be classified
into four or five bagic areas:

1. Archeological, involving clues to re-study of pre-
history events and patterns of society.

2. Geological, involving earthquakes and land mass shifts.

3. Meteorological, involving current weather conditions.
as they are affected by magnetic forces.

4. Genetic, involving cloning.

5. Biological, involving extension of life-span, regenera-
tion of tissue and general "body-building" of man. - .

6. Scientific, involving space travel - Thelr Vay -
electromagnetic fields of earth and their relationship to
bio-magnetic fields and their combined relationship to electro-
magnetic properties of matter, energy and thought.

7. Spiritual Mnowledge invelving experiences of conscious-

ness beyond the body: telepathy and other paranormal phenomena.
Fach Contactee is given his or her own piece of this vast body
of knowledge; she/he is instructed to research the past
civilizations of earth and discover indications that this
mowledge did, in fact, exist on earth at one time.
The she%he is challenged with presenting the knowledge again to
mankind, in a way that proves beneficial to all mankind,without
causing division or exploitation with the people and societies
and governments of the world.

If true, this is a brilliant plan and leads us by logic
to shift study from UFO sightings and *contactees - to the
knowledgze presented through contactees'.

Audience Participation

{ Now, during the next few minutes, I propose that we take
an imaginary journey, through time and space, to your flrst UFO
sighting. Perhaps your first UFO sighting has occurred in the "past",
perhaps it will occur in the "future"; perhaps you do not believe in
the levels of reality of UFO phenomena, and you will use this exer01se
as a perlod of rest and relaxation!



In any event, I will offer some suggestions for muscular
relaxation; some suggestions for concentration and imagination; some
suggestions for contacting your spiritual guide, or imaginary guide;
and some suggestions for experiencing your own UFC sighting; then,
when we return to the normal state, feeling alert and refreshed, you
will be able to recall your impressions and compare them with other
information about UFO observations.

I thanlk you ladies and gentlemen, for your attention and
your co-operation. I wish you well in your own search for more
knowledge about the.levels of reality in the UFC display.

"KIDIAPFED BY A U.I'.O0." P

In one of the strangest UFO encounters on record, a Wyoming
oil-rigger says he was kidnapped by arn alien being, flown to
another planet in a spaceship and then returned to earth unharmec.

As incredible as Carl Higcdon's story sounds, separate hypnotic
sessions conducted by two top psychologists show that he's not
lying. A Psychological Stress Lvaluation (PSE) analysis proves that
Higdon believes he encountered space beings. And Higdon's claim
that his abductors made his piclup trucls vanish and reappear is
supported by a \Iyoming game warden who said 1t would have been
impossible to drive the two-wheel drive truck into the mountainous
range where it was found. The warden said the area is accessible
only to four-wheel drive vehicles.

Higdon's fantastic encounter happened on 25 October 1S74,
when he drove his company piclk-up truc’> to the lMedicine Bow
National Forest about 40 miles from his home in Rawlins, Uyo.

He said he spent the entire day hunting elk but had no luck until
about 4 pn.

"I saw five elk out on a meadcw'", the 45 year old oilman
said. "There was a bull and four cows. I took aim with my rifle -
a powerful gun that'll drop an el with one shot - and. fired.

"I saw the bullet come out of the barrel, travel about 50 feet and
drop, which is unusual. I walled over apd pickedup e Bdllet ,
* Al]l that was left was the copper jacket - all the lead had melted.

"I heard something snap behind me, so I turned and looked.
There was a being there. He was about my height - about six foot
two in. and about 180 pounds. He vas bow-legged and wearing a
" black scuba diving suit that covered him from the feet up.
There were no hands at the ends of his arms - Jjust empty sleeves.
"The right sleeve had .a.bar .coming out -of it.and every time he
waved the bar, something moved or disappeared. His face was
Oriental - a yellOULSh brown, with slanted eyes. He had no lower
" jaw. His hair was li¥ke straw - about the same colour. It looked
like he had antennae on his head, but it could have been his hair.

