UFO s ight ings and reach a final dec i si on o  The verdict of the 
c omput er v.ras that f lying sauc ers do exi st and cannot be c onfused 
.\'Ti th anything e l se in the sky o They have landed hundreds of t imes 
in de s ert ed sp ot s , far away from urban areaso They appe ar during 
the day as bright metallic ob j ec t s  reflecting su.nlight and c asting 
shado\ATS and during the night take on ye llowish or greenish-orange 
c oloro They c an appe ar in the form of  di sc s, sphere s or even 
c igars o 

The c omput er found that 70 perc ent of the ob servati ons

time, a thin, electric blue light beam pierced upwards from the 
vehicle�s centre at � 45 degr�e &ngleo 

Eventually, our UFO silently ascended through the 
=gathering clouds:�nd disappearedo But not all Unidentified Flying 
Objects are on record as having departed so peacefully from their. 
observerso Some witnesse�·have expressed a serise of fear. or have 
experienced contiriue"d emotional deprivation and .even tragedy as a 
result of too close an encounter with a UFQo . Yet, during the 
t\venty-one years that have elapsed since the PoN aGo· experience, 
science seems no closer to ideEtifying the phenomenon or-finding 
out .�he Flyi�g Sau�er's origin or its purposeo �. 

Compilation of evidence and collection of anecdot e s  have 
together added little that is- sigl1ificant to knowledge or 
enlightenmento And so it has become easier·to talk and write

·psychological condition of any. who claim to have been conf-ronted · 

with Flying Saucers than to probe for some tangible evidence for 
the reason for their existenceo

Data accu.rnulet:Ps, is filed away, remains provo.cative -
because we · hav.e not yet discoverec_ �ov: tc direct our research into 
the right :frame of reference; it ·is n9t.at all reasonable to suppose 
human intelligence incapable of· finding ·firm· _meaning to the network 
of ·recorded UFO sightings·plotted over the past few decades across 
the continentso 

Turning the key of· the door to UFO e;n.lightenment may be 
simple · and· closer to our time ·_ than is commonly supposed, and might 
pe par·allelled with the accid�ntal discovery of the answer to the 
rransistor problem during the 1940's., 

. A World vi!ar ·rr ele.ctronic expert would have had litt.le 
�hance of fathoming out how a transistor radio could possibly work 
had some alien visitor handed him a set for minute inspectiono 
�t was not the idea of the transistor that was unknown to our 
hypothetical yeteran, but the possibility of it functioning in the 
way it doeso .

For the past six months, people have been ringing and 
writing from overseas, as well as from all over Australia,

Not having seen the material in question, let alone 
knowing anything about the analysis, the V.UoFoOoF.S. Committee 
has been reluctant to commento Society scientific advisors are 
willing and able to put the material to test if the opportunity 
arise so 

I personally recall attending a conference on Metallurgy 
in the 1950's, where an inventor was present with material 
resembling honeycomb which, he was of the opinion, would revolution­
ize the steel industry. At that time he had a patent pendingo 

The main reason for the VUFOTIS stand is because it is a 
fact that similarly described material is known to be used in our 
own space and military programs. 

On the other hand, there are known to be incidents where 
fragments have been recovered that cannot be easily dismissed as 
man madea 

During a visit to the Center for UoF.Oo Studies, I 
obtained a record entitled "UoF.Oo Encounters "o It is now in 
cassette form and can be ordered from CoUoF.O.So, 1609 Sherman

One of the encounters described on 'this'cassette 
occurred in 1948, but was not made known until after nearly 30 
years of silence by Lt. Col, Robert B. Willingham, UoS. Air Force 
Retired; thanks to the Freedom of Information Acto 

The UFO vras first detected by the NORAD chain of radar 
stations in the Dew Line along the Arctic Circleo It was tracked 
all the way south over Texas and crashed near the Mexican bordero 

The object. made the usual 90 degree turns without changing 
speed as reported in hundreds of other cases throughout the worlda 

Cola Willingham and one of his colleagues flew to the 
crash site in a light aircraft but were refused permission to 
enter the cordoned off areao However, the object had apparently 
exploded scattering fragments over a wide areao Vlillingham picked 
up a piece of the material which he described .as "honeycomb ". 
He said that it possessed unknown qualities, resembling magnesium 
steel with a lot of carbon, which would not melt under the heat of 
a blow torcho 

It is with a feeling of anticipation and curiosity that 
I look forward to a follow-up investigation with a colleague, early 
next year, of a similar "crash site ", located by chance while on 
my 1979 trip across the Northwestern United Statesa
