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AUCHETTL MOVIE TOOTAGE
BY J.W. AUCHETTL.

"{lhat we see, the camera also sees" 1s indeed a lesson to be
learned, and my first lesson came to me on a quite lazy Sunday after-
noon on the 3RD DECEMBER, 1978. This account was produced with the
aid of notes and letters, made at the time of the sighting and
subsequent research into the UFC.

I, would like to thanlt PAUL NORMAN for his effort and time in getting
this film to the appropriate research organizations. Also to

GROUND SAUCER WATCH and WILLIAM SPAULDING for the valuable worlt on
this film, even though the material was not of good quality.

THE SIGHTING

I was working inside our Dandencng North home on the 3rd December '78
when for some reason (now unknown) I had to go outside to our tool
shed. I must have been there for 5 minutes or more, at that time I
decided to go back inside. (See map). It is a short 30 feet from
the shed to the back door, and therefore there is little to distract
¥ou on your walk back, as this area is surrounded in trees and other
homes. There was little wind in my area, the sky was blue at the
time, but through the day we had intervals of cloud. Living on a hill
makes it very hard to judge from what direction the wind is coming

as it seems to shift quite easily in a short time, dependent on its
valocity and turbulence.

At the top of our short three steps, I decided (for some reason) to
look arouncd behind me and up into the sky, for what motives I still
cannot answer even today.

At an angle of 70 deg to the horizon and looking in the direction of
the south east (Fig. 5; Fig. 6) I saw an object very clearly, at a
size (to me) somewhere between a pin head and 2 mm, flashing like

a light house. A checl of the clock showed the time to be %.05 nnm
Eastern Australian time.

What T saw then and still claim to have seen to this day, was a
single solid object long in shape (to phrase a well used UTFC term
"Clﬁar Looking"). It was very high (greater than 10,000 feet) and
seemed to be well defined dimension wise and easy to see with the
naked eye. At this stage it was not moving, but was flashing, and
at that time I put this down o a tumbling motion (TFig. 1; Fig. 6)
—~ end over end. Shape and brightness stayed at a constant rate.
It was definitely brighter than the clear blue background sky.

The impression of its brightness would range from car headlights to
sun reflection. At no stage was any other sound other than the
normal noticed in the area.

REACTION

I must have had a minute and a half outside as I watched the object.
In that period it started to visually move in an east to south
direction. As it was now on the move T realised I'd better get
something down on film before it was all over. About 3:06:30 T
realised it was of a UFO nature. Excited by this, I rushed inside
to get my Super 8 lovie Camera. It was about 45 seconds to put my
hands on the movie camera, chec) the light meter and drive battery,
set up the required levels of readings, get back outside and locate
the object in the sky.

I had only used the camera 7 days before and Xnew I had 5 feet or so
left on the new 50 feet (3 minute) film. The indicator on the side of
the camera revealed this. To back This up there is an indicator

inside the view finder that flicers when there is film running through
the camera and stops flickering when this reel stops. This is a very
visual and easy system to read and see. As it turned out I had 54
inches left (4 ft. 6 in.) or 19 seconds of a 180 second film, this is
2qual to about 10%.

On calcvlation it must have been Jjust after 3:07:15 pm when I
commenced photographing the UF'C, using the bhaclt step railing for
stability, zoom lens on full (I'/.5 mm to 60mm) 60mm 1:1.7 and the
focus set to infinity. The sun shielc was on, the light meter at
full auto and I was running the film at 18 frames per second, - this
is the slowest speed I can run the Japanese made Ricoh Super & &007%Z
movie camera and use the film over a longer time range.

I was using Kodak [lodachrome 11 Type A film this is also processed
by Lodalt in Melbourne, Victoria. Cin recollection, detail of the
object did not improve through the lens, even at the full zoom lens
position. The object did seem smaller but still flashing as if it
was nitching end over end. I noticed nothing different fromn what T
had first seen.

For the height it was, it appeared to move a lot faster than a jet ac
it seemed to cover somewhere arcund 30 to 40 degrees of sly. There

vas no vapour trall or gas trail coming from the UFO. T can definitely
say that there was no aircraft large or simall in the area cduring or
after the sighting and, as far as I can say, the UFO was no knowm
civilian or military object° I was concentrating so nmuch on the
situation that I only recall cdetail as a mass, as if it all happened

at once and not over a 3 minute period.

