Photographic Enhancement (12-3-78) critique 

A color super 8mm movie clip of an unidentified object (UO) was 
submitted to GSV/ o INC o for computer enhancement by VUFORS (a UFO 
organisation in Australia)o The nineteen (19) second film clip was 
tru�en in daylight hours and reveals an inarticulate shaped but 
brilliru�t UOo There is no gro�Lnd reference or sky data (cloud) points 
to make quantifiable distance measurementso The witness? who wishes 
t·o remain anonymous') is of professional bacJ.cgroundo Release of his 
name and these results are the copyrighted material (of the 'I;Jitness) o 

Since the film is of a small (size) format and the UO is extremely 
high and therefore, reveals itself as a small bright dot on the film 
media, special high magnification studies v-1ere made of selectee_ 
frameso These frames revealed the brightest density and the least 
�mount of artifactso All major �odes of enhancement technology were 
used .during the analysiso The following has been ascertained during 
the microscopic evaluation: 

Ao The film does not afford the same data that the witness 
reported visuallyo 

Bo The size of the lens (a 60rnm telephoto-zoom) was not suppliedo 
The maximum size of the telephoto-zoom generally runs from 
135mm to 200mmo If the lens size was 135mm this equates to a 
picture angle (width) of 18 degrees; however, if the lens was 
200r:1r.1 the width-diminishes to 12 degreeso 

Co There is no evidence to support a hoaxo 
Do There is no evidence to support that the UO images are attribut­

able to a photographic artifact or processing ru1omalyo 
Eo The size of the UO measures 1o5 nilliradians or 5o5 minutes of 

arc measured from the filmo 

F. It can be calculated that the image is high in the sky�- The 
resolving power of the witness' telephoto lens �s greater than 
6o5 miles for structured .. �mageso The resolving. povJer of the 

human eye is 1 oO .t.o 3�E)- mihirtep of arc (the ·m.oon is about 30 minutes 
of arc in angular diameter)o The approximate resolving __ pqwer.of the 

· camera used by the witness is about 1 minute of·arc (*1)o 
Go Six (6) frames were enhanced·, however, all frames on the 

incomplete clip were measured for angular motio11? 110\:.Je\re:c c�LJ��;}}t.�-;:. s 
were not supplied due to the high costso 
The image in frames B & C appear slightly elongated due to the 
possible tumbling motion of the UO as reported by the witness 
or, most likely, the reflection of sunlight off the image 
caus1ng a flare or spike from the imageo 
The image� under high magnification, appears structured, ioeo 
one of three-dimensionso The image is not tenuouso 
The UO appears brighter in the center than at the edges or the 
periphery a 

The inage at our hypothetical height of 6o5 miles is moving 
slowly, less than 200-400 mpho This is based on the angular 
motion of the UO from the film and the empirical data supplied 
by the witnesso 

CONCLUSIONS: 
Based on the sparse data supplied by the film, the following has been 
determined: 
1o The tumbling motion is not substantiated in the supplied frameso 
2o The UO is high in the sky \'lith an approximate physical size of 

20 to 30 feet in diameter (length)o 
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3.. The possibility of a drone, used ror military .experimentation 
is better than average. 

4.. The possibility of the image being attributable to a high 
altitude w�ather device or balloon is nil because,the· flight 
path is bisecting the jet stream at a diagonal .. · The jet stream 
(tro-popause) travels east to west in the Sou.th Hemisphere of 
the globe? the opposite direction of the U.S.A .. 

V� should not disniss the possibility of the image being attributable 
to a oona fide UO? as the image is structured and is not any type 
of lmown') _conventional aircraft.. · The lac1.: of better media imagery 
prohibits a-Dy further definitiono

June 5th, 6th and 7th, 1981 marked a most interesting weekend on t�1e 

UFO Trail. The occasion was AFRO's UFO Conference in Cleveland, C!1.io, at 

th� luxurious :W1arriott Inn. A pleasant day began on Friday with c�ats with old 

fri"ends and acquaintances. The. conference, ,hosted by three of Ufology's 

pioneers • • •  Earl Neff of the Cleveland Ufology Project'.{C. U. P.) and l\_PRC?s 

Ji� and Coral Lorenzen . •  was packed full of interest from beginning to end. 

The theme of the conference was "The Case for Aliens" which left 

fewer sceptics at the end than were present at the beginning. 

After the introductory procedures, _Professor Robert Creegan fro::.::; the 

University of New York delivered the keynote address. \ivfilliam Moore, 

co-author of The Philadelphia Experiment and The Roswell Incident held the 
audience spellbound with his update conc·erning retrievals of crashed UF01 s. 

Those researchers interested in the humanoid and abduction reports

of Ufology were not disappointed when Betty Hill appeared behind the rostru:iY� to 
put the record straight concerning attempts by Carl Sagan and others to 

discredit her. She drew a roar of laughter from the packed hall when she 

labelled these attempts as SAGANISM. 

Dr. Leo Sprinkle read his thought-provoking paper, "UFO Activity 
and Human Consciousness". 

Stan Friedman, one of the most outstanding spokesmen on UF01 s, . \Vho 
is in demand as a guest speaker all over North America; gave the ·'feature 

address during which time he struck hard at the nerve centre of officialdom 
with its policy of secrecy and cov�rup.

Larry Coyne, the helicopter pilot who with three other crew men'1bers 

experienced an encounter with a UFO over Ohio, spoke on that outstanding 
incident which took place in October, 197 3. 

A most interesting discussion took place when Lt. 
_
Colonel Coyne 

phoned me at the Marriott Inn to compare his notes with those of the Frederick 
Valentich case. Checking my files I have found that the Coy.ne encounter ov�r 

Oh�o was not the only mysterious incident involving a UFO displaying a green 
lig�t as in both the Val�ntl.ch and Coyne cases. 

In July 1961, a former world war II B. 29 bomber pilot encoun;;�red an 
obj;ect with a brilliant green light. He was flying with two other men near 
Clevelant, at about 5000 feet. The object was first seen hovering off to their 
right at about the one o1 clock position. Suddenly the UFO dived towards thern 
anq they were faced with a collision but it suddenly stopped, veered away and 
climbed away at a fast speed. The object was also seen from Cleveland Hopkins 

Airport and detected by radar. 

An Air Force spokesman from Wright Patterson Air Force �ase tried 

to t?ake the witnesses look ridiculous for publically reporting'the UFO, by sayin[; 

they had been fooled by the star Capella. Just another example of the· remarh:.able 

"ability" of the air force to manoeuvre the celestial bodies at will.
