Returning now to more positive considerations, let me stress
that my own studies of the UFO problem have forced me to the
conclusion that it is an Enternational scientific problem
of potentially enormous importance.

In my view, the hypothesis of an extraterrestrial origin for
UFOs appears (via argument by elimination of many alternative
hypotheses) to be the most satisfactory hypothesis to account
for the impressive body of observational evidence that has
been accumulated nver the past two decades of UFO sightings,
Space has not permitted my confronting here thie many obvious
challenges that such a position properly evokes; I have
confronted some of those elsewhere in cited references.

Others are simply unanswerable in terms of presently available
information. That's scarcely a new situation in the history
of science,

If there is admitted to be even a very slim pogsibility that
UFOs are extraterrestrial surveillance devices nf some type
(and I incline to that view at present, as do many other
serious students of the UFO problem), then it should be
obvinus that a very energetic scientific investigation of

that possibility orught te be launched. Instead, to date,
world scientific opinion still leans predominantly in the
direction that UFOs constitute a "nonsense problem’, a
bothersome host of reports of misidentified natural phenomena.
However, one finds that the spokedmen who most strongly
empnasize that view are(with almost nc exceptionsg)quite
uninformed as to the real nature nf the UFO evidence. Ridicule
and »fficial mishandling of the problem have kept the true
nature of the UFO evidence well out of sight. As one American
wruter recently quipped, “"The American public is nct telling
the Air Force the truth abnut UFOs"., This has been true on

a global scale, while the mass of evidence has grown

steadily greater.

UFOs are, in my copinion, the greatest international scientific
problem of our times.

le learned of this incident when the witness nhoned
V.U.T'.0.R.53. from TFrahran, lielbourne, after reluctantly deciding
to male the report.

On January 41th, 1974, lM.D. had been fishing in the
Hurray River in Mortherm Victoria. About 9.15 pm, when the fish
weren't biting and the waiting became tiresome, the mind and
eyes began to wander. Away to the south li.D. saw an object with
two light on, carrying out a sweeping action,from East to lest
and back again, Jjust above tree ton level and about twelve to
fifteen miles avay.

At approximately 9.40 »m, in a burst of light, the
object moved to a position north west of M.D. who noticed it 1it
vp the slty as it hovered above a cloud ban'z, creatingz much the
same effect as when search lights are turned on clouds.

Delieving the object had exploded, 1I.D. ran about 300
yds bacl to his car, thinking he'd collect a few nieces for
souvenirs while still light enough to see. However, when he
backed the car out onto the roacd he noticed, through a gap in
the trees, that the object was going off in a north east direction.

Bxpecting this to be the end of the act, 1%.D. made for
home but when he reached a clearing on the outskirts of town,
about four miles from the first sighting, he once again saw the
object which was this time, only about 50 feet from the ground
and between 80-100 yards from the car. :

He had a good
side view of the onject (sltetch (a{ ) and noticed two human-
like entities in the cabin or done. They were a little tallex
than average, slim and were cressed in darlr green uniforms and
ceps. One entity crossed behind the other and they both stood
looking dovwm at the car as 1!1.D. drove nast. Our witness stated
he didan't see any light source in the object's cabin, but
believed the glow came from below or floor level.

After driving ancther 200 yards, the object was directly
above him and he had a good locok at the underside of it. Vhat
drew his atteantion to the object this time were two beams of
bluish light which looled 'like two columns of concrete', a
little larger than telegraph poles and directed down from the
object in the form of an inverted V - The object was so close,
about 10-12 feet above him, that he expected to feel z 'Ixlunl’
any minute. 1It's dimensions were approxinately 25 feet long,

20 feet wide and about 12 feet from top to base with what
appeared to be two lights on the underside towards the front.
The witness believesg the Two light heamns were from these two
points.

The two columns of light had peculiar lines running
norizontally across them as they shone onto the road. IM.D. had
to draw across to the wrong side of the rocad to squeeze between
the two shafts as they spanned the road a little to the north of it.

There wes nc noise or any sparks and the only tine
the wituness felt fearful vras vhen the two columns of light were
noving tcwards him. He said he thouvght they wanted to stor him
and niay ¢o hinm some harm, and felt tha®t the overhead telephone
wires had been his saviag grace, enabling him To drive between
the twe light columns and flee tc his destination, which he

reached, very shalien and white-faced.

About three feet in freom the edge of the chject (sketch
(b) ) was a ridre of about 3-5 inches which was raised, the
centre part was a 'dirty aluminium' in colour and seened to have
smoke trails on it while the outer area was a brovnm-bronge
colour and had a nunber of '‘exhaust slits' about 3 feet apart
around the object's hase. The dome was of glass or nersnex
tyne material.

