view partly to ensuring that all relevant facts were recorded and 
partly to obtain inherent contradictions which it was felt would be 
obvious in the two accounts if Hydes had been a hoaxero The two taped 
accounts were closely examined, and they are remar�ably consistento 
Subsequent investif,ation consisted of enquiries directed to the local 
press and police as to the existence of any corroborative reportso 
None vi ere f or.thc oming o 

Investigation of meteorological records establish that the 
weather conditions at the time were accurately described by Hydeso 
The absence of corroboration from at least one of the motorists 
referred to by Hydes is puzzlingo However, these facts must be borne 
in mind: 

�0 A motorist's field of vision is not great and his 
attention, and that of his passengers, is usually riveted 
on the hi�hwayo · 

2o Hydes' antics would have distracted motorists' attention 
from an aerial object, and possibly even alarmed theme 

3o A report, or reports, may actually have been made, 
either to the press, in which case the report would most 
likely have been ignored, or to the RoAoAoFo with the 
usual notorious result! Only in the unlil�ely event of a 
report reaching a UFO Society would it have been publishedo

Of some significance is the fact that Mro Hydes' report 
coincided with a minor fla-p in Southern Australia in an otherwise

J.1ost favourable evidence in supp ort of the truth of tbe 
sighting is the wealth of material relating to the appearance and
