Betty Hill, regarded by some researchers as the "Queen of the 

Abductees" o I first met Betty du.ring June in Cleveland, Ohio, and 

accepted, with pleasure, an invitation to visit her later that year 

when I was scheduled to be in the eastern states on the UFO trailo 

On July '18th I arrived at the quaint little city of Ports­

mouth, New Hampshire, where I was driven to her home for a three day 

visit ..

Lower mass 
stars and double stars were rejected 
because it didn't seem Ukely that 
these objects could evolve life as we 
know it. The argument agair)st the 
Fis� map further proceeds that if Zeta 
1 or 2 were binary, Betty Hill would 
have drawn it that way, and since she 
didn 't it doesn't represent the 
Reticulum portion of the sky. The 
above grounds for rejection of the 
Fish hypothesis is both premature and 
too severe. 

The double nature of Zeta 2 as 
determined by Bonneau is only a 
marginal result with the relatively 
new technique of speckle interfer­
ometry. Although the European 
Southern Observatory's 3.6 meter 
telescope was used the separation for 
the supposed· companions of Zeta l 
was measured as 0."046 which is just 
slightly above the limiting diffraction 
resolution of the telescope which 
Bonnea.u indicates is 0."038. lhat 
these results are at the limit of the 
capabilities of the instrumentation can 
he seen from the fact that Bonneau 
experienced seeing of 1."5 to 5", 
which 1s two orders of magnitude 
greater than his results. There is no 
doubt about the validity of Bonneau's 
measurements in general because he. 
duplicates results established by other 
means� but i� ju�t hap��-that Zeta 2. 
is a marginal, limiting case. The. case 
for Zeta I being double is even 
weaker because Bonneau could not 
resolve it with speckle interfer· 
ometry, and DaSilva and Foy only 
suspected it being double from high

hypothesis. In fact it will nqt be possi- · 
ble to make well·founded <laims for 
or against the existence of regions of 
stability or habitability for any atten­
dant planets of the binaries until some 
precision is achieved in determining 
masses, orb i tal parameters, spectral 
t-ypes, and parallaxes . 

In any event , the profoundly im­
portant question as to whether we 
have been;visited by extraterrestrials 
deserves �ore care in answering than 
has been �xhibited with the Reticu­
lum region. of th� sky. This is especial­
lv the case with Hendry's articles 
since they .are so poorly thought out. 
In addit ion to Friedman's (1981) 
criticisms. Hendry also makes other 
fundamental errors. He seems to 
think he knows how long it takes for 
the evolution of advanced in­
telligence to take place and even 
under what chemical circumstances. 
To say t-he least, modern science is a 
iong way· from understanding the

In conclusion, either full acceptance 
or rejection of the Fish hypothesis is .

Australian re:pJrts of close encounters of :the third kind are few 
and far between and it was therefore with a great deal of interest that , 
V.U.F .O.R.S. obtained such a re:pJrt dating back to 1956. 

The witness, a Miss L. , was living on a farm near Hughenden in 
central Queensland. She was 12 years old when this remarkable incident , 
occurred in late 1956. 

As she recalls, it was about 4. 30 one afternoon when she was walk­
ing across a small paddock at the fann. The weather was fine, the terrain flat 
and open am there was no hint of -trouble. 

Suddenenly she heard what sounded like the soft hum of a vacuum 
cleaner and she felt sane kind of force across her shoulders and down her back. 
She then realised that she was being lifted fran the ground and tried to see , 
what was arove her. In doing so she fainted. 

When she carre to she found herself in a large rcx:m and in the , 
cx:mpany of two men who were dressed in gannents resembling silver-white ski 
suits. The men had their backs turned towards her and were operating a panel 
which faced a screen on the wall. On this appeared in full colour the outline 
of a galaxy , :pJssibly ANDRGiEDA? 

The men made no attempt to ccmnunicate with Miss L, who began to 
study her surroundings. The roan was unfurnished and she noted that the floor 
appeared to made of a substance ccmparable to thick frosted glass. The colour­
ing of the roan, with the exception of one wall, which was jet black, varied 
between light tan and mauve-white. 

To one side there was an arched doorway approximately 3 meters 
high, leading into a corridor. Miss L, observed that the floor, walls and 
ceiling seemed to be moulded together as there were no apparent joins. The 
:p:>rthole like windows along one wall appeared to be constructed of a dark , 
highly :pJlished glass. 

As Miss L , contemplated her unusual surroundings she felt an 
enonnous pressure on her head and J::>ack. She lost conscionsness. The next 
thing she knew was that she was back at the fann but in a different paddock. 
Hovering approximately 6 metres al:>ove her was a huge saucer shaped CFaft , 
which she estimates to have had a diameter of least 80 metres. The UFO moved 
slowly at first with a bouncing m:wement, as if it were on a cushion of air .  

Miss L, began to move towards the farmhouse when a violent and 
ringing sound deafened her .  She turned back to see the UFO rapidly ascerrling 
towards an extensive bank of clouds in the west. On her return to the fann­
house she realised that 2 hours had elapsed since she encountered the UFO .  
She was shaken by the incident but was not inclined to discuss it with anyone, 
particularly as there was no other witness to the event. 

