Part 1 .. 

Prologue : 1967 .. 

Stephen r-'IichalaJ� arrived in the resort tovJn of Falcon La],�e 
on the night of r-1ay 19, 1967, intent on doing some amateur pros-/ � 
pecting in the area the next day.. He left his motel at 5 .. 30 am , 
the next morning and headed north into the bush .. By 9 .. QO am, 
travelling under a bright, cloudless s}�y, he had found a quartz 
vein near a marshy area, close to a small stream .. At 11 .. 00 am 
he haC\. lunch, then V�Tent bacJ:: to his examination of the quartz 
formationQ 

· 

At 12 .. 15 pm, with the sun high and·clouds �athering in the 
west, f'1ichalalr:: was startled by the cackling of a gaggle of geese." 
nearby, obviously disturbed. by something.. He looJ.:ed· up and was 
surprised to see two cigar-shaped objects with nbumps" on them, �t 
about forty-five degrees in elevation, descending artd glovring re� � 
As they approached closer, they appeared to be more oval fu�d then 
disc-shapedo Suddenly, the furthest one of the pair stopped in m�d­
flight, while the other dre·w nearer and landed on a large, flat .... 
roch:, which \vas later determined to be about 160 feet away o The qp.e 
in the air hovered for a short while, then began rising and depa�t­
ed, changing from red to orange to grey as it flew into the �:Jest;· 
vJhere it disappeared behind the clouds, changing cololl.I' back to 
ora11ge.. Its movement at all times during its departure, li1::e the . 
arrival of it and its landed companion, v.Jas quick and noiseless .. · 

Turning his attention back to the craft on the ground, r�ichalak 
sa\'' that it, too, was turning from red clo\·m to grey in colour,. 
until it finally was the colour of "hot stainless steel", surroun­
ded by a golden-hued glo-\AJ.. r·1ichala�>:.: \vas lmeeling on a roc�.c as he. 
observed the object, and wearing vJelding goggles which he usually 
vJore to protect his eyes from rock chipso A brilliant purple 
light was flooding out of openings in the upper part of the craft, 
dazzling the eyes and ma!":ine; everything around seem purple .. 
( r-1ichala1-: said that it left red after-images in the eye) o For the 
next half-hour, he sat on the roc�-c, mal�ing a sketch of the object 
and noting various peculiaritieso He became aware of \ovaves of 
warm air radiating froB the craft, accompanied by the smell of 
sulphur.. He also heard the whirring of a fast electric motor, and 
a hissing, as if air v1as being expelled or taJ'":en in by the craft .. 

About this time, a door opened in the side of the craft, · 
revealing some lights insideo Nichala� approached to within 60 
feet of the craft, and it \vas then tha� he. heard t-v1o human-lil"':e 
voices, one with a definitely higher pitch than the othero Having 
first thought that the craft was some naw American experimental 
airplane, he was nov1 convinced of this, and walked closer to the : 
craft, as��ing, "Okay, Yan}_":ee boys, having trouble? Come on out anq 
we' 11 see vlhat ':Je can do about it" o 

· Getting no response ( the voices had subsided ), but being a 
little flustered, he asl<ed in Russian, "Do you spealc Russian?" o 
There was still no answer, so he tried German, Italian, French and 
Ul:ranian, then once again in English.. Ui th this, he v!al]�ed closer 
to the craft, ending up directly in front of ito This close to t�e 
craft, the light from it v1as too much to bear, and so he flipped ;: 
dovr.a the green lenses on his goggles.. Pol'::ing his head into the 
opening, he sa\:J" a "maze" of lights on what appeared to be a panel, 
and beams of light rm�ning in horizontal and diagonal patternso 
There was also a group of lights that v1ere flashing in some sort of 
random sequence.. riichalak stepped av,1ay from the craft, and waited 
to see what reaction his endeavour had produced ( as he stepped 
back, he noted that the "t·rall of the craft was about 18 inches in 
thickness ) .. 
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Suddenly, three panels slid over the opening, sealing it� 
totally to the outsidec He examined the outside of the craft now, 
and touched the side of it with his gloved hand, noting that there 
were no si�ns of vTelding or joints; the surface vvas hie;hly _ .  

polished, and appeared like coloured glass with light reflecting 
off it, and made silvery spectra out of the stmlight o Drawing 
his glove back, he saw that it �ad burned and melted, as had his 
hat,·which had apnarently brushed the sicleo Unexpectedly, the 
craft shifted position, and he was now facing a grid-li1:e exhaust 
vent� "'rhich he had seen earlier to his left o A blast of hot air:: 
shot on to his chest, and set his shirt and undershirt on fire �nd 
also caused severe paino He tore off his bv.rninc garments, and·· 
thre\'1 them to the grounclo He then lool-::ed up in time to see the 
craft depart like the first7 and felt a rush of air as it ascendedo 

�1hen it had left, there was a strong smell of burning 
electrical circuits mixed with the original smell of sulphuro 
Loo!c:!-ng dov1n, he saw that some ooss had been set burning by his 
shirts, and so he stamped it outo He walked over to where he 
had left his things and noticed that his compass was behaving 
erratically; after a few minutes, it became stillo He went back 
to the landing site and immediately felt nauseous and a surge of 
pain from a headacheo 

