This inqredible. encounte r s t arted with the Vic torian UFO Re search Soc ie ty on the 
a.fte rnoqn of the 2 1 st  July , 1 9 8 3 ,  when a woman c al led 01.:-r society t o  say that 
she had : seen a U . F o O  .. , near - he r r1e l ton horne and she wanted to te l l  us about it . 
This c all was take n at our office and she -vras a�ked t o  contact us again wi thin 
the next hour or so , at which time an inve s tigator would be in to  talk to he r .  

However 1  she nev e r c al led back and unbeknown t o  us the event s o f  the Me lton 
Pol ice Stat ion staff we re still t o  ha.ppe n 7  on the morning of the 2 2nd July , 1 98 3 , 
ten hours afte r that womans c al l � 

The Mel ton enc ounte r came to  the vrorld of the pre s s  on the morning of the 2 2nd 
of July ·. and a barrage of T . V .  and radio J:e po rt s  broke the story at about 1 2  .. 30 prn .

My first impre s sions \·rere s imila r to  the pre s s  and the authorit ie s .  The s igh.:..

THE . ENCOUNTER 
On 2 1 .st  July , 1 983 � Se rge ant Barry Harman, Cons t.a.ble Pe ter Ferguson and Cons­
table Raymond Elle ns commenced night shift dut ie s  at tthe Me l ton Pol ice Station, 
at 2 300 hours � ( 1 1 o 00 pm � ) o

saw the day of the 2 �nd July , 1 98 3 s arrive as normal and uneventful .

40 am o 9  in the di re c t i on of Me lton ,  
they ob served a l ight in the sky , which appe ared t o  b e  s tationary over the 
Me lton t own centre .

On cirri va.l · at Me l ton ,  the constab le s d rove to  t he l o'c a.t i on of the Me l ton regional 
shopping comp lex and at a. he ight of a.pp:!:'oximate ly 200 fee t , an ob ject  of about 
20 fee t  in length,  with two very large l ights ,  wa.s seen to hove r over the spot •. 

The two constables  got out of the ir van and attempted t o  shine a spotl ight onto 
the ob j e c t . .
