At this point perhaps it may be opportune to present a brief history of
the Victorian U.F.O. Research Society.

The earliest U.F.O. group to form in Australia was the ‘‘Australian Flying
Saucer Bureau’ under the direction of Edgar Jarrold and Andrew Tomas.
in the early 1950s. At the same time, Fred Stone inaugurated the “Australian
Flying Saucer Research Society” in Adelaide. After approximately two
years the Bureau closed down and was regarded as a branch of the
“Australian Flying Saucer Research Society’” under Andrew Tomas. This
shortly broke from Adelaide and became the “Australian U.F.O. Investigation
Centre™ with Dr. Clifford at its head until 1958, when the Presidency
passed to Dr. Lindtner.

The “Australian Flying Saucer Research Society (Victorian Branch)™” was
formed on the 17th February, 1957 as a branch of the “Australian Flying
Saucer Research Society” and later that year was re-organised as the
“Victorian Flying Saucer Research Society” with Mr. Peter E. Norris L.L.B.
as President. In 1968 the name was again altered — this time to the
“Victorian U.F.O. Research Society”.

During this time, the Society has pubiished various papers and is probably
best known for its publication Australian Flying Saucer Review, curtailed in
1972 due to high costs and subsequently superseded by the Australian
U.F.O. Bulletin and at one stage sponsored and produced a quarter-hour
program on a Melbourne radio station under the heading of “The Truth
Behind Flying Saucers.

The Society had held a dispassionate attitude on U.F.O.s, claiming it is a
scientific problem deserving closer attention. It has also met regularly in
General Meetings and maintains the largest U.F.O. library in the Southern
Hemisphere, making books available by post, to members throughout the
Commonwealth.

Membership of this Society — which maintains the largest membership of
any U.F.O. organisation in the Southern Hemisphere — is open to all who
are genuinely interested in the subject.

of one, 'Invisible Residents!, 'I contend that if we will
only stick to being logical and within the framework of
our presently accepted logic to boot, there is no reason
(a), why there could not be an extremely advanced civil-
igation under water (b) why it might not be up to twice
as old as ours, (e) why it should not have developed what
we call space flight, and (d) why it should not be so far
in advance of us technically that we would never have
even noticed it until we started to develop a few really
sensitive gadgets ' - - 1970.

On April 1Cth 1984, after spending ten most interesting days on the UFO
Trail in Africa, I bi- farewell to Cynthia Hind, MUFON's co-ordinator for that
continent and ner f ‘iend Maria Swullivan.

Much of the 10 hour flight to London found me in a much needed deep
slumber after the previous busy days and late nights in the main cities of
Zimhabwe. : .

Before drifting off to siea2p, I found that some of the passengers aboard .
the Boeing 707 were more concerned 2bout the possibility of Gadaffi's missiles.
being fired whilst we were flying over Libya, than interested in the more
complex problem of unidentified flying objects. The .agents of Gadaffi
however, did not strike until later in the month, when they planted a bomb in-
the baggage which exploded at Heathrow Airport, and they then shot dead a
poiicewoman in St.James Square, London. ;

After meeiing with contacts in Englahd, I headed to the outer-islands of .
lorth and Northwestern Scotland, not only on the UF® Trail, but tracking down

ancestral information as well. It soon became evident why so few UFO reports
are received from those islands. Because of sleet, snow and mist, only 20% of
the time is favorable for viewing. However, what-little information came to

iight from that area was referred to the British UFO Research Association.

The mostintriguing phase ‘of the UK visit was meeting with contacts in
London, just prior to my departure for the United States: The most outstanding
incident in that part of the world is the famous: Rendlesham Forest Case, which
occurred in December 1980, but information did not start leaking out until
later; when ii reached a peak, due to revelations made to Lawrcnce Fawcett, who
is chief investigator for the organisation CAUS, (Citizens Against UF0 Secrocy).

The most amazing aspect of this evenit., was the Anti-~-UF0O Journalists who,
with govermment officials were attributine the UFOs to- lighthouse beacons,
apparently unaware that:ctficial documents of correspondence between RAF and
USAF officials were already in the hands of ufologists

Confusion is still camcuflaging this UK case. It ranges from another:
sort of Philadelphia Txperiment conducted with midgets teing used on
‘experimental craft, to a coverup of more-mundane military experiments.
Already, some researchers are reviewing the story concerning fcrmer President
Sisenhower's alleged meeting with ufonauts. The'cloak of secrecy became more

evident when Lt.Charles I.Hait, who was at that time (December 1980) the
DeDuty Base Commander of the nearby Air Base, was ordered to stop tJlklng.f.

O+her mysterious activity aurrounds bhe treatment of 'Art Wallace' (not
his real name), who was not only 'dumped' in-his bunk by unknown military men
at the Base barracke, but was later shown video tapes of UFOs and occupants,
as if an attempted brain washing session was in progress. .

