At this point perhaps it may be opportune to present a brief history of
the Victorian U.F.O. Research Society.

The earliest U.F.O. group to form in Australia was the ‘‘Australian Flying
Saucer Bureau’ under the direction of Edgar Jarrold and Andrew Tomas,
in the early 1950s. At the same time, Fred Stone inaugurated the ‘“‘Australian
Flying Saucer Research Society” in Adelaide. After approximately two
years the Bureau closed down and was regarded as a branch of the
“‘Australian Flyiwng Saucer Research Society’ under Andrew Tomas. This
shortly broke from Adelaide and became the *“‘Australian U.F.O. Investigation
Centre” with Dr. Clifford at its head until 1958, when the Presidency
passed to Dr. Lindtner.

The *‘Australian Flying Saucer Research Society (Victorian Branch)” was
formed on the 17th February, 1957 as a branch of the “Australian Flying
Saucer Research Society” and later that year was re-organised as the
“Victorian Flying Saucer Research Society” with Mr. Peter E. Norris L.L.B.
as President. In 1968 the name was again altered — this time to the
“Victorian U.F.O. Research Society".

During this time, the Society has published various papers and is probably
best known for its publication Australian Flying Saucer Review, curtailed in
1972 due to high costs and subsequently superseded by the Australian
U.F.O. Bulletin and at one stage sponsored and produced a quarter-hour
program on a Melbourne radio station under the heading of “The Truth
Behind Flying Saucers”.

The Society had held a dispassionate attitude on U.F.O.s, claiming it is a
scientific problem deserving closer attention. It has also met regularly in
General Meetings and maintains the largest U.F.O. library in the Southern
Hemisphere, making books available by post, to members throughout the
Commonwealth.

Membership of this Society — which maintains the largest membership of
any U.F.O. organisation in the Southern Hemisphere — is open to all who
are genuinely interested in the subject.
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During +the Sixteenih Century, there was a
group of Philosopheirs who met regularly to
diecuss subjects wnich were at that time
considered Taboo. Those iway out! subjects
later became cscientific facts As the group
became more "lespectable", the name was
changed to the Royal Society.

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ARE ANTMAL MUTILATIONS AND UFO'S REL.iTEZD?

Animal mutilations are commonly reported in the United States.
Since some of these mutilations have occurred during periods of UFO activity,
a number of ufologists believe such cases are associated with UFO's. But
is there actually a "UFO Connection"?

During the early 19480's, the U.S. Supermarket Tabloid MIDNIGHT (now
called The Globe), published an article concerning an alleged disappearance
of sheep and cattle from a station in the Nnrthern Territory. Not only,
according to the story, had the animals disapjeared, but the family was
missing as well.

Richard Hell, who was at the time Associate Editor of NICAP's
publication, The UFO Investigator, sent a copy of Midnight to VUFORS for a
'follow-up', which was carried out. We found that there had never been
such a property, nor family by that name in the area and even the photo
published in that magazine had been associated with other photo cases
elsewhere.

Recently there was extensive press coverage of a story originating
near Adelaide, South Australia, concerning mystery deaths of animals, but
again, no confirmation, Apparently the interest had been aroused by an
anonymous caller on a talk back program, soon after the release of the new
book 'Aliens over the Antipodest!, which emphasises the theory of UFO related
m filations.

However, there are still animal mutilations and deaths which
remain a mystery. Some have been found dead with blood drawn from wounds
as if by a vacuum pump while from others, organs have been removed in an
unusual manner, Helicopters have often been reported in the areas in which
these deaths have occuired.

During 1567, a horse named 'Snippy' was found in such a condition on a ranch
in the Western United States. 3ver since that time we have questioned -
Victorian farmers while investigiting flaps in their area, as to whether or
not, anything out of the ordinary happened to their livestock.

The only unusual action among these domestic animals has been the common
animal reaction or panic, when a UFO is nearby. The same type of reaction
experienced throughout the world. Victorian farmers are known to be very
attentive -to their livestock, and when an animal requires attention, a vet
is quickly  summoned, so aiything untoward would be immediately noted.

