At this point perhaps it may be opportune to present a brief history of 
the Victorian U.F.O. Research Society. 

The earliest U.F.O. group to form in Australia was the "Australian Flying 
Saucer Bureau'' under the. direction of Edgar Jarrold and Andrew Tomas, 
in the early 1950s. At the same time, Fred Stone inaugurated the "Australian 
Flying Saucer Research Society" in Adelaide. After approximately two 
years the Bureau closed down and was regarded as a branch of the 
"Australian Flyillg Saucer Research. Society" under Andrew Tomas. This 
shortly broke from Adelaide and became the "Australian U.F.O. Investigation 
Centre" with Dr. Clifford at its head until 1958, when the Presidency 
passed to Dr. Lind tner. 

The "Australian Flying Saucer Research Society (Victorian Branch)" was 
formed on the 17th February, 1957 as a branch of the " Australian Flying 
Saucer Research Society" and later that year was re-organised as the 
"Victorian Flying Saucer Research Society" with Mr. Peter E. Norris LL.B. 
as President. In 1968 the name was again altered - this time to the 
"Victorian U.F.O. Research Society". 

During this time, the Society has published various papers and is probably 
best known for its publication Australian Flying Saucer Review, curtailed in 
1972 due to high costs and subsequently superseded by the Australian 
U.F.O. Bulletin and at one stage sponsored and produced a quarter-hour 
program on a Melbourne radio station under the heading of "The Truth 
Behind Flying Saucers". 

The ·society had held a dispassionate attitude on U .F.O.s, claiming it is a 
scientific problem deserving closer attention. It has also met regularly in 
General Meetings and maintains the largest U .F.O. library in the Southern 
Hemisp'here, making books available by post, to members throughout the 
Commonwealth. 

Membership of this Society - which maintains the largest membership of 
any U.F.O. organisation in the Southern Hemisphere - is open to all who 
?� genuinely interested in the subject.

ON THE U.F . O. TRAIL

The abse nce of UFO news c omi ng to � attention from the Northern Territo�, 
duri ng re cent ye ars , prompted � return from overseas earlier the n us ual thi s  ye ar, 
to visi t that part of Australi a before the1Wet Season'c ommence d .  

Since all othe r Aus tra li an areas are repre s e nted by Ufologi sts who ,  f�om 
t-ime to time , re port UFO activity from the ir s tate s ,  I decided to spend s ome time 
in the te rrito� where the popul ati on i s  s parse and where the re was a nee d  to che c k  
o n  sighti ngs i n  that area My findings revealed that the re i s  pos sibly as much 
UFO ac tivity in the N.orthern Terri tory as in other parts of the nation. 

·Incide nts of strange lights pac i ng cars , truc k s ,  airc raft or motorcycles 
have been numerous . An example of thi s was de s cri be d  to me by a bus driver who 
s�id that while he was driving towards Darwin from 1Ui c e  Spring s , he ·saw what he 
firs t thought to be a meteo r ,  until it came to an abrupt sto p in mid-air. After 
a mi nute or so it shot off on a hori zontal path. 

. 

Another motori st told about be i ng terrified whe n an obje c t  paced him for 
several mile s ,  then began to circle his c ar. The s i ghting was als o  witne s sed by 
a· polic e  offi cer .  

A. power station s upervi s or related his story about a UFO hove ri ng above 
the stati on where he was employe d .  This s ighting was als o  witne s s e d  by seve ral 
�chool girl s  from the bearby Rum Jungle school . 

The helmsman of a small yac ht re ported that whe n he was saili ng be twee n  
Pi tcairn Island and Tahiti , a UFO circ led the yacht seve ral time s a t  variable 
�peeds , with no sound . 

The c aptain of a small shi p. who was piloti ng a craft through the narrow 
Aps ley Strai t whi ch separate s Bathurst I sland and Melville I s land, said that he 
-a!ld four other c rew membe rs saw an orange c olored light above them, perhaps 
a hundred mete rs hi gh . After hovering a few minute s ,  the obje c t  moved seve ral 
hundred mete rs , the n turned on its side and while hove ring the se cond time ,  it· · 

e�teruled a beam of gre en light , widening out to about 90 degrees. I t  held ,_thi s 
stationary positi on for several minute s .  The c aptain viewed the obje c t  through· 
field glasses sui table for night use. Duri ng the s tati o nary peri od, he could· .. 
see a number of windows. A t  no time c ould the observers hear any soundi Tt: . ·".' ·, 
finally. sped off in a north·-we sterly direction. 

Even while flying over Ayers Rock ,  I learned from the pilot, that he was 
paced by a UFO while flyi ng to Darwin from one of the islands to the north of ., 
Australia .  

