At this point perhaps it may be opportune to present a brief history of
the Victorian U.F.O. Research Society.

The earliest U.F.O. group to form in Australia was the “‘Australian Flying
Saucer Bureau’ under the direction of Edgar Jarrold and Andrew Tomas,
in the early 1950s. At the same time, Fred Stone inaugurated the “Australian
Flying Saucer Research Society’” in Adelaide. After approximately two
years the Bureau closed down and was regarded as a branch of the
“‘Australian Flying Saucer Research Society” under Andrew Tomas. This
shortly broke from Adelaide and became the “Australian U.F.O. Investigation
Centre” with Dr. Clifford at its head until 1958, when the Presidency
passed to Dr. Lindtner.

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The “Australian Flying Saucer Research Society (Victorian Branch)” was
formed on the 17th February, 1957 as a branch of the *‘Australian Flying
Saucer Research Society’” and later that year was re-organised as the
“Victorian Flying Saucer Research Society’ with Mr. Peter E. Norris L.L.B.
as President. In 1968 the name was again altered — this time to the
“Victorian U.F.O. Research Society”.
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During this time, the Society has published various papers and is probably
best known for its publication Australian Flying Saucer Review, curtailed in
1972 due to high costs and subsequently superseded by the Australian
U.F.O. Bulletin and at one stage sponsored and produced a quarter-hour
program on a Melbourne radio station under the heading of “The Truth
Behind Flying Saucers’.

The Society had held a dispassionate attitude on U.F.O.s, claiming it is a
scientific problem deserving closer attention. It has also met regularly in
General Meetings and maintains the largest U.F.O. library in the Southern
Hemisphere, making books available by post, to members throughout the

Membership of this Society — which maintains the largest membership of
any U.F.O. organisation in the Southern Hemisphere — is open to all who
are genuinely interested in the subject.
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There are so many similarities
between very early sightings and more recent
reports, that it just can't be coincidence,

These occurrences go back as far
as the Royal Records of Thotmes I11 - circa
1504 - 1450 BC - among other things the
papyrus contains a report of a great circle
of 1light of at least 170 feet across and
as it passed over the terrified Egyptians,
they fell to the ground in fear. A few days
later, these silent objects which had an
offensive odour, were seen again.

Alexander's Army was dispersed
in fear on at least three occasions, by
'flying shields', which resembled_  many
modern day UFO repotrts of being circular
in shape with a dome or cupola on top.
During World War 2, pilots of

were called 'foo fighters', yet apparently
harmed neither side. Professor James.FE.

These lights remind us of the
Rendellsham Forest Incident where the object
came down close to the American Base in
Suffolk and apparently contact was made
with the Commander of the Base.

The second night a number of
officers and men went looking for the object
and lights were seen coming through the
forest and hastened them all back to the
barracks.

ON THE UFO TRAIL

BY PAUL. NORMAN

The year 1987, began with a surprise. As suddenly
as a bolt of lightning from the clear sky, came the
surprise of an unexpected invitation to visit researchers
on Mainland China!

Since much. of my itinerary had already been
prepared for the overseas journey, some last minute
adjustments were quickly made to accept this most welcome
invitation.

For years, the Chinese people had been kept in the
dark concerning such events as the landing on the moon. The
blackout of news and information on these major developments
were similar to the policy of most Governments throughout
the world, in keeping the general public in ignorance
concerning U.F.0.'s, and their landing on the earth.

Even during the reign of MAO TSE-TUNG and his
follow up Government, the Chinese people were observing
and discussing among themselves, the mystery objects in
the sky.

Later, during the Cultural Revolution, a few articales
began to appear in various Chinese news papers and other
publications. Concern also existed within the Chinese Army
that many of these objects were operated by Russian Military
pilots or even superior aircraft provided to TAIWAN by
the United States. As more was learned about the increasing
number and descriptions of these unusual objects, the
officials began to realise that these mystery objects were
out performing mundane aircraft from any nation, at the
same time more difficulty was experienced with attempts to
hold U.F.0. activity at a low key.

