At this point perhaps it may be opportune to present a brief history of 
the Victorian U.F.O. Research Society. 

The earliest U.F.O. group to form in Australia was the .. Australian Flying 
Saucer Bureau'' under the. direction of Edgar Jarrold and Andrew Tomas, 
in the early 1950s. At the same time, Fred Stone inaugurated the "Australian 
Flying Saucer Research Society" in Adelaide. After approximately two 
years the Bureau closed down and was regarded as a branch of the 
"Australian Flyiilg Saucer Research Society" under Andrew Tomas. This 
shortly broke from Adelaide and became the "Australian U.F.O. Investigation 
Centre" with Dr. Clifford at its head until 1958, when the Presidency 
passed to Dr. Lindtner. 

The ''Australian Flying Saucer Research Society (Victorian Branch)" was 
formed on the 17th February, 1957 as a branch of the " Australian Flying 
Saucer Research Society" and later that year was re-organised as the 
"Victorian Flying Saucer Research Society" with Mr. Peter E. Norris LL.B. 
as President. In 1968 the name was again altered - this time to the 
"Victorian U.F.O. Research Society". 

During this time, the Society has published various papers and is probably 
best known· for its publication Australian Flying Saucer Review, curtailed in 
1972 due to high costs and subsequently superseded by the Australian 

U.F.O. Bulletin and at one stage sponsored and produced a quarter-hour 
program on a Melbourne radio station under the heading of "The Truth 
Behind Flying Saucers". 

The Society had held a dispassionate attitude on U.F.O.s, claiming it is a 
scientific problem deserving closer attention. It has also met regularly in 
General Meetings and _maintains the largest U.F.O. library in the Southern 
Hemisphere, making books available by post, to members throughout the 
Commonwealth. 

Membership of this Society - which maintains the largest membership of 
any U.F.O. organisation in the Southern Hemisphere - is open to all who 
are genuinely interested in the subject.

Not being an interested reader of fiction this was not an easy 

book for me to read but due to several request from ufologists, I 

felt obligated to give my opinion. 

Firstly, the author, Dr. Haines is a brave scientist to write 

about UFOs, a subject that most others of the scientific community 

are too frightened to mention. 

Secondly, the author was thousands of kilometers from the scene 

where the action took place. 

Thirdly, the author cannot be blamed for clothing the book with 

plenty of padding and many loopholes. 

One half of the book is fiction and fiction endeed because the 

disappea�ance of pilot Frederick Valentich is the ereatest
.

mystery 

in Austrolian aviation history and we have our hands full trying to 

cottfirm what details were �eported without adding more difficulties 

such as what might have been. And since that fatal Saturday evening 

the reports e.re still being received. Only recently another witness 

J'honed in regard to a sighting which occurred at 7 p m of October 21, 

197fJ( The date of the encounter) just 12 minutes before a mystery 

sound interrupted the radio communication between Valentich and the 

fli�ht service traffic controller. 

The sighting was from a witness who resided near Sale, Victoria. 

From his home he saw a large yellow light pulsating out over Bass 

-St�nit. As it hovered three smaller yellow lip,hts came streaking out 

of ttte sky nnf merged with the lar�er object which then s ho t straight 

up dis�ppea�ing toward the stars. 
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What made the Frederick Valentich Episode more difficult were state­

ments from biased journalists who are accustomed to write about every­

thing and are experts on nothing except misquotations and out of 

context reporting. This practice made it exceedingly obscure and 
I 

complicated the problem for both local private _and official 
investigators when trying to make as assesment of what actually 

happened. 

For example: The friends of Frederick went to Appolo Bay to search 

for the missing pilot after they learned he had said his engine was 

rough idling, they thought that perhaps he had turned back to the 

nearest land, Cape Otway. His girl friend was trying to contact 

'the pilot's father when she checked in at Bay Pines Motel she asked 

· the receiptionest if a Valentich was regestered there. Melbourne 

newsmen said thatshe had asked if Frederick Valentich was registered 

there. This false statement was fed to the readership and press wires 

suggesting that Frederick had hoaxed his UFO encounter and ·intended 

to rendezvous with friends at Appolo Bay. With newsmen hounding the 

Bay Pines Motel, Rhonda and her parents moved to another motel in the 

area whe� the manager refused to tell newsmen wheather or not the 

friends were there. This led to a further followup story from the 

press stating that the group. was hiding out with Frederick on Cape 

Otway. 

