At this point perhaps ·it may be opportune to present a brief history of 
the Victorian U.F.O. Research Society. 

The earliest U.F.O. group to form in Australia was the "Australian Flying 
Saucer Bureau" under the. direction of Edgar Jarrold and Andrew Tomas, 
in the early 1950s. At the same time, Fred Stone inaugurated the "Australian 
Flying Saucer Research Society" in Adelaide. After approximately two 
years the Bureau closed down and was regarded as a branch of the 
"Australian Fly¥-tg Saucer Research Society" under Andrew Tomas. This 
shortly broke from Adelaide and became the "Australian U.F.O. Investigation 
Centre" with Dr. Clifford at its head until 1958, when the Presidency 
passed to Dr. Lind tner. 

The ''Australian Flying Saucer Research Society (Victorian Branch)" was 
formed on the 17th February, 1957 as a branch of the " Australian Flying 
Saucer Research Society" and later that year was re-organised as the 
"Victorian Flying Saucer Research Society" with Mr. Peter E. Norris LL.B. 
as President. In 1968 the name was again altered - this time to the 
"Victorian U .F.O. Research Society". 

During this time, the Society has published various papers and is probably 
best known for its publication Australian Flying Saucer Review, curtailed in 
1972 due to high costs and subsequently superseded by the Australian 
U.F.O. Bulletin and at one stage sponsored and produced a quarter-hour 
program on a .Melbourne radio station under the heading of "The Truth 
Behind Flying Saucers". 

The Society had held a dispassionate attitude on U.F.O.s, claiming it is a 
scientific problem deserving closer attention. It has also met regularly in 
General Meetings and maintains the largest _U.F.O. library in the Southern 
Hemisphere, making books available by post, to members throughout the 
Commonwealth. 

Membership of this Society - which maintains the largest membership of 
any U.F.O. organisation in the Southern Hemisphere - is open to all who 
are genuinely interested in the subject.

ON TH.E UFO TRAIL

During the last few days of June, 1987, Ufologists wer e  
taking the news he adlines away from Politic i ans i n  Washi ngton, 
D . C . ,  for the fir st time since the Gre at Radar/Visual UFO 
flap of 1952 . Pe ople were discussing "Flying S aucers" more 
than politics . The reason was the annual S ymposium of the 
Mutual UFO Network (MUFON) hosted by the Wash i ngton base d 
FUND F OR UFO RES EARC H at the Americ an Universit y .  Researchers 
asse mble d there from all over the World to pre se nt paper s  
and c ompare note s with delegates i n  other areas .  

Just prior t o  the S ymposium date, Uni te d  Press I nternational 
(UPI ) held a press c onfe rence at its he adquar te r s  in down­
town Washington . The only sce pt i c  attending the UPI session 
was Geoffery Barke r ,  Journalist, for the Her ald and Wee kly 
Times, published in Melbourne . Hi s feeble arguments however, 
were no match against such ver teran Ufologists as DR BRUC E 
MACCABEE and other s .  

After the press conference ajourne d, I appr oached the jour na­
list and gave him my c ar d  at which time he aske d, "What i s  
the name of the pilot you said vanashed over Bass S trai t  
because of a UF O?" He had ne ver hear d of the i nci dent! 

July 2nd, I returne d  to Melbourne and infor med the Herald 
that the ir represe ntative in Washington D . C . ,  kne w noth i ng 
of the UFO subje c t  in gene r al and activity around Melbourne 
and Vic toria in par ticu lar . S ome documents, to fi ll in the 
gaps, were poste d  t o  the Chie f  of S taff, at his re quest, 
which may h ave been lab le d  with a "D" Notice due to the ir 
sensitivity .  They were not published. 

The next h ighlight on my 1987 UFO Tr ail was the vi si t to 
Melbour ne of CYNTHI A  HI ND, the MUFON Repre sentati ve from 
AFRIC A, who addre sse d the Vic tor ian UFO Re se arch S ociety 
at the Royal S oc i ety Hall . 

I then went to Queensland for visits wi th Ufologi sts and 
frie nds . My plane d trip across the �OP END was interrupted 
due to UFO ac tivity around S EYMOUR, KILMORE and BROADFORDo 
My priority then change d to a re turn to Vi ctor i a.

Kilmore to Broadford reported a huge flyi ng object to the 
east with many ligh ts .

Me anwhile , the Dire ctor of HV McKAY Planatarui m, Dr Rob in 
Hirst, att ributed the initial sighting report to an exploding 
me teor . Whe n  he was prese nte d  with a sketch of the obje ct 
he refu se d  t o  admit he was wrong and issued a followup 
stateme nt ,  "that an e xploding mete or had prompted people 
t o  see t he AURA AUSTRALI S (S outhern Li ghts) " .  

