This aethod of 1investigation proved in
our gpinion very successful as no
conclusions were drawn until a successful
likeness vas identified.

Donald Edward Keyhoe, 91, a retired Marine Corps
Major and a former Director of the Natlonal
Investigations Committee on Aerial Phenomena, died of
pneumonia and cardiac arrest on November the 29th
1988, at the Life Care Centre in New Market, Va.

Major Keyhoe,
in 1969, wrote two

As director of the committee on which he worked from
1956 to 1969, he spent much of his time attempting to
persuade the Alr Force to Investigate UFO sightings.

"We want the Alr Force merely to end its secrecy on
sightings and stop ridiculing competent witnesses."
Major Keyhoe said in a 1966 article in the wWashington
Post. He sald that his goal was to get the Air Force
to support the Committees contentions that UFO's
exist.

Major Keyhoe, a native of Ottumwa, Iowa, graduated
from the U.S. Naval Academy in 1919. He then became a
Officer and served in the Marine Corps

for five years and the Naval Aaviation Training
Station in Pensacola, Florida and attained the rank
of Major before retiring 1in 1923 as a result of a

plane crash inijury.

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During the 1920s, he was an editor with the Coast and
Geodetic Survey and an Iinformation officer with the
Civil Aeronautics Branch of the Commerce Department,
later to become the Federal Aviation Administration.

Major Keyhoe was an alde to Charles.A.Lindbergh in
1927 when Lindbergh made his first solo, nonstop
flight from New York to Parlis and manager of the U.S.
tour of Admiral Byrd's North Pole Plane.

During the 1930s and the 1940s, Major Keyhoe was a
free lance writer who work appeared in such
publications as The Nation, The Saturday Evening Post
and Reader's Dlgest.

During World War II he served with the Naval Tralning
Divislion.

Originally a skeptic about UFOs, he under took an
Investigation for TRUE MAGAZINE, that was to change
his 1life dramatically.

Survivors include his wife, the former Helen Gardner
of Luray, Twin Daughters, Katherine and Caroline
Keyhoe, both of Hyattsville, a son Joseph Keyhoe of
Bethesda and a sister, Katherine Keyhoe of Ashville,
N.C.

FANTASTIC UFO-MOVIE FROM HALLINGDAL

The night between Saturday L2 and Sunday 13 July 1986,
the married couple Tove and Tocfinn Tonning together with their son Christer
and some friends were enjoying the tine nordic summernight. The location was
the Breiset mountain farm near Torpo in the Haliingdal valley, Southern Norwav.
Suddenly, at 0.30 am, they realized that Mrs. Tonning was staring at the window,
and asked why she was so astonished. "Look at the light up there'", she
exclaimed. "Now 1t has ascended from the horizon and moved above two crossbars in
the window!"
. They all move outside the house, and Torfinn Tonning takes his
videocamera with him. However, he discovers that the batteries are powerless,
so_he must use the cigarette-lighter in the car. %With the camera firmly fixed
on top of the car roof, he directs the lens towards the phenomenon, which is
located in ar easterly/northeasterly direction somewhere in the distance.

After some tise, it descends to a hill permitting both the object
and parts of the Iandscape to be visible in the same videoframe (althougk this
feature couldn’t be recogmized in the subsequent analysis).

Gradually, Mr. Tonming becames swmre of a second object just as
he and the others are ob=rrvimg the first ose.

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The videofilm lasts for about 1O minutes. The actual observation

lasted to around 3 o’clock am, i.e. for more than two hours. Both objects dis-
appeared at a great speed in a skewed angle to the horizon. Before disappearing,
the main object became smaller and smaller, thus indicating a gradual withdrawal
along the line of sighe.

