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ON THE UFO TRAIL

On Sunday morning,
February 13th, 1988, a
lady who resides in a
beach side house at St
Kilda, Victoria, phoned
to report six multi-

‘coloured lights flying

over Port Philip Bay. The
lights, all spaced in a
vertical position were
flying in the direction
of Geelong and were
twinkling white, orange
and blue.

She noted the time as
being 2:30 a.m..

After two or three
minutes the lights merged
into three white lights
maintaining their
direction toward Geelong.

Later, a 15 year old lad,
who lives near Buckley
Falls and several other
residents in the vicinity
were wakened by unusual
sounds described by a
crew member of a fishing

boat, "As the sound of
many geese flapping
their wings in rhythm."
Several of the people
rushed outside to see
three white lights
moving slowly 1in
formation over Buckley
Falls.

This date marked the
beginning of a two week
period during which
scores of people were
awakened by loud strange
noises accompanied by
the appearance of
strange lights,
sometimes appearing in
numbers anywhere from
one to six lights or
objects.

During February, 1988,

VUFORS was tied up with
the investigation of the
Knowles Family incident
leaving follow-up
investigations of the
Geelong period of

activity until a later
date. Meanwhile, VUFORS
Geelong representative MR
KEITH THOMAS, was busy
taking calls and
compiling details of
reports from individuals
of Geelong and
surrounding areas.

Keith was awakened on
three occasions himself
and observed lights at
the same time. The third
night he recorded the
sound. A sound spectrum
analysis is planned when
time and funds are
available.

When recorded, Keith
remarked, "If it was a
helicopter, I would
change my mechanics." The
noise was not that of the
French built helicopter
which are more silent
than ordinary craft.

Police helicopters have
been flying over Geelong
and other towns of
Victoria for many years
but during this two week
period the people of
Geelong were suddenly
hearing unusual sounds
and seeing unexplained
lights when they rushed
outside of their homes in
the middle of the night
to see what was going on.

After a three day period

of interviews with
Keith, I visited the
Police Airwing at
Essendon where the
Officer — In - Charge
informed me, after
checking his 1logbook,
that a Police helicopter
was over the Geelong
area only twice during
that two week period.

On one of the occasions
the purpose of the
flight was to assist
with the search for a
stolen vehicle. The
other was when the
helicopter flew over
Geelong on the way to
and from LORNE to bring
an accident victim to
Melbourne for an
emergency operation.

An RAAF official told me
that no Airforce or
Military exercises were
being conducted at these
times. The outstanding
incident during ¢this
period occurred between
3:35 a.m. and 3:45 a.m.
on February 23rd, when a
lady who resides on a
hill overlooking a
shopping centre near
Geel ong was awakened and
noted that the power was
off and the suburb was
in the dark.

The clock/radio was
"Haywire" going on and

off. Her husband kept
beating the clock/radio
with his fist to stop the
noise. He noted the time
on his wrist watch was
3:40 a.m.. The lady
pulled back the curtain
and was astonished to see
a large glowing object
hovering over the
shopping centre.

She described the object
as a large round ball,
the colour of the element
of a toaster when first
turned on. The window
curtains were swaying
back and forth,
synchronised with the
on/off sound of ¢the
radio. At the same time
the lady felt some sort
of energy surging through
her body in rhythm with
the swaying curtain, the
radio and the pulsating
ob ject.

After watching the UFO
for five minutes, it
suddenly sped off toward
the northwest.

I recorded the interview
and later visited the
State Electricity
Commission’s office and
enquired as to the cause
of the blackout. The
manager said that the
cause had not been
determined and at that
point in time unknown but

whatever the cause, a
flashover had damaged a
set of insulators which
had to be replaced
before power could be
restored to three
suburbs.

I then told the manager
that I thought we could
be of some assistance.
We then went to the
operations room where
the recording of the
lady’s experience and
sighting was played in
the presence of the
personnel including the
foreman who was 1in
charge of the repair
work It was noted that
the outage occurred at
3:35 a.m., five minutes
before the lady first
saw the object. She
watched it for five
minutes before it flew
away. This amounted to a
total of ten minutes
from the time the power
went off, from S.E.C.
charts.

Investigation will
continue on the reports
received during this
period of UFO activity
as time permits.
Meanwhile, several other
cases are under
investigation.

