THE FACES OF MARS

Since publication of the book The Face on Mars that I wrote
with James J Hurtak in 1985/86, US computer scientist and
former NASA employee Vincent DiPietro of Glenn Dale, Mary-
land -- who is co-inventor with Gregory Molenaar of the
computer image-enhancement programme called SPIT used to
first confirm the Mars findings as possible constructed
artifacts -- and his colleagues have discovered at least
one, if not three additional face features on the red
planet that could match the original find that rests so
serenely and unmistakably on the snads of Mars, in the area
known as Cydonia.

The most distinctive of these new finds, and closest to the
Cydonia face in shape and form, has been located in the
region known as Utopia (ref. NASA Viking photo 86A10).
Close-by on the same shot is another face-like feature,
while the third new addition to our growing catalogue of
'Faces on Mars' rests on a crater rim, as shown in NASA
Viking photo 43A04.

The first of the two Utopia 'faces' bears a striking resem-
blance to the Cydonia face, clearly indicating twin eye
cavities and an Egyptian style headdress (or is it a space-
helmet?). Unlike its apparently perfectly preserved Cydonia
counterpart, the nose section of this possible face-like
artifact appears as if it may be damaged.

Returning for a moment to the Cydonia face, another US
image-enhancement expert, Dr Mark J Carlotto of the
Analytic Sciences Corporation, Eading, Massachusetts, has
recently produced enhancements that clearly indicate the
presence of sculptured teeth in the mouth area. This helps
to re-inforce the already available evidence indicating
that this is no wind-blasted mountain that looks like a
face, as some more conservative scientists will have us
believe, but an edifice of vast proportions manufactured by
intelligent beings. (For the record: the Cydonia face is
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2.5 kilometres from crown to chin, 2 kilometres wide, and
stands between 500 and 800 metres above the ground).

And to add to the ongoing mystery, if all claims are
accurate, it seems that faces in space are not only

common to the planet Mars: there have been as yet uncon-
firmed reports (Weekly World News, USA, June 6, 1989) that
a Soviet astronomer, Dr Alexei Blinov, has discovered
through his telescope a massive stone face that stares out
at us from a crater of our own moon, in the area known as
Mare Nectaris, and that Russia's Venera 9 and 10 space

probes in 1975 spotted yet another such structure on the
surface of Venus.

But back to Mars, and a quote from a brief article in New

Scientist of 8 April, 1989 relating to the reportedly

failed Soviet Phobos probes sent to the planet earlier this
year. According to Boris Bolitsky, science correspondent
for Radio Moscow, just before contact was lost, the second
Phobos spacecraft returned some images of the Martian sur-
face to Earth, described by the Russian as "quite remark-
able features". The report goes on:

'The features are either on the Martian surface
or in the lower atmosphere. The features are
between 20 and 25 kilometres wide and do not
resemble any known geological formation...

They are spindle-shaped and are proving to be
intriguing and puzzling.'

Almost predictably, in the issue of Carl Sagan's The
Planetary Society publication The Planetary Report that
deals with the Soviet Phobos probes (Vol IX, No 4, July/
August 1989), and which might safely be taken as reflecting
the 'official viewpoint' in the matter, no mention at all
is made of these strange Soviet pictures of huge spindle-
shaped features.

One can only wonder if contact with the Phobos probe was
inceed lost?

I can visualise some VUFORS members exhibiting a wry little
smile. Some may even be prompted to remark that it all

smells of yet another monumental cover-up exercise to match
the many smokescreens created around official UFO findings.
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ON THE UFO TRAIL

For the past twelve months many sightings have been reported to
VUFORS, mostly nocturnal lights with mistaken identities about
the usual ratio of 10 to 1. Physical traces are also on the
increase and will be published from time to time.

During the month of October, three members of VUFORS Commi ttee
either appeared on television or were interviewed on radio.

Judith Magee was on Channel Nine's evening telecast of October 13th
for comments concerning the Elwood incident. John Auchettl was on
3AW and ABC radio talkbacks and on 23rd October, ABC requested me
to be interviewed by John Jost on 3LO.