"He spoke to me in English. He said, 'Do you want to go
with us?' I said I might as well and he gestured towards his craft."

Higdon said the space-craft was small, rectangular-shaped,
and made of a clear, transparent material. He said there were no
doors on the spaceship.

"The next thing I ¥new, we were inside (the spaceship).

The being moved his arm and we went up and hovered just above the
trees. My piclk-up truc’ was below, but the being waved his arm

and it Jjust disappeared. The next thing I noticed was something
about the size of a baslketball below us. I figured it was

arth. I asked him where he was going and he said, 'To our planet'.
Then the earth disappeared. The being said his name was

'Ausso 1', and asked my name. I told him my name, then asked him
what he was doing on earth. He said he was hunting, fishing and
exploring. Then I saw their planet. It was like a big ball going
around and around with all different coloured lights. I told
Ausso the lights hurt my eyec and he said, 'Your sun burns us'.

"tle landed in front of this building and the next thing I
knew we were standing on a platform outside the building.
I don't »now how high the building was because there was nothing
to go by - no trees, nothiag".

Higdon said the alien toox him into the building and up to
the third floor on an elevator-like device. There he was led into
a large room, where he saicd he was given some sort of examination.

"Then Ausso .said, 'You're not what we want. Ve'll take
you back', Vle wentv back down and outside and the light hurt
my eyes again. Then I saw five humans. They looked like ordinary
Americans to me and I figured they were brought there like I was.

"Then we were in the vehicle and it took off. Ausso said
he'd been comning to earth about 10 years. He said he comes to
fish and hunt because there's no fish or game on his planet and
they need food. Ile said they also go to other planets for food.

"Suddenly we were baclt, hovering over the trees. Ausso
handed me my gun and the next thing I knew, I was standing on the
ground locking up at him. He said, "We'll see you', and he was
gone . After Ausso left, I was in a totally confused state.

I really didn't Imow who I was or what I was doing".

Higdon said he wandered around for a while before he found
his truck, which was stuck in the nud a mile and a half from
where he'd parked it when he started hunting. He said he
somehow managed to get on the truck's two-way radio and call for
help. That was about 6 pm, and a search party using four-wheel
¢rive vehicles found Higdon about midnight.

"I know that area and it's really tough terrain", said
liyoning game warden Demnis Smith. "There's no way you can make
it in there in a two-wheel drive vehicle. It's even rough with
a four-wheel drive".

Higdon's rescuers toolr him to hospital where he was
examined by Dr. Russ Tongco. "Carl had no physical injuries",
Dr. Tongco said. "I found no evidence of a concussion or
anything. ‘But he kept telling me about his visit to this strange
planet. He couldn't even remember his wife, but he was
describing his experience so vividly. It was weird". Dr. Tongco
said he ran tests to see if Higdon had poisoned himself or was
taking drugs. '"Dut all the tests were normal. Ve couldn't find
anything. My final diagnosis was amnesia'.

Higdon spent three days in the hospital, and about a weelx
later he was hypnotised and questioned by Dr. Leo Sprinkle,
psychoclogist and nrofessor of counselling services at the
University of Uyoning.

"I helieve, Carl;ig telling;the, truth" Dr. Sprinkle: -sajd.
"There's no other way I can account for the experience he
describes and the things that happened to him. I believe he was
taken aboard a craft, zoomed awvay somewhere, examined and brought
back".

Dr. Ira A. Greenberg, a clinical psychologist and
hypnotherapist in Los Angeles, placed Higdon in a trance and
questioned him cn 16 Sentember 1978, The session was witnessed
by Dr. Sidney Valter, a consultant to the U.S. Dept. of Health,
Education and Velfare, and »president of the California State
Hypnosis Association.

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"I concluded that Carl Higdon is an honest man", said Dr.
Greenberg, who acts as consulteant to the Los Angeles Police
.Department. "He's very sincere in his belief. I don't believe
he's trying to pull a hoax or mave anything up". Dr. Walter
added, "When he was asled about the bright lights, tears came to
his eyes. It would have talten a very well-trained actor to do
that. There's no doubt in my mind he was experiencing those
lights under hypnosis'".