It would have been %:07:34 by ny calculations, when the film ran ouvt.
I remember the indicator inside the view finder stopping and ny
disappointment in respect to wishing I had more film to use. 5Still
looking as 1if it was spinning, at 03:08:00 the UFO arced towards the
south constantly but faster, even with the camera at a stop, I used it
to the end as an aid to vision, but at no stage do I remember the UTC
getting smaller towards the end of the flight. I thought very little
of the object and Jjust watched.

Then, it was gone! How, where and why I do not know. I do not even
remember seeing it disanpear; as I recall it was there one second in
the lens and the next gone. Again on calculation it must have been
only 60 seconds or so afiter the camera had stopped that the whole
sighting was over at 0%:08:30 pn. Total duration of the sighting
was from % to & minutes. Interesting to note that it was after T
had seen the UIC that it started to move, so there is no saying how
long the UFO had been at the original position above Dandenong.

DISAPPOINTING RESULTS

tlext day I dispatched the film off to the XKoda% nrocessing laboratory
at Ilorth lMelbourne, Victoria. At the same time I started a watch
in the local newspapers to see if anyone had also seen and renorted
the UFO. After 7 days I had found nothing. I also started to
investipgate the weather conditicns to find out as much as I could
about the stars, moon and so on, to be used in a future report.

I also realised how important the results would be, film wise, to the
very recent FREDERICK VALENTICH UFO encounter and disappearance as he
met his UFO on the 21st October, 1978, and now 43 days later I had
taken this film of a UFQO over lMelbourne, moving in the direction of
Cape Otway where TI'rederick was last seen.

Two weeks later on the 20th Decermber 1978, I received the film back
from Kodak. Ixpecting to see everything I had seen that day, my father
and I viewed the film and to my shoc’ and tbtal disappointment we
discovered nothing on the print. (Fig. 2; Mig. 3).

I replayed the clip again, this time we extended the projector to
increase the size of the projection, this time to discover only a white
flashing dot, but nothing resembling what I had seen that day. In all,
the results were disastrous. I could not see much outline, it did not
look cigar shaped, and it was so very very small. "orst of all I could
not remember the U“C being the size as indicated on the film. My
conclusion was that it was not worth reporting and going into anymore,
as my whole sighting was based upon this film and "that I saw in this c

case the camera for some reason did not see'. ,

All was forgotten; film and notes went into safe keening and for

the time left to rest. In tine I had the good fortune of attending

Excited by the ilew Zealand studies and impressed by Paul lorman's :
woxlm on the now verv important "MANITFCLD FICTCGPAPHS" where the filin
research was done by GROUND SAUCER VATCH (GSV) in the USA, I took
the film to another meeting at the Royal Society hall on the 3zd
July 1680 and showed it to the Societ: members. At the same time
under Paul tlornan's recommendation, I gave him the original film and
the renort to send or tate to the ULA. Pavl insisted that a lot
could he done but results may not be good.

That we have done here is to give to you the two relevant letters
sent to me by GSVW, regarding the information found on the movie film.

June 15th, 1981,
_Dear lir. Auchettl,

As you probably know by now GS'Y has evaluated your movie strip and
returned the film and results to Paul Norman. Some of the computer-
ized photographs reveal some good data. Ve will take the new lens
data and pursue with the evaluation.

In answer to your questions, 1) we feel that when you first noticed
the 'object' it was obviously closer (lower in altitude) than when
you began to film the image. It was noticable because it was
brilliant, i.e. the density of the image made it easy to observe in
the sky. 2) The results on the movie strip are not spectacular;
however the computerized data is worthwhile. 3) The "flickering"
sensation on the original film is due to fading of the intensity of
the image most likely due to its tumbling effect. 4) The results,
therefore, the computerized output photos,are in Paul llorman's
possession. You have our permission to make copies. 1 feel slides
would really help you see the image with more detail.

e will continue to process your film, of which the 'best' frames are
on our computer disc. ith the new lens data and a new computer
program, perhaps more evidence will become evident. Ve will report

on this matter directly to you.

SIGHTINGS REPORT

INVESTIGATIONS PROCETLDING IN NORTH WESTERN VICTORIA

On 5th Avgust 1981, VUFORS members were notified that
UFOs were being reported in the Mildura area. Uith the
assistance of police radio, C.Bs and wall-ie tal'ies ar effort
was made to spot the objects. Unfortunately, no UFO coul?
be sighted. However, the investigations uncovered sone
outstanding sightings including a report from an R.A.A.T.
pilot who observed 4 UI'Cs flying in formation over the
Mildura area during the last wee¥ of llay. They were too fast
to be jets.