"I, lie most UFO huffs, have heard aboui Valentich's
disappearance over the Bass Strait, but can you tell me
the first incidence of a UF0Q relatec disappearance of

an alircraft over that area"”

Yes, P.R. we think we can answer that one for you - there have
been many suspicious disappearances, not only of aircraft, but
also ships. However, the first aircraft which is thought to have
met a UFC over DBass Streait was a Ue Havilland 86 airlinegy which
had 12 pecple on beard. The date was 19th October, 1934, and the
aircraft was ailmost new. Included in the crew was V.C. Holyman
who was the captain and one of the family which started Australian
National Airways.

The aircraft disappeared very close to land but no wreclage
was ever found. Several witnesses heard the aircraft's engines
stonp but no one saw the ailrcraft actuslly crash. The alrcraft had
a racio on board but nothing was heard from them. Less than a year
later another DH 86 disanpeared over Bass Strait. However, some
wreckage was recoverecd although no reason was ever given for either
crash.

Both of these aircraft mey have crashed due to a mechanical
failure of some sort; however, the disappearance of the 'Miss.
Hobart' in 1934 has always been nysterious and could well have
been the result of a UP0O encounter.

The cdog went to the end of the bac’t yard where a gate led into the
naddoci beyond. It was then for the first time the witness
ncticed there was something in the paddock near which the dog was
now sitting and barking.

Mr. R. could see a girey object with what 1loo'ted 1li'-e windows:
he tried to "set" his dog onto the object but it would go no
closer then 15 mts. and just continued to barl, The fact that
the dog sensed the nresence of uomethluﬁ convinced I he was not
seeing things. I went insidec and Uu on his clothezs, collected his
g, then headed to the end of his backyard to see what he should
do next.

"SOVIETS CHANGE STANCE TOWARDS URC SIGHTINGS" by A. Hovni.

Like most countries on Ilarth, official statements from the
HSoviet Union concerning UFOs have been quite contradictory through-
out the years. Vhen "lJ ng saucers were raging over the United
States in the '50s and 300, the Soviels would issue scattered
commients to the effect Lrar UT0s were only "Teantagon propaganca"
or "nightmares of the capitalist countries'. Yet by 1967 the UIC
phenomenon had a brief and complete turn-around when I’rofessor
Felix Zeigel, the USSH's foremost UI'Clogist, and liajor General
P.A, Stolyarov, anpearec on Dr'we time Soviet TV to tell the
citizenry that 1t was their patriotic duty to report to the author-
ities any unusual object they may see in the skies.

A year later, Pravcda, the Communist Party's mass organ,
reversed the situaftion by declaring that the study of UFOs was
"unscientific". UrClogists were bacls to the underground, where
they had learned to cover themselves as "science-fiction enthusiasts”
Yet the 1967 omening had a precise reason. The data collected
then became the rawv material for a detailed "statistical analysis™
of 256 UFO sightings conducted by the USSR Academy of Sciences
Institute of Space Research. When the report was released in 1979

under the title of '"Observations of Anomalous Atmospheric
Phenomena in the USSR : Statistical Analysis' (quicl:ly translated
to English in "ITASA 'echnwcal l"emorandum No. 7Q665” and later
distributed by the Center for UIC SbUCle in Dva stonv Lilok, &t
necarie obvious that UFOs were no longer ' un501ent_f1

State-run nress eves UFCs

In the last chl]c of vears, a surprising number of UFC-
relatecd articles have apneared in the state-controlled press, and
some of them have heen reprinted in Sputinllt magazine and other
Soviet publications in foreirsn langueages. For the most part,these
articles attempt to exnlain avay UI'Cs as some sort of natural
phenonena like "chemiluminescence formations (CL¥s)," a chemical
reaction caused by atmospheric polluticn, yet they male it clear
thiat Soviet authorities are investigating UI'Cs, or '"anomalous
atnosnheric phenomena'", as they are officially Fnown. A recent
rticle in Sputnilk on the CLF theory, for instance, stated at one
noint that '"thousands of ohservations and nhotogranhic pictures
¢f these nhenomena have been collected and studied in Soviet
laboratories”.

UFC meports in the USSR vary depending under vhich channel
they are released. Some of the hottest sightings came from a
1977 lecture reportedly given by Professor Zeigel to a group of
Soviet technocrats. The report was leaed out, perhaps deliberately,
and distributed through the "samizdat" networ™ of undersround
literature, even tua11f reaching Vestern researchers. Although half
of the “eport was devoted to American UPOlogy, a few good cases
wvere mentioned here for the first tire. 3

- On August 31, 1961, for example, several cars were stalled on
nighway some 30 miles from lMoscow, when a UFO hovered on top of
an underpass for a few minutes. The cars could not start until the