At about 9. 30 that evening ·sto:rm clouds had gathered and Miss L, 
together with her parents and brother stood on the verandah and watched an 
arna.zing display of lightning which included an extraordinary blue flash which 
was unusually prolonged. Miss L, believes that this pheaarena was sanehow 
oonnected with the UFO . 

Like many other people, Miss L, was loathe to discuss a UFO 
encounter with other people for fear of ridicule. However, she has sul:mi tted 
to V.U.F .O.R.S. a most ccmprehensive re:pJrt of the events of that day of which 
this article is only a brief surmnary. Her wish for anonymity in this article 
has been respected.

.·.::h·;·Cirds Cannea Mountain. Barney's concern was soon placed on a car coming 
ar,'>ur.�.d a blind curve up ahead. As the object moved almost directly ahead of 
�he1n on the r·oad, it \-Vas now only a few hundred feet up and very large. 

The object stopped and was glowing white; its presence_ made the car 
vibrate. -Ji.th the binoculars Betty was able to see a row of windows. In amaze­
n--L:;at Barney stopped the car in the centre of the road and got out to view the 
o��ject vvith the binoculars. Both were gripped with fear & emotion but for some 
reason Barney found himself moving across the road & then a field towards the 
object as Betty frantically called him to stop and come back. 

Cn reaching the field Barney placed the binoculars up to his eyes & stopped. 
}Ie could see behind the windows no less than 6 beings. Now on the fringe of hys­
t-:::.!:'ia Barney ran back to the car, both got in & drove quickly off. The object was 
o·x:: of viev;.r but Barney was sure it had swung above them when suddenly a beeping 
sound was h�ard by both. Each began to feel a drowsiness come over the�. Some 
U.rne later they both heard the sound again but as they became conscious they dis­
r::overed that they were still in the car moving down the road. Yet all was quiet, 
t,1.ey \vere both silent and numb. Not long after entering the highway Betty suddenly 
snapped out of her s emj -wakefulness & pointed to a sign on the roadside reading 
11Coa.:o1·d 17 milea". Impossible though it seemed. Finally home, they looked at 
their watches but l::.vth had stopped� They were too tired to care and both were soon 
�eep .. 

On December 14th, 1963, Barney presented himself at the office of 
:-·sychiatrist Benjamin Simon. Barney & Betty seemed to be constantly hounded 
by a nagging ;:nxiety ;-centering around this lost period ot' their lives; a feeling that 
Romething had occurred, but what? From that point on under Time-regression 
hypnosi3, both gave identical accounts of an amazing encounter-with- alie-;_-human-

'.! :is on a UFO that took place that night in their "Two missing hours of their lives". 
i The Interrupted Journey' tells in great detail about this encounter & records in 
�ull transcript what Benj. Simon was able to record on tape, while Barney & Betty

On th e 8th o f  December 1 9 8 1 , a farrne r , wh i l e  he was harv e s t ­

i n g  h i s  WHEAT F I ELD , not i ced something unus ual up ahe ad . As he cut c lo s er t o  the 

area he saw to h i s  comp l e te s urpri s e  4 per f e c t  c i r c les , wi th very s tra ight wa l l s 
cut into the wheat growth . 

The location wa s 7 . 4  mi les out o f  BEOLAH in N-W VICTORIA , the 

f ie lds number was No 5 0  and the area at the t ime was DRY , very f l at wi th no rivers 

and very l i tt le tree growth . 

The mo s t  r emarkab le th ing about thi s s tory i s  that th e loc a l s  

who have l ived i n  t h i s  a r e a  a l l  there l ive s a n d  h a d  done th e same work in the 

f ie ld s  the i r  f athers had s ta r ted hadnot unt i l l  that day s een ANYTHING L I KE IT 

BEFORE . Next day wa s to prove th i s  true as j u s t  on 9 0 %  of th e town c arne out to 

have a look at the MYSTERY C I RCLES . Becau s e  of the unusua l n ature of the c i r c l e s  

the V . U . F . O . R . S .  carne t o  inve s t igate th e area . 

I t  was totaly agreed by a l l  that no anima l , fox or sheep had 

produced the c irc l e s , th i s  wa s a l s o  backed up by the l ack of foot prints and 

an ima l droppings . A l s o  there wa s no human track s , foot marks or car track s to 

ind i ca te that the area wa s made by man . It was s a id that because of th e loc at ion 

o f  the c i r c le s , no man could have wa lked into the area wi thout mak ing a track 

into the wheat f i e ld . 

There was no evidence o f  c rus hed wheat , but every s tern had 

in fact been bent ove r unde r some forc e , and from the way the s tern had been 

bent i t  was e s t imated that the c i r c les c arne about in the ear ly day s o f  NOVEMBER 81 , 

whi le the wheat was GREEN and had s ap in i t . 

No UFOs had been s e e n  in the area at th at time , but the 

area had had i t s  f a ir share of l i ghts in the s ky and UFO r eports ove r some time . 

When meas ureme nt s  were taken it was found th a t  the 2 l arge 

circ les where 1 6  feet in d i arne ter , unusual for bo th , but to f i nd the 2 sma l l  one s 

where 1 2  f e e t  in d i ame ter , we l l , what wou ld be the probabi l i ty o f  such accur acy 

in what some wou ld c a l l  a n atur a l  eve n t ?