The landinc; spot looJ-:::ed lil:e it had been swept clean (no 
twigs, stones, etc) but piled up in a circle 15 feet in diameter 
was a collection of :9ine needles, dirt and leaveso As he looked 
around, his headache became \vorse o; he felt more nauseous and 
bro�:e out in a cold svJeat o Feeling very wea�:, he vomited; he 
decided that his prospecting ·vias over for tl1e day and that he had 
better head bac]� to the motel o (On the "�Hay bacJ:, he vomited 
several times, and he had to stop to rer,ain his strength)o 

�!hen he finally �eached the hi�hway, he found himself to · 
be about a mile from vThere he had entered. the woods, so he 
started off down the road in that directiono He sa\'l a �oyal 
Canadian Eounted Police car coming to"�Hards him and tried to flag 
it do�n, but it passed by, apparently to turn around, because 
a few· minutes later, I1ichale,�': heard a voice calling beside himo 
It turned out to be an TICr,Ir officer and. I-Iichalal: told him the 
story of what had happenedo The officer listened, and then told 
NichalaJ-::: "Sorry, but I have. other duties to perform" o He then l�ft., 

After vralkinE; for a fevT more minutes') r-Iichalal-::: reached the motel, 
but, thin�:::ing he vias "contaminated11, he die_ not r:o in'} but 
rather remained outside in a clump of trees nearbyo (A note should 
be nade here about time references; to rny l""noVJledge, the next 
determination of time by f.lichalak is e;i ven as about 4 pY!l, 'VII hen he 
entered the notel coffee shopo I have not found any specificatipn 
of the time spent at the landing site, though from the reference? 
given1 I assume it to be sli�htly over an hour in duration)o

At 4 pra, he entered the motel coffee shop to inquire vThether or � 
not a doctor was availableo He was told that there was no doctor 
nearby, but that there was one in I�enora') Ontario, which is 45 
miles east of Falcon LaJ�e o IIichalaJc decided that instee.d of 
travellirLg further eastward from Uinnipeg, he 'VIJOuld return home 
a11.d v.Jorry about prospecting \·!hen he was feeline; bettero He went 
to hi� room then, where he waited until the next bus to Uinnipeg 
arriv�d at about 8o45 pmo He called his VJife, telling her that 
he ha� had an "accident'' and not to worry, but to send their son 
to meet him at the bUS terminalo \.Then he arrived back in 
�'/innipeg around 10o15 pm his son immediately too!� him to the 
Misericordia hospitalo The investigations begano

Introductiono o o o Somethine; happened to Steve f·1ichalak on the 
V1ctoria Day lon� wee1{"endo His amateur prospecting was cut short 
by an·encounter with a landed UFOo To this day, no definite 
conclusions have been reached regarding his experience, and his 
story has started to get garbled in publication over the yearso 
1:1as it a hoax? \'las it exactly as reported, and true? The final proof 
is yet to be found, but there is an astonishing amount of evidence 
to sh9w that somethinr� occ11rred on a rock outcro3)ping near a swampy 
area of the forest near the resorto 

Michal��'s �ccount has appeared in several bo��s and 
journals in various formso For accuracy and the best detail, the 
reade� is recommended to obtain Michal�r's long-out-of-print booko 
But barrine; that, any one of several UFO books carries the story_· in 
sufficient quality to understand the case to a good degree, for 
example, Lorenzen (1969, /1976); Cordon (1969); Story (1980); or 
Bondarchuk (1979)o This article is a survey of the literature and 
the research, and is as accurate as possible, the result of the 
re-opened investigation of the case by UFOROM (Ufology Research of 
r-Ianitoba), involving some new evidence and research conducted over 
the past few years o There is still much worl� t o  be done and many 
u�1answered questions exist which could effectively aid in the 
determination of trutho It is felt that the f·1ichalak case is one 
of th� most significant. on record, and u hold the �ey for future 
researcho 

Physical effects: The siteooo 

The Condon Repcrt found cause for concern with ITichalak's 
inability to find the

-
site while in the presence of officialso 

r1ichalak went on two expeditions before finding the site with 
Hro GoAo Hart, a personal frienclo Indeed, r?enzel and Taves cite 
this as a prime reason for labelling the case a hoaxo 

Hot·Jever, I-1iuhalak has stated that the locating of the site 
presented several difficultieso First, when the incident occurred, 
the trees and bushes were devoid of leaveso \�!hen he returned to · 

the area, r-lichalak said he vvas disoriented because the leav·es \,Jere 
openedo This is a common complaint of individuals who hi!�e in 
v.roocl.ed areas, and can be regarded as a logical reason for experien­
cing difficulty in finding the siteo In addition, Michalak said 
that for ·that first Condon Commission expedition, he was transported 
to the area by helicopter, and was told to find the site from the 
anonymous location where they landedo 