.. Reviewing the puzzling stories concerning that reported encounter in
RENDLESHAM FOREST kept me awake during the entire fll ht to my next stop on
the 1984 UFO TRaIL.

Apnroximately one-third of the
docurents were released as a result of lawsuits that were handled
by ATtorney -Mr. Peter Gersten on behalf of an Arizona UTO
organisation, Ground Saucer Watch.

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Cpace olLservations are recorded by the '"Morad Space
Detection and Tracking System" (SPADATS) and a Navy counternart
"The Naval Space Surveillance System" (NAVSPASUR).

These systems tracl” and maintain element sgets on
approximately 5,000 man-made catalogued objects in space.

Approx. 25,000 observaticns are sent to the NORAD
Space Defence Centre each day from the sensor systems.

Most of these observations are catalogued objects and
several hundred are space debris etc. but a certain percentage are
literally called UFO or "Unidentified Orbiting objects".

In fact, according to MNORAD, between SPADATS and
NAVSPASUR about 10,000,000 uncorreliated observations have been
collected .over the last 20 years o. 1380 objects per day!

Data from the NORAD files, because of the extraordinary
fee asked by NORAD, over 155,000, makes it impossible to
investigate the. 10,000,000 reports.

In October 1969 a copy of a chapter from a textbook
in use at the U.S.A.F. Academy titled "Introductory Space Science"
and provided for by the Academy'’s lepartment of Physics course
"Physics 370". It consisted of 2 volumes and %3 chapters. The
last chapter was titled "Unidentified T'lying Objects".

Afver summarizing a number of impressive sighting
reports and running through the various theories used to explain
UFO's and pointing cut the problems in dealing with data that has
"excessive variety'", vagueness' and a "very high level of noise",
the textbook concluded ... :

"From availablc information, the UI'O phenomenon appears
to have been glcobal in nature for almost 50,000 years. The
majority of known witnesses have been reliable people who have
seen easily expleined nacurel phenomena, and there apnears to be no
overall posilive correlation with population density. The entire
phenomenon could be psycholiogical in nature but that is quite

doubtful. NOWGVpr, psychological factors probably do enter the
data picture as ‘noise". The phenomenon could also be entirely

due to known and unlknown natural phenomena, but that too is

questionable in view oI some of the available data'.

""This leaves us with the unpleasant possibility of
alien visitors to our ‘planet, or at least of alien controlled
UFO's. However, the data is not well correlated and what
questionable data there 1s suggests the existence of at least 3,
and maybe 4, different groups of aliens (possibly at different
stages of development)".

"This too is difficult to accept. It implies the
existence of intelligent 1life onr a rajority of the planets in our
solar system, or a surorisingly strong interest in earth by members
of other solar systems"

It .also stated "Keep an open and sXkeptic mind"! If
UFO's do not exist then just say soj; the text takes on the
appearance of a two-way bet. The book is full of stories, clips

of information, data, documents and facts such as these two -

* Dr. Clyde Tombaugh, the discoverer of the planet Pluto

WVhat a great book. In fact, of all the books that I
have reviewed, this would be one of the best three. When it does
come out in Australia, go out and get it for your collection.

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A NWORAD document dated 11th November 1975, is
probably one of the most significant modern examples of su%nlclous
unknown air- activity - possibly aftfecting national security.
It states that in October and early Ncvember of 1975, reliable
military personnel at Loring Alr Force Base, Maine; Vurtsmith
ATB, Michiganj; Malmstrcm AFB, liontana; Minot AFB, North Dakota and
the Canadian Air TForce Station at Talconbridge, Ontario, had
visually sighted suspicicus ol Jects.

Once again, the relicbility of the observers is
estabiished from the start and, once again, the UFC's are reported
in sensitive military areas. These are missile control
facilities, aircrest alert areas, and nuclear weapons storage
areas where security is generally tight.

In reportineg on one incident, a Loring AFB teletyne
stated that an unidentified object '"demonstrated a clear intent
in the weapons storage area’.

The Airfcrce never explained what the '"clear intent"
was though it seems that, in this instance, it was a non-violent
intent, the authors say!.

Costnaut‘will lead UFO investigation

. A prominent Soviet cosmonaut is about to head an
official Kremlin UFO investigation.

Former space traveler Pavel Popovich has been put in
charge of the probe - started because of a number of sightings
of a mysterious "flying cigar-shaped" ‘object over Russian territory.

The bizarre crarft was seen recently by air controllers
over Gorky, a small town near Moscow.

During the sighting, witnessed by a number of Ru331an
alir control perscnnel, the craft circled an airfield several
times and then vanished off the radar screens. No radio contact
was made wita the object. -

The craft, said to be about the size of a commercial
air-Jiner, has convinced skeptical Russian experts that UFOs
really do exist.