Victoria has had as many UF) flaps as most areas in the United
States and as many or more. cattle or sheep in areas of similar size If
mutilations are UFO related, whv no mysterious deaths in Victoria?

During my tour.through Nerth dmerica this year, an advisor _
mentioned to me that the pattern now emereing indi~ates that many such.
mutilation cases have been found downwind of locations where atomic materials
are utilized. This postulation lends itself to the possibility that
government agents are checking the effects of radiation on livestock near
these sites.

) It should be pointed out that this explanation may be more :
plausible that th= UFO related hypothesis for the following reason: Nuclear
energy is barred from Australia except for experimental purposes.

Mutilation incidents have occurred primarily in countries where nuclear
energy is used. The UFO problem is world-side - the mutilation problem is
not world-wide, why not?

About 1.20 pm on 9th lMerch, 1967, Patrolman William
Fisher of Moline, Illinois, filmed a UTO which was an identical
twin to the object photographed by Roy Manifcld as it sped out
of the water near Cape Qtway lighthonse, on 21zt Cct.

The similarity tc the Bass Strait nhote has been pointed
out to a number of advisors who agree that the resemblance i
amazing. Lven more remarkeable is that the object is very similar to
cne filmed off the coast of liew Zealand just over two months
after the Valentich Incounter. :

During his visit to theUnited States In 4970 paul
Horman submitted the Manifold photographs to William H. Spauvlding,
Director of G.S.W., for computer analysis, where all modes of
computer analysis were used to gain data on the vnidentified object
including edge enhancement, colour contouring, digitizing anc

filtering.

The analysis revealed a highly reflective area at the ton.
of the image. Based on the computerized data of the pictures, the
consensus of the technicians was that the image represented a
bonafide unlnown fiying object, of moderate dimensions surrounded
by a cloud-like vapour residue.

The filming of the UFC by ratrolman William Fisher, in
1967 was witnessed by several other observers. I'isher described
the obtject as being shaped lile a foothall with a reflection like
nolished metal surface. The ob;ject was viewed for a few minutes
before disapnearing.

The month of May, 1984, found me in California catching up
on-correspondence that was awaiting my arrival there. Still fresh in
my mind was the official admission of UIFO reality by the British
Department of Defence. Although the release stated the Ministry
was not suggesting the unknowns were extraterrestrial, an Inglish
official pointed out to ime that they were not suggesting they were
not extraterrestrial either, which stands to reason if they are
unknown; how do we know where they are from.

The indications were alsc obvious that the Rendlesham
Forest incident and difficulties the American officials were facing
concerning Freedom of Information disclosures, regarding not only
that case but others as well, had a direct bearing on the British
Bepartment's decision to make a public disclosure which could well
be the beginning of a gradual revelation of information in U.K.
Government UFC files. The ceses selected for release as of March
4th, 1984, were minor when compared to themuch more outstanding
cases known to be in official UFO files.

I was surprised after arriving in the United States that,
as of May 1984, no major newspaper had published the British
admission. Even more surprising was it to learn the suppression of
the UFO News was in spite of the fact that the release was on
American press wires.

The primary objective of my 1984 visit to the United States
‘was to check further into the Intrigueing case of Pat lcCGuire, the
Wyoming rancher who, after an alleged abhduction, was told by aliens
where to find water on his desert ranch where scientists declared no
water was possible. It was later proved however, that their
"scientific" data was incorrect.

Pat llcGuire dug where he was instructed and found water in
an unbelievably narrow underground channel. If he had missed the
spot by less than one-half metre he would never have found the source
with sufficient water supply that couvld svoply about the same amount
that is consumed by Laramie, Wyoming! Tat then counstructed an
elaborate irrigation for his ranch. But his fortune was not to last.

Soon afterwards, mysterious visitors triec to pressure Pat
into saying his contact with Aliens was a hoax, to which Pat refused.
Soon after the visits his exmensive irrigation system was sabotaged.