Nearly eve�here I found s ome one who had a sighting o r  two. A motel 
r�ce ptioni s t  told me about her experie nc e  whe n she and a frie nd were le ss than 
a kilometer from Ayers Roc k ,  one eve ning ,  a li ght c ame speedi ng towards the ground 
apd made an abrupt stop; just above the ground. It remai ne d stati onary for a few 
s�conds , then began to move slowly to the left around the Rock, a ppeari ng again · 
from the right. It hovered a s e c ond time before speedi ng away wi thout sourid, · 

All reports re ce ived :vere not limited to Australia .  One very inte re sting 
c�se came from a crew member of a ship, who ,  while vi siti ng friends in ·capetown, 
South Afric a, obse rved a daylight disc hove r for about ten minutes , after which 
��o S outh African Milita� jets came speeding from the base towards the object. 
The UFO then stre ake d away, wi th the je ts in hot pursui t  T he c rewman said· that 
tpe Capetown Argus re ported that its switchboard was lit up by peo ple ringing in 
about si ghtings ·. duri ng that time . This· is further confirmation that we can add 
apother Nati on_ 1 s  -Air Force Chases Mystery Obje cts ("which do not exi st"), along 
the UFO Trail.

HEY are shaped like cigars or 
saucers or Frisbees. They 
flash and glow and whirl and 
turn and zoom away in an In· 
stant. Or they noat, drift and 
hover quietly In darkness. 

They whisk contented fishermen from 
their perches on the banks of remote 
streams. Or they trap automobiles In a 
mysterious beam of bright light and trans­
port the occupants skyward. There. the 
.. catch., is examined, drugged to induce 
amnesla and returned safely. 

They are, of course, UFOs - those widely . 
reported. Unidentified Flying Objects, crafts 
from other worlds, if you will, that inspire 
myths and movies and midnight moon· 
watching·. 

But there Is a problem. Flying saucers (or 
even cigars) from space have never been to 
Earth. At least, that is what many scientists are 
now saying publicly with increased vigor. 

And what Is more, many or these scientists 
are saying that no extraterrestrial Intelligence 
has set foot or claw or nipper on Earth because 
there is nothtng out there. Man. as they say. Is 
alone in Jtis universe. 

A group of astronomers. physicists. chem· 
isis, biologists and other scientists has been 
&�lthering to discuss the question. After one 
such conference, ·where Are They? The linpll· 
cations of Our Failure to Observe Extraterres· 
trials', their cautious conclusion why the world 
,sc ientific· community possesses not one shred 
of evidence about aliens ftom outer space was; 
''Intelligent life Is not widespread in space ... 

But ind ividually they are more outspoken, 
especiaJlj when battling proponents of .. UFOI· 
ogy .. whd say that with all the billions of stars 
out there, surely, somewhere, there are life­
sustaining conditions like those on Earth. 

Could ,be. But Michael Hart thinks the 
chances are slim. Dr Hart, a former professor 
of physics at Trinity University In Texas, is an 
astronom.er and author of 'Extraterrestrials -
Where Are They?' He performed an elaborate 
computer study on bow a planet's atmosphere 
evolves. , 

"l found that a planet must be situated In 
quite a narrow zone about Its sun to avoid 
either bemg too hot or too cold to support life:• 
be says. " II the Earth were five per cent closer 
to the sun� life here would have never evolved . 
Jf the Earth had been one per cent farther 
away, the planet would have bad runaway 
glaciation.'' 
, ·-·Dr Hart's computer studies show that amons 
the many variables In the universe (billions 
upon billions of years, millions upon millions of 
kilometres, and vastly different atmospheric 
conditloll$) the chance to become Ufe-sustaln· 
lng is extremely low. "Odds against forming 
life on one particular planet where all condl· 
tions are suitable can be very mucb blgber 
than 100 billion to one," he says ... That would 
mean that only one galaxy in a trillion has a 
single habitable planet. 

"As for llfe in our galaxy, we on Earth are it. 
The presence of life on Earth Is an unusual 
coincidence. and I don't think we are going to 
find anyt�ing else out there wtthin reach. '" 

But couldn't life extst an the galaxy ln some 
other form? .. There could be Ute on other plan· 
ets based on different structures than Ufe on 
Earth,'' $ays Frank Tipler, associate professor 
of mathematical physics at Tulane University 
in New Orleans. "Instead of being based on 

oxygen ·Jlnd hydrocarbons Uke Earth's life, 
there co�ld be life forms based on, say, silicon 
and argon gas. 

.. But most scientists who have looked Into 
the matter think that hydrogen and carbon, 
because of their chemical and physical proper­
ties. are much better and more common build· 
ine bloc�."

But even more stantncant than the rarity of 
life In our cosmic neighborhood Is what Profes­
sor Hart calls Fact A. ..(f there were many 
civilisations on other planets in our galaxy, we 
would have some evidence of It by now," be 
says. ''Fact A simply means there are no beings 
from outer space on Earth. The Earth and our 
sun are relatively young and my calculations 
show extraterr.estrlal civilisations would have 
developed long ago and settled on Earth and 
other places at least 100 million years ago. If 
our solar system had been even briefly visited, 
we would see tracks on the moon where there's 
no erosion or weathering to eliminate them ." 