Some of the encounters are described in the book,
""FOUR GREAT MYSTERIES OF MAINLAND CHINA", by PAUL DONG,
a Chinese American, who now resides in California. Paul
migrated from CANTON at the age of fourteen. He grew up in
America, where news of U.F.0. activity was available from
reliable Ufologists in that country.

Paul Dong has been a valuable asset to several
Chinese groups which continue to spring up in areas of
that vast country.

One of my hosts had previously learned of
V.U.F.0.R.S. from a contact who was on a visit in his
area a few years ago. He had been subscribing to our
"AUSTRALIAN U.F.O0. BULLETIN" for a number of years before
we learned of his association with other Ufologists, who
initiated my visit there. I found his associates very
friendly, educated, and eager to hear about reports from
Australia.



Of special interest to me was the report and
sketch of a ringed bullet shaped object which flew low
over the house of a lady school teacher near, OAI GANG
oil fields at TANGSHAW CITY, on 5th of October, 1980.

The sighting was witnessed by her husband and
four youths who were fishing near the sea shore at the
same time. The object was very similar to a ringed object
reported in November of the same year by a pilot who was
flying over California. The encounter was investigated by

researchers in that state and published in the February
1982 edition of the MUFON JOURNAL.

The identical type U.F.0. has also flown through
the skies of Australia, and has been reported in our
"AUSTRALIAN U.F.O. BULLETIN" (see sketch). Thus the

incident of coincidence are increasing along the U.F.O.
trail.

PILOT TWICE ENCOUNTERS RINGED UFO

Sighting No. 1

The first encounter took place at
9:30 p.m. PS.T. on November §,
1980. over the northern part of Lake
Berryessa near Lake Intersection of
V-87 flight path (aircraft navigation
maps). Al the witness's request for
anonymity, we will call him John
Taylor.

John was returning from Chico,
Calif., from the north on a heading
almost due south at about 8,000 feet
and was flying IFR (Instrument Flight
Rules) even though it was clear all
around him. There was an overcast
area off his left wing to the east at
roughly 12.000 feet. Scanning the sky
around him for other aircraft, as any
®ood pilot does, he spotted a light at
his 7:30 o'clock position. He called
‘Qakland FAA Center and asked if
anather aircraft was near his position.
Qukland Center intormed him they
knew ot no other aircraft at that loca-
tion and nothing showed on radar.
The light seemed to be 3 to S miles
away.

Shortly after the radio exchange
with Qakland, the light began to in-
crease in intensity and he realized it
was rapidly approaching  him. 1t
moved parallel to his 9:00 oclock
position, pacing him off his left wing
at a Jistance ot about a half mile. It
stayed there tor 1S to 20 seconds dur-
ing which time Taylor managed to
®et a good look at his visitor in the
dark night sky. Taylor did not recall
sceing the moun out that night,
possibly due to the partial 12,000 foot
overcast and his close attention to the
UFO.

What he saw was an elongated
tear-drop-shaped orange glowing ob-

ject extremely streamlined. smooth.
and bullet shaped at the nose. The
rounded nose area was glowing and
pulsing a vivid orange. The pulse rate
was once or twice a second. The rest
of the main body and tapered cnd
were a constant glow of a lighter
orange. The most unusual feature of
the strange craft was a spinning ring
of red. blue, and white light that was
whirling around the main body just
behind the base area of the bLullct
nose portion, as if it were an almaost
invisible propeller spinning at high
speed (see sketch). No other details or
features. such as windows or protru-
sions were discernible. The ring spevd
would incresse as the UFO a-
celerated.

The object then increased in color
and brightness at the same time
shooting fornward to about 3 miles
ahead of Taylor's plane at unbe-
lievable speed. It then made a tixht
vertical right angle tumn without skw-
ing and shot straight upward at
tremendous speed. disappearing from
sight in about 5 seconds.

During its initial acceleration away
from Taylor's aircraft, the object went
through a rapid shape transtormation.
The object changed from its clearly
defined outline to a glowing bright

hell of orange light in roughly 3
seconds before it ascended vertically
and disappeared. Alongside Taylor's
plane, the object appeared to be ap-
proximately 4S5 feet in length, 15 to
20 feet in diameter and the whirling
ring 30-33 feet in diameter.