Meanwhile, oth�newsmen were telling the public another version 

of the incident. They were phoning their newpapers that Fred�ick 

was not where he reported his position and had fabricated his 

disappearance and had stolen the aircraft with intentions to sell 

it on the blackmarket. Local ufologists tracked these false newspaper 

stories into a dead end through people on holidays who were camped 

on the Parker River. about five miles east of Cape Otway lighthouse. 

These campers saw his blue and white Cessna fly overhead at the 

· the time the pilot was making his turn for a heading toward King Island • 

. A few days later the Department of Transport issued a statement that 

there was no reason to suggest Valentich was not where he radioed his 

position. 
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Frede.rick Valentich was not the only person who reported a s tra nge 

object flying over and near Bass Strait that same day and ·night. Local 

ufo� og ists found more than fifty good witnessed observations which 

occurred before during and after his encounter. 'The period of UFO 

activity had been building up for over six weeks around Bass Strait 

prior to his famous encounter. 

The activity reached a peak that very weekend the pilot and his 

aircraft disappeared consummating with at least twenty observations 

from peopl� who saw a green light out over Bass Str�it in the direction 

a nd at the same time the pilot was describing a long shaped mystery 

object with a green light. The locations from where these green lights 

were seen were Portsea, Frankston, Brighton Beach, Geelong and (FIG 2 )  -

from motorist who were travelling along the Great Ocean Road near Lorne, 

located on the north shore of the Strait. 

Dr. Haines has expressed his doubt about the Roy Manifold photos. He 

suggests they may be a hoax. Yet he accepts a similar photog raphic 

incident investigated by himself which occurred near a mountain in 
Canada as � enu i ne because the lady photographer did not have her 
camra pointed di rectly at the image which she later discovered after 

the film was developed. 

Her camra was aimed directly at the m ountain peak that she 

wanted to photograp. The author thinks that if the lady was tryi ng to 

hoax the photo she would have had her camra focused on a later added 

1mage or other faked image. 

I regard the analysis by bot h Kodak and G. S.W. technicians as much 

more accurate. 

Roy Manifold, likewise had his camra aimed directly ove� Bass Strait 

toward the sett ing sun and not on the image found on the photo after 

it was�developed. When he discovered this he took the negative and 

photo back to Kodak where both were checked out and found to be genuine. 

With regard to the Manifold Photo, the author quotes an Anti-UFO 

editor of t he Melbourne Sun who did not have the Negat.ive Analysed 

and who said t he alledged UFO was just a dark grey blurred BLOB 

on t he negative! . 
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In addition, Roy Manifold did not try to make any 

money from the photci. He chedked the negative out with Kodak because 
. . 

it might be a clue and wobld be of some help toward solving the 

mystery. Manif0ld had a much better reason for not seeing an�object 

due to the fact he was f acing the sunset, his camra was on a tripod 

taking shot� automatically. He had no necessity to be looking even in 

that direction. I am personally acquainted with Roy and have made 

three trips to the area including a weekend visit to the holiday h ouse 

from where the object was photographed. He has expressed no further 

interest in the subject. 

Much of Melbourne Episode is devoted to Pine Gap and the possibility 

o! that installatio� being involved in advanced weapons testing during 

which Valentich became a victim. I disagree with this scenario for the 

f�llowing reasons: Experimental exercises are nearly always carried out 

in isolated areas where they are most likely to go unnoti 6 ed and avoid 

danger to others. 