This "explanation" has be e n  rule d  out by all concer ned. The 
obser vers neare st the sce ne were looking towards the southe ast 
not the south . Witne sse s have been found who saw the li ghts 
when t he y  were facing the north we st fr om the i r  locat i on. 

Unfortunately, an arm chair "expert" who may be knowle gab le 
concer n1ng move me nts of the stars but i s  c ompletely out of 
t ouch with moveme nts within our atmosphere .  

But because arm chair "exper t s" have spoke n, many pe ople will 
swallow the ir "e xplanations" hook line and sinker .

Johnson, who lives in a quiec, 
rpidcntitl neipborhood ncar 
central Kirkland with his w ire 
and two daupaen. Is caaer to 
dispdl the popular misconcep­
tion that peot)le who study the 
Unidentified Flyina Object 
phenomenon are superstitious 
or deluded. 

"Soma data has been col­
lected about people's altitudes 
toward's UFO's," he said.

Johnson became interested in 
UFO'• II the lime or I "nap" 
or scnn of siahtinas. in 1966, 
while he was still in hi&h school..

Graduate trainina as a 
psycholoaist has led Johnson to 
be wary or "cyc·•·ilncss" 
testimony and the distortions 
thai preconceived notions ncr· 
c:ilc on memory. Nonetheless, 
he believes that most people 
who report a UFO siahtina real· 
ly have seen somcthina th«y, 
and often the scientirte com· 
munity, cannot explain. 

"The reason I've stuck with it 
so lona ... he said. "is that when 
you talk to witnesses. (even 
thouah you do encounter your 
slain of people who arc havina 
delusions), you come away with 
the impression that there really 
is somcthina serious aoina on 
here." 

In f a c t, a c c o r d i n a  to 
Johnson, most people who sec a 
UFO, far from scekina the 
limcliaht, arc reluctant to report 
ttl« siahtina, because or the 
"ridicule clement." 

Top priority for Johnson is 
to "convince the scientific 
establishment that somethina is 
aoina on that is worthy or their 
attention." 

As a psycho lotist and 
statistical analyst. Johnson is 
curious about the social science 
UpectS or UFO's: "'ho sees 
them. where do they see them, 
at what times. and under "'hat 
conditions. 

"Even if this is an entirely 
psycholoaical phenomenon. 
studyina it would contribute 
areatly to our undcntandint 
mus hallucination. etcetera.·· 
Johnson said. 

But he docs not bclic•·c t hat 
UFO'\ arc \implr the product 

or cwcractlvc lmaalnatlolll. 
"I ttunk ttus Ia, at least 

so m e tim e s ,  a phy s i c a l  
phenomenon," h e  said. "It 
docs leave physical evidence." 

For lnatance, many people 
who slaht UFO's report that 
their automobile stalled or 
almost stalled when the UFO 
peucd over. 

Researchers of the effect 
believe that some ltind or hiah 
Intensity nuctuatina maanctic 
field interferes with the cars' 
electrical systems, causina them 
to fall. 

By studylha records of such 
Incidents, Johnson has found a 
stitlatical correlation between 

. distance, duration, and size of 
the object, and the Intensity or 
the effect on the automobile. 

"For example,'' he said, "If 
the UFO came within 500 feet 
of the car, stayed for over 30 
seconds, then the car would 
likely come to a complete 
stop." 

To act these results, Johnson 
analyzed records based on the 
testimony of Independent In· 
d l v l d u a l s  w h o  r e p o r t e d  
si1htinas all over the world, 
over a period of years. 

Another lnteraalad rester· 
chcr In Orcaon has done a 
laboratory study showlna the 
llltcly effects or the ltlnd or 
maanctlc pulse UFO In· 
vestiaators think causes the car 
failures, so that rield ln­
vestiaators will be able to Iden­
tify tell-talc sians of the effect, 
Johnson $lid. 

But such studies arc few and 
far between. 

"The truth about sdencc is 
that the research aon on where 
the money Is," he said. 

Johnson believes a com­
prehensive UFO research pro­
aram would cost about S6 
million, and that the public 
would support federal aovern­
ment Involvement in such a pro­
ject. 

A satellite surveillance system 
In underpopulated areas (where 
UFO's arc usually siahted) 
would provide possible verifica­
tion for indiyidual siahrinas. 

Physicists and cnainecrs 
would be asslaned to invcstiaate 
the vehicle interference effect, 
and other physical evidence or 
UFO's. 

Johnson also advocates a ran­
dom survey or the aeneral 
populatiCin, in order to solicit a 
representative sampling or 
reports and compensate ror the 
"reluctance" factor in repor­
tina. 