Support from other witnesses

Just about a week later, UFO-Norge received a telephone call from
Oslo from a woman who wanted to be anonymous. She told that she and her boyfriend
had pitched their camp at a desolate mountain site called Krzkkja (situated ca.
80 km WSW of Torpo) just before the actual observing date for the Tonnings.
On 13 July at 2.20 am she happened to move outside the camping van and caught
sight of a powerful light in the sky, which she at first believed to be the moon.
The direction was ENE. However, she quickly realized that this couldn’t be so,
since the light moved and it wasn’t as large as the moon. She looked 2= the phenom-
enon for 5 minutes and then went inside and woke up her boyfriend. Together cthey
stood outside observing it for another 5 minutes until they both went inside in
order to get warm again, due to the cold nighket.

A later analysis reveals that the direction of the object seen from
Krakk ja corresponds closely with that observed to the WSW by Mr. Tonning and his
companions (the second object), after compensating for the geographical separatisn
between the different observers (see map). Some clues indicate that the distance
to the object seen from ¥razkkja was less than that seen from the Tonnings’place.

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When Mr. Tonning replaved the videotape on his recorder at home, he was
rather disappointed at first. The image of the phenomena captured by his camera didn’t
appear guite as impressive as the actual observatioan through binoculars. The video-
camera was equipped with a zoom leas with an 6X magnification. However, when using
the recorder’s stationary image ontican, many of the details became visible again.

Mesmwhile, the case bBegan tc attract wide attestionm and the daily
life of Mr. Tomming uas affected rather severely. Rewspepers and other nss-td:la
were very interested and his telephome was never silent. Considering the compotiom
that his observation aroused, he would hardly make suct 2o observatiom public once
oore, given the possibility of asother spectacslar UFO-sighting.

The representatives of UFD-Nerge decided to wait a bit, just te
Let the commetion fade before the real analysis could be initiated. Our organi-
satien was in this case especially obliged to make use of our connectioms, im
order to prove to the public that this movie wasn't just another elaborated fake,
made by a person desperately seeking asitention.

Financial support

In the meantime, the advertising company TED BATES located in Osla
became interested in the case, and took a serious vies of the observation and the
movie. They were willing to support the analysis economically, amd the cogperatiom
between UFO-Xorge and this firm ram very smoothly from the beginaing. However.
their further involvement in the case depended somewhat om 2 pocsitive response
from their foreign business associates, the German publishing house Sprimger-Verlag.
A~ couple of months after the initial contact with TED BATES, some eof the preliminarv
results from the ongeing investigaticn raised doubts about the phemswena being
benz fide UFOs. Althouglh the metter is still unresclved, these indications au that
time precluded further direct economical support from this scurce.

Further analysis of the movie

There still remain some aspects of the case whick have nct been fully
investigated. However, ane of the first things we did with the movie, was to shos
it to @ panel of selected experts at the Norwegian Industry Research Iastitute
(NIRTI) in Oslo. The members were very impressed, especially when the recarding was
replaved om a2 large TV-screen. 4 short time afterwards, om 17 October 1986 the videc
w@s presented to znother panel of experts, mamely researchers at the Xorwegian
Defence Research Establishment (NDRE), with whom UFO-Korge had a claose cooperation
in conmection with Project Hessdalen (which is presented in several recent issues
of this magazine). Prinmcipal investigator from the project, Mr. Erling Straad
showed the video, together with the main witness, Mr. Tonning. The avdience becawe
very interested, and several proposals were made for further research. The next steps
should include thorough investigation regarding the astronomical situetion during
the observation (the positioms of stars, planets etc.) together with anyv passible
connections to airplanes and/or satellites. Former, preliminary analyses snould be
reconsidered, being systematically compiled intc the new mass of data.

Investigations by GSW

During the first months of 1987, the movie was sent to extensive
anaglysis at Ground Saucer Watch (GSW) in the USA. Mr. Paul Neorman, of the Rustralian-
based Victoriam UFO Research Society, kindly took the responsibility of a personal
delivery from UFO-Norge to the GSW. During the summer of this year, the movie was
analysed with the help of electromic imege processing, in the way thst has made
GSW 2 leading organisation in this field.