GOING ROUND IN
CIRCLES

HI Y began again in May 1988, the
I circular patterns of disturbance
which have been turning up in
crop fields, mainly in southern England,
since at least 1980. To some local farmers
—Lt-Cdr. Henrv Bruce, for example, who
farms near Winchester—they now seem as
regular as the cuckoo, as Frcdictablc (and
exasperating) as untimely trost. To others
who are not so regularly haunted. these
invsterious circles have come as a great
surprise. On a farm near Yatesbury in
Wiltshire fcu - were discovered in a field of
harles. sho't'v before combining last vear.
Al farnmers. of course, are familiar
with the duvage done to standing crops
bv wind, -arn, suimmer whirlwinds and
thoughtless  sitors. The pliable crops to
which we g've the generic name of corn are
particularle vilnetable: and it cannot be
comncidence that the disturbances with
which this article deals have occurred
mainly in cornfields and mostly between
Mav and September, when bad weather
dnes most damage to such crops. But
weather and mankind tend to leave ragged
patches  of no  particular shape, not
precisely defined areas of flattened crops,
suirled into nearly perfect circles and
luoking as if a giant biscuit-cutter has been
used to make them. Still less do we expect
complex patterns of circles.

But this is what has been happening
since 198, In that year, single circles,
cach about 60ft in diameter, were found in
three fields of grain near Westbury. They
were repe -ted in the Wiltshire Tin!e.:. uqd
two were carefully surveyed. Wrmng in
his inter-ationally respected Jfournal of
Meteorolog *, Dr G. '[. Meaden of Bradford-
on-Avon concluded that we might be
witnessing the effects of a kind of summer
whirlwind: but nothing like it seems to
have come to scientific attention before.

In 1931 a row of three circles was
found in a field near Winchester, the
central one about 60tt in diameter. the
other two about 25ft each. Suspicion was
briefly directed at Army helicopters. but
careful enquiries ruled that out.

Since then the phenomenon has
blossomed. Not only are more of these
disturbances (beautiful to behold though

expensive for the untortunate farmer),
appearing each vear but the patterns into
which they fall are also becoming more
claborate.  As well uas single circles of
several sizes, there are doublets and triplets
of circles, some of the triplets being laid
out in a lriunglc. I'here have been a
number of quintuplets—a large central
circle surrounded by four simaller ones,
regularly placed. ‘There have been
quadruplets, and one or two irregular
“swarms™.  Most surprising of all have
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been the ringed circles—simple circles
contained within a ring or even two rings
of disturbance.

In all these complex arrangements
there are interesting combinations of the
“swirl” of the grain—for example, a
central circle swirled clockwise but sur-
rounded by a ring in which the grain lies
anti-clockwise. More than 400 circles huve
been reported since 1980, and more thana
dozen different parterns have been recor-
ded. 1988 bemg perhaps the most
remarkable vear so far.

The highlight was the discovery on
Julv 15 of a quintuplet of circles in a field
just across the A4 from the foot of Silbury
Hill, near Aveburv. Wiltshire. This was
followed by the appearance of a second
quintuplet about 10 davs later, followed a
week after that by three simple circles,

bringing the total 10 13 in this unusually
troubled field (which lies in the full gaze of
one of the busiest roads in Wiltshire).
During the same summer. and also near
Avebury, a swarm of 13 circles turned up
in the area of Yatesbury: and quintuplets
were found on Allington Down and near
Beckhampton, both in Wiltshire.

Elsewhere, that haunted field of Lt-
Cdr. Bruce's near Winchestersuffered first
a triplet of circles and then a striking
“dougle-ringcr", the traces of which could
still be clearly seen after combining.
There were occurances farther afield. too,
not only in Hampshire. Somerset and
Wiltshire but also in Leicestershire (one)
and Suffolk (one), and two or three of
them have exhibited patterns that huve not
been seen before.