I was prepared to present details with regard to the Frederick
Valentich encounter since it was eleven years almost to the date

of his disappearance during his encounter with a UFO. To my
surprise, Dr Allen Wright, of Parks Radio telescope was on the

telephone line from Parks, N.S.W., to debunk UFOs. Although I did
not know beforehand that this was a setup, it was no problem to

adapt my presentation because once I know an orthodox scientist is
involved, I know what he is going to say before he speaks. True

to form, Dr Wright's leading remarks were anticipated word for

word: "Yes, intelligent life is possible, no, they are not here,
they are too far away, etc., etc., etc." ’

My rebuttal pointed to the past preconceived theories of orthodox

science which has a documented record of constantly proving itself
to be wrong. I mentioned that past laws of physics had been over

come by means of other laws of physics. To my surprise, Dr Wright
agreed that speed of light would be no barrier in his opinion, but
we had not advanced to that stage as yet.

Most ufologists are aware that we are unable to do this,” that, o5

the other and it is the reason ufologists look elsewhere for the
answer. Orthodox science allows no possibility or probability that

another intelligence can come in this direction. If the number of
planets that could support life are as numerous as most astronomers
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estimate, and they haven't found the extent of the universe as yet,

if they ever do, then the mathematical odds are infinity to one
they will find us first or have already done so. Perhaps this is
the reason many astronomers appear to have a subconscious fear to

look at the nearby evidence.

One suggestion brought up the the astronomer was that he thought

if UFOs existed, astronomers who spend much time watching the skies
would surely see them. I retaliated by pointing out the range of
telescope field of vision was too narrow at close range but
astronomers had seen UFOs: giving example of Clyde Tombaugh,
discoverer of the planet Pluto, who had seen one, not through his
telescope, but while standing in his backyard. Tombaugh described
the object as cigar shaped and it maneuvered unlike any object he
had ever seen, obviously under intelligent control.

Apparently, Dr Wright was not aware of the survey made by
Professor Peter A. Sturrock of Stanford University. Five percent

of those who replied had seen UFOs. A good percentage, considering
astronomers are reluctant to discuss the subject. The problem with

most orthodox scientists is that ufology is out of their field.
They are out of touch and do not realize the extent of UFO activity.

The astronomer mentioned the recent display of Aurora Australis
(southern lights) being mistaken for UFOs and some thought the rays
of light were death rays! Now, I have been investigating UFOs for
over three decades, the last fourteen years full time. I am

personally acquainted with researchers all over the world and I have
never heard of one person who has mentioned death rays when

reporting UFOs. Yet, because statements like this are made by
orthodox scientists not familiar with the evidence, many people
swallow the statement hook, line, and sinker.

The astronomer gave an example of a personal experience while flying

from Canberra to Parks, when he saw what he though was an unusual
phenomenon, but it proved to be the reflection of moisture on the
wing of the aircraft. To an experienced UFO investigator, it would

seem to be absurd that moisture on the aircraft's wing could be
mistaken for any sort of unusual phenomenon in the first place.
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When the _subject of black holes and white holes was mentioned by

John Jost as a possibility to defy time travel, the astronomer
replied that this may be possible but we are not advanced to that
stage as yet. No, of course we have not advanced to that stage as
yet but how about others? A higher intelligence may have solved

that problem by means of which we are unaware.

When a person has myopia(short-sightedness) he does not go to an
astronomer for the solution, he goes to an optometrist and optician
who is acquainted with the problem. I sometimes wonder if the

Wright Brothers had been orthodox scientists would we have the

airplane even now? If my assumption is correct, then that slogan
sometimes seem on the bumper of a car, UFOs ARE REAL, THE AIRFORCE

DOES NOT EXIST, would be accurate at both ends of the slogan.

Time after time, when a serious UFO incident is publicised, some
journalist, who doesn't know anything about the subject, telephones
a professor of impossibility at the local educational institution,
who knows nothing about documented unexplained cases, but who gives

a ridiculous "solution" trusting it has the saving grace of being
little understood.