Charles R. IMcQuiston, former U.S. intelligence officer and
co-inventor of the Psychological Stress Ivaluator (PSE) also
examined lMr. Higdon.

"Some parts of his statement show stress, but other parts
show no stress at all, indicating he's telling the truth. For
instance, when he says he hovered above the trees, the PSE charts
shows he's being truthful. And when he says the alien waved his
arm and the piclrup truc’: disapneared, he Tully believes he is
telling the truth. According to the PSE test, something really
did hanpen to the guy".

Higdon doesn't Just believe - he 'nows - something hanpened
to him.

"And it could happen to somebody else", he said. "One of
these days they'll be baclk to picl-ime un because the last thing
he said was, 'lle'll see JOUoooo' "o»

At this stage I was becoming very concerned about Maureen's
state of health. ler panic at not being able to ”get out" could
perhaps cause her scme serious ill-health so I congidered I had
nothing to lose and she may have something to gain if I directed my
fears to the entity. After a brief moment she said ”They want .me
to close my eyes". T thought perhaps she would go intoc a more
peaceful trance-like state if she did but again she was determined
not to bend to their will, then suddenly she went quiet and I felt
her shoulders relax. Just when we thought we had passed the worst
of 1t, her desperation at not being able to get out of that "room"
- became evident once more but after a while she said "he's gone"

'or a few minutes we sat in stunned silence then we asked if she'd
- pow nldke. a eup.-of teae

As we three sat there talking about her experience and
enjoying our tea and biscuvits she said "Ch, I'm back there" and
although we had the car lights on and she Uas still nursing her tea
and blSCUlLu, she proceedecd to describe the interior again but not
with the same drastic results. After this little episode Maureen
finally said "He's gone". I as’ed "how do you tnow he's gone?" and

her reply was "He's gone this time - it feels different'.

This ended episodec three of the laureen Fuddy incident which
"was sometning I must admit I found rather exhilarating despite the
poor woman's distress... 1 believe I have a slight impression of the
Teeling of excitement exmneriernced by the hypnotists and interviewers
" ef Betty and Rarney Hill, Betty Andreasson and even Bridey Murphy
when their stories were UnfOWGed in their presence. I have also
often wondered what might have hanpened if T had rersuaded lMaureen
to leave the car and botn wall- Towards the entity who was beclkoning
her to follow.

To end the night, I drcve home with Maureen in case of any
repercussions from her eventful evening, while Paul followed in his
car. It was rather late, but Maureen's husband was still up and we
all talked it over agein, over another cup of tea to prepare Paul
and I for our long drive home.

During Septerber, 1979, I was on one of my swings through
the Northwestern United States - ar area which I haq prov1ously
enjoyed, than%s to nmy earIJ interest ip the books of Zane Grey.
Truly, the land where the deer and antelope play. That time of year
those animals were out in force, all along the freeway, paying
little attention to the roaring traffic.

My early interest had long been superseded by the intriguing
UFO's. This particular trip was for the purpose of a visit with
Dr. Leo qprln cle, in Laramie, Wyoming. Dr. Sprin%le, of the Univ.
of Vyoming, is one of the most outstanding UFO Researchers in North
America, specializing in the field of hypn051se

The case that was of the most mutual interest, second to
Frederick Valentich's encounter, concerned a peculiar experience
which occurred seven years prior, on the Mooraduc Road, near
Franlkston, Victoria, in 1972.

Leo Sprinkle, became interested in UTFO's, after he became
involved in a series of sightings in the Autumn of 1950. Cne day
he and a colleague were leaving the Arts & Sclence Building of the
University of Coloradc, when they observed what seened to be =2
round object with a metallic gurface flying faster than a jet and :
without sound, from south to north. Later he and his wife witnessed
another unusual object in the same area. After passing through
various stages of unbelief, from scoffer to sceptic to unwilling
believer, he came to the conclusion that he had to drop the :
"phychosis hypothesis! that only lzoolrs see "flying saucers".