Another report came from witnesses who saw a daylight disc
circle over Mildura then shoot strait up at fantastic speed.

VUFORS members residing in the area are maling follow-up
investigations on these and other reports which have come to
light during the past two moaths.

The Werrimull Sighting
by Senior Constable oy Tletcher.

Re Sighting (1) this area -

About 8.30 pm lMr. Garry Taylor, Verrimull phoned mne to say that
he had been listening to S5RM radio station when they stated if anyone
wanted to see a UFC jurmping around in the sky they should loo’~ towards
Mildura from Renmark. My daughter Gaye anc her boyfriend were
visiting me at the time and whilst they went out the front of the
residence I immediately climbed on the roof.

To the north I first saw a light flash on, bright like a flash-
light, it was at about %5 degrees above the skyline. It went off and
another flashed on right down near the ground, but behind the first;
it went off then another flash and it appeared to be higher to me. It
appeared as though there could have been four altogether. ZEither that
or it was Jjumping all over the place except that its general path was
eastwards.

I ran inside and endeavoured to phone people at Cullulleraine
for them to pin-point it but couldn't raise the two I called, they
were engaged... I then phoned lrs. Y. C'Day, lMerrinee Nth on the high-
way at the 25 mile post and requested her to have a look. She phoned
back later to say it went across her front paddock, heading south east.

In the meantime I found that the lights were due east from here
towards Red Cliffs, I then lost sight of then.

On Vled. 22.7.81 my son & his wife were leaving Meringur Sth
from lir. Jack Gray's; also in the car were J.Gray, M.Gray, B.Gray.
(Son & wife: B.Fletcher, H. TFletcher). They stated they left their
farm in the one car about 8.15 pm travelling up the Meringur North Road
on their way to Mildura.

Half way up the road to leringur they saw a light flash on to
their west (like a flashlight). It appeared to be coming at a fast
rate; 1t appeared to slow down nearly to a stop when over them. They
became concerned. !y son states he had hig camera with him and jumped
out and took 3 shots but in the darr he doesn't know what setting he
had and is not hopefuvl of the nhotos.

I have talked to him and Brian Cray today about it and they
both said it was that low they reckon it was a long shape and in +%he
dying flash of the light you could almost envisage a cabin. They seen
convinced of what they sawv.

They then drove via the Meringur Road to the Sturt Highway aad
continuved to Il1ildura. About the 35 mile post they stated the light

was agaln seen away to thelr right. SR s nued . ..
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Tox, Barry. Yarrara Road, Yarrara.

Advised me on Saturday, 18th July, that on Vednesday 15th
July he and his wife left Cullulleraine to drive alons the Sturt High-
way to return to their home about 7.45 pm vhen they saw a brluht
flashing light which was high in the sy and which appeared to be
over Yarrara—rerln(ur area; (white-greenish-red); all of a sudden it
went downwards and disanpeared.

P.S. Mr. Jack Gray also advises that he and Brian were checking out
some flres on thelr property about 3.30 »m on l'onday 27th July vhen
they saw a similar light to one which they had seen on the previous
Wednesday; it was in the direction of Meringur.

April 1st, 1281 was the beginning of a busy schedule on the
North American UFO Trail, with the Bass Strait I'lap of 1978 taing top
priority. Interest in the Irederic’ Valentich Incident (the case tqat
will not die) was not only still een, but had reached the higher levels
of the scientific community!

The mini "Condon Reports" had apparently fizzled out, Jjudging
from the number of telephone calls and requests for tallrs and meetings
on that outstanding encounter.

On April 13th Mark Sawyers, VUFORS Secretary, landed in San
Francisco and brought tidings of reneved interest in the Bass Strait
UFC activity. The A.B.C. had just-met with the VUFORS committee to
film a program on the government T.V. networl.

On the 7th May Radio Station 5A.D. in Adelaide telephoned uvs in
California for an interview on that intrigueing disappearance. One
outstanding question appeared to be bothering the program director -
"Jhy did radar fail to pic™ up the Cessna "7 He was informed that our
investigations had uncovered witnesses who had not only heard but had
seen a blue and white cessna maing its turn near the Cape Otway light-
"house and heading towards King Islandn ¢

The answer to that most immortant question is being sounded both
far and near. The reason - POOR RADAR or some other condition. Under
the weight of evicdence, even the Department.of Transport has publically ..
stated that there is no reason to doubt Valentich was where he said he
was at that time.