UFO left. According to Zeigel's lecture, nother incident was
reported by Valentin A1“Utatov one: of the USHIl's pioneer Arctic
aviators, during a Lllfht over Greenland in 1956. Chief-pilot
Akluratov was paced by a saucer-shaped UTC for about 15 nlnutes,
always ma 1nta1n117 the same dis tance from his plane. A second UFO
approached the pnlane also for brief moments. Allruratov's renort
indicates that whenever he tried to either escape from or approach
the object in order to et a better loo™ of it, the URC would alwavs
Yeep the same distance. Zeipel also mentioned a sighting by three
astronomers in Letonia, and a landing case on the réﬁion of

A chart dlqu*bUb]ML The obgervers by speclalties, indicates the
largest group of witnesses ig that of scientists with 25 percent
(of which 7.5 percent are qotvonomer)), while the second group are
engineers with a 17.5 nercent, and the third pilots with an 41
nercent. At the bottom of the chart with 1 nercent each, are
meintenance ijor-ers and. seamen. Jhls l >¢ authors Gindilis,
I'en"¥ov and FPetrovskaya to state that "in the majority cf the cases,
the observers had quite high qvalﬂL¢cau_on"”, which raised "the
reliability of the initial material".

situation has changed congiderably for Soviet scientists studying
or discussing in public Thelr research in the field. It wasn'f
always lile that. A 1975 heavily censored CIA declassified
docunent on UPOs mentions = Soviet scientist that tcld "half
jolingly" an unnamed source that "someone nust have made & political
decision that they (UFCs) were not to be sighted anymore', That
nolitical decision seems to nave been reversed now, althousgh no
one knows for how long. The Soviet press continues to deny
categorica1" — much 1ike the U.H..Alm-Bopee in the days of its
Project Bluebock press roleaseu — that there is not one shred cof
eviden ice to prove that UFCs are extraterrestial, yet they no longer
deny that peonle are seeing then.

UFO FREEDCH OF INTFORMATION WEEK DECLARED by Hal McKenzie

Last weeXx was declared "National UFO Freedom of Information
Veek" by two lashington D.C. area organizations seeking to 1lift the
1id of government secirecy from UFCs.

The weelr was highlighted by a nress conference Tuesday led by
ronx lawyer Peter Gersten.and the appeal Vednesday of a Freedon
of Information Act lawsuit against the supersecret Natiomal Security
Agency (MSA) which is withholding at least 135 UFO-related documents
from the public.

At the press conference, CGersten discussed the HNSA lawsuit
and announced a new suit against the Air Force for the release of
20 to 30 documents concerning the 1975-76 UTFO sightings over
sensitive military bases across the United States.

In the suit against the lSA, brought by Citizens Against UFO
Secrecy, the District Court ruled that the agency was justified in
withholding the documents because of the sensitive nature of the
materials and the obvious effect on national security their release
would entail. CAUS appealed the decision and oral arguments were
heard l/ednesday.

Gersten said, although winning the appeal was unlikely,
"we're keeping our fingers crossed" and that at the very least,
"many neople” were there who heard our arguments. "The difficulty
in the appeal, Gersten said, 1s that the court would have to "set
a new precedent" in having the sensitive documents returned to
another court for revew.

Gersten said it was "an interesting fact that 18 of the
documents were sent to the CIA, vhy we don't ow". He speculated
that the data in those documents related to information only the
CIA had the technical means *tc evaluate.

CAUS said it plans on filing uit against the Air Force early
in Wovember for the release of cocuments "relating to 1) unknown
tracks, 2) 'NMow you see it, Ho you don't; and 3) the 1975
invasion of unlncwn objects over Strategic Air Command (SAC)
installations".

Alr Dorce cover-up suspect

Gersten, a New Yorlr attorney associated with the law firm of
Rothblatt, Rothblatt and Seijas in the Bronx, won the release of
over 900 pages of UFO documents as counsel for Cround Saucer Watch
in a suit against the CIA. He has written two articles "What the
U.S. Government Really Knows About Unidentified Flying Objects"
published in 'Frontiers of Science', and "Vhat the U.S. Government
Yould know about UI'Os If they Read their own Documents" published
in the 1981 proceedings of the Ilutuval UFO Network (ITUFON).

Accomnanying Gersten at the Vashington press conference were
Dr. Bruce llaccabee, U.S. Mavy nhysicist and chairman of the Tund for
UFO Research, who has snent over 10 years in UTC studies and
investigated the famous lMew Zealand sightings of December, 1978; ...
Stephen Bruce Eichner, a U.S. airman in 1975 assigned to Loring Air
Force Base, lMaine, who saw a U0 hovering over an ammo dump;
eeoo nuclear physicist Stanton T. Friedman, a full-time U¥C lecturer
who has provided testimony to congressional UFO hearings in 1968
and at the United Fatioas in 1978; ... and writer Viiliam L. lioore,
author of the international best seller "The Philadelphia Ixperiment"
and co-author of "The Roswell Incident".