The second expedition began from a point suggested to be 
�1ichalak' s exit from the bush following his encountero Again, it 
was unsuccessful, due to the leaves thic,.:ening and also f'.1ichalal"': ':s 
unsettled state of �ind and bodyo 

These explanations by Michalak can be accepted as 
reasonable, and are sufficiently sensible so as to eliminate a 
negat�ve judgement on the case based solely on the inability to 
l?cate the site with official investigatorso Disorientation in the 
w�lderpess can definitely be a problem in the locating of specific 
s1teso There is no question, however, that the site can be easily 
locat�d w�en found by trailblazingo The usual method of finding 
the s1 te lS to head north from the Falcon LaJ�e to,rosi te, and foll·ow 
a cree�: around large rock outcroppings until the bare roc1rface is 
seeno : The numerous beaver daos and claims markers in the area · 

can be used as reference pointso .A.lso interesting is that the 
actual site is within cl.irect vie�;�r of a forest ranger towero Craig 
r�ports that the forest ranger on duty at the time of the incident 
dld not ?bserve either the landing or flight of the UFOs, or t he 
smoke whlch resultecl" from the ignition of r;rass by the landed UFOo 
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While this would seem effectively to flaw Michalak ' s 
story? one must remember that the individual in the tower would. not 
be loo!":ing constantly in the direction of the site o Hov.rever, the 
object was landed for at least '-:-5 minutes anc: if it gleamed in the 
s1..m or emitted an 11 intense purple lisht " as it was s2.id to have 
done, it is puzzling as to why the individual in the tower did not 
see ito Another problem that the Condon Report found was the 
ren o �ted direction that the object departedo This. direction wa� 
255° , and it is immediately ob-vious that such a bearing \�rould have 
the object fly away from most observers o It was noted� hov.Jever, 
that - the bearing would have the object pass within a oile of the 
local golf courseo No objects were seen by the golfers, though� 
agaip, if the spee� of the UFO was creat, this is not necessarily 
unusualo Condon also.notecl that the northuard-openint; gap in. 
the trees was inconsistent with the 255° bearingo IIowever, 
I1ichalak clearly state� that the object rose vertically before 
departing, so this argument is not valido 

Barrie Thompson, a CAP�O investigator, was one of the firit 
to accompany r1ichalaJ: to the site 0 He reported that location of 
the site was not that difficult, and that the early expeditions to 
the site were led astray by basic errorso Interestingly, both 
Thom}Json and IIichala1\: reported a large ar.1o1..mt of destroyed 
vegetation around the siteo Thompson even described circular 
lesions on many leaves in the area ( the leaves, he says, were all 
ta1;�en by the government before any civilian analysis could be done ) o 

The Radiation 
f1uch was made of the finding of radioactive debris at the 

siteo This fact alone suggested to many people that Michalak was 
suffering from radiation poisonin�o The radiation detected was · 

fron soil samples brought bacl: to \·!inni:r;eg by f.iichalal� and an 
associate, after they had finally located the siteo They had 
placed I�ichalaJ:' s torn shirt and ta�)e measure in plastic ba[SS, and 
put t�1ese to(Sether v1i th the soil sar1ple s in the sane 1�napsac!;:o 
Dhen the items were given to officials for examination, the shirt 
and t�pe measure were naturally found to be radioactive as wello 

1-iichalak mr-:ntio2.1s that Etewart Hun·t of the Department ·of 
Health and Uelfare inforned hirn that the soil analysis "showed 
radiation" o \'!hen Hunt \rJent to the site and checl·-ed for radiation, 
he fol).nd 110ne SDall areaoouCOl1taminatedoooaCrOSS the CrO\·Jn at the 
roc��o . There was a smear of contamination about Oo5 x BoO inches 
on one side of the crack o There was also sooe lichen and grot1.nd 
ve�etation contauinated just beyond the snearo The whole 
contaminated area was no larger than 100 square incheso The origin 
of this radiation is in some doubt o 1 .7:i.1atever its cause, it v1as of

overlooking of the fact that U238 decays eventually into radon, a 
gaso Tiadon, of course, decays further into other elements, but

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· During my travels, I often encounter little gems of information 

which give clues to \Vhat is going on in the field of official UFO investigation� 

Unfortunately, some of these experiences illustrate that all that glitters along 

the UFO Trail is not gold, The!"e a::e some individuals who assume that rank 

and position take prio::-:.ty over honesty and si•.1cerity" 

One of these incidents came unexpectedly while in the state of 

A.rk.ansas, last May. It concerned a UFO incid8nt \Vhich occurred one year 

earlier, .... ·:-... number of '.Vitnesses ·were obser··1ing a UFO maneuvering over 

their tovvn. One of the observers, a reti:-ed air force man, decided to notify 

the air force oas e. Several minutes later, four USAF jets can1e streaking 

through tl1e sky ·in pursui� of the UFC. 1\.s in most such incidents, the intercep-

tors vvere left behind. 

Cne year prior to that UFO incident, another military chase 

took plac�. It occurred over Spain. Ufologi sts probably would never have heard 

of the encounter if an unscheduled landing had not taken place by a commercial 

airliner vvith 107 passengers aboard..