The UFO investigative body will be Fnown as the
Commission for the Investigation of Abnormal AtmospheriC»
Phenomena.

Other U0 researchers from around the world say they
are pleased thez Russians are pursuing the investigation because
unexplained sightings can pose e dangerous problem.

Russian military men - notorious for their tendency to
shoot first and ask questions later - offen respond . to the UFCs
as though they were foreign military craft on an attack mission.

."Somebody said, 'Let's go look at the UT0s,' " Barbara
Becker recalls of her initial involvement with fthe study of
unexplainable phenomena. "I said, 'CX, let's nack a picnic lunch.

Her attitude today is somewhat more restrained. "I've seen
some things thatv have scared me," she admits. "But if there was a
flap (UFO- reuearcher talk for a burst of 'sightings in g 'specific
area) tomorrow, 1I'd be there, no matter wnat” And she'd nack
more than afpicnic lunch. Today, she'd bring her Nikon 35mm
camera with a 400mm lens, ner tape recorder, her astral charts
and a defraction grating for analyzing the gaseous composition of
the atmosphere, not to mention a discinline born of training and
a healthy supnply of skepticisn.

Ms. Becker, 35, a graduate student is one of CO members
(the group has a mailing list of more than 500) of the UFO Study
Group of Greater St. Louis, which plans to hold its 4th Annual
Buffet Banquet at 6.15 nm, Jaturdaj, at the Heritage House Smorgas-
bord, %612, S. Lindbersgh Blvd. The Group's intention is to
present UFO research to the general public.

Ms. Becker, whose interest in UFOs dates back to a flurry
of sightings in Ellsberry lMo., during the summer of 1978, has been
trained as a UFC field investigator. ©She has varticipated in
more than 25 investigations, And, oddly enough the circumstarnces
of her most recent investigation relate directly to the topic of
research to be presented at the Buffet Banquet.

The talk, by lMark Rodeghier, a research associlate with the
Center for UI'0 Studies in Evanston, Illinois, 1s on vehicle
interference events, known in the trade as - IEM (for electromagnetic)
cases. These are incidents in which there is physical evidence
that a vehicle's electomagnetic function has been disturbed.

RODEGHILu WILI, PRESENT two tape recordings, one made in
Oregon, the other in Illinois, of purnorted UFO sounds. "To give
the audience a flavour for the research" he will then discuss
findings- from his research into vehicle intervention events, ,
approx. 15 of which are reported each year. "The value of these
cases 1s that they provide gecod evidence the UFO pheromenon is
something mysterious that needs explanation,'"Rodeghier said.

lMs. Becker could cnly agree. Her most recent investigation,
of an incident outside Springfield, Mo. can easily be described as
bafiling.

The report comes from a caretaker in his mid-30s, living
on a piece of land outside Springfield, with his wife. He prefers
to remain anonymous. The time is late evening, in April of this
year. lMaking his usual rounds, the caretaker sees, above a stand
of oak trees and some dense thicket, at the end of the pronerty,
hovering lights.

Lee Graham of Monrovia 1s convinced it was truly a craft
from another world and he's devoted hundreds of hours of his free
time trying to nrove it. Don't get the wrong idea. Graham, 49,
isn't - one of those wingnuts who write in the Star or the National
IEnquirer about being kidnapned by little green men for a joyride on-
a flying saucer.

He is an electronlcs systems research technician at Aerojet
Blectro Systems in Azusa and has wcrked in the aerospace industry
since:1956.« He researched the Roswell incident with the preciseness
of an historian, meticulously filling a half dozen notebooks with
clippings, letters, articles and other data related to what hanpened
that July night and the events following. And he firmly believes
the incident was no science fiction story, that some object from
beyond earth landed, with its remains being suppressed by the Govt.
for nearly four decadeso

"It's definite for me that they exist" said Graham, who
until recently followed his religious upbringing that said that
there was no other life ir the universe. Fe first heard about the
Ioswell incident from o fellow worker -~ a Carl Johnson - when both

Yhen he first heard about. it from Johnson, Graham didn't
immediately believe the story.

He started believing at that point, especially when he got
a letter from Sem. Goldwater confirming he was denled access
‘because the room"was classified above Ton fecret". Craham will tell
you thet following the crash near Roswell, Arimy Alr Force personnel
took charge of the remains and an announcement was made that it was
indeed a flying saucer, setting off quite a chain reaction.

The phones at the air bagse at Roswell star ed ringing eff
the hook with calls ccming in from as far away as Hong Kong. Then,
according to Graham, the military retracted the saucer claim,
cayling 1t was only a weather balloon.