During previous years I have made three visits to this ranch
located about 50 km from Laramie and have observed the damage, which
is a major factor in leaving Pat McGuire heavily in debt. Further

confirmation has been given me by the Attorney who 1s representing



McGuire. The Attorney's office has been broken into twice and is
also experiencing difficulties from officials. After one last
desperate effort HcGuire tried to sell the ranch. That attempt was
also blocked. Thege difficulties indicate that unusual experiences
should not be made public because so often they result in problems,
ridicule and loss of friends. TI'rom time to time we discover people
with strange experiences and they cannot he blamed for their desire to
zeen these events confidentiel. . However, confidentiality is too late
for Pat McGuire. :
So it was with much interest that Melbourne Herald Teleguide

of Gctober 13th 1984, listed Channel 7's »rogram titled "That's
ncredible" was to feature "A Wyonming farrer claims that occupants of
a UFCG instructed him where to dig for water'.

More than 3,000 people have reported seeing UFO's near the Connecticut -~
New York border during the past few months (June - Aug. t84).

About 700 people were crowded into the auditorium of a Junior High 35chool
The purpose of the symposium was to discuss a phenomenon that has fascinated
wide stretches of south eastern New York State and Western Connecticut for 2
years.

It seems that thousands of people in the area have reported seeing strange
objects in the night sky; usually described as V-shaped and about the size of a
football field, the colossal "thing" is said to be absolutely noiseless and
outlined in brilliant lights of white, green or ambesr.

There have been so many sightings by so many apparently credible witnesses,
that the curious often crowd the Taconic State Parkway, a major thoroughfare
and prime location for viewing, between 8 and 9 p.m., the time most of the close
encounters are said to have occurred.

Switchboard operators at local police agencies complain of being
constantly inundated with calls, and a hot line has heen set up in Westchester
County, N.Y. for field inquiries.

A dozen supposed witnesses who recounted their stories before an
enthralled audience at the "UFO Conference" filled an agenda that took 12 hours
to complete.

Dennis Sant, Deputy Clerk of Putnam County N.Y , approached the
microphone to tell of having watched "it" hover over "int Highway 8L" one
moonlit night.

Richard Blasberg, a member of the school board in the white-collar
village of Brewster N.Y., said thit he has seen the "thing" twice, once
in the company of about 10 of his neighbours in his back yard.,

The meeting had been preceded by a straightforward account of the enigma
in the Saturday New York Times, providing at least an essence of legitimacy:
and the sizable Press Corps covering the conference included; besides the
predictable contingent from the supermarket tabloids, a number of representat-
ives from news organisations.

Those witnesses who addressed the Conference, uniformly insisted that
what they observed could not have been a 'plane, beeause of it's ability to
hover motionless and shoot straight up in the sky, and also because of it's
eerie silence.

Philip Imbrogno, a Greenwich High School science teacher, affiliated
with the center for UFO stulies, said many witnesses describe a solid object
which can hover silently and suddenly speed off.

At least €O per cent of the sightings in the world take place in North
America, he noted, adding that connecticut was not considered a particularly
intense area for HYFO activity until recentlv.

"In one year, @onnecticut has Wecome one of the highest'sightings areas'
in the world".

Imbrogno believes that "epicenter" of this flap is-in the Kent Cllfi,
N.Y. area where there is a large concentration of iron ore

The book is well put together, as unlike other UFO books, Murray Stott
looks at a set of good, modern UFO encounters and draws no conclusions, but
leaves to the reader, something to build on In all, an easy book to follow.

In most UFO books, there are the manv examples of how the subject has
been ridiculed at the expense of the witnesses and the evidence; 1in spite
of this we fight on, but the following passage from the book sums it all up!

"It does not matter evidently, that a thousand or évén ten thousand people
observe and report paranormal events. One self-confident, assertive and
arrogant scientist, backed by the tacit support of his esoteric profession, can
deny the occurrence, obfuscate.its record, nullify its import, and come close
to convincing the ten thousand people that they.did not see what they plainly.-. .
saw."