Dr Tipler points out that a civilisation only 
50 to I 00 years more advanced than ours could· 
probably build robots that could make copies 
of themselves from raw materials found on 
other planets or in an asteroid belt. " Using 
such a system, an intelligent species could ex­
plore our entire galaxy in 300 million years," 

he says. "But we've seen no such machine - I 
think because no Intelligent species within 
reach exists to have sent one." 

Eric Jones, an astronomer at los Alamos 
Nalional Laboratory in New Mexico. figures it 
would have taken only 30 million years to co­
lonise all the habitable places in the MUky 
Way. only a fracUon of the four btllion years in 
the Ufe of the Earth. "So one must conclude 
that alien beings would have been here long 
ago tf they existed,.. be says. "Furthermore. 
there's not a shred of evidence tbat Earth bas 
ever been visited by allen beings." 

But proponents of UFOtogy counter that 
space people don't contact us openly because 
they don't want to change the course of our 
civilisation and technology. 

.. U that were true, then we would not know 
anything at all about them and there never 
would be a question," von Hoerner says. ..If 
these travellers come light years through 
space, they are far ahead of us In every re­
spect. And If they wanted to remain ln biding. 
then they would be In hiding." 

But what about all the people wbo have seen 
UFOs and the people wbo have reported being 
abducted by the aliens on board? 

"I don't have a good answer to explain all the 

sighUn� or kldnapplngs," von Hoerner says. 
"But 1 do know that only a few hundred years 

ago, many people, the well-educated included, 

reported seeing the devil. Even Ma�ln Luther 

said he saw the Dark Prince and �ad thrown 

an ink bottle at him. 

Other studies, In fact. have proposEd a 
rational explanation for some of the slghtingt 

of UFOs and their pllots. According to research 
done by Alvin Lawson, a professor of English 

at Callfornia State University. earthlings who 

claim to have been aboard a UFO are recalllnl 

their own birth� or hnve experienced some 
common mental phenomena. ·: 

As evidence, Prof�or Lawso·p cites the 

case of Rrlan Scott, who has r�ported six dif· 
rerent encounters wtth UFOs. Under hypnosis. 
Scott reported that In one encou��er he was 

first paralysed and then levitated· aboard a 
UFO. A door exploded open, and he was 
stripped by 24Ckenttmetre taR creatur�. 

· placed In a large room where aliens took urine 

samples. extrBcted stomach fluid and removed 
his henrt and then reas.c;embted it · 

That descrtptlon, typical of alleged on-board 
UFO encounters, matches well th� reports of 

hypnotised volunteers who report� their pre­

birth ex�rience as bUss and a pleasant relax­

ation. similar to Scott's paralysl!!. ,: 
During delivery there were colors. blood 

and explosions - Scott's door. There �a sense 

of betrayal and dismemberment 'just aft�r a 
baby ts separated from tile mother� HypnotiSed 

subjects recalled the birth canar u a tunnel 

and at its end. a brightly lit li!bOr room.

James Oberg, a space sclentlst associated

For instance, one British physicist slipped 
into the midst of a �roup of UFO dt"vo­
tt'e/watche� artt>r Installing a purple spotUght 
on a distant hillside. WhP.n the physicist started 
na�hing his spotlight on and orr, a "magnetic 
deff'rtor'' on the watch !;lfe sounded an alarm. 

The 81 itlsh scientist brought with him a 
camera tonfoin lng exposed fUm showing the 
likent'ss or a UFO. He then handed the camera 
to n prominE-nt UFO rest>archer. Even thnugh 
the landsntpe in the photos Wft5: considerably 
different from the on� vlewrrl hy tht' UFO 

wntchers, the films were "ana!yM.•d'' severnl 
tim�. rol•ndly declared genuine. and the many 
witnrs..c;es to the "landing'' ff'COUnted the many 
"drt1tils'' of the �ighting to the hungry pn.��. 

Ry the time the British scientist admitted the 
spoof 2 Y2 yea� later. the sighting had bern 
fully fleshed out as cyewiln<'sses reported Hte 
size and shap(' of the craft and how H had 
hovered and moved obout. 

tn another incident. A coll('ge student Jn 
Maryland heard a tnlk-f'how gu�t telling how 
he had been to a plAnet tn n dl<>tant galnYo.y 
aboard a fly Jog �1urer. The studPnt felephar.ed 
the �a me 5how and repot ted thnt he, too, had 
been on the !mme plnnet via the �anae vt>hicl�. 

The �fudcnt wa!; Inter (·arefully quec;ttoned, 
even hypnotised and evt>ntuaiJy became the 
source for several artlrl<'s. He let the prank go 
for years nnd then afhnltted the hoax. None­
thele�. articles are still being printed about his 
journey.