Taylor called Oakland Center
again, briefly describing what he had
cxperienced. The Center mentioned
that they had been getting reports for
the past few nights from the San Jose
arca, south of his location. The con-
trollers were curious about the
sighting.

Five minutes later, now over the
southem end of Lake Berryessa,
Toylor saw the UFO again. This time
it was at his 6:30 o'clock position. He
wanted to make sure he was not see-
ing some kind of reflection, so he
turned off the inside and outside
lights. With the lights off the pilot
could still see the UFO. He then
banked the plane to the left and was
able to see the reflection of the glow-
ing object on top of the left wing. He
told Oakland Center the object was
near him again, and they told him
they would try to vector other air-
craft to his position for a confirming
look at his | aerial companion

Taylor's aircraft and the UFO were
still in a clear sky area with a 12,000
foot overcast. The object again shot
forward going though the same shape
Iransformation. passed Taylor's plane
arul again made an instantaneous 90°
vertical turn, then shot up through
the overcast. An airliner at 22,000
feet saw it come up through the over-

Sighting No. 2

On August 8, 1981 at 2:30 a.m.
P.D.T. near San Luis reservoir, some

The sky was perfectly clcar. the
first quarter moon had already st
beyond the horizon. The strange
“ringed” teardrop UFO showed up
this time at his 10:30 o'clack position
as he flew along at an altitude of ap-
proximately 7.500 fect. He tried to
call Oakland Center to report the
presence of the UFO but discovered
that both communications  radiex
were not functioning. A quick «heck
showed that bath navigation receiv-
ers were also not working.

The digital read-out on the DME
(Distance Measuring Equipment)
started changing numbers, then went
blank. Becoming alarmed about all
this sudden equipment failure Taylor
then turned a radio switch to “test”
and turned up the volume in an at-
tempt to at least hear static nuise
level. There was none on either head-
phones or speaker. All this time the
UFO held its 10:30 position ahead
and off his left wing, estimated from
one-half to one mile distance. Con-
cerned about all the apparent E-M ef-
fects on the electrical instrumenta-
tion, it was gratifying to know that
the engine continued to function

and the object got brighter with each
pulse. The shape of the UFO would
gradually be absorbed into what ap-
peared to be a big ball of fire, all
within a few seconds. It pasmed
through this sequence of changes dur-
ing the acceleration as it shot forward,
then again made a vertical 90 degree
turn straight up and disappeared from
sight.

Taylor now noticed that all his
radio equipment was again function-
ing normally. Contact was then made
with Oakland Center and he learned
they had been concerned because his
plane had gone off the radar screens
during the maneuvering of the UFO
in front of him. The object itself
never showed up on the Oakland
radar scopes, but somehow did block
his aircraft out at the time. Oakland
Center was informed about the in-
truder, but these controliers showed
no interest, or perhaps no belief in
what this pilot related to them.

EXTRA-TERRESTRIALS AMONGS US is a book that some people will

love, while many of the hardcore Ufologists will tear it to
shreads.

George Andrews seems to have more than a passing interest in
UFOs, extraterrestrials, and other mysteries aQJunct to the UFO
phenomenon. He ©begins the book on a very positive note by
revealing the cover-up story in Fawcett's book CLEAR INTENT,
followed by the work of France's official UFO investigative
agency GEPAN. He provides coverage of some very substantial UFO
cases, thereby building the case for something very strange
happening in the world around us. His treatment of the official
United States E.T. Law is good because he quotes it verbatim.
Readers will welcome this bit of information.

My own bias 1is not in favor of the ancient astronauts
theory, 8o when Andrews shifts to the historical section titled

From Deep Antiquity to Modern Times I felt he weakened his case

for extraterrestrial visitations. This section is interestingly

presented, with some new viewpoints mixed in with the same

material as presented by Erich Von Daniken.

The extraterrestrial premise 1is damaged further by a
detailed 1look at pyramid construction. While it is nice to
imagine extraterrestrial constructors of the pyramids,

pyramidologists have already done a credible job of explaining
the details of the construction and the people who did the, work.
Critters in flying saucers were not required to get the job done.