I have spent several days in Alice Springs, near Pine Gap, mingling 

with the local people making enquires. During August� 1985, I placed an 

ad in the Centralian, the local newspaper calling for witness es to come 

forward� For four d�ys I sat in a hotel room depending on room service 

meals without leaving the telephone and�without receiving one call of 

any description. The following y ear, 1986, I again visited Alice ?prings 

without results. It seems to me that if Pine Gap was a centre for 

UFO tjpe .experiments that the local pe ople would at least be seeing 

lights in the sky . 

I do know of one incident when an overflight took �lace over 

Pine Gap's restricted area by unknown o�jects . I learne d of tryis, 

overf light while being in the presence of scientists, both Australian 
I 

e.nd. Ame rican , but the concern was not for either Russian, Australian, 

American or any other po w er. The concern was ! or unknown and u nex plained 

objects whoes source was unknown� It is hoped t�at information.on 

-this case will be eventually declassified to help solve similar 

overflights of other bases throughout the world. 

Dr. Haines treats the UFO encounter of Frederick Valentich in 

a fictitous manner but states the UFO expreience could be a reality . 
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lie has given a review of the possibilities liste� in his book where 

he doubts his scenaros are the answer including pilot disorientation 

and crash, deliberate hoax and other categories of explanat�ona for 

the d i sappearance of Federick Valentich which he leaves for the reader 

to decide. 

As I read the book I realized more and more that the initiative 

to solve the problem does not lie with the human race but with the 

i ntell igence that is behind the UFOs Because before the mystery sound 

tHat interrupted the communication between the flight service and 

Frederick Valentich he was describiqg an object which has been 

reported from all over the world by millions of people from all walks 

of life.

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CONFIRMATION OF MJ-12? June 1987

The 1954 memo reproduced in CAUS Bulletin seems to be positive 
proof that at one time a special study group called MJ-12 existed. 
Acquisition of the so-called "Cutler memo" was reported in the Nov./ 
Dec. 1986 issue of the International UFO Reporter after it was unearthed 
by author William Moore. CAUS has reported in full on MJ-12 in the 
December 1985 Just Cause. 

The MJ-12 group was supposed to have been set up to investigate 
physical evidence of the Roswell, New Mexico UFO crash, according to 
Lee Graham, our original source who had seen a copy of a full MJ-12 
committee report on the incident. Efforts to confirm to existence of 
MJ-12 have been frustrated by lack of assurance from any agency that 
MJ-12 files were available, until the National Archives released a copy 
of the Cutler memo. 

The memo itself is not exactly dramatic, as you can see. There 
-is no mention of UFOs, but for those who remember our previous report 

the name of General Nathan Twining should be very familiar. He was re­
ported by Graham to be an MJ-1Z member and this does seem to be con­
firmed here. The date of the memo indicates that MJ-12 went well be­
yond the originally reported date of September 18, 1947, meaning that 
Roswell may·not have been it's only objective (note: In a recent con­
v ersation, Graham has revised his recollection of the date to September 
24, 1947. This due to a recent discovery of the document page contain­
ing the correct date). 

The memo goes further to connect MJ-12 to the National Security 
Council, a group very much in the control of the president, then Eisen­
hower. It is not likely that we can get quick confirmation of MJ-12 
from the NSC. We recall an incident a few years ago when an NSC re­
presentative, a Colonel Douglas, visited a Cable News Network office 
in Washington, D.C. in January 1985 to view an advance of the CNN 
Special Assignment report on the 1980 Bentwaters UFO sightinqs. Our

comment. Upon later requests to the NSC for the reason behind Colonel

-at the office and appeared to be genuine). We tend to believe that the 

NSC does such things and later denies same, ·a la "Mission: Impossible• 
(The secretary will disavow • . . .  etc.). If anyone doubts this you haven't 
been watching the Iran/Contra hearings. · 

With all this under consideration we still have some doubts about 
the Cutler memo. We are not yet satisfied about the bigger picture it 
paints. If MJ-12 is so "Top Secret",why the blatant slip in security 
that allows it to be discovered in the National Archives so easily? 
Why was nothing else found either at the Archives or at the Eisenhower 
Library which has been checked? 