Finally, Johnson cnvisons an 
archival center that would sup­
port statistical research to look 
for panerns in the data already 
collected. 

Johnaon, who calla himself 
a "skeptic,'' docs nCit believe 
that there is any compcllina 
c¥idencc that UFO's arc ex­
traterrestrial In oriain. 

What they are, Johnson 
araues, is unexplained. 

And that alone should pro­
voke the scientific community 
to investiaatc, he said. 

"When we solve this pro­
blem, it may be a quantum 
jump In our knowledae or the 
universe," he said. "Or it may 
not. 

"B u t  even if you 
acknowledae that the subject 
Isn't necessarily compcllina for 
astronomers, still social scien­
t isu should wonder, what are all 
these people rcportina and 
why?"

l�YSTERY LI GHTS ON THE INCREAS E 

S INCE JANU ARY , this year , sightings have been on th e i ncrease 
within variouse areas of Australia. Th e. fi rst r eport for the

year came from a commercial pilot who was flying a twin engi ne 
Aero Commander from Canberra to Moorabbin, on the 1 5th Januar y, 
then at 3.00am a Mystery Light overtook him at CORRYONG and pac ed 
his aircr aft until! he r eached EI LDON vic i n i ty. The li ght then 
shot away from his aircraft rapidly acc elerating at a fantastic 
speed towards the east.

Other outstanding reports reached VUFORS from Western Austr ali a. 
Witness K.H. wrote that a light approached from the east towards 
the Learmonth, W . A .  Airstrip (northern end) as the ai rstr i p  li ghts 
were turned on at 1 9 00 hours. 9 th June, 1 9 8 7. It was moving in a 
zig-zag course to the left and r ight of its axis. It was at about� 
S,OOOft at this time as it ar rived over the airstr ip. It then went 
into a hover and remained stationary for some 6-7 mi nutes. The 
light was changing colour from white to amber . The observer was 
not able to see a shape other than a r ound light. The object then 
moved upwards into the li ght cloud, but was sti ll vi si ble wi th 
binoculars . I t  then moved i n  the direc t i on of NE slowly at fir st 
then at a great speed. The c loud was at lO,OOOft plus at the t i me. 

K.H. and a Colleague wer e awaiting a Cl30 Aircraft to takeoff at 
1 9 1 5hours. Th e object had disappeared at 1910. The obser vers 
tried to establish c ommunication on VHF wi th the air -cr ew. 
Communications were not established ei ther on pr i mary or the 
alternate frequenc y. Two VHF radios wer e used and both had 2 
fresh batterys fitted. A Cl30 was at lO,OOOft, and even when i t  
flew directly over t h e  ai rst r i p, communi c at i on was non-ex i stent . 
. The pilot of the Cl30 also tried to establi sh communic ati ons on 
VHF primary and alternate frequencies wi th no suc cess. 

This was the first time, during th e peri od from the 3r d to 9 th 
June, that communications from ground to ai r with the Cl30 had 
failed . 

S everal other reports of mystery lights ar e now being investi gated 
and significant cases will be pub li shed in future edi t i ons.

He arri ved in Oslo Friday 1 1  April and met repre­
sentative s  f o r  UFO-NorgP , before he travel led to T•nsberg , being guest at UFO­
Norge representative Odd-Gunnar Reed . Here he stayed until Sunday and then lef t 

by train heading for Trondheia. There he Del the Projec t Leader of Projec t lless­
dalen , Mr . Le i f Havik and st ayed at his place ( at Steren ) for three days . Together 
they made a couple of day l y  t r i ps to t he Hessdalen val ley , when , natura l l y  enough , 
Mr . Norman vas very keen to t ake a look at this famous place . 

When ret urn 1 ng f rom Mr . Havik on Thursday 17 April , he aade his t r i p  
towards Bergen · via Os l o  and a r rived here ear l y  o n  Friday . Unfor tunat el y ,  h e  had t o  
leave f o r  Osl o  and Stockholm j ust hal f  a d a y  later . However , during the f ew hour s  I 
had the pleasure o f  talking w i th him , I received a lot of impressions from the uf o­
logical co.mu n 1 t y , bot h  in Australia and the world as a who l e .  I t  was c l ear l y  ev iden t 
that Mr . Sorman had many c onnec tions with several other noted ufologist s  and i t  came 
to my knowled ge t hat he spends quite a t ime travelling around the world to various 
UFO-c ongresses , espec ia l l y  in the USA . He is a represen tative of CCFOS , �FON and 
BUFORA in Austral ia ; in add i tion he par t l y  maintains the exchange o f  pu b l icat 1 ons 
and material wi th vari ous other organ i sa tions , both na t i onal l y  and overseas .