Some informatiom had to be collected to emhance the validity of their
analysis; among them 2 thorough documentation of the weather situatiom in the area
at the actual point of time. UFD-Norge represemtative, Mr. Odé—Gunnar Roed, made
ingwiries ot the Norwegiaa Meteorological Isstitute im Osle; they respoanded by
sending computer printouts generated by two sutometic westher staticms near Torpo,
together with general inforastion. The pepers showed that the -esther conditions
ce the cbserving date were fairly good; = cloudbase of same 1500-2500 metres, 5
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varying in extent from 1/8 (a sunny, almost clear sky) during the evening of

12 July to 8/8 (completely overcast) the morning of 13 July. Visibility (underneath
the clouds) was 75 kilometres or more. Together with other parameters, the data show
that the phenomena very probably were seen underneath the clouds, which makes
possible approximate estimates regarding their altitude and, indirectly, their
distance.

Astronomically, a review of existing 3ources shows that the sun set

in the WNW at about 10.30 pa (Norwegian susmer tize, i.e at 8.30 GIT or UT) on

12 July: rising in ENE at 4.20 on the local horizon on 13 July. During the summer
at these latitudes (60 degrees North), the sky is never dark, especially not the
northern part of it. Even if the sky were partially obscured by clouds, it should
be relatively easy to recognise the faint twilight caused by the sun situated not
far below the horizon. The moon was not visible during the time of observation,
since it set at 00.10 am in the west (on the night between 12 and 13 July) and rose
at noon some 12 hours later. None of the major planets were especially favourable
between Ol and 03 am: Venus being above the horizon (in the south) only during
daytime; Mars rising at ca. 11.30 pm.- south at 0i.25 - setting at 03.13 am (being
very low above the horizon); Jupiter rising at 00.00 - south at 05.40 - setting at
11.17 am. Saturn should hardly be visible due to the sun-glare during the afternoon
and set just before 2 am.

Among these planets only Jupiter might be a suspect candidate for the
second object seen from Torpo. This planet was comparatively high in a southerly
direction during observing time, together with the fact that it shone with a clear,
distinct light (astronomical magnitude - 2.6). But if the Krakkja-based observers saw
the same object in the opposite direction (ENE) at the same time as that of Tonnings’,
this precludes such an explanation.

Regarding the air-traffic in the area, a general air-way between Oslo
and Bergen lies 40-80 km south of Torpo; going in a west-east direction. This route
is used mainly by jet planes, having a rather high velocity (700-800 ka/h) at this
stage in their flight pattern, resulting in a swift apparent motion in the sky.

The altitude usually varies between 45008000 metres. The observed objects’ stationary
appearance may suggest a helicopter or some sort of a balloon, although this solution
seems rather far-fetched at the mosent. According to cufrent information, no specific
inquiries were forwarded to the Air Traffic Controllers of the area regarding any
urusual air movements on the date ia question.

Other paraseters of prime importance are listed below:

1. Videocamera: VHS Nordmende CY 155 (from 1986); equipped with

a zoom lens of 6X magnification: 8 - 48 mm; f/1.2
2. Binoculars having a 12X magnification with an aperture of 50 mm
3. The relative dimensions of the primary object were estimated by
Mr. Tonning as the size of a big pea at an arm’s length

The verdict

The results from GSW’s analysis are shown below in a copy of the report
given to UFO-Norge. Clearly, it is stated that the case deserves further investigation,
while many clues indicate an unknown source. However, common to most analyses of alleg-
ed UFO-photographs/movies, there is always a lack of substantial data; - information
which could have given a conclusive answer if they had been present.

On the next pages we have given the GSW evaluation in extenso, together
with selected photos from the image processing sessions. Although the quality of the
photos may be somewhat deteriorated during several stages of copying, we hope that at least
they are of some value to our readers.