The most determined drive towards a
solution to the puzzle has been made by Dr

Meaden, whose series of articles in the
Journal of Meteorology from 1981 to date
are classics of meticulous observation. We
owe it to Dr Meaden, who has examined
more than 300 of the 400 or so circles so
far reported. that not anly helicopters but
also hoaxers must be ruled out in the great
majority of cases, and he is searching for an
explanation in meteoralogical terms. His
careful scientific reasoning can be followed
in the Journal of Meteorology, obtainable
from him at 54 Frome Road, Bradford-on-

Other. wilder, guesses abound. The
western counties of England, where these
things have mainly been observed so far.
are engagingly haunted territory, rich in
henges and stone circles, steeped in
romantic legends. criss-crossed by sup-

posed “ley lines™, haunted by ufologists (if

not UFQs), redolent of some of the best
folk-tales outside the Celtic borders. It
would have been astounding if we had not
had some theories of a far stranger kind
than atmospheric phvsics can offer. (A
bibliography is available, free. from me.
c/o CounTry LIFE)

At the other end of the spectrum,
down-to-earth respondents to the mam
articles which have appeared in the
national and local press have offered u
range of earth-bound hypotheses: mating
hedgehogs: vixens making nests for thei
voung: the summer rituals of the rural
British; the effects of a virulent fungus
(possessing geometrical tendencies on a
large scale): and military experiments.

The only certainty at present is that
the phenomenon exists and will doubtless
continue to surprise us. Any opinions.
photographs and factual reports (obtained
without further disturbing ti’e unfortunate
farmers who suffer these things) will be
gratefully received and passed on im-
mediately to experts. Particularly wel-
come would be well-authenticated reports
from earlier than 1980 and from areas
outside the West Country.

SPACECRAFT " "DISCOVERY*
AND A& UFO0O CcCcoOoONTACT
UFPDATE

Traditionally, voice transmissions from NASA missions
are rebroadcast live to the news media and other
interested parties by Mission Control in Houston.
Such was the case during the "Discovery" mission in
March 1989. However if you were a radio amateur, you
might have tuned in to the interplay between Houston
and "Discovery" on your own equipment rather than
listen to the Houston rebroadcast.

This was due to the activities of the Amateur Radio
Club at NASA’s Goddard Space Centre in Greenbelt,
Maryland, which picked up the "Discovery" - Houston
transmissions directly from the satellite downlink
and rebroadcast them over a ham radio frequency for
the benefit of radio amateurs around the world. It
was via this system that, on March 14th at 6.35 AM
(eastern time), listeners heard one of the astronauts
SaYe s

"Houston, we have a problem ... we have a fire."

CLThe NASA code name for UF0O sightings by astronauts
is "ANGELFIRE"]

Seven minutes later, at 6.42 AM, came the following
"Houston, this is Discovery, we, ahh.... still have
the alien spacecraft, ahh .... under observance."

After several weeks of stonewalling requests (even!
high-level requests), for further information, NASA'
released an official position statement on April
12th, from MR B.L. Dean of the Office of Public
Affairs, he said ...

"We believe that this is a fictitious event and a
hoax perpetrated by a rogue radio operator or an
unlicensed person using radio equipment and
broadcasting on the repeater frequency ((147.45MHz)
that some ham groups use to relay NASA
transmissions."

Believing that a solid scientific approach was the
only way to solve the controversy, Dr Bruce Maccabee,
an optical physicist, arranged for a professional
voice-print analysis of the questioned transmission
in comparison with voice samples of all five of the
"Discovery" astronauts.

Unfortunately the company doing the analysis requires
a minimum sample of twenty words in order to produce
a positive identification which, they claim, would
hold up in a court of law. With less than that, they
are able to offer only a tentative conclusion. The
fact that the transmission only contains 13 words
automatically places it into the latter category.

But even so, there is an ace in the hole in that
while the voice-print analysis technique cannot be
used to make a positive identification on the basis
of 13 words, it can be used to rule out voice prints
of those astronauts whose voices have no similarity
at all to that of whoever made the transmission.

If all S voices are dissimilar then a hoax is proved
by the process of elimination. If on the other hand,
one voice shows strong similarity while the other 4
do not, then this tentative identification would
constitute reasonable justification for continuing
the investigation.

Curiously enough, the analysis produced just such a
result!

In essence, the voice of 4 of the "Discovery"
astronauts flunked the test entirely. The voice of
the Sth, however, shows sufficient similarity with
that of the mysterious transmitter that a tentative
identi fication can be made. The astronaut in question
turns out to be DR.BAGIAN, the mission medical

Larry Bryant, an outspoken civil-
ian writer and editor for the U.S.
Army, has become something of an
embarrassment to the federal gov-
ernment because he believes UFOs
are real, his attorney says.