A good example concerns the encounter with a group of UFOs, filmed
by a TV crew off the coast of New Zealand. The TV crew, from
Melbourne, was on assignment to fly the route with a pilot who had
made frequent sightings of unexplained objects in that area. The
date was New Years Eve, 1978, two and one half months after the

Frederick Valentich encounter off the coast of Victoria. More than
fifteen "explanations" came from the scientific community around
the world: all conflicting, none satisfactory.

A leading astronomer of New Zealand said he was 99% sure the crew

had seen the planet Venus. The next day he was 99% sure the crew
had seen the planet Jupiter. From the other side of the world, Sir
Bernard Lovell at Jodrell Bank Observatory in England was sure the

objects were meteorites. A vast difference from a planet, besides

which meteorites burn up almost instantaneously whereas the several
objects manuevered around the aircraft, including four or five UFOs

that followed the aircraft for several minutes. These objects were
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detected by radar. An orinthologist in New Zealand was sure the
objects were mutton birds flying inland to mate. If true, the birds
were anxious to get on with the job. They were outflying the

aircraft.

The spokesman for New Zealand officialdom offered the "solution" by
stating the objects were reflections from squid boat lights. No
squid boats were in a position to reflect such lights. A more
plausible explanation would have been flying fish at ten thousand
feet. It would seem from the contradictions that these gentlemen
of learning would realise they did not have the answer but due to
mental blocks within the ranks of orthodoxy they will not admit UFOs
are real and there is soﬁething strange and unknown going on. In
the past, the Astronomer Royal announced that space travel was
"utter bilge". That statement was made one month before Sputnik One
soared into the skies, indicative of the fact that many scientists

are unaware of what is going on within the human race, let alone
evidence of a more superior technology.

Anyway, the TV station management realised it had a credibility
problem and decided to call in VUFORS, the organization that studies

the reports. The major mistake of the original televised program was

the newsflash of the "first ever" film of UFOs. Our first meeting
with the manager concerned was to point out they did not have the

first film nor were they even within the first hundred or so, giving
some examples.

Our advice to the management was not to post but take the film to the

National Investigations Committee on Aerial Phenomena (NICAP),
located in Washington D.C. This organization (no longer in existence)

had photo physicists who had access to high tech apparatus and were
interested in UFO photos. The advice was carried out but VUFORS

received no credit for the part it played in directing the evidence

to where it would receive expert analysis, due to the fact that it
wound up in the hands of ungrateful recipients. A news story

concerning this important case is published in this edition.
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A more recent example occurred on 13th October, last year,

concerning the Elwood, Victoria incident when a "nominee" appeared
on the scene to decree an "explanation" of the cigar shaped object
in the sky. Previously, a patch of grass had been burned near the
area that had no relation to the sighting whatsoever. But since
it was reported, the scientist, from a local institution, thought
he had to fit the burned spot into the "explanation". He gave
some sort of a "solution" that accounted for the sight, the sound
and the cause for the burned grass. At any rate, it had the

debunker's desired effect. Fearing ridicule, most of the
witnesses decided not to come forward for interviews. However,
VUFORS already had more reports than it could attend to at that

time. Perhaps others will come forward later.

Documented evidence reveals at least some of these debunkers are
commissioned to do just that. For example, the former Chief
Civilian Consultant for the U.S. Air Force, Dr Allen Hynek, was
instructed to debunk UFOs during a period of activity in Michigan.

His attempt made headlines worldwide. The "explanation" of swamp
gas brought his career to an abrupt end. He later performed a more

useful purpose by organizing a private research organization to
research UFO reports. The swamp gas explanation holds the world's

record for being the best description for official hot air.

Earlier, the chief official debunker was Dr Donald Menzel, Director
of the Harvard College Observatory. His so-called solutions became

so ridiculous, he ceased to be of any official value for public
debunking.