Since those experiences, Dr. Sprinltle appears to have been
motivated to lookx into the subconscious for the ultimate answers
to the UFO problem.

Over the years, I have interviewed a few witnesses who have
claimed close encounters associated with blacked out memories.
These reports, being ovt of my field of endeavour, have been
"pigeon-holed" until the encounter of Maureen Puddy,

Two of her experiences have been covered in various
publications, including a chapter written by my colleague, Judith
Magee, for the paperback - "Encounter Cases from F.S.R." edited
by Charles Bowen (Signet “2.45).

Prior to this incident, my only experience with hypnosis
was observation on the entertainment level. I had noted the subject,
when told an article was there, he-or she "saw" the suggested
article. I had also noted that when told to perform a silly act
like throwing their hat out the window, five minutes after being
"snapped" out of the trance, if they did not perform the act they
would have an impelling urge to dec so.

My impressions and questions with regard to the lMaureen
Puddy case are that she may have been under hypnosis by someomne.
But if so, by whom? Uas she reliving a former experience during
a8 blackout, not remembering?

Are there entities, objects and communications outside
the range of our normal visval and mental spectrum? Or is there
some other reason we cannot understand?
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MY SON FREDERICK

I 1s my pleasure for this privilege of expressing my own
view concerning the disappearance of my son, Iredericl, through
The Australian UFQO Bulletin.

It ig almost two years since TF'redericl vanioheg, after
reporting for the second time "that °Lrange alrcraft is hovering"
ccoel SECONAS.o..s."1ls hovering, and it's not an aircraft'". About
8 seconds before radio contact was lecst with Melbourne flight service
at 1912:2C hours of Cctober 21st, 1978, and for some technical
reason my family and I had to learn the follcwing day, Sunday 22nd,
on Radio %AW at 9.30Q am, the tragic znews of an aircraft disappearance
between Cape Otway and Xing Islaﬁ;o Immediately, I started
chasing the Department of Transport officials and after telephoning
three .different persons, f1n571y had confirmation that it was my
own son involved in the partlcular incident, and then I had to wait
till 7.00C pm to know more details on the develonmenus of search and
rescue. But in the meantime about 10.30 am, news weporters started
calling me and it was then for the first time that I learaned that
the incident was surrounded by a UFO case. It was on the 6 pm TV
news that I saw sub-titles of what Frederick reported on radio and
despite the great shock of the day, my wife and myself felt a little
relief because we knew that Fredericit was a firm believer in UI'C's
~and perhaps he wouldn't mind having a close contact with a UTO.

) On Honday, 23rd October, my telephone started ringing as
early as 3 o'clock in the morning with an average of 15 min.
intervals...calls were coming not only-ifrom lelkbowne Hidt iInterstate
and also from overseas..U.5.A., llew Zealand and Germany. It was

in this instant that I realized how important the event was,
especially when & person from the U.S.A. telephoned me for 20 minutes
to encourage me to believe what Frederick rerorted, because he also
had an experience of a UTFO sighting in a remote air strip in the
countryside at nig_t° Plus many local calls and letters 1've
_recelved from various people 11v1n~ near Sale, East Victoria and on
the Peninsula who have seen a laﬂge light at night illuminating a
football oval better than any artificial conventional light by the
.S.E.C., and in my judgement after about 50 of these encouraging
statements from people that I never met concerning the unfortunate
circumstances in which I was placed, I can only accent those to be
very senulne and honest comments.