Time did not permit opportunity to elaborate on case after case
in which officials have been mis-stating the facts on radar detection
concerning UFOs. For instance, nearly 10 years after the famed
Betty/Barney Hill encounter, the U.S. Air TForce finally admitted that a
UFO landing in that area was detected on radar.

The night of 9th April produced another interesting incident.
The location was in Concord, California, where I was located at the
time. The incident was reported to me from headquarters of the lMutual
UFO Network (MUFOI'), Texas, and was investigated on behalf of MUTFON.

At 10 pm on that night Leslie (name in files) went out the door
of her home with her boy-friend Dave, when he was leaving for his home.
As they reached the center of the yard, they saw an obgect moving towards
the next door neighbour's house where the object hovered for a few
seconds, then moved south out over the street. The object made an

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abrupt turn to the west. Leslie yelled for her father and he came
out of the house in time to see the UPO noving away. At that time
the father could not see the outline of the object, but commented that
it had to be large because the white lights wewre as fer apart as wing

llghts of an aircraft. A red light underneath the object was still
blining but not as rapidly as an aircraft light. There was no sound.

Although neighbours had cdogs there was no commotion among them.
The family had been watching T.V. The father was still watching T.V.
when called out. He said there was no malfunction of the set.

Leslie was frightened and next day she was still scared.
Dave had an itching sensation. He rode his motor cycle home and felt
uneasy all the way.

The object was reported to have hovered only about 100 feet
from the ground, directly over the nelghbour'J house; it was
described as diamond shaned. A tall with a regional researcher
revealed that several reports of diamonc shaped UFOs had been received
and they were invariably huge and caused no IEM effect or animal
reaction.

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AN OVERSEAS SIGHTING .....

One U.T.0. in Tibet, 1981. (Translated from the Italian
by our member lr.lM.

The News Agency "Mew China'" Peling revealed that an
unidentified flying object was sighted in Tibet last
July the 24th, on the north-eastern sice of the sy.

Cne particularly interesting aspect of Ufology, is the number,
and nature, of close encounters involving children.

V/hy the UFOs have shown so much curiosity towards our youns
over the past, 1is Jjust as much a rystery as the UFC nhenomenon
I trsed fiv:

One case vhich readily snrings to mind, is that which occurred
in Duncan, B.C., Cenada, where hospital staff saw a UFO hovering
outside the windcw of a children's ward. The staff members who
witnessed the sighting, remorted seeing the UFC's crew inside the
object, seemingly busy with the control panels. As soon as the
crew realised that they had Dbeen seen by the adults, the object
vailshed.

Another case, amain ian British Columbia, Canada, involved two
small children walking through a field, who claimed that strange
fuzzy lights were dancing around their bodies. Although there
were no objects or UFOs in sight, apart frowm the fuzzy lights, this
does suggest a UFO oriented exmerience, especielly in view of the
fact that the father of the children, who was also present at the
time, did not notice anything at all unusual, while the children
seemed to be undergoing a real experience.*

vThat these fuzzy lights may have been, is anybody's guess.
However, if a UFO was involved in this case, one might logically
pursue the thought that these fuzzy lights were perhaps probes of
some c¢escription. If this were so, then it could be that children
are more receptive to the UTC's probes, and do not yet have the
sort of inhibitions that adults have, which may interfere with the
tests and studies that the UFOs are conducting.

Another interesting side-traclk to this, is that in many close
encounters involving both adults and children, the adults nay
suffer adverse physical and/or psychclogical effects, where the
children, apart from a nasty fright, appear to emerge from the
experience unscathed.

So, we are left with the questions of whether or not children
have some definite affinity towards UI'Cs, and what the nature of
that affinity may be.

These are, of course, 'cart before the horse' questions, which
any attempt to answer, would seem to be out of context, until we are
first able to deal successfully with the essential basic problem
of what UFCs are and where they come from.

It is all speculative at the present time, but one can't helr
wondering at the possibilities.,

On Tuesday, 23rd June at around 6.00 pm ny wife and I were
returning home from wor® when we saw three strange lights hovering
above the rooftons.

I met my wife at the railway station at 5.30 pm and while on
the way home we stopped to buy some teke-away food. This made us
a little later than usual and by the time we arrived at the top of
our street 1t was quite dark, (Zuburb concerned-Nth Croydon).