Graham said an officer - alter Haut, now a civilian
living in Roswell - told him last summer he was ordered to make up
the balloon story to quiet nublic enquiry. Graham will also show
you a copy of an FBI telegram he obtained revealing the remains of
a "flying disc" were taken to Vright-Patterson which was headquarters
of Operation Blue Book, the air force's now defunct study of UFOs.

A letter written by Dr. J.A. Marcel of Helena, lMont; son
of another officer who examined the crash site and brought home some
of the debris for a time,produced this information:

"Many of the remnants....had strange hieroglyphic-type
writing symbols across the inner surfaces" he wrote to Graham 1n
1981. "The most likely explanation (for the secrecy) is the evidence
is real and they just don't want the "horrible truth" leaked out
because .1t would ‘cause panic like the Orson 'ells' "War of the Yorlds"
radio broadcast” wrote Marcel.

Tor Graham, though, there's apother nossible explanation.
He notes Wright-Tatterson has had a hand in the development of the
air forced secret Stealth aircraft, the superfast reconnaissance
plane with properties allowing it to "hide" from enemy radar.

"Consider this: perhaps the air force found the crashed
saucer in 1947 and discovered 1t was made of a special material
unknown on earth", he hyrothesized.

"I can see a committee of scientists analyzing the material
so that it could be manufactured, and Stealth is the result many
years later". The craft's remains, according to Marcel, who
actually touched it, were exceptionally light, similar to the
Kavlar-plastics which Graham believes might be used on Stealth
because of an ability to absorb or distort radar signals. "This is
Just what I've nieced together; smeculation in some areas, fact in
others," he says frankly.

Enquiries to the Government, to Sen. Goldwater and to
Yright-Patterson AFB have brought denials and largely no information.
"This truth will (come) out," he said resolutely. "We are not alcne
in this universe. Life is intrinsic in the universe'"., But where is
Carl Johnson?

His co-worker who could answer some critical questions in
this mystery has disanpeared. LEfforts by Graham to find Johnson
through Hycon and its parent firm, McDonnell Douglas Aeronautics Co.,
have run 1nto a dead end.

"Phenomena produced by it may testify to the existence in
space of matter unknown to us" he said. "There are scientists
who consider that objective data that is available now does.not
preclude this possibility".

He said lead collected prev1ously from the area had proved
to be 11 billion years old - abhout 3 times the age of earth.
The lead, however, had not lkeen proved to be part of the
exn1051on°

About 7 am on June 30th, 190&, an obgect moved over qut
central Siberian landscape and exploded with a force that flattened
trees over 1500 sq.km, ignited trees over a larger region and
produced an earthquake.

The. explasion is.estimated as the equivalent of. a. 35
megaton bomb and was felt 1000 kms away.

Scientific exneditions to the region began as early as the
1920's and extensive research had been underway for the past
25 years but the cause of the explosion was a mystery, Nr.
Vassiliev said. However, important.new data undermined earlier
views that the explosion was caused by a comet or meteorite
colliding. with earth, since it would have struck at a high speed
and angle.

There was nroof that just before it exploded the object
changed from an east-to-west direction to move north, the
scientists said.

Expedition

" We must admit, therefore, that the object changed its
height and azimuth in the Ptmounhere, and made a sharn tyrn to
the west'over the Angara“ River", Mr. Vassiliew said. In" addition,
he said,"extraordinary light phenomena," were recorded that
summer long before and after the blast shook the forests of
Siberia. I'r. Vassiliev noted that the Academy of.Sciences had
begun a programme "focused on the possibility of revealing a probe
of an extraterrestrial civilization nlaced within the solar:
system or even on an orbit around earth".

The scientists said that a new expedition had just left for
the area of Siberia in search of material from whatever exploded,
a goal that had eluded researchers for years.

On November 26th 1979, in Cersy-Pontoise (a town located
in the prox1m1ty of Paris), a young man 19 years old, was
"kidnapped" by a UFO - a bowl of fog had fallen down upon his
break "T'ord" and when the fog had dissipated, I'ranck I'ontaine had
vanished.

Then UFOlogy took yet another turn! Hypnectism was drawing out of 'abductees',
some extraordinary stories. The well-known experience of Betty and Barney Hill
and later the Andreasson Affair. 'Missing Time' by Bud Hopkins was another
fascinating record of a number of these such cases.

Mr. Paul Mulqueei, a sound technician at TV8 and a part-time
volunteer at Radio 3CCC, said he chased the object in his car 1nto
the Sedgewick and Harcourt district's

"After I heard about them on the radio, I went out looking
in my car. I saw one in front of me and through the binoculars it
looked coneshaped and glowed spectacularly."

"It went through every colour of the spectrum in a continual
cycle every 3 to U4 seconds, and just hovered there at least 3 to 4
miles up."

' "When I turned around to head back to town there were 7 or 8
more behind me and at that stage I got the wind up a bit because I
realisad I was all alone out there with something I couldn't