"The point to all these stories is that. If there 
ever Is anything significant to be found out 
about UFOs, Jt won't come from UFOloglsl� ... 

says Oberg. "Their methods are not scientific, 
and almost all published UFO photographs are 
hoaX<'$ - ellher forged models or mlsrerre­
sented ordinary phenomena.'' 

PhiUp Klas,r;, a senior writer with 'Aviation 
Werk' nnr1 'Space Technology'. Is undisputed 
as the world's leading UFO �eptfc. He bt-gan 
itwe$Ugating UFO phenomena In 1966 an� has 
turned out two hooks. 'UFOs Identified and 
'UF� Explnlned', . 

"Iodny. after many years of exploring UFO 

phenomena, I've come to rt.all� that most 
UFO cac;('s are Investigated by people who 
want to believe In UFO�." KJa.qg says. Over the 
pn�t 15 years, he ha.c; investigntt>d th� most 

famou�. UFO rases and sighting.;. "I ha\·e not 
found a single case whlcb would make me 
think Earth I� b('ing visited by �pacetrart from 
other worlds." he says.

My �nod fr iPnrl, Wnlt Andrus, 
asked me t o  discuss news medi<1 in 
rel"f ion to UFO si�ht ings - ;md t hen 
homhshelled me hy remilrking, "We'll 
cil ll your t C11l< the keynote speech."  

I nser t ing me tl '5  i\ kf'ynot er  in a 
5c ient ificnlly orient ed �at hering such as 
t h\s \<; m1 1ch like asking a l ifelong 
birdwatcher to del iver a paper at a 
meet ing of NASA scientists on a 
subject suc h as: 

"Lot: a! ion of t he f?nginP frC\nH?. info 
<'Tl a irplane 's wing, just ahead of the 
lei1di1 1g edge of t he wing, produces the 
gr(Jat est propulsive efflciency while 

rnnintaining t he best aerodyi1amic 
re?sul t s . "  

Frank ly , rm here, as most of you 
are, to learn somet hing; and hopefu lly 
to discover t hat t he study of UFO 
phenomena may he off and running on 
5 �c ient i fically guided course. 

As il n e w s p a p e r m a n  w h ose 
skepticism is representat ive , I bel ieve , 
nf jou r no l i s t s  gener a l l y ,  I h ave 
ilpproaclwd the problem of handling 
news of UFO s ight ings gingerly , even 
apprehensively. 

FEAR 

I t 's a scary subj{�c t ;  i t requires 
maturP h;mdling. 

The Orson WeliPs broadcast in 
1�38 based on H . G .  WPIIs' "War of t he 
Wor lds '' SPr iously rl ist urhed more t han 
one mil lion persons ,  many of them to 
the poin t of panic , accord ing to a st udy 
conduc ted by H ad ley Cantri l .  The story 
was told in t he form of a newscas t , but 
announcements were made before, 
dur ing , and after t he presenta t ion 
stat ing H was a p}"y hc-\sed on Wells' 
novel about an invasion from M ars. 

And because "humanoids" are 
also involved in the UFO picture , 
editor s  and newsmen genera lly must 

deve lop ways of present ing repor t s of 
sigh t ings which they rece ive so as not to 
cause uneasiness , or, indeed , fear .  

Thus, when I learned such a 

conference as you are now engaged in 
was contemplated here , I felt a sense of 
grat it ude to the conference planners. 
We now have an opportun ity to use 
cpnference mater ia ls as a basis for 
g!ving our readers a coherent , more 
comprehensive and authoritative look 
at the UFO experience. 

Addit ionally, such a conference 
has educat ional advan tages for news 

ediil represent at ives, as welf as 
ot hers.  to learn more about t he UFO 
act ivity in the contex t of deliberate 

Cha rles E. Ba rn u m  

considerat ion and discussion, apart 
from e mo t iona l , even t r aumat ic 
r esponse to inexplicable st rangeness . 

Such knowledge should enable all 
o f u s  in media worl� to handle news of 
UFO ac t ivi ty more intelligent ly, and 
perhaps with less skept icism . Our need 
- and th is arises somewhat from t he 
fact we,'ve been suscept ihle to stor ies 
ar ising from misperceptions-· is to 
achieve perspect ive on the whole 
complex subjec t .  Moreover , we need t o  
be he lped b y  bet t er screening o f  repor ts 
reaching us, so t hat we can provide our 
readers a bet ter . more coherent picture 
of what is happening on t he UFO front .  