The section on suicides mimics the feelings of many
ufologlists, even though they will never admit that fact in
public. I have heard similar discussions within private groups
of ufololgists for the past 10 to 20 years. Unfortunately,
Andrews could have made this section more hard hitting if he had
cqvered fewer alleged suicides, but in greater detail. Omitting
non-UFO material such as the KRaren Silkwood case would also have

been a strengthening factor.

The chapter on Mysterious Mutilations should be expanded into
a book devoted to that subject, because the mutilation activity

is 80 complex that a chapter does not do it Justice.

While Andrews covers a lot of interesting material in Space
Tribes Signal, the chapter leaves a lot to be desired. His
glimpse of the work of Leonard Stringfield is credible, but 1is
too shallow to give the reader a full 4insight into the
significance of the <crash case investigations. A number of
abduction cases recorded by other authors provide detailed
descriptions of humanoids and the interiors of their «craft.
Andrews 1ignored most of the better caaea and devoted his apsce

instead to a long diasertation that could be easily described ss

"split peraonality".

EXTRA-TERRESTRIALS AMONG US is a potpourri of information.

It has some strong points, but these are diluted by the addition

of spurious information about fish falls and spontaneous
combustion. For that reason it will be difficult for the
publisher to target a specific market. The novice will

probably find the book inspiring in many ways. On the other hand
the critics will seek to protect the unspoiled minds of the
novices and call for further censorship of this type of
material. Most seasoned ufologists will find very little new
material in this book and will probably tend to ignore it.

Perhaps the best feature of the book is that it keeps the
UFO mystery alive and open for scrutiny. Andrews has certainly
drawn a new battle line.

Even during the early days of UFOLOGY - in the
50's - we were reading some rather exciting stories of
abductions from the South American area. Now we read or hear
of many world wide reports of 'lost time', usually associated
with abductions, where individuals - and in one case husband
and wife - were taken aboard and subjected to medical examination.

’ Recently these stories have been showing up
through the medium of medically conducted hypnosis sessionson
abductees and are extremely interesting in as much as it 1is
usually not their first contact.

Compare the case of the disappearance of the
Avengers in the Bermuda Triangle, the experience of Larry
Coyne and the other officers in the Helicopter, which rose
several tkhousand feet while they were describing a UFO
hovering above them, with that well known and documented
disappearanc» of Fredrick Valentich. Coyne and his crew were
fortunate their Helicopter 'dropped away' and could still fly,
the others were not so lucky.

To sum up, we commence with elusive lights,
then see objects with shape, we then learn they leave marks
on the ground which can show altimeter and compass variations,
we have animal reactions to UFO's and the rings they leave
behind. .

Following on these, we see entities associated
with UFO's, then the blood-tingling abductions; cars, tractors
and possibly even aircraft spluttering or stopping, whilst a
UFO is nearby.

We have films and photos of these objects, but
not untill much later, do we have the means to analyse these,
while at the same time we learn of quite large numbers of
abductee cases and commence further investigations by means
of hypnosis.

I believe it i1s no coincidence that our UFO
friends(?) are gradually revealing themselves to us.

US ‘examined bodies
of UFO crew in 1947

LONDON: The bodles of four allens
from a UFO which crashed in the
United States 40 years ago were
recovered and examined by a special
government team, according to top-
secret documents obtained by a Brit-
ish researcher.

A report in a national Sunday news-
paper in Britaln sald a committee
code-named Ma jestic 12 was involved
in the recovery operation and the
subsequent cover-up.

The Observer newspaper said it had
seen the documents which claim the
then head of the CIA, Admiral Roscoe
Hillenkoetter, reported that ‘“al-
though these creatures are human-
like In appearance, the biological and
evolutionary processes responsible for
thelr development have apparently
been quite different from those obser-
ved or postulated in homo saplens”.