CAUS associate Robert Todd, whose advice we value enormously, 
has lenrnr.rl thnt the National Archives it�elf i� beginnlng to que!:Jl1on 
the document's authenticity. There are format flaws: misplacement of 
the security marking under the date instead of above; mi x t u re of diff­
ering degrees of classification (i.e. Top Secret Restricted); the doc­
ument - havi ng the appearance of a carbon copy but not being labeled as 
a copy as other documents in our files are so labeled. It also lacked 

. a TS control number which all documents must contain for proper filing 
and retrieval. An archivist questioned about these concerns stressed 
that anyone could plant a phony document by walking in, asking for a 

_ box of files for research purposes, inserting the hoax into a folder 
and then leaving. The .initial lack of a control number could be evidence 
of this. Little can be done to monitor every researcher using the files. 

We would like to think that this information is true and that 
history-making revelations are on the way. However, facts dictate our 
decisions und we are no t ready to endorse the Cutler memo as genuine 
until all questions are answered.

HISTORY need not always be 
about famous people, or rail· 
ways, or old buildings • • •  

Have you got an outside toilet? Is 
your shinty in the backyard?

Ufologists fly in with kidnap claim 
FLYING saucen have land­

ed - and small aliens wttb 
b l r  heads are abduct lnr 
earthllnp lor blolo&ical re­
search. 

This somewhat dlsconcer­
tlnr Information was revealed 
today by a panel of four 
ufolortsts at a Washlncton 
brieflnc for forelp reporters. 

urologists, I hasten to ex­
plain, are those who study 
unidentified fiyinr objects or, 

- to be more contemporary, un­
identified aerial phenomena 
(UAP). They are in Washington 
for an international SJ1Dpo­
slum on UFOs at the American 
Univenlty this weekend. 

Perhaps beeause they are 
used to beinr rerarded as 
som ewhat eccent r i c ,  the 
ufolortsts produced a docu­
ment to support their claims. 
They also produced Mr Bud 
Hopkins, the man who baa 
lntenlewed 140 of the so-cal· 
led "abductees" and cheeked 
their stories. 

School-teacher Larry Kass 
said the document was sent 
anonymously to California 
urologist and TV producer 
Jaime Shandera in two brown 
paper envelopes lD Deeember 
1984. 

It purports to be a brleftnr 
paper prepared for President­
elect Dwight Eisenhower on 

November 28, 195Z, and says a 
Oylnr saucer crashed in a re­
mote area of New Mexico on 
June Z4, 1941. 

". • • lour small human-like 
beinp had apparently ejected 
from the craft at some point 
before It exploded", the brief­
Inc paper said. It also said 
that the bodies, damared and 
decomposed, were removed 
with wreckare for study. 

Although the ufologlsts said 
they could not endorse the 
authenticity of the document, 
Mr Sbandera said he knew 
from intelligence sources that 
the bodies and wreckage were 
still being kept secretly by the 
US Government. 

And why had this momen­
tous information been kept 
secret for so lone? Well, said 
bearded physicist Stanton 
Friedman. there were ques­
tions of mass panic and the 
need to investigate a superior 
technology. 

Questions of mass panic did 
not trouble Mr Hopkins, a 
New York artist and author of 
a new book The Intruders. Mr 
Hopkins said the stories of 140 
people who said they were 
abducted by aliens were 
similar. 

The abductors were usually 
described as beinr 1 to 1 � 
metres tall with oversized era-

niums, bir eyes. slit mouths, 
t h i n  b o d i e s .  A n d  t h e y  
appeared t o  communicate 
telepathically. 

Often the abductees were 
taken several times in their 
lives - first as children aged 
four to eight, when they often 
suffered a deep cut on the back 
or front of the leg. 

In adulthood the same 
people were often abducted 
again and ova or sperm sam­
ples were removed, Mr Hop­
kins said. 

He said many abductees re­
ported having a needle tipped 
with a tiny ball Inserted 
painfully into a nostril. All, he 
said, b o re m arks of the 
traumas he had described. 

Mr Hopkins said be had 
witheld certain "highly speci­
nc material" from publication 
beeause it provided a check on 
stories of people who had 
c l a i m e d  t o  h a v e  b e e n  
abducted. 