“The military thinks unidentified
flying objects are nothing but super-
stitions. They keep suppressing in-
formation about them and larry
kcepstrying to expose the cover-up,”
said attorney James Hcller, who rep-
resents Mr. Bryant in US. District
Court in Alexandria.

With this kind of crusading — in-
cluding filing numerous frecdom of
information requests — there are
bound to be conflicts with Mr. Bry-
ant’s job in the Pentagon, Mr. ticller
said.

Not so, says Col. Douglas i1. Rog-
crs, now chief of public aftairs for
the Army's Materiel Command, who
was Mr. Bryant's boss when he got
several ‘unsatisfactory job perfor-
mance ratings in 1984 and 198S.

“His duties outside work arce
within his rights,” Col. Rogers said.
“Somc pcople may feel he has a prob-
lem with credibility and hold him up
to ridicule for his belicfs, but that is
irrelevant and I told him so.”

After the negative cvaluations,
Col. Rogers said, Mr. Bryant re-
ceived job counseling. His perfor-
mance ratings quickly bounced
back to the exceptional level where
they once were.

So what's the problem?

“It's pretty clear the government

put him down," Mr. Heller said. *The
principle of freedom of specch is in-
volved here and the chilling cffect it
has had on his life.”

For Mr. Bryant, S0, a (;§-11, who
began as a GS-2 Army clerk in 1958,
the issuce was not over even though
U.S. District Court Judge Claude M.
Hilton ruled in his favor in 1987.

The judge said the Army must al-
low Mr. Bryant the right to place ad-
vertisements in military base news-
papers asking potential whistle-
blowers to come forward with their
knowledge of government informa-
tion on UFOs.

A DRAMATIC . photo-
graph of UFO-type mark-
ings on the bed of Lake
Eyre has been made public
— 10 years after it was shot.

The slide was taken around
midday on January 2, 1979, by
pilot Lewis Brice during a
sightseeing flight.

A passenger on the flight, Jeff
I"indley. recalled the incident
end produced the slide last week

after seeing a TV program about
similar markings in a British
cornfield.

He said the regular clockface-
like markings with a central
point, photographed from about
30m above the South Australian
lake, showed “some phenomenon
which has never been explain-
ed”.

The circle {n Lake Eyre had a
diameter of about 30m and the
indentations were in water

where the picture was taken.

16th July 1989, Sunday Times,

about 30cm deep.

“I think the markings were
caused by some terrific presss-
ure of something taking off.” he
said.

“Idon’'t know what it is but it's
something that has the ability to
take off and land and has
terrific thrust.”

Mr Findley said he owned the
Outback Motel at Hawker when
the photographs were taken. He
now lives in Adelaide.

Mr Brice also told of
the strange markings
and how he pho-
tographed them. He
said he had made regu-
lar flights in the area
and had been on a sce-
nic tour over the south-
eastern corner of the
lake.

“What I saw was a
clockface with a central
mound and a series of
mounds in a circle
around it.” he said. It
looked for all the world
like little heaps of sand
in pink water.

“Some weeks later I
flew over the lake
again. I tried to find the
area where I'd seen the
markings but I didn't
ever see them again.”

Mr Findley sent the
photograph to South
Australian conservatio-
nist and Lake Eyre
expert Mr Warren
Bonython, who had

made calculations
about the size of the
markings.

Mr Bonython said he
could not decide what
the markings were.
“However it seemed
that the white patches
were consistent with

A MOTHER and her
two children fled in fright
from a brightly-lit UFO
near Hawker only 18 days
after mysterv markings in
Lake Eyre were sighted.

And a second woman who
picked up the terrified trio as
they ran through the night on
the Flinders Rangzes road also
saw the light. and said it was
Sigzer and criginter than the
moon — Dbut it was not the
moon.

Mrs Beverley Schumann
revealed her siory vesterday.

Mrs Anita Lindblom. the
woman who picked them up in
her car. backed up the story
and told how “the kids were
screaming and clawing at my
car door. trying to get in."”

Their story follows the report
of the Lake Eyre markings.

Recalling the experience,
Mrs Schumann said she had
not known of the strange sight-
ing at the lake 18 days before.

The UFO had appeared as a
“very bright vellow light" while
she and her two children,
Jodie. then aged 11. and Jamie,
7. were driving to Hawker from
a friend’'s house about 10.30pm.