The greatest attempt to bury the UFOs was when the U.S. Air Force
commissioned Dr Edward Condon to head the Condon Committee, a
computerized selection of debunkers at the University of Colorado,
Boulder, Colorado. Dr Condon, a skeptic, made a statement before the
project had commenced investigations. The statement was that UFOs
were nonsense. He made two visits to the project office where the

project personnel were sifting the information and reports.
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However, while studying reports it began to dawn in the minds of
some of the academics that the phenomenon was real.

In May, 1967, I was requested to visit the project and present

It was there that I learned a few of
the scientists exhibited evidence of some thinkability and where I

learned that Condon had visited the project office only twice. 1In
January, 1969, Dr Condon's report was released. VUFORS president,
Judith Magee, commented "It was the only book ever written with the
conclusions at the front." Apparently, Dr Condon trusted no one
would read any further because more than one third of the cases
studied remained unexplained. Those interested in this official
attempt should read the book UFOs YES by Dr Dave Saunders, the
leading researcher at the project. Those who are willing to
struggle through reams of misinformation and irrelevant padding to
get at a few facts should read Dr Condond's "Scientific Study of

Unidentified Flying Objects", which he apparently did not study
himself.

An example of Dr Condon's comment on one of the unexplained cases was
with regard to Captain Howard's encounter of June, 1954. He was

flying a British Airways (then known as British Overseas Corporation)
Stratocruiser near Labrador, when he, the crew, and passengers all
observed a large cigar shaped UFO with three smaller objects flying
in front and three flying behind the big object. Howard radioed the
air base from where an interceptor was sent to investigate. As the

interceptor drew near, the smaller objects returned to the large
object, which then sped away at a fast speed. Dr Condon's statement,
published at the front of the book, was "This was an unusual natural

phenomenon, so unusual in fact, that it had never been reported
before or since."

Here are the facts: I know of twenty-eight such cases presented to

the project, three of them presented by myself. They had been
reported not only by private investigators but by official personnel
as well. These three cases were investigated by the Victorian UFO
Research Society and other private researchers, including members of

the Queensland Research Broup in Brisbane.
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The cigar shaped object described by Captain Howard was similar to
the one reported by Frederick Valentich, twenty four years later
before he vanished while flying from Moorabbin Airport to King

Island. Dr Condon failed to bury the UFOs. They refuse to stay
undercover.

The good news is that fortunately, a minute percentage of scientists
take time to study the reports and are giving some assistance to

ufologists. However, these scientists are much more informed than
academics who know little, if anything, about documented unexplained
cases.

Finally, a newsletter has been distributed in Australia and overseas
stating that "The Victorian UFO Research Society did not get control

samples for analysis of the dust vacummed from the Knowles family
car." The purpose of taking dust from the car was to compare that
dust with brake dust, especially the burned black particles. The

analyses from laboratories in both the U.S. and Australia have proved
it was not brake dust as maintained by dedicated debunkers who tried

to discredit the case. I did not find time to go to the remote area

of Mundrabilla until after returning from overseas in July. Meanwhile
analysts in Melbourne had that information and found the gap to be so
great when compared with the roadside dirt of Mundrabilla that it was

not worth considering.

The VUFORS investigations were not postage stamp inquiries. They
were expensive, on-the-spot investigations assisted by doctors,
engineers, and scientists. The full report has been delayed due to
additional results and information we have received concerning
analysis and part of the report has been rearranged to accommodate
the additional information. Those people interested in the report
should place their order so we can determine the number of copies

INTRODUCTION

SYNOPS1S:

At Y.15 pm Melbourne time, Monday 9th October 1989, a 28
vyear old mother of three, Mrs ANDERSON, was driving her 27
year old triend and mother of two, Mrs GLEEVE, towards
MULGRAVE along Churchill Park Drive, Endeavor Hills,
Melbourne. The weather was clear and because of the car
head 11ghts visibility was perfect. As they turned a bend

1in the road both observed an URANGE - RED UFO from their
moving vehicle, first from a distance of 840 metres and
secondly trom about 150 metres away. From a hover

position the object climbed into the sky, flew over the
car and disappeared from view over a hill. The encounter
took just one minute.