However, the Department of Transport was 1nterested in
rescue only of pilot in trouble and not saying much about UTFC. Cnly
when I as%ed them they admitted that was a rare case but denied
UI'C exist and yet they have performed one of the biggest searches
for a private pilot, with four different aircraft including an Orion
equinped with sophlsticated devices such as airborne radar, low
level radar and sonor detector and which came all the way from a
Se .y 'Be A LT o Bases

Two weelts after I'redericl's incident, the Search and Rescue
Department from Tullamarine, invited me to their briefing office to
show me the structure of four days search which they directed uncder a
pre-calculated search plan. I was introduced to Mr. Eddie, Chief
Co-ordinator Hescue, and lMr. Pat Malty, his assistant. In our
conversation, there were few theories surrounding the incident which
they cannot proclaim an accident, but unofficially (as usual) Fr.
LEddie expressed his cwn opinion. DNespite my broken heart from the
incident he still said the Cessna simply ditched in the water and
within 2 minute disappeared taking the pilot with it...without first
investigating or considering that the long range Cessna 182 being
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constructed with modular units certein sections of the plane should
be floating in the event of a crash impact in the water.

Secondly, with VHT (very high frequency) radio could not communicate
below 1000 ft from the distance of 90 miles over Canpe Ctway Ranges.
eso81imply wouldn't get through; instead the communication with I'.S.
was loud and clear until the last word and also the 17 seconds of
metallic noise at the end of the tape was clear; this confirmed

that Frederick was still above 1000 ft above water and in ny

oplnion he was still at 4500 ft at the time racdio contact was lost.

Perhaps I could go on and on, quotine things relating %o
this incident....without a doubt, a UIOC case, especially when we
look at the Roy Manifceld vmicture as you are aware by reading the
"Australian U0 Bulletin June 1980". The computer analysis rencrt
on the Manifold original shows there tc be a solid chject and in
my view it's the biggest back-up to what Frederick reported before
he vanished, and yet no one from the Dept. of Transport or the
authorities, to my %knowledge, has done anything to re-open research
or investigation in the case as they promised to me bac) in 1978;
that they could re-open when they get something relating to the
incident’, and in “@y view thiere 7is sufficient scientific material
to do something.

At this stage I can only admire Mr. Paul Ncrman, Vice-
President of the Victorian UrC Research Society for his persistance
and devotion on conducting research on this case with co-operation
of a group of scientists. Perhaps in the near future we will learn
more not only abcut my son IFredericl:, but other mystericus incidents
as well,

He also believes it could be linked with
photographs of a strange object taken by an
amateur photographer near Cape Otway on-
ly 20 minutes before Valentich told
Melbourne Flight Services he was being
buzzed by a UFO.

Mr Norman has gained permission to
have computer analysis photographs of the
UFOQ reprinted in a bid te gain more infor-
mation about a series of sightings and
strange noises reported on the day Valen-
tich disappeared.

He has been making follow-up Inves-
tigations in the Warrnambool district since
early this month and said if the reports
about the fishermen’s sighting could be con-
filrmed. it would be ‘“'a key piece in the pus-
zle™.

One person Mr Norman interviewed said
she overheard a conversation about the
fishermen’s sighting.

She said there was also talk that the
fishermen had photographed the object.

“I think there could be a link beiween

what the fishermen saw and the
photographs, ™ he said.
The photographs were taken by

Melbourne plumber Roy Manifold at
Crayfish Bay. near Cape Otway.

He was tsking seguence c¢olor
photographs of a sunset at about 20-secand
intervals and did not see the object.

Mr Norman said after the photographs
were processed Mr Manifoid contacted the
society and told it they had been taken on
the day Valentich disappeared.

The photographs were analysed by the
Civiien Aerial Phenomena Research
Organisationin Arizona, America.

Mr Normsan said the group included
physicists, aero-space engineers and photo-

c physicists and had access to muld-
million dollar computer equipment.

The computer photographic analysis
interpretation by the organisation said the
picture taken by Mr Manifold showed ‘‘an
anomalous image’” which appeared to be
surfacing from the water.

it said the object shown in ancther frame
represented a ‘bona fide” unknown fying
obiect, apparently surrounded by a cloud-
like vaper-exhaust residue.

According to the interpretations, the
unidentified "'metallic’’ cbject was at the