Ve had just turned the corner i:to our street when my wife
first caught sight of the l1ights hovering above the houses. ©She
was surprised by the lights and as I loo%Xed to see what all the
excitement was about I too was quite surprised.

There were three large lights, (more lile smot-lights) grouped
closely together forming a triangle. They were so bright that ve
could not see anything above them and as the sky was so dark we
couldn't see any silhouette, shane or outline of any craft.

At first I thought that they were attached to an aeroplane
or helicopter but I ruled out an aeroplane as the lights continued
to hover baclr ancd forth.

As we drove further down the road ve both watched the lights
nove back and forward as 1f searching fer something. I couldn't
keep my eyes cn them all the time as I was driving hut my wife
watched continuously until suddenly they dipped behind some trees
and we lost sight of them for about 30 seconds.

As we turned into our driveway we caught sight of them again
but this time they were heading directly away from us and rising
upward very rapidly toward the west.

e both leapt from the car and I watched the lights as my
wife raced inside to fetch the binoculars. She was only a faction
of a minute but by the time she returned the lights were so high
and distant that they appeared as just a bright star.

We both took tu”n peering through the binoculars at the
fading lights for about 15 minutes vntil they were out of sight.

1 knew that the lights yere nob part of .en aeroplane because
of the way they hovered. I also 1*new that they weren't part of a
heliconter because of the speed anc height attained when they flew
off.

Another strange fact abcut the lights was that we could hear
no noise coming from therm. Ilo engine noises, nor sound of propellar
or bhde; the lights or object carrying them hadn't made a sound, or
a sound that we could detect.

‘I am a member of the U.F.0. Society and a firm believer in
UFOs and therefore have been praying for the day that I should firsti
see a UFO. Could the will to see a UFC be so strong that my
imagination caught the better of me? If T had been alone I would
have thought so but my wife was also convinced that she had no%t Jjust
seen a plane or helicopter with lights attached.

T am therefore convinced that the facts contained here serve
to confirm a UFO sighting. If you can prove otherwise, please do so0.

lr. & Mrs. Ken Thew yesterday described how a multi-coloured
flying object paced them along the Vaitohi Roéad in the early hours
of the morning on July 12th, approcaching to within 120 yards of their
car and changing colours as it went. lr. Thew, a motor mechanic,
said they had always had an open mind on UIOs before their encounter,
but wvere now convinced such phenomena existed.

Mrs. Thew said they nmew by the hour of the night, the
manoeuvres and closeness of the object, that it was not an aeroplane.
/hile Mrs. Thew was frightened by the encounter and wanted to drive
faster, her husband wanted her to null over to the roadside to get
a better view of the object. They were returning to Temura from
Pleasant Point with their three cdaughters.

lirs. Thew, who was driving, said she thought the lights were
a reflection on the wet windows. DBut after winding down the window,
the couple cculd still clearly see the object. They said it seemed
to be approaching the car, then abruptly stopped about 200 to 300
metres away, then changed direction and began to pace the car.

"The sight itself didn't frighten me, but the car's speedo
told the story of how my wife felt", Mr. Thew said. "Then we
onened the car window and the object came closer to the car, it was
soilething we had never seen before. There was no noise and it was
quite apparent this was a controllable flying object".

Both Mrs. Thew and her eldest daughter were intrigued by what
seemeC like the shape of a "...a figure eight" which seemed to be
outside the object. In movement, a fan-li%e tail of golden-red
colour appeared to follow it, but the "tail" was not visible when it
was stationary.

The object finally "shot away'" towards the east. It did not
seenm to move between two points, according to Mr. & llrs. Thew -
"suddenly it was Just somewhere else'.

Mr. Thew said that as soon as he got home he wrote down all he
could recall while the incident was still fresh in his memory.
The Thews said that after reaching Temulka they followed the UFO,which
was still changing colours to the east of the town, towards the sea.
Giving up the chase, they returned home, and the couple said when
they looked up, the object was hovering above them at an altitude of
about 1000 ft.

lMr. Thew said yesterday that although their sighting had been
a fortnight ago, his wife had seen another strange light in the sky
only three nights ago.

The Thews were unaware until yesterday that the shape and
colours of the object they claimed to have seen were almost identical
with a detailed UI'O sighting in Illinois, America, in 1952. In that
sighting a nurse, lMrs. Ann Sohn, described a similar shaped craft,
complete with windows along the side and the samne reddish colour to
' the ob jecibt.
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