At least for several colleagues and 
myself, now that you are in town, a 
quote  from Jack Taylor, of Missour i , 

seems apropos . He remar ked about the 
new m in is ter at his church: "Our new 
pastor is doing a wonderful job. We 
didn't know what sin was until he came 
to town. "  

I must acknowledge t hat a s  a 
skeptic I've had my skept icism blunted 
and my interest aroused by several 

books on UFO's and one book in 
part icular. It is .. The UFO Experience, a 
Scientific Inquiry;' by Or. J. Allen 
Hynek , Chairman of the Department of 
A s t r o n o m y o f  N o r t h w e s t e r n  
University, your 1970 Conference 

head l iner . 
A fter reading Dr . Hynek·s book 

and some other material on UFO's, I'm 
prepared to acknowledge, "You're 
undoubtedly dealing with somet hing 

t ha t  needs, not snigger ing , but 
downright enlightened interest by the 
sc ient ific community:' And I might add, 
the something referred to needs our . 
news media's careful at tention and 
handling. 

UFO FOCUS 

I also will acknowledge , on the 
basis of a somewhat superficial survey, 
as I did not have available a wide 
assortment of papers , t hat some of us in 
the newspaper business have not done 
enough to br ing proper focus on the 
UFO mystery. 

Bringing the UFO experience into 
a sharp focus entails much more than 
doing as we have generally done, 
report ing occasional sightings by 
individuals in our read ing areas . 

Even Jesus realized that the folks 
at home do not a prophet recognize, 
t hat one becomes an expert only when 
he t ravels far from home. So it  is wit h 
the credibil it y of sighters in their own 
backyards . Their neighbors, and t heir 

hometown editors, don't credit them 

wi t h  r he qualit ies necessary for expert 

observat ion. In t his connection. Dr. 

Hynek·s suggested method of rat ing 
credibil ity makes a lot of sense·. 

The st udy I made of repor ts in the 

press of UFO sight ings impressed me in 

the same way t hat report s of ihe late 

Senator Joseph McCarthy's charges 

did. As one read the McCarthy blasts-­
all isolated-one had a growing feeling 

of unease, and an undeniable fear that 

Communists were taking oyer the 

government . As each story unfoldedt 

the nation experienced a nervous 

binge . 
What was lacking in the M.cCarthy 

case was this: A blockbuster wrapup of 
t he whole McCarthy story, p_t.�lling ali 
facets together so that the country 
could get a look at the complet€ 
McCarthy case. If his charges were 

solid, the wrap-up would have shown 
them to be so and would have made him 
a national hero. But when such a 
compilation was done by a press 
association, the McCarthy story 
exploded and he faded -from the 
na t ional  scene . There was no 
documentation of his charges, and 

nothing was found to substantiate his 
statements. 

As for the UFO phenomenon, I 
consider the Dr. Hynek . book an 
essential blockbuster wrap-up of the 

UFO story-pull ing tog� t he r all 

relevant facets and offering tne route to 
a scientific appra isal of available data . 

The UFO story obviously is not 
going to explode, for Dr. f-lynek shows 
that it has tremendous significance for 
us and our time, and possesses enough 
s u b s t a n c e  t o  w a r r a n t � g r e a t l y 
accelerated scientific inquiry. 

It was impossible for me to trace a 

consistent pattern of UFO h�ndling by 
the news media. I found that �me UFO 
sighters concluded they had been 
treated too lightly in stories detail ing 
their reports . 

For our part locally, t can say that 

both the electron ic and print media 

have treated UFO stories as straight 
news events, never minimizing their 
importance , nor overinfbiJ ing their 

significance, or casting as�rsions on 

the persons involved. Also we have 
r e po r t e d  t a l k s by ydu r  l o c a l  
spokesmen, particularly Walt Andrus, 
fully and accurately. 

As I study available materials on 

U FO's, I have re ached several 

conclusions which might be the same 

gained by other newsmen after 



st udying the same documents. I 
• cannot , of course, speak for any other 

newsman, but I can speak for myself. 
My skepticism, which incidentally 

n�ver reached the point of negative 
reaction for

· 
I tried to be objectively 

skept ica l (whatever that is),  has given 
way to deep interes t in the whole 
subject of UFO's. I credit this change of 
att itude principally to Dr. Hynek 's 
bvok. ·While I was at Northwestern 
U :versity teaching journalism, I kept 
a1 reast of th is noted astronomer's 
ar · !vity, and I gained respect for him as 
a great scientist. So when he says in his 

book that Ws his opinion " t hat data that 
now lie scat tered about , if properly 
p r oc e � se d ,  c ou l d e s t a b l i s h  t he 
substant ive nature of · the UFO 
phe nomenon beyo nd reasonable 
doubt ," 1 believe him. 

He refers to these data as akin to 
low grade ore which must be processed 
and refined before it is of value. 

L e t  · me q u o t e  h i m  m o r e  
extensively a t  this juncture i n  order for 
me to make a p6int. 