Hoax

The document purports to be a
briefing paper for President Eilsen-
hower on Operation Majestic 12, or
MJ-12. :

A leading British UFO researcher,
Mr Timothy Good, claims In his book
Above Top Secret: The Worldwide
UFO Cover-up, that Majestic 12 was a
committee of senlor US officlals
which investigated and then covered
up flying saucer crashes.

Some experts belleve the story
could be a hoax involving the planting
in the files of Air Force Intelligence of
a separate White House memo that
supports the briefing paper.

The Observer sald Inquirles had
been unable to authenticate the docu-
ment but evidence had been found to
support the existence of the mysteri-
ous MJ-]2 committee.

In the briefing paper detailing the
discovery of the alien bodies, It was
reported that on June 24 1947 disc-
shaped aircraft were sighted in the
us.

“Little was learned until a local
rancher reported that one had
crashed In New Mexico.” the briefing
paper sald.

“On July 7 1947, a secret operation’
was begun to assure recovery of the
wreckage for scientific study.

“During the course of this opera-
tion, aerlal reconnaissance discovered
that four small human-like beings
had apparently ejected from the craft
before it exploded."

Extensive searches of the archives
of U8 presidents Truman and Eisen-
hower and the Natlonal Archives
have falled to turn up a copy.

But a White House memorandum
referring to a meeting of MJ-12 was
found in the flles of the Alr Force's
Director of Intelligence.

An American UFO writer sald In
The Observer that the memo and the
briefing paper could be part of a so-
phisticated fraud.

“There are some things that look
wrong with the White House memo."
the UFO writer, Mr Barry Green-
wood, sald.

“For example it is unsigned. It Is
just possible that it was manufac-
tured by someone wanting to prove
the existence of MJ-12 and then
inserted into Alr Force Intelligence
records which had recently been
opened to the public.

“The hoaxer could then have or-
dered a copy from the Natlonal Ar-
chives which would carry the officlal
declassification stamp."

For the past 42 years I have been a civilian UFO investigator,
researcher, organizer, writer, lecturer and teacher in the exciting field
of the scientific study of unidentified flying objects(UFOs).

For 22 of these years I have seriously entertained the dream of
establishing a UFO Museum somewhere as both a tourist attraction and as a
research center, but because of my responsibilities with the YMCA, cthe
nevspapers and a restaurant I have not been able to follow up this project,
which I now know, beyond a reasonable doubt would be a successful endeavor

and wvould meet a growing need in the UFO field.
WHY A UFO MUSEUM?

1. It would help preserve the history of UFOs for all future
generations.

2. It would capitalize on the widespread public and private interest,
belief and awareness, as has already been detected by the 1978 Gallup Poll
and other polls and studies on a global basis.

3. It would serve as a collection center for all past, present and
future donors of UFO materials, some who have already willed their collections
to me and to others. The potential for financial, material and human resources
cannot be overestimated.

4, It would enable us to educate the public on current facts and
discoveries concerning UFOs worldwide.

S. It would serve as a "reporting center', where eyewitnesses could
report their experiences without fear of ridicule, censorship or other
recriminations. .

6. It would not compete, but rather cooperate and coordinate with
all other existing UFO organizations and UFO publicationms, etc.

WHERE A UFO MUSEUM?

1. It should be in an area with future growth potential in terms of
population, diversified industry and business, educational institutioms, and
centrally located with easy accessibility to outside visitors, tourists,etc.

2. It would probably be located where the largest number of rapidly
available investors could be found as quickly as possible.

3. It might be located near an area already highly developed as a
tourist attraction or an area located near where popular natural mysteries
such as the Brown Mountain Lights, spook lights, Bigfoot creatures, ice
caves, caverns, haunted places already attract curious crowds.

WHAT IN A UFO MUSEUM?

1. It would include the following rooms and facilities to begin with
(a) Classrooms (b) reading room and library (c) lecture room auditorium (d)
exhibit room (e) research room (f) publications and information room (g) snack
bar and registration room (h) storage and utility room (i) office, etc.

HOW WOULD A UFO MUSEUM FUNCTION?