Perhaps the most interes­
ting question is why apparent­
ly intelligent men devote so 
much of their time to trying to 
convince others that close en­
counters of the third kind 
have taken place. 

No less intriguing ls why 
they posit a cover-up or con­
spiracy theory to explain why 

they are usually rerarded 
with sceptical rood humor. 

The science ftction writer 
Ben Bova said recently: "We 
used to have Gods. Now we 
want to feel we're not alone. 
watched over bJ protective 
forces far beyond us." 

Unhappily there's nothiDI 
tenibly protective about little 
creatures with blr beads who 
kidnap, cut and pierce the 
bodies of horrified earthllnp. 
Let's be careful out there.

T a x  m a n  Eric R isstrom 
might well have doubted his 
sanity when he saw two large 
yellow objects hovering in the 
sky east of his North Balwyn 
home. 

Mr R l s s t r o m ,  w h o  i s  
national director o f  the Aus­
tralian Taxpayers' Associa­
tion. rang The Herald to re­
port the metalllc shaft-like 
UFOs 1n the Eltham-Doncas­
ter area at 8.10 am. 

"There are two or them 
which appear to be five miles 
apart and they are rotating in 
unison," he said. 

"I'm certain it's not the sun 
and it's not vapor trails from 
planes." 

Mr Risstrom. who ls also a 
private pilot, said he watched 
the spectacle for 10 minutes. 

His wife Joyce said: "It's 
really strange because they 
held for so long." 

She added: "We are sober." 

Local pollee and the H.V. 
McKay Planetarium in the

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Sacked 
'UFO' 
teacher 
appeals

An Adelaide school­

teacher claims he was 
wrongfully dismissed 

. from his Job for dis­
cussing UFOs with his 
students. 

Mr John Connaughton, 
formerly an Engl ish teacher 
at Smithfield Plains High 
School, today apfealed 
against his dtsmissa to the 
Teachers' Tribunal Board. 

The hearing was closed to 
the Press, but outside the 
court Mr Connaughton ad­
m i tted h a v i n g  had an 
interest In UFOs for more than a decade. 

He had called as a charac­
ter witness the president of 
the SA UFO Society, Mr 
Colin Norris, who attended the bearing. 

Mr Connaughton said he 
w a s  d i s m i s s e d  o n  
September 18 last year,-after 
only four weeks on the job. 

He produced a memo 
which he claimed had been 
sent by Smithfield Plains 
High School principal, Mr 
J i m  Devi tt,  Ustlng the 
reasons for his dismissal. 

The memo stated that Mr 
Connaughton's behavior 
had been bizarre. 

He was alleged to have 
told staff and students that 
he had been in contact with 
beings from outer space and that his life was threatened 
by a secret police terce. 

Many of his lessons had 
concerned UFOa and re­
lated matters. 

Mr Con=h ton said he 
had d1scU UFOs with 
his students, but only be­
cause they had raised the 
matter after a reported 
sighting at Victor Harbor 
last year. 

Hts Investigations into 
UFOs had been used as an 
excuse to get rid or him, he 
claimed · 

Mr Connaughton said his 
position had been made 
very difficult and he had not 
worked since his dismissal. 

Mr Norris said he would 
stand by Mr Connaughton, 
who was a member of the 
UFO Society. 

He added: "A belief In 
U FOs certain ly doesn't 
mean a person 1s crazy. 

"There have been three 
good sightlngs this year, and 
m any people know the. 
phenomena exist."

AFTER five years of con­
spicuous absence , uniden­
tified flying objects are 
back in our skies . . .  

In Britain, hundreds of callers 
have flooded the country's tlrst 
UFO hotllne to report si-ghtings. 

In America, inquiries into UFO 
activity have doubled. 

In Russia, the Academy of Scien­
ce is sponsoring a �or investiga­
tion into visitors from other gala­
xies. 

One o! the most dramatic of 
recent cases involved Ca�tain Ken­
ju Terauchi, a pilot With Japan 
Airlines. who was tlytng·a jumbo jet 
on a routine tllght over ·Alaska. 