“The light. which was very,
very bright. looked as if it was
coming down,” Mrs Schumann
said.

“I was so scared that I
tried to turn the car
around. but when I got
across the road. the
engine stopped and
wouldn’'tstart.

“By this stage I was
really scared because
the car lights still
worked but the engine
wouldn’t turn over.”

Mrs Schumann and
her children jumped
out of the car and ran
along the road. away
from the light and in
the direction of the
town.

Petrified

I don't rememberthe
light arter that but we
were petrified.” Mrs
Schumann said. "Anita
drove us back to our
car, which started.”

Mrs Lindblom said
she had also seen the
light while returning to
Hawker.

“All I could see was a
big. round light which
was bigger and brighter
than the moon.

A WEEKEND vigil by scientists
and engineers has failed to
establish a cause for Britain's
“circles of mystery”.

In the past four and a half weeks 130
circles have been reported in southern
England.

The overnight vigil by 50 scientists
with the latest in sophisticated
surveillance equipment tried last
weekend to establish the reai cause.

Unfortunately, cameras were facing
the wrong way and a new circle was
found behind them the next morning.

Recorders were able to pick up what
was described as a “noise of very high
energy, a high frequency warbling”.

But the exact cause is baffling top
researchers who admit that despite
intense probing they are no closer to
an explanation.

The circles — sometimes up to 20
metres across — are normally in a
symmetrical swirling pattern and are
often surrounded by identical smaller
clusters.

An expert who has been studying
their appearances for 10 years says he
is no closer to solving the riddle.

Pat Delgado, author of a new book
called Circular Evidence, says the
patterns have appeared in places as
far apart as Australia and the US.

While they normally appear in cereal
crops they have also turmed up in sand
and snow.

“We have talked to scientists,
agriculturists, meteorologists and
even experts in the army and Royal
Air Force — and all have been baffled
by the apprearance of these circles,”
Delgado says.

“You can talk to 100 experts and
they will come up with 100 different
theories as to why they appear.

“No theory fits exactly. Some people
are even claiming they are left there by
space ships. But I think the little green
mﬁan from outer space theory is rather
silly.”

Seen a UFO? Prove it,

says sceptic

Robert Sheaffer does not think he
has to prove anything as a sceptic.
The burden of proof, he says, lies
with those who make fantastic
claims about unidentified flying ob-
jects, the powers of astrology and the
iike.

Mr Sheaffer, a software developer
from California’'s Silicon Valley and
founding director of the Bay Area
Skeptics in San Francisco, was in
Melbourne yesterday to debunk a
few myths about supposed space-
craft occupied by extraterrestrials.

He usesslides he has taken to dem-
onstrate how easy it is to fake UFO
sightings, and points out how objects
in the sky can be mistaken for UFOs.
“The burden of proof is not on the
sceptic to disprove that dubious
things are there. Rather, the burden
of proof is on the person who makes
the astounding claims.”

Mr Sheaffer, author of ‘The UFO
Verdict: Examining the Ewvidence’,
was brought to Australia by the Aus-
tralian Skeptics, who conduct scien-
tific investigations into claims o! the
paranormal.

Mr Sheaffer was born in Chicago
into a Roman Catholic family, but de-
cided early to abandon Christianity.
“They tried to make a Roman Catho-
lic eut of me but it did not work.
When { was about 10 or 11 yearsold, 1
thought the whole matter over and I
just could riot bring myself to believe
in it. I tried to believe guite a few
impossible things and ! could not.

“In ccllege. I was astounded by
some norminally intelligent people
who were great believers in UFOs,
and so at that point I became quite a
crusader.”

Mr Sheaffer said many UFO cults
developed a religious character and
used religious imagery, but were an
escape from the responsibility that a
rational approach to life demanded.

He said many people who had had
a religious upbringing, but had lost
their faith, tried to fill the void by
believing in intelligent and munifi-
cent beings from outer space who
would take care of all problems.
cutting down tall poppies, ana a ot of
people perceive scientists as tall pop-
pies. It gives them pleasure to see tall
poppies cut down by advocating ab-
surd anti-rational systems such as
UFOs, astrology. psychic power and
the paranormal generally.