LOCATION:

The location was some six (6) kilometres north-north -
east from DANDENONG, east of STUD ROAD and west of
CHURCHILL PARK DRIVE, ENDEAVOR HILLS, 80 metres from
FRANKSTON DRIVE. (MELWAY MAP p. 82, AS. Australian Map
Grid Easting Co-ordinate 345.5 km by Northing Co-ordinate
5798.8 km.)

The ring location is covered in wild grasses. some bush,
and assorted native plants. The area under the power
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lines is grass trom ground level to a half metre high.
This clear grass corridor area is regularly maintained at
a specific height because of the power lines and runs
through the National Park.

The area outside the lines has natural growth heights,
dense bush, and trees. The CHURCHILL NATIUNAL PARK is on
the east side of the road. The road side is fenced and
heavily grassed with tree and bush growth.

At the time of the encounter, the area soil was very damp
and sott. The vegetation was very lush and green.

The road is bitumen and in a tair condition. There are no
street lights at all.

POWER TRANSMISSION TOWERS:

In the immediate area where the UF0 was seen run some 48
high voltage power transmission lines in an east to west
direction. These lines and towers lead to the main
ROWVILLE S.E.C. TERMINAL STATION and two other lines
branch of to the small ROWVILLE EAST S.E.C. TERMINAL
STATION. The larger towers supply mains power to
Melbourne from the YALLOURN coal power complex in the
GIPPSLAND district.

There are seven (7) rows of towers spaced some 50 metres

apart and two (2) rows of small power poles. There are
approximately a total of 18 towers within the immediate
area (+ - 1 Km) and six (6) single small power poles.

Two (2) towers are some 80 metres high and are the largest
constructed by the S.E.C. One (1) tower is also a large
tower some 60 metres high but of an older design and four
(4) towers are even still older at 50 metres high. The
two (2) small, single pole design are only 8 metres high.

INVESTIGATION

UFO DESCRIPTION: The object was a bright glowing
light coloured orange with a little red. However, it did

not cast light onto surrounding land or vegetation. It
was shaped 1in a ball or a circle - round form. No sound
was produced. It was first in a hover position and raised

vertically then flew away horizontally. The women felt
.that it was very large: about 20 feet wide (6 metres).
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RING DESCRIPTION: It was brown-yellow in colour
around a central green grass area. Within the ring were
four (4) evenly spaced holes and two (2) random
semi-cylinders. Within the centre of the ring there was
an assortment of non-defined markings.

RING MEASUREMENTS: There was only one (1) 12 foot
(365 cm) ring found. The outer brown-yellow ring had a
width of some 8 - 10 cm.

RING GROUND HOLES: Within the ring there were four
(4) holes, each 5 cm diameter, 3 cm deep and surrounded by
a 7 cm diameter pad imprint. Except for one, each hole
was about 5 - 7 cm from the dark outer ring. These holes
were evenly spaced in sets of 7 feet, 6 inches (228 cm) or
8 feet, 6 inches (260 cm).

At one hole there was a semi-cylinder ®"scoop"™ 10 cm long
by 7 cm wide by 3 cm'deep, and close by was another.

TREE BRANCH DISTURBANCE: We observed to the north-west
section of the ring a dead tree branch (1.5 metres long)
that had previously been lying flat on the ground but was
now hanging over a presently living tree branch and
causing that branch to droop downward under the weight.
The positioning of this branch was very recent.

ANIMAL ACTIVITY: There was no obvious animal
intervention over the site. There was no animal

excretion, markings or tracks. )
VISIBILITY PROBLEMS: From the description given, |
tirst thought the UFO was on the ground up towards the top
of the hill ridge line (D). If it were any closer to the
road, the trees obscured the ground. By using a search
pattern method and walking the timbered and grassed areas
it still took some 4 days of searching to locate the
ground ring at the bottom of the hill (C).

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After all that work the ring was closer to the road than I
at first thought possible.

It became obvious on later examination that the UFO when
first seen must have been at that time in a hover position
well above the ground.