PITCH BLENDE 

Writing of this ore, he adds . "Or 
perhaps a more appropriate analogy 
might be the c se of Marie Curie and 
the tons of pitchblende that she had to 
procesS before they yielded a mite of 
radium� Those of us who have spent 
t irr.e on t he UFO problem are 
o "Winced that the probability is very 
h; }11 that there is 'rad ium in the 
p·, -hb!ende' in the quantitites of 
rf ports.  Although it will be a Herculean 
tast· t9 cull and refine existing UFO 
data, I feel a rich reWard awaits a person 
or a group that assumes this task with 
dedication. For if there is indeed 'pay 
dirt ·  in the ore of UFO data, i t  might well 
represent a scientific breakthrough of 

I'T'njor , magnitude.  It might call for 
n:>dssignrnent and rearrangement of 
fT' any of our established concepts of the 
physic�! world, a far greater even t than 
t h e  r e a r r a n ge m e n t s  t h a t  w e r e  
necessary when relativi ty and quantum 
mec'l�:mics demanded entrance into 
our former ly cozy pic ture of the world.,  

Dr.  Hynek, as you may know, 
concludes his book wit h these words: 

"When the long awaited solution to 
the UF.O problem comes, I believe that 
it wil l prove to be not mere ly the next 
small step in t he march of science but a 
m igh t �  a n d  t o t a l ly u ne x p e c t e d  
quantum jump." 

Now here is my point in quoting 
[ � - . Hynek: 

Our nevJs media have and wil l  give 
snd- !. to comments like t hese coming 
fr mr s�K h  an authoritative source. ! cite 

Dr. J. Allen Hynek 

you as an example the ar t ic le on Dr. 
Hynek and his views in the Chicago 
Tribune Sunday magaz ine of June 4.  
1972. 

The a r t i c l e  i n t e r e s t ed rne 
particularly because it opens wit h the 
following paragraphs and I qur;te them 
for a reason. Before reading t hem, 
however, let me s.ay that i f  support on a 

mi'\s!"ive scale is ever f o  be obt ained to 
do t he kind of research that Dr. Hynekf 
;md ohviou�ly many of you , are 
interested in, t hen material like the 
magazine article will do much to 
establish credibility and authority for 
the project . 

HYNEK 

Now may I quat e: 
"Hanging on the wall of Dr. J. Allen 

H y n e k 's off ice at Nort hwes t e r n  

Un iversity is a framed cartoon. It shows 
a flying saucer parked on a college 
campus and five sma ll creatures 
confr ont ing a passerby. With antennae 
sprout ing from t heir helmets and ray 
guns at their sides, they are asking, 
'Could you direc t us to that chemistry 
professor who called us 'swamp gas 7" 

" I t  w a s D r .  H y n e k - a n 
ast ronomer, not a chemistry professor , 
who said t hat strange lights sighted 

· near Ann Arbor , M ich . , in 1 966 were 
nothing more than swamp gases 
re leased by u nseasonab ly warm 
weather. Despite his debunking of 
these s ight ings, Hynek is not ready to 
discount all report s  of flying saucers. 
He be lieves there is a possibility we are 
being visited by strange craft -and 
even ' l i t t le people• -trom another 
planet .  He believes t hat flying saucers 
or UFO's- unident ified flying objects---

may he somet hing more substantial 
than mere hoaxes or the resu lts of 
traumat ic experiences. 

"Dr.  Hynek is an ast ronomer of 
imprEJssive credentials, a scient ist o( as 
much skept icism as intelligence--and 
that is considerable. His list of degrees, 
affiliat ions, and accomplishments is 
more than suitable reference for his 
credibility-and sensibility., 

I t  is, of course, our job in news 
media to hring before our readers an 
relevant happenings on our planet , 
provided we can ge t adequa t e 
information about them. l don't know of 
any newsman who doesn't try to do 
this. 

We cannot ignore the UFO 
phenomenon for one reason because 
many responsible people have become 
involved, and for another reason 
because responsible scient ists like Dr. 

Hynek and Dr. David R. Saunders an? 
lending their prest ige to find scientific 
answers to t he problem. 

And while we have a duty to report 
much of what is happening on the UFO 
front -and to a limited degree we do­
we also must keep our eyes open to the 
int errelat ionships that may · exist 
between t he UFO mystery and ·other 
sc ient ific fields of inquir�r. 

· 

One of our journa list ic difficulties. 
or perhaps shortcomings might be a 
better way to express what I mean, is 
our reluctance-with some notable and 
laudatory exceptions-to seek out and 
report the context of events. or simply 
to pu t isolated reports, as for instance 
UFO sightings. in meaninful context. 

let me illustrate . Since the 1969 
Condon Report ,  whose authors!- r 
suppose, throught they were banishing 



the UFO phenomenon from any further 
serious consideration. and the dosing 
of the Air Force Blue Book, UFO 
report s persist in tantalizing the 
imagination of scient ists and others 
interested in the mystery of space and 
extraterrestrial life. 

Indeed, the UFO phenomenon 
persists like our peculiar style of 
downtown architecture-contempor· 
ary neglect . 