(a) The glassroom would be used for teaching UFO courses, conducting
ershofs and Board Meetings, and holding UFO study group meetings, etc.

b) The reading room and library would be used for viewing UFO books,
jJournals, scrapbooks, clipping services, magazine articles, worldwide UFO
studies and publications, Freedom of Informations UFO documents, etc.

(c) The lecture room auditorium would be used for UFO symposiums,
conferences, movie [ilms, visiting UFO speakers, training sessions and
a commmity rental meeting room(when not in use for UFO events), etc.

(d) The exhibit room would be used for group tours such as schools,
community service clubs, bus tours, private and public visitationms, etc.
Exhibits would include eyewitness sketchings and paintings, display boards,
announcement bulletins of coming events, clipping displays of recent reported
UFO sightings, slide presentations, artifacts, sculptured models of UFOs
and their occupants documented along with landing marks, framed photographs,
UFO trivia pursuit questions/answers, etc.

The exhibit room would also have private ‘stalls and/or small
theatres for seeing and hearing sound recordings of eyewitness accounts,
UFO video cassettes, UFO documented movies, tape recordings, etc. Visiting UFO
photographic exhibits would be on display from time to time, as would
permanent exhibits of UFO investigative kits and IFO displays(things identifie:
that wvere not UFOs)such as planes, planets, balloons, meteors, hoaxes, fake
photographs, flares, etc.

If in future years those reported Retrievals of the Third Kind
(crashes of UFOs with the bodies of aliens) are confirmed you can be rest
assured that room will be readily available for these exhibits too. In fact,
a separate museum could quickly be built for these items alone(with private
booths for skeptics to weep 1:3. .

(e) The research room include filing cabinets, case histories, special-
ized research, field investigations, computers and printouts, :eroxing
machines(to share information with visiting field investigators and students),
global UFO catalogs, correspondence, eyewitness questionairies, study results,
state UFO histories, etc.

(£f) The publications and information room would include for retail
sales such items as old and current ‘UFO books, a UFO Museum newsletter, global
UFO journals, a booth for taping your own UFO experience(both audio and visual]
UFO tapes, cassettes, T-shirts, bumper stickers, penants, cookbooks, sound
recordings, slides, UFO catalogs, photo of you and your favorite UFO or
UFOnaut booth(using models), UFO written exams, recommended reading and
publications/organizations lists, UFO investigator's kits and equiptment,etc.
Free UFO information handouts and questionairies for eyewitnesses canm be
distributed, as well as UFO Museum brochures.

(g) The .spack bar and istration room would include food featuring
space doggies(hot dogs), UFO burgers(hamburgers), UFOs(unidentified frozen gr
fried objects)(fruit salad and french fties% and the like. The snack bar would
have chairs and other tables and chairs would be available for guests. This
area of the museum would include other vending machines, a registration book
for guests, video games and a lighted five cosmic quizzes on UFO experiences
with selector buttons, as well as selected statements by world figures and
their photographs and names on the walls. Information brochures on nearby area
motels, hotels, eating spots, other area attractions can be made available for
those who may wish to stay overnight or for longer periods of time in the area
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(h) Storage and utility room would include office supplies, cleaning
supplies, incoming exhibits and donated UFO collections, etc.

(i) The office would include the usual telephone, desk and chairs,
secretarial supplies, typewriter, mimeograph machine, perhaps an answering
service for off hours, book shelves, a personal filing cabinet, extra
promotional materials such as posters, etc. Toilets should be nearby for
both the staff and visitors to the UFO Museum.

HOW TO FINANCE & PROMOTE A UFO MUSEUM?

There would me many different ways to finance and promote a
UFO Museum, almost as numerous as one could imagine. One of course would
be to take a bank note and pay it off over a period of time(along with the
current interest. Two would be to go to different investors to get the
money with an estimated period of time their investment would be paid
off. B

Several other unique ways to gain such support, would be to enlist
the 15 million Americans, who claimed to have seen UFOs(in the 1978 Gallup
Poll)(to put their money where their mouth is) and donate $1 each towards
the establishment of a UFO Museum.

Another way would be to seek such donations through the various
worldwide UFO organizations and publications.

And yet another approach would be to seek public and private
foundation grants to fund the UFO Museum.