Captain Terauchi and his crew 
say they watched three UFOs flying 
alongside them !or hal! an hour. . 

The captain tried to photograph 
them, but his camera wouldn't 
work properly. 

He said the objects moved with 
amazing speed, and occasionally 
stopped abruptly. "We did not feel 
threatened by them," he said. 

At tlrst, the US Federal Aviation 
Authority con.f1nned radar tracking 
of the UFO. Later, they said this 
had been a mistake. 

There was a public outcry and 
the FAA released all their docu­
ments on the incident, which 
showed reports of UFO sightings on 
the radar screens of air tra.mc con­
trollers in Alaska. 

World-wide interest in the "sight­
ings" was intense, and the FAA was 
swamped with callers. In response, 
the agency has, in the words of one 
of its otncials, .. gone into the mail­
order business", 

For a little under $200, you can 
now buy an information pack con-
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tairiing tapes of the crew, state­
ments by air tra.mc controllers, the 
pilot's drawings, and color photo­
graphs of radar images. 

. In America, the demand for in­
fo r m a t i o n  a b o u t  UFO s has 
mushroomed as a result o!  recent 
sightings. "Our membership has 
gone up by 10 per cent within a few 
weeks,"  says Walt Andrus, in­
ternational dlrector o! the Mutual 
UFO Network in Texas. 

"Our mail has doubled. People 
are reall.sing that there really is 
something in this after all. "  

In Britain. efforts to satisfy the 
hunger o! UFO-watchers have been 
made by the Aetherius Society -
so named after the extra-terrestrial 
voices apparently heard by the 
society's founder and president, Sir 
George King. 

The society has recently estab. 
llshed a telephone . hot-Une !or 
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people to report stghtings, and the 
response has been overwhelming. 

A survey by the society has 
shown that 16 per cent o! people in 
Britain believe they have seen a 
UFO. And 72 per cent believe there 
is ll!e elsewhere in the universe. 

Callers to the hotllne · report 
sightings that fall into two common 
categories. "One is a large, cigar­
shaped craft, and the second is a 
round, silver metallic object with 
portholes," says the society's Rich­
ard Lawrence. 

"Some callers give deta.ils of craft 
that sound strikingly similar to 
reports given for the same day in 
difrerent parts of the country. " 

A typical experience is that of 
Neil Gardner, a 54-year-old former 
tlight omcer with British Airways. 

Returning from a day's ritle 
shooting, he saw something in the 

sky which he describes as "litera�y 
out of this world ... 

He looked at it through th{. 
marksman's telescope on his rifle 
and saw a craft about !our times th : 
size of a Jumbo jet . . . '"It was 
changing shape as I watched, from 
bell shaped to saucer-shaped and 
back again," he claims. 

The most celebrated UFO report 
of recent years came from an Amer­
ican A1r Force base in Sutrolk. 
where a group of ainnen claimed to 
have seen an alien spaceship in the 
woods ·surrounding their base. 
landing in a brtlliant explosion of 
light. - .. 

They tried to approach it, but it 
moved away from them as it Ullder 
intelligent control And the next 
day, marks were found on the 
ground, trees were scorched, and 
traces of radiation were recorded. 

What excited UFO enthusiasts 
was that these sightings were om­
cially reported by the deputy com­
mander of the base. Here, at last, 
they thought, was documentary 
proof that we are not alone . . .  

But as with so many of these 
sightings, there was a rational ex­
planation. 

The light came from a lighthouse 
beam. tfie earth marks were made­
by animals. and the trees had been 
burned by foresters indicating that 
they were to be felled . . . 

The sceptics were happy to 
accept the explanation. But many 
people still believed the origtnar 
report. 

Many people who think theY've 
seen UFOs call the RAF - which 
keep no record.!, unless the sight­
ings. are over milltary installations. 

But even the RAF Lsn't entirely 
sceptical. "Oh. no, I wouldn't say 
we were complete unbelievers," 
said one duty omcer. '"Atter all -
rve seen one myselt!" 
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