Beside photographs of *‘disap-
peared” people, above articles
about battered corpses dumped on
rural roadsides, n per head-
lines ask, “What are the true facts

about UFOs?' Pictures are dis-

played with captions such as,

Pro eso last night.” Readers feast
on the eyewitness accounts of
doctors, lawyers, pilots, police offi-
cers, engineers and private citi-
ze s.

“We were able to observe the
UFO (unidentified flying object)

with absolute clarity,” reads a
typical account. “It suddenty emit-
ted a powerful light and passed
about two kilometers away from
us. It had a number of lights
below, in the rear and above, and it
made no sound.” !

The lights, when th y appear,
show up between 7:50 p.m. and
8:20 p.m. Every evening about that
time, hundreds of people stream
into this area, about an hour’s
drive from Guatemala City, to see
the UFOs for thems lves.

“We came from the -capital
because we wanted to see for
ourselves what these things might
be.,” said Roderico Fretana, an
unemployed father of three. “Do [
believe in visitors from other
worlds? Yes, | believe the possibil-
ity exists.”

Stealth bomber

POWERING down the
runway at 160 kmh, the
controversial B-2
Stealth bomber was put
through its paces for the
first time yesterday.

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Riddle of the corn

rings unravelled
by the wind

By Peter Hoppar

IN THE last nine years
more than 400 mysterious
corn circles have been
reported in fields through-
out the South of England.

The phenomena —
described by experts as one
of the greatest mysteries of
the English countryside —
develops suddenly in
standing crops.

Enormous swathes, some-
times comprising intricate
circular patterns, are cut into
fields of cereals and other
arable crops such as oilseed
rape and sugar beet.

A number of people have

seriously  believed the.

pbenomena is the result of
UFOs taking off and land-

ing. Such illusions are now
being wunmercifully
destroyed.

No footsteps or any other
disturbance exists near the
circular patterns which rules

out hoaxers, vandals or
animal interf aence.

Maay of the circles have
obviously gone unreported
and one expert who is making
an intensive study of them is
appaaling for help from
farmers in Suffolk and Essex
who have perhaps been mysti-
fied by similar occurences in
their fields..

Dr. Terence Meaden, of the
Toruado and Storm Research
Organisation, says there is
nothing sinister about the
circular swathes cut into

standing crops.
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‘“You can cut out any extra-
terrestrial explanation,”” he
told me. ‘‘They are caused by
natural vortices formed in
the air in a special and un-
usual way."”’

Beyond that Dr. Meaden is
more guarded, probably
because he is in the middle of
writing a book which he
promises will reveal more

facts about his fascinating
research when it is published
in about a year’s time.

However, he did assure me
that there is much more to the
mystery than meets the eye.

The difficulty about
appeals to the public for
information, particularly to
farmers, was that there was
usually very little forthcom-
ing, possibly because of the
dangers of  attracting
unwelcome  attention  to
crops near to harvest.

Perhaps a case in point was
when an unexplained circle
appeared in a sugar beet field
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® (a) Side and plan-views of the windflow within a circle forming vortex; (b) some
possible vortex patterns, known and unknown.
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near Bury St. Edmunds Jlast
September, although Dr.
Meaden said he had only
heard about this second-hand
and had no further informa-
tion about it.

““The trouble is East
Anglia is very flat,”” he
commented. ‘“There are two
things about this: to see these
circles properly you need an
angle, and it is my belief that
they occur more frequently in
hilly regions.

Wind flow is collected by
hills, so vortices are more
likely to occur in those
regions. But' Dr. Meaden does
not rule out occurrences in
crops on less elevated areas,
that is why he requires infor-
mation from the region's
farmers.

He is appealing particu-
larly to owners of light
aircraft to keep a close watch
on cereal crops in July and
August; it is just before
harvest that they are most
vulnerable to vortices.

Similarly, the critical time
for oilseed rape in May, again
shortly before harvest. Two
circles that appeared in rape
crops in 1987, both in May.
Standing crops pushed over at
a vulnerable time stay like
that until harvest, he says.

The most vortices which
have come to his attention in
one year is 110, but Dr.
Meaden believes there must

be at least 500 occuring an-
nually throughout Britain.

In a technical article on the
subject in ‘‘Weather,”' the
official magazine of the
Royal Meteorological
Society, Dr. Meaden says in
concluding remarks that of
the several types of vortex
damage patterns found in
fields of growing crops, the
commonest was the plain
circle, ranging in size from
2.5 metres to more than 20
metres across.