However, seen from a distance (A) and with the ground

rising behind the UFO (D), this gave the appearance that
it was in the trees on the ground (E) (D).
Therefore, when the women next saw the UFO (B) it was

moving from that original hover position.

RESEARCH
SIGNIFICANT RESEARCH

UFO Congress at Tomsk, Siberia

In the company of Heikki Virtanen, wice chairman of Suomen
Ufotutkijat, I visited Esthonia on July 15-17, 1988. 1In Tallin

we met Igor Volke, vice chairman of the Esthonian UFO research
group, and several other local ufologists.

The latest news from the kingdom of the Perestrojka is quite
interesting. The Esthonian researchers had taken part in a major
UFO research congress in_Tomsk, at the heart of Siberia, on April
18-25, 1988.

More than 300 UFO researchers from all parts of the Soviet Union
attended the eight day long conference, arranged at the Technical

High School of Tomsk. There were many interesting lectures. The
subject had been divided into six sub-sections, each with it's own

working party during the congress. Besides the Tomsk Technical
High School, the meeting was organized by the Siberian department of

the Soviet Union's Academy of Science and the Scientific-Technical
Associations Central Organization.

During the congress recent investigations of a UFO case near

Vladivostok, in April 1986, were related:

A lumirous light-ball descended with about a dozen people as
spectators. At the last moment the light changed to a more
horizontal path and crashed on a 30 metre tall cliff. The UFO
exploded into tiny, tiny particles. On the surface of these
particles a strange, net-like structure, like gauze bandage,
was found. Laboratory tests have shown that they consist of a

great number of rare metals. A few of the particles are
practically pure gold and silver, some 50% of each.

Among all the leading Soviet researchers the meeting was attended by
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the chairman of the Soviet uFO research commission, the correspondinc
member of the Academy of Scinece, Vsevolod Troitski, and vice

chairman Pavel Popovitch. Felix Zigel was absent due to illness.

One of the more prominent UFO researchers nowadays is a doctor of
chemistry,'Dmitrijev. He had a long presentation to the congress
on the subject of anomalous phenomena in the atmosphere. Dmitrijev

proposed a theory that certain phenomena, believed to be UFOs, could
be caused by plasma-balls created around solar particles in

connection with sun-spot activity. This would explain the observed
11 year frequency in both the UFO phenomenon and sun-spots.

Dmitrijev was especially worried by the diminished ozone layer. He
is a member of the UN committee created to esearch this phenomenon.

According to Dmitrijev, signs were recently found that the layer has

diminished over east Siberia, Brazil and northern Europe.

UFO Seminar in Petroskoi

The national seminar for UFO researchers, held for the second time in
Petroskoi, lasted for two days. More than 50 participants from such

cities as Moscow, Leningrad, Minsk, Tbhilisi and Tomsk attended.
Guest of honour was the many times World Champion, test pilot Marina

Popovitch, wife of cosmonaut Pavel Popovitch.

The meeting was arranged by Gennadi Sorokin, chairman of the
Petroskoi commission. Arvid Mordvin-Shtshodro, chairman of the

Leningrad commission as well as secretary of the all-union UFO
commission, opened the seminar. The programme was arduous.

Mihail Korovkin and Natanja Lebedeva, from Tomsk, related the
investigations of the Dalnegorsk phenomenon. Talassi Shonija, from
Thbilisi, spoke about anomalous damages to woods in Gruusien, and

Konstantin Hazanovitsh, from Leningrad, described UFO research in
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Australia.

Galina Smirnova, of Moscow, spoke about the anomalous phenomenon at
Jasonevo, and Aleksandr Popov, from Petroskoi, made comments on

preliminary results of investigated phenomena at Kontupohja and

Vieljarvi.

The seminar also had talks by eye witnesses. The importance of
methodology in eye witness investigation was underlined. An

exhibition with dozens of screens described well known anomalous

phenomena.