It is wor th noting here that the 
Condon Report's stature was most 
certainly enhanced when the Nat ional 
Academy of Scienc4?.S fully endorsed it 
a d i ts met hodology . 

- Were we to put the UFO picture in 
true perspective, therefore, a story is in 
order reporting continuous UFO 
s ight ings of various degress o f  
credibility-all over t he globe. In other 
words there's a story here that some of . ) 
us haven't reported, and I haven t seen 
it  elsewhere, though I may have missed 
it . 

- But there's another story of 
gre�ter significance and im po r t 
involving the National Academy of 
Sciences. And th is story's dimensions 
enhance a subject closely akin to t he 
subject matter engaging your at tention 
at this conference. 

The story was handled deftly and 
imaginatively by John Lear , Science 
Editor of Saturday Review, in the June 
10, 1972, issue. Lear's piece is a fme job 
of reporting, and is good journalism, for 
he has given scope in depth of another 
development of great scientific 
potential. You here could with justice 
hail the revelation contained in a 

document released by t he Committee 
on Science and Public Policy of the 
N 1tional Academy of Sciences that i'l 

,, · .. >dal panel of two dozen astronomers 

believes t hat there ls such a thing as 
e x t raterre s t r ial  in t e l l igence . T h e  
ast ronomers. in short , believe life exists 

on the planets of many stars other than 
the sun, and that the extraterrestrial 
creatures involved may be trying to 
communicate with other beings in the 
universe. 

Lear's artic le was headlined, 

inciden tally , "The search for man's 
relat ives among the s tars ." 

Lear introduced his art icle by 
posing an imaginative want ·ad that 
reads as follows: 

"Histor ic  opportunity:  Is a 
generous person who can afford to 
spend $70 m illion of his own money 
willing to spend it in hunt ing for man's 
long-lost re lat ives far out among t he 
stars? Wil l this person please contact 
Prof.  Melvin C a lvin ,  chairman,  
Committee on Science and Public 
Policy, Nat ional Academy of Sciences, 
Washington, D.c . ·' 

Because I believe it has intense 
interest here, I am picking up Lear's 
paraphrase of the NAS document , a 
liberty I'm sure t he Saturday Reuiew 
will forgive, for it should whet your 
appetite to buy the magazine and read 

the ent ire art ic le : 

"Dur ing the last few years so many 
of the primitive molecules from which 
t he building blocks of life on earth are 
made have been seen in the distant sky 
that the existence of life on t he planets 
of many stars other than the sun can be 
taken for granted. The inhabitants of 
some of these planets must be at least 
as intelligent as we are , and it is logical 

to assu me that  t hey use t he 
e l e c t r o m a g n e t i c  s p e c t r u m t o  
communicate with each other over long 
distances, as we do. We could 
eavesdrop on their messages now i f  we 
tr ied hard enough. Because our own 
fate as i.t species ult imately drpends on 

our will ingness to recognize ourst�fVes 
as evolving creatues in an evolving 
environment, we cannot afford to wait 
much longer before beginning to listen 

seriously for clues to the whereabouts 

ot these remote civilizations� locate 
them, and try to engage them in 
c o nv e r sa t i o n , p e n d i n g  t he s t i l l  
unforeseeable time when discovery of 
new physical laws may allow us to visit 
them or permit t hem to visit us. •• 

The NAS repor t  said in addition 
that ••at this instant t hrough this very 

document are perhaps passing radio 

waves bear ing the conversations of 
distant creatures. which we- could 
record if we but pointed an �xisting 
radio te lepscope in the right direc tion 
and t uned it to the proper freq�ency.*' 

The articles I have quoted from are 
excellent examples of good press 
coverage of man's search to un19ck the 

doors to the unknown and thus enrich 
t he destiny of all of us here on earth. 

Dr. Hynek expressed the wish for 
a massive scientific investigation of the 
U F O  p h e n o m e n o n .  S u c h a n  
investigation would take t he same kind 
of money Lear seeks for NAS's probe 
for extraterrestrial life--a goal believed 
e n t i r e ly ac hievable  i f  s u ff ic i e n t  
resources are forthcoming. 

UFO COVERAGE 

Unraveting of the UFO mystery, 
too, is possible. in my view after an 
altoget her too brief study of press and 
book coverage of UFO's. But this will 
take t ime . effort , and all the enthusiastic: 
persistence you who are studyinq 

UFO's can muster . In fact ,  you 'U have 
to go way beyond t he motivation c•f a 
certain doctor in our town who doesn'! 
operate unless it 's necessary. ff he 
doesn•t need the money, he doesn't 
operate. 

Meanwhile, back on the fa!·m. I 've 
been forge t t ing my purpose here. I'm a 
feeble keynoter; in fac t ,  I've wandered a 
bit from the so -cal led topic Wa!t 
assigned me. 