The UFO Museum project could be financed and promoted through the
foll owing means:

(A) News releases and public appearances on radio, TV and the
newspapers, magazines, etc.

(B) Through lecture tours at the college and university level.

(C) Through signboards on area highways and community posters.

(D) Through announcements on global as well as national UFO journmals,
publications and study groups. and UFO organizations.

(E) Through announcements, both personal appearances and bulletin
board posters throughout the school system(elementary through college/
university level.)

(F) Through museum admission fees, service fees, group and bus tours,
family and contributing memberships. r

(G) Through funds raised by workshops, symposiums, conferences,
classes, lecture appearances, auditorium rentals. .

(H) Through admission fees for special visiting UFO speakers and
visitin ;ahot:ographic exhibits of UFOs.

?I Through proceeds raised on vetail sales of UFO bumper stickers,
UFO T-shirts, in-house UFO Museum newsletters and bulletins, penants, a

rcentage of profits from the smack bar, commmity rental of auditorium

when available), through xerox machine use by researchers, through training
sessions for investigators, through publications and book sales, through
special research publications at the UFO Museum, through taping booth fees for
recording UFO experiences and fees for favorite UFO/ UFOnaut photographs, UFO
trivia pursuit booklets, through sale of UFO cassettes, cookbooks, UFO
catalogs, speclal research information requests, )

(J) The UFO Museum can also be promoted through area Chamber of
Commerce, shopping center exhibits, hotel/motel brochures, guided tours for

tourists, Civic Clubs, similiar organizations, school classes, visits by
commmity service organizations such as YMCAs, Boys Clubs, Girls Clubs,
Boy Scouts, Co-Ed Day Camp trips, etc. In-house UFO Museum newsletters,
brochures amd special programs and activities conducted there during the
year can also be used to help promote the UFO Museum.

(K) Income could be produced from the video and vending machines
in the snack bar and registration room.

(L) Additional funds could be derived in the future from outside
"flying saucer" rides and other amusement rides if provided as the UFO
Museum concept grows.

(M) UFO Museum Gift Memberships, and Half-Price Guest Passes (special
rates) can be sold.

(N) Special UFO workshop fees and special video and movie films can
be provided at a special admission fee throughout the year.for both members
and noo-uembers. :

(0) The UFO Museum could be further promotéed with exhibits, which would
includes examplesof evidence for UFO Encounters of the First, Second, Third
and Fourth Kind, .

(P) Exhibits of different case histories can be on display at the
museun from time to time, along with a map showing the different locations
where the incidents occurred.

WHEN A UFO MUSEUM?

To date I have been talking to several investors from Gatlingburg,
Tennessee and from Blowing Rock and Statesville, North Carolina on the UFO
Museum project.

My previous suggestions to the National Enquirer and to Walt Disney
World have been turmned down.

I have over 14,000 UFO items in my collection over the past four
decades, plus several persons, who have already willed their collections
to me for the not-to-distant future.

With the widespread public and private interest in UFOs worldwide
in over 140 world nations for over 40 yaars now, I am sure that my proposal
for a UFO Museun that I have briefly outlined in this article is on sound
grounds and has the making for a highly successful venturs. I feel that
the members of the Mutual UFO Network, Inc.(MUFON) would also support such
a worthy project in many ways. x

It is oy firm conviction that the time for the establishment of a
UFO Museum and the fulfillment of my dream for such a project is an idea
whose tims has come. Branch UFO Museums could be established in future years.

I am avare of similiar efforts on a smaller scale that have already
proven popular in other states such as California, Minnesota and Pennsylvania.

I have in brief tried to outline the WHY, WHERE, WHAT, HOW . .
and WHEN for my UFO Museum Proposal for the MUFON UFO JOURNAL in hopes that
it will be read by many and in someway reach those who will help my UFO
Museum concept become a reality in the very near future. My motivatiom,
my experience, my contacts and my collections and enthusiasm stand ready
to back those who will choose to support my proposal.

CASE STUDRY OF a

An event took place on the evening of October 21, 1978 which was so bizarre that it immedi-
ately captured the imagination of the world’s press.