The duration of the vortex
after striking a crop appears
to be brief, a matter of a few
seconds, and the energy of the
system is soon expended,”
he comments.

A variation on the plain
circle is the circle with a ring
around it. However, the most
impressive of the crop circle
systems formed by atmo-
spheric  vortices concerns
quintuplet sets. The diameter
of the central circle in the
instances studied has varied
from !0 to 17 metres across
while the smaller circles
which are usually nearly
equal to each other in size
have ranged from less than 3
metres to 8 or 9 metres across.

THE race is on for Aus-
tralian scientists to be
the first to build a
powerful telescope to
measure mysterious
gravity waves.

If funding is approved
by the Australian
Research Council, the
huge telescope will help
scientists measure the
massive disturbances.

The gravity waves,
caused by star explo-
sions in “distant” space,
have been just out of
reach of scientists —
beyond the *“vision” of
existing telescopes.

Costing $31 million
over five years, the tele-
scope would be built
north of Perth and would
be the responsibility of
scientists at the Austra-
lian National University
and the University of
Western Australia.

Gravity waves have
been described as one of
the more elusive phe-
nomenons in the cosmos,
holding secrets to many
mysteries about the crea-

tion of the universe.

Head of physics and
theoretical physics at
ANU. Professor John
Sandeman, yesterday ex-
plained the way gravity
waves were formed foll-
owing a violent event in
the universe.

He said dense binary
pulsars were formed
after a supernova explo-
sion.

*Huge stars — more
massive than the Sun —
spin around each other
and lose energy ... until
three seconds before the
end, they take one tenth
of a second to orbit each
other and then one thou-
sandth of a second to
orbit, at which time they
collide and cause a black
hole,” Prof Sandeman
said.

Waves are sent out into

the universe and some go
straight through Earth,
causing it to stretch
slightly.

Rcsearch from using
the telescope could pro-
vide ultimate proof of
Einstein's theory of gen-
eral relativity and *“a
new window” to observe
the violent events in the
universe.

It would allow precise
understanding of the Big
Bang theory and more
evidence on how the uni-

‘verse is expanding, Prof

Sandeman said.

The telescope could
provide a vital Southern
Hemisphere link with an
international plan aimed
at observing the myster-
ious gravity waves.

Researchers want the
Australian International
Gravitational Observa-
tory to build the tele-
scope to put Australia at
the forefront of a world-
wide race to build grav-
ity telescopes.

The telescope would
use intense laser beams
and high-precision,
super-smooth mirrors in
a giant vacuum tank.

The name of a reputable
computer systems company, De Anza Sys-
tems, appears on the edge of one frame.

Korff then asked if De Anza had the technical
capability to analyse the pictures. The
answer: "No. We are in no position to do an
analysis.’

At a lecture at the UFO '80 Symposium
held in Oakland, California, in August 1980,
Jim Dilettoso of Genesis 111 said that ‘z-scale
contouring’ and ‘edge identification’ tests

= ParT |
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were run on the pictures. The only drawback
to this is that these are simply colour con-
touring techniques (and can be used to
analvse the "density” at each point of an image
—its lightness or darkness). They are not light
distortion tests, such as edge enhancement,
which might reveal the information Genesis
111 claim to have gained by the techniques.

Dilettoso also (perhaps rather rashly) took
exception to a Ground Saucer Watch (Gsw)
colour contouring ot one of the Meier pic-
tures. This shows a similar level of light
reflectivity on both the ground and the
Pleiadean spacecratt — indicating that some-
thing is wrong with the photograph, since the
materials, at the claimed distances. should
reflect (and so colour contour) differently.
Dilettoso’s objection was untortunate, since
even Genesis [11's computer-generated pic-
ture shows both the craft and its background
in the same colour contour.

[t did so, Kal Kortfdiscovered. for reasons
that could prove nothing about the authen-
ticity of Billy Meier's photographs. Accord-
ing to Ken Dimwiddie, one of the tech-
nicians at De Anza Systems. who was present
when Dilettoso appeared in the guise of a
prospective customer, it was Dilettoso him-
self who assigned the colours on the

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computer's read-out screen. [n other words.
the colours may indicate almost anything
about the actual qualities of the original
photograph. They have little value except to
satisfv Jim Dilettoso’s aesthetic fancy.