The aim of the seminar was to spread the word about UFO research,
particularily through the press, during the era of Glasnost. The
seminar was attended by representatives of APN, Moskovskie Novosti,
national television, as well as the local press and television.
Esko Kokkonen, reporter for the Finnish radio of Uleaborg, also
attended.

Marina Popovitch valued the meeting in this way:

"This seminar here at Petroskoi is a great feather in the organizers
hats. The great interest from mass media is, in itself, a victory
for the researchers of this so little known subject. Extraterrestrial
civilizations and contacts, and the research into these subjects,
were the aims of the seminar, and the event was an important step
forward in the development of science and the search for new

civilizations."

A CAUS correspondent, Mr Josen Takano of Hakui City, Japan, has

forwarded a curious document which may have some significance, if
genuine.

It is alleged to be an official internal memorandum of the Defense

Agency of Japan (DAJ). Takano, an official at the Hakui City
Public Hall, says that he received the memo from Eisuke Tsuruta of

the publicity office for the Secretary of the Japan Self-Defense
Force (JSDF), through Akira Kusaka, Director of Election-Counter-

measure of the Liberal Democratic Party in Japan's Kagawa
Prefecture. It's on official DAJ stationery. We're informed that

it's not uncommon to find handwritten internal memos in the Japanese
government. "OSI" in the memo is the JSDF's overseas intelligence

branch.

Our rough translation, endorsed by members of the Nippon TV crew

mentioned previously, is as follows:

1 May 1979 OSI Mr Yamada

"The US Air Force has resumed collecting information and

data on UFOs, which the CIA has proposed not to do.
It is said that they were asked to do so by the Space

Science Committee of the United Nations. But the real
reason was because a crashed space ship (Adamski-type)
which retained its original form, was found recently
(26th Apr.?) near the border between the US and Mexico.
Is there any section which specializes in UFO matters in
the Self-Defence Air Force of Japan?

(Man from DAJ answering, Ed.)
No, there isn't. We think you had better be concerned
with the UFO field before long because this matter will
become sensational in the near future.
OVER. Thank you."
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Nippon TV's Hidehiko Amemiya told us that he had looked into this

paper and while it is on genuine stationery, he couldn't be sure it
was an official document. An attempt to trace Mr Yamada failed.

The stationery is not hard for anyone to acquire and we are bothered
by the reference to an "Adamski-type" craft. The language barrier
is difficult in this case and we solicit any help. We are in

possession of other letters to be translated. CAUS is keeping a
questioning attitude about this development.

In reference to Paul Whitehead's article (F.S.R.) I think it is quite
the most interesting piece of information printed in June U.F.O.

Bulletin because it states that as much as 90% of a huge missing mass
in our universe is needed to explain its characteristics. This seems

to refer to forces at present, beyond the comprehension of the world
of solid matter in which we exist.

It is gradually dawning upon these scientists who probe the universe
that, because we cannot understand another dimension of existence,

this does not mean that one does not exist.

Of late, a wider perspective of analysis has spread through the

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Scientists press Carter to
probe UFO

film verified by 20 experts

SCIENTISTS are demanding
President Carter order an in-
vestigation into a film shown on
Good Morning, America that ex-
perts say is dramatic evidence of
the existence of UFOs.

The President is under pressure
to get the government to step in
following careful analysis of the
film by some of America’s most
respected authorities.

Millions of people all over the
world have seen the film which
was taken by an Australian TV
crew flying over New Zealand on
New Year's Eve.

The cameraman shot 23,000
frames of 16 mm color footage of a
huge, brightly-lit object which
those aboard the plane say follow-
ed them on two legs of the journey
up and down the South Island of
New Zealand. .

It made such an impact on ex-
ecutives of Channel 10 on
Melbourne TV that they called in
American experts to put the film to
rigorous scientific tests.

More than 20 specialists in elec-
tronics, optical physiology,
astronomy, biophysics, radar and
photography have unanimously
agreed that it was the first verified
film of an unidentified flying ob-
ject.

But there
was tremendous skepticism after
the film and report was aired.

“People said I was nuts or a
hoaxer, but I knew that if the film
could be properly examined, we
would be vindicated.