Str ic t ly hewing to our performaoce 
r e c o r d  t o  d a t e -- w i t h . s o m e  
exceptions-our job is to remain 
object ively interested, report ing UFO 
sight ings without bias. 

I n  c l os i n g ,  I h ave s e v e r a l  
suggest ions concerning the way· UFO's 
shou ld be reported-these suggestions 
c�me from many of us in th� news 
media. 

Rushing to news room� with 
stories of isolated sightings by _one -or 
two individuals will neither serve t he 
cause of UFO scient ific inquiry, nor the 
public's need to know. You realize on ly 
too we ll t hat sometimes you take 
months to verify the substance of suc h  
reports, so hasty publicat ion might be 
misleading and present the whole t JFO 
picture in a bad light . 



Certainly, if a UFO is witnessed hy 
several, say 5 or more, reliable persons. 

an immediate story may be in order and 
should he r e por t ed hy someone like 
\Vah Andrus who is level - headed about 
t he phenomenon. 

Other ways in which you may aid 

t he- news media in l�eeping the publ ic 

iuformed of l JFO h()ppcnings include: 

1 .  P r o v i d i n g i n t e r v i e w s  w i t h  

recognized sc ien t is t s  lil�e Dr.  

Hynek and Dr.  Saunders.  

2.  Hold ing conferences such as t his 

which pull t ogether t he views of 
ex per ts in t he field . 

3. M a k ing a p p e a r a nc e s  b e f o r e  
groups such as luncheon clubs, 
always making sure speakm·s 

provide repor ters with adequate 

summaries of t heir remarks. 
4. Heleasing pic t ures of sight ings i f  

t hey tell  a siguificant story. 

5.  Assist ing reJXlrter s and editors in 

pulling t oget her isolated report s  

and fac ts  so that t hey may he 
presented in a total context 

possessing meaning. A good 

example here is t he significance of 
t he events in 1954 as poin ted out 
by Jacques Vallee . 

These are some suggest ions I leave

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AIR FORCE JETS SENT AFT �R UFO . 

The identity of the " bri ght flying object11 seen over parts of 
Matabeleland and Bulawayo and which out- performed two Hawk fighter - � ts i n  a 
chase has still not been e s tabli shed.  

"Thi s  was no ordinary UFO ( unide ntified flying obje ct ) , "  the C ommander 
of the Air Force of Ziniliabwe , Air Marshall Azim Daudpeta, told The Herald 
yesterday . nscores of r-eople sat-1 it . Even the two pilots of the fighter air­
craft had visual contact with it over Bulm-Jayo . " 

, The object, said to be orange , was tracked by visual sightings on 
�onday afternoon last week �roffi Beltbridge , Gwanda, Mwene zi and West Ni cholson . 
and then Plumtree .  It was then seen cle �rly from the control tower at Bula­
wayo Airport and the meteorology radar at the airport locked on to it . 

Two fi ghters 1vere scrambled at 5 . 45 pm and they were direeted to the 
obj ect hovering above the city at around 7 , 000 feet . It ac celerated ·upwards at 
a 'ltremendous s peed, " according to Air Commodore Dave Thorne_ of the Air Force of 
Zimbabwe headquarters . 

' The Hawks levelled out at 31 . 000feet and the UFO stopped at 1i, OOr feet �  
When the t't-v-o fi ghters returned t o  Thornhill Air Force Base , the object 

was seen above the base by the t·wo pilots and several officers and men. 

Air C ommodore Thorne said some 95 percent of UFO ' s are easily 
explained � " The one that t·.Jas sighted ·  over Bulawayo and out-climbed our fighters 
i-s obviously one of the 5 per ce n-t that are not explainable" . 

Neither the Commander nor Air Commodore Thorne were prepared to believe 
that the flying object mi ght have bee n  a remotely controlled air- shi p because of 
its quiet operation and its powe rful vertical acceleration. 

Afte r the craft h8VC r8 d eve� Thcr���ll for a few moments it flew e ast­
wards horizontally again at a hi �h s peed. Trained observers at Bulawayo 
airport said the obje ct seemed to be rounded with a short cone stretching above 
t t .  The diameter · t-Ias shorte r than the wing s pan of a Boeing 707 and it was silent .  

. I t  shone ve�y b:-ightly in the afternoon sun and was diffi cult to see 
distinctly. The two observers ,  who have both been trained to observe objects in 

- the air accurately, said they had seen nothing like it  before . 

In the past Met .  Offi ce balloons have bee n  seen and only identified 
later but this is not one o: those cases ; the Air Force says it could not have 
been a Met . balloon and thi s is confirmed by other source s .  

I n  its s pectacular ri se over Bulawayo Air Port from 7, 000 to 70, 00G 
feet i n  le ss than a minute the obje ct must have been travelling at more than 
2 , 300 krnh . during the middle part of the ascent ,  around twi ce the s peed of sound 
at those altitude s .