Computer-aided analyses of the Meier
pictures by Ground Saucer Watch, however,
are devastating by comparison. They in-
spired two Gsw researchers, Fred Adrianand
William Spaulding, to describe them as
‘hoaxes, both crude and grandiose’.

Even without the aid of computer en-
hancement the photographs are dubious.
Shadows on the Pleiadean craft do not con-
torm to the light in the landscape, and the
sharpness of the UFO images indicates that
the object shown is extremely close to the
camera — as a model would be. (Gsw’s
estimate is that the various ‘spaceships’ are,
In fact, between 8 and 12 inches [20 and 30
cenuimetres] in diameter.) Fuzziness that
would result from atmospheric etfects is
often lacking.

\Where the images are more consistent with
expectations, one is still left baffled by the
testimony of Meier himself. Despite his
constant contacts and the priceless photo-
graphic evidence he was gathering on behalf
of mankind, Meier never bothered to repair
or replace his allegedly broken camera,

whose lens was stuck, focused at infinity. Yet
different focusings do seem to have been
achieved - resulting in ‘distant’ objects
coming out as suitably fuzzy.

But then the testimony concerning Meier
and his photographic techniques occasion-
ally leaves the disinterested enquirer gasp-
ing. [t should be pointed out that Billy Meier
lost his left arm in an accident, which one
would expect to make for difficulties with a
camera. Wendelle Stevens nevertheless has
made the startling claim that Meier shot all
his pictures from the hip, because the mirror
in his camera had ‘jammed closed’ as well.
And vet he manages to centre his UFOs in
every frame with amazing precision.

Jim Dilettoso also savs that a protessional
photographic expert claimed he would need
‘a million dollars’ to duplicate the Meier
pictures. Less excitably, Wendelle Stevens
attempts to debunk the claims that the UFOs
are models by asking: "How many models can
aone-armed man carry on a moped when he
Is driving with the only arm he's got*” One
might reply: “As many as will fit in a bag.”

Gsw found that the
focus on the discs 1s much
sharper than on the trees.
showing that the discs are
much closer. Again, there is
evidence that the UFO images

were superimposed on the
landscape picture -

computer-processed versions
appear opposite. The edge
enhancement on the left
revealed, according to Gsw,
inconsistencies between the
shadows on the disc and on
the tree. This suggests that
the UFO and landscape
images have been
superimposed. -:-
suggested to GSw that the
UFO image was actually
superimposed on top of the
tree image, as if the UFO
were closer than the tree —
‘indicating very sloppy work’,
in Kal Korff's words

So, what is one to make of the Meier case?
Certainly, the material evidence is any-
thing but convincing, and the tales told by
Meier have (as Gsw have pointed out) all the
hallmarks of American George Adamski’s
extravaganzas, updated and technically
sophisticated for a more demanding age.

[t is disheartening to learn that Stevens
received an invitation to present his case to
the House of Lords tFo Committee, who
should have known better than to invite him
in the first place.
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Genesis 111 come out of the affair in
greater embarrassment than Meier, who,
after ali. is apparently renowned for being
‘a sort of person who gets great satisfaction
out of fooling the authorities’. Genesis 111
have published some remarkable claims on
behalf of Meier, vet none of those claims
has been validated by independent research.
Wendelle Stevens may attempt to disarm
the ufologist Jim Lorenzen by saving, ‘As
you well know, Jim, the book was never
d§51gned to present any hard facts,” vet it
gives every impression of doing just that.

As for Meier himself, it is possible that
some ‘subjective experience lies behind the
discredited material evidence. If the stories
of voices in the head, going for rides in ‘pear-
shaped UFOs” with ‘avery old man’ at the age
of five, and the sightings'he had from a verv
early age are anything to go by, this may be
the best explanation. In which case, the
model spacecraft (whose existence Meier
doesn’t deny) may well have been con-

structed as a result of an actual series of

contactee experiences, however unlikelv it is
that these represent an attempt b_\" anv
Pleiadeans to get in touch with us on Earth.
[f so, then Billy Meier has unfortunately
allowed his experience to be turned by others
into something like an industry.

= Ground Saucer Watch who
made the computer analyses,
‘evidence of a linear
structure’ above the craft —in
plain English, a string or a
thin rod supporting the
object.
